In the July union meeting a resolution
which would have helped organize an unemploy-
ment committee at GLS was opposed and

defeated by our union mis-leaders. GLS workers

need a fighting unemployment committee not
2l to protect laid off brothers and sisters
put to deal with the resulting speed-up and

harrassment. When 1299 neglects to notify
laid off members of important meetings, we
should organize. When the company lays off
some and works 'the rest of us to the bone
to keep up, we should organize. When the
company refuses to recognize plant wide
seniority and the union can't deal with
all the grievances, we should organize!
Socialism means decent jobs for all. Under
socialism workers run the factories and make
the day to day decisions which keep them
running. To builld a really fighting unem-
ployment committee is the first step we
must take towards this goal. We must deal

~with all the probl.ems which 1§§offs bring.

We must demand a job for every able bodied
worker!
