GOVERNITENT AXIS L.C.C. SCHOOL IUILDING PROGRAMME,:

The London County Couneil, along with many other local mthor—
ities throughout PBritain has had its education estimates cut by the Tory
Iinister of Bducation, The L.C.C. planned twenty-five school muilding
projects in London for the last year of its 1960-65 programme, costing
about £3 millions.

We consider that such amalgamation could
accelerate uilding programmes, reduce costs and enable there to be greater
variety in design and materials."

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"DESTALINISATION™ IN LITHUANIA. From a London Correspondent.

RTACTION OF THE FRENCH MINERS TO POMPIDOU'S APPREAL.

whera I found myself in the company of six people (four underground miners and
two women) s the reactions, as 1i. Pompidou's explanations wenit along, wore rather
ironic and bitter. There was little or no growling, just wry smiles,"

Lo Figaro carried the following report of the reaction of a miger's family to
the Pompidou speeech. "hat we're interested in is getting what we're asking
for .....They take us for kidg —— we don't want any promises becaunse they
don't stand up....We want action.... e want immediate talks with all our
unions together and we're not going back to work till that condition ias met
if we have to live on bread and water while we are waiting.... The miners have
firmly decided to keep up the struggle till the end for immediate results

and not for the month of September." (One of the Goverrment's promises is to
"roview" the situation noxt September if the miners go back now, )

ALGERIAN TRADT UNIONISTS SUPFPORT FRENCH MINERS,

Among the many actions taken by the Algerian. Trade Unionists in
solidarity with the striking French miners was a telegram sent by the
Algerian Building Workers.
