The seafarers dispute around Dover has highlighted the
differing levels of support between the Miners and other
sections of the labour movement such as the printers
and also how essential it is for revolutionary socialists
to develop a credible rank and file organisation based
on winning strikes not recruiting from them,

The printers a stronghold of Trade Union power enjoyed
for many years, a level of organisation which kept them
a position at the top of the wage scales. In the Wapping
dispute many printers thought they could stand on their
own and win and as a consequence defeat produced disillus-
ionment amongst wost. For the Miners, right from the
start of their dispute, they knew that they had not only
to get financial support but also industrial support
and at every level amongst the dockers, transport workers
seafarers and through the TUC they argued for strike
action. The experience radicalised them and radicalised
the women that supported them provoking often a total
break with the "common sense" beliefs they had before
the strike. That is why the women and men of the mining
communities readily gave organised support tothe striking
seafarers. There instinctive solidarity is now a conc-
sious effort in the class struggle.

It should be clear that an industrial dispute of political
importance cannot be won within the existing laws govern-
ing Trade Union action. The tactics for winning were
only just being developed in the mimers strike. Clandest-
ine sabotage and the physical defemce of the picket line
vwill feature in the disputes of the future.

Revolutionary Socialists must provide a credible source
of active support and ideas. Red Action by no means claims
to have discovered some wonderful altenative strategy
that will enable us to wash away Thatcher and the Bosses.
The process of class struggle produces the industrial
and political confromtations, out of those confrontations
the working class begins to sharpen the tools of its
organisation and conscious red actionm.

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The Gulf Mar-A Post Mortem.

The presentation of the Gulf war as a primitive local-
ised conflict fought out by two irrational tCribes
vith the high representatives of the western democra-
cies looking on bewildered by the "meaningless slaugh-
ter”, is a familiar stereotype from years of the repor-
ting in Northern Ireland. In reality, western govern-
ments and the economies they manage have been in to
up to their necks.

— THE PRINCIPLE ——

Since the beginning of the century the western povers
have fought for control of middle-eastern oil Reserves.
The region had been the world's major oil producer
since the wmid-sixties, currently providing 908 of
western Burope's oil, and a large proportion of the
giant oil companies profits, As former American Nation-
al Security advisor Zbigniew Beezinski said concering
the issues surrounding the conflict, "Access to Persian
gulf oil reserves is the principle at stake". Arab
governments that have disputed western comtrol of
the reserves that lay within their territories have
been destablished or overthrown, as when the Iranian
Mossadeq regime was deposed by an Anglo- American
coup and replaced by the Shah's dictatorship in 1953.),
With Libya already a dangerous example, control appear-
ed to be permanently threatemed with the overthrow
of the Shah in 1979. The clerical regime under Khomeini
that emerged from the revolution exploited popular
hostility to the traditional imperial interests; and
it is these interests that consequently have sought
to direct the nature and outcome of the comflict.

e STOCKPILE OF US WEAPONS se—

The governments of the developed capitalist countries
however, were not the only omes to be alarmed at the
implications of the revolution. The semi-feudal Arab
client-states of the region weie fearful of pro-Iranian
fundementalist populations within their own societies,
the social base of fundementalism consisting in the
commercial widdle-class layers and their exploit-
ation of the discontent of the dispossessed urban
poor. This was particularly true of Iraq, and of Saudi
Arabia, which came to be its principal financier within
the Arab world. Seeing the opportunity offered by
the post-revolutionary imstability of Iran (where
the struggle between clerical and left clements cont-
inued after the revolution), Iraq launched the war
in September, 1980. The imperial powers (including
Russia which had its own discontented Muslim population
to worry about) encouraged a war of attritiom, regard-
ing it a8 a v sfyl instrument in bringing to heel
8 regime that threatened their "vital interests".
However, by 1984, it was clear that Iran was winning
the war, and threstening its extension to the conser-
vative regimes of the region, all vital oil and profit
producers for western companies. Ironically, Iran's
initial ability to fight the war depended upon the
massive stockpile of weaponry sold by the US to Iran
to enable the Shah to police the area in its interests,
While the protracted slaughter of the conflict was
itself an acceptable method of 'policing', the possib-
ility of a decisive Iranian victory was unthinkable
and the facade of 'neutrality' and 'humanitarianiss’
began to split wide open. Credit and some forms of
trade were refused to Iran, but extended on an enormous
scale to Iraq, annual food aid from the US alone amoun-
ting to 800 million dollars. No protests were made
wvhen Iraq began the tanker war in 1984, or extended
it in 1986; or when Iraq began the bombing of civilian
populations; or began the massacre of its own Kurdish
population; or began the use of chemical weapons,
banned since 1924; even when Iraq sank an American
warship, The Stark, the retaliatory mseasures were
launched at Iran. Finally, came the West'sdirect mili-
tary intervention. Britain sent the legendary "Armilla
Patrol', and the US the biggest fleet assembled since
Vietnam, to protect tankers carrying Iraqi oil. Iran's
navy was at first blockaded and then in April this
year, half was sunk and Iranian oil-installations
attacked by the US in co-ordination with Iraq's launch-

