The daily papers and television
have praised it, The employers'
organisation, the CBI, has praised it,
I'he Tory Party 1s in favour of it.

Anid they have all kept very guiet aboui
the trapy concealed in the deal for the vast
majority of workers.

I'hey have called it the £4 deal,

But if vou are onc of the |7 million
workers who earn Jess than £80 a week.
the deal won't allow vou £4, Even if you
do pet £30 you'll take home less than £4
after ‘tax. Only the lucky few on more
than £100 a week will get the full £4,

Worst hit are women workers.

Four women out of five carn less than
£50 a week. The total value to them of the
Healey deal is £1.85! And that is taking
into account the tax changes promised
for August!

Millions of women are still waiting for
equal pay. They have been promised it for
years by government ministers and trade
union leaders. Equality for women has
become almost an official slogan—

though many employers have avoided
giving it.

Now the Healey deal prevents any
further moves towards equal pay.
However much lower their wages are
than men's, women will be prevented
from catching up after the deal comes
into force on 1 August. :

Aslongago as 888 the TUC voted that
‘it is desirable in the interests of both men
and women that where women do the
same work as men they all receive the
same pavment’,

Equal Pay

Now they have willingly agreed with
Denis Healey's statement that *in the new
pay round there will be no special
provisions like those needed last vear for
cqual pay’.

It is difficult to think of a bigger
betraval than that,

For women workers the lesson should
be clear. You have ten weeks in which to
fight for equal pay. After that you will be
taking on the government and your trade
union leaders as well as the boss.

For all workers, the lesson should
be equally clear, If you want to protect
yourself against rising fares, rising
food prices, rising electricity bills—
NO DEAL WITH HEALEY!

FOR several days last week
newspapers and television
found an issue they could
go wild over.

The storm broke with a story on
' the front page of the Sun. ‘Scandal
of the £600-a-week immigrants’ it
screamed, telling how a couple of
immigrant families from Malawi
were being housed for a few days
in an expensive hotel near
Gatwick Airport.

The TV news that night took up
the story. It went to Hillingdon in
West London, where it claimed
‘immigrants’ were being given big
houses by the council.

The whole press was soon
claiming that money was being
‘wasted' by local councils and that
new immigrants were to blame.

Many workers, fed up with
rising bills and falling living stan-
dards, accepted the message.

But it was completely false.

Where is the real waste?

Nonsense

The press would have you
believe that a few Asian families
staying in hotels is a scandal. but
that the thousands of expense-

VN —

account businessmen, property
speculators and dividend clippers
fwho normally stay there are not.
| What nonsense!

These all use up resources that
could be put to better use. The
anly reason the press picks on the
Asians is that they are poor and
black. If they had been wealthy
and white, the fact that £600 a
week was being spent on them
would not have been noticed.

The £600 did not, of course, end
up in the Asians’ pockets. It went
to the hotel owners, Scottish and

Newcastle Breweries, whose
profits rose by £4: million last
year.

All the Asian families wanted
was somewhere to live. They
would have been happy with much
more modest accommodation.

One told a radio reporter: There
was no kitchen and we could not
afford to eat in the hotel. Being
hungry was no joke’.

Indeed, the real scandal about
the hotel industry is not the money
paid out last week. It is that for
years, the government has handed
out vastly greater sums to boost its
profits, sums that could have been
used for building homes. -

Worried

The Labour government of
Harold Wilson introduced in 1968
a scheme which gave
government money to the hotel
owners each time they opened a
new hotel bedroom. The total
handed out by the time the scheme
ended in 1973 was £53 million.

The press has never worried
about this hand-out. After all, the
hotel owners are neither poor nor
black.

52,748 hotel rooms were com-

pleted under that scheme, 20,000 !

in the Greater London area.
Rooms were built at government
expense in both Heathrow and
Gatwick hotels. An extension to
the Gatwick Hotel would have
qualified them to a £141,000
grant,

hotels.

Any suggestion that ‘if's
inflation’ is rubbish.

How they
forced

fares
down

in Italy

PAY the increased fares,
or stop travelling by bus.
Is that the only cholce?
No, as 50 workers show-
ed on the 5.20am bus
out of Pinerolo, a small
town near Turin in italy,
back in August 1974,

They took thal bus
every day to Fiat Rivalta,
one of Turin's many car
factories. That Monday
the weekly fare went up
by 400 lire (25p). They

ald it for the first week,

ul the next Menday the
bus company found It
no longer confrolled the
fares.

A table had been set
up near the bus stop and
a local engineering un-
ion delegate was Issuing
bus passes, with the
union stamp on them
and at the old price.

Idea

Within 8 few days, in
spite, of the protests of
the bus companies and
their refusal to let bus
passes leave the depots,
the idea had spread
throughout Turin.

Within the next few
months the movement
spread right down tlo
Palermo in Sicily, where
thousands of {rade
unionists and students
staged a week of action,
stopping any bus from
running that tried to
charge the increased
fare. All over ltaly the
bus . companies were
forced to reduce fares.

One trade unionist
refusing to pay the in-
crease, even a small
group of trade unionists,
would simply have been
thrown off the bus.