ing of a major land offensive. The contradition between
the West's presentation of its motives, and its real
actions is obvious enough. Yet there was a deeper
underlying contradiction, While fearing the emergence
of Iran as a dominant radical power in the long term,
none of the governments deploring Iran as a "terrorist
state' could afford to lose its trade with Iran comp-
pletely, particularly in view of the possibility of
lucrative contracts available in the reconstruction
of a more co-operative post-war Iran. Britain's offi-
cial trade in 1984, for example still amounted to
£750 million. The difficulties were most acute in
the issues surrounding the arms trade. Reagan aimed
to end Iran's progress in the war through an arms
embargo. But with Iran and Iraq arms spending rumning
at 10 billion dollars & year, the arms industry of
any one country could not afford to lose its share,
So various secret or hypocritical strategies ensured
that the flow of weaponry continued. The British firm
Plessey was allowed to supply a £350 million weapons
systes, while ICI contributed massive amounts of explo-
sives, despite Tory slogans of 'No deals with terror-
ista'., 'Neutral' Sweden secretly sanctioned arms sales
from the manufacturers, BOPORS. Yet the golded award
for hypocrisy must go to Reagan himself, who broke
his own arms embargo in the infamous "arms for hostages
deal”. In the capitalist world where arms are just
a particularly profitable kind of product, no single
economy can afford its competitors to gain an advantage
This is true despite considerations of ideology or
some tong-term collective economic and strategic inter
ests. This accounts for the intensity of Reagan's
pressure upon his Nato allies for an effective embargo,
and for the eventual physical interveation of American
Forces. In efect, Iran came to be increasingly ranged
against the financial and military might of the devel-
oped capitalist world, and not as we were told, of
its next-door neighbour. Meanwhile, the propaganda
cover for the intervention, the defence of 'freedom
of navigation', amounted in practice to the shooting
down of an Iramian airliner.

That Iran would eventually sue for peace was inevit-
able. What are the likely consequences vithin a social-
ist perspective? There is first, the possibility of
a reactionary fundementalist dictatorship or ‘guided
democracy' heavily influenced by the armed forces,
which is nevertheless supported by and sensitive to
the needs and resources of western capital, such as
was establised. by the recently disintegrated President
Zia of Pakistan. Pundementalise has tended historically
to be anti-imperialist, but it is not essentially
ant i—capitalist. In Britain for example, such companies
as BP, Havkley Siddeley, Thorn and GEC are already
queuing for contracts which they hope will be issued
by a chastened Iranian regime, Second, the war must
be recognised as victory for the imperial ambitions
of the US, and can be linked to a global strategy
of increased military commitment to reactionary forces,
as in Afghanistan, South West Africa and central
America. The reversal of the 'Vietnam Syndrome', the
reluctance of the American public to sanction military
adventures abroad, has taken a further step.

—  ARM_CHATR STRATECIES

Is there any positive side to the resolution of the
conflict apart from the end to the killing that has
already cost over one million lives? One prominent
socialist group, the SWP has argued that; "Even with
all the forces ranged against Iran, it would still
have been possible to defeat imperialism”. (Socialist
Worker July 23), and talking of the forsation
of a workers' militia under socialist leadership which
would volunteer to continue the war in support of
the Khomeini regime. Apart form the inherent incredib
ility as such armchair strategies, it is more than
a bit difficult to see the attraction or logic in
supporting a reactionary, economically conservative
regime which has used the war itself to build domest ic
support (remember Thatcher and the Falklands?), and
to crush opposition, that of the socialist left in
particular, in addition to diverting millions of de
fence expenditures into private pockets of the power
ful. Indeed the only positive feature of the wars
outcome may be in exposing the inadequacy of fundement
alist ideology as a solution to the problems posed
by capitalist integration and direct imperialist con
trol, which in the Iranian conduct of the war has
proved to have been as callous, cynical and corrupt
as the forces it claims to oppose.