But everywhere il was
organised by the rank
and file In the union
branches and faclory
counclis, winning the
support of busworkers
for their campaign and
simply taking control of
fares.
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The case for Hcaley’'s 4': per
cent pay-cutting operation is
plainly rubbish. But the Labour
government won't be able to fool
all the people all the time.

The great con-trick

NOT SINCE the hevday of
Barnum and Bailey has such a
gigantic confidence trick been
tried on.

“There is a sucker born every
minute' was the watchword of the
late Phineas T Barnum. Denis
Healey evidently thinks he can out-
barnum Barnum with his latest pay
cutting operation.

Of course, Healey has a lot of help.
Labour ministers, Tory ‘opponents’,
I'V, radio and the capitalist press are all
in on the act. Any number of ‘experts’
are available to help in the bamboozle-
ment,

(Definition; an expert is someone
who can be plausibly represenied ay
knowing a thing or two and who can be
relied upon, for a suitable fee, of
course—the lahourer is worthy of his
hire—ro predict disaster i whatever his
paymasiers are pushing iy tureed
down. )

Above all, there are the TUC hosses,
This sorry lot has, as the Guardian
noted last week ‘been promised very
little in return for its willingness to
help’.

No question of the reflation they
were pressing for. No guarantees about
jobs. No promises about cuts. No
serious price controls. And still they
grovel!

It is, perhaps. worth pausing for a
moment 1o consider the enormity of the
fraud that our ‘Labour’ government is
attempting,

First, at a time when there are one
and a quarter million idle pairs of hands
waiting for work, they tell us that there
is just not enough output to enahle us to
keep the pay, in real terms, that we got
in the lust twelve months. We have to
take less!

Second, nothing ¢an be done to

reduce unemployment because any
effective  measures would be ‘in-
flationary’.

In plain words. they are saying that
more outputl means still higher prices,
the more there is to po round, the

grefifer the scramble to get it! What a
comment on the system.

Third. they tell us that wages are the
cause of inflation and ar one and the
same momen that the £6 policy was

that tkersfnre the
emplovers cannot now afford anything
s0 ‘generous’ as £6 increases!

Fourth, they say that price controls
cannot be effectively imposed because
that would reduce profits. Reduce
wages—0OK. Reduce profits—never!

This. from the people who told usin
their election manifesto that they would
stop inflation ‘by acting directly on
prices’ and would bring about ‘a
massive transfer of wealth and power to
working people and their families'.

Denis Healey was speaking at the
meeting of Common Market Finance
Ministers in Luxembourg on 26 April,
His statement, greeted with contented
sniggers all round, was the literal truth.

In the past few dayvs, trade union leaders
have pretended that the 4% per cent pay deal
was wrung from the Chancéllor in tough,

stubborn negotiations.

In faci, they gave away
half- of what they had been
promised before the lalks
hegan,

Ihe first outling of the
deal was worked -out in
March in 3 series of secret
meetings hetween Ministers
and the ‘big three” trade
union’ leaders — Jones
(TRGWLU), Scanlon
(AUEW) and Basnell
(GMW).

In March, in the week
belore Wilson resigned. the
Big Three agreed that the
pext vear's limit should be
based on a £4 rise, plus
substantial tax concessions.
Healey showed them scales
for tax <¢oneessions, agcaor-
ding to the pay rise finally
negotiated.

In the week before the
Budget, there was prolonged
selling of sterling.

Jack Jones furiously
opposed the resolu-
tion, He carried the
day, and no exhibition
was mounted.

Instead Jones and
the other TUC leaders
have celebrated the
50th anniversary of the
General Strike with
another historic sell-
out.

As with the General
Strike, the TUC leaders
went info the 1976 pay
negotiations full of
confidence that they
could negotiate a 'de-
cent deal' for their
members’.

But at every siage in
the negotiations, they
were brought up sharp
against a falling pound
and the threat of a
collapsing capitalism.

At every stage
Healey warned them—
as they were warned in
1926—that if they in-
sisted on their
demands, they would
bring the whole system
to a halt.

The Important
meetings were held in
secret. When the Press
and television were
introduced, they were
used to fudge the
issues and 1o ‘boost the
pound'. '

Each time-they were
faced with the choice:
either they challenged
the basis ofthe
capitalist system and
se! out to build their
own alternative—

Or they settied for
everything which the
system demanded of
them.

In 1926, they were
forced to order their
members back 10 work
after no concessions
had been won.

The report, from the Low
Pay Unit, shows that the
wages of workers in industries
covered by wages councils is
worsening.

Records

Three million workers are
affected. and the Department
of Employment’s. wages in-
spectorate is too small to
police the firms and enforce
the payment of statutory
minimum rates,

It is a requircment of the
1959 Wages Couoncil Act that
inadequate records, there have
are kept.

The Low Pay Unit reports
that although one in eight of
all firms kept no records or
inadequate records there have
been NO prosecutions under
the Act in the last ten years, (IF
there had, the maximum fine
is only £100!)

Wages councils cover large
ureas of the clothing, catering
und food retailing industries
where massive profits are
reglarly made.
