Petition

A sterling crisis developed,
The Government panicked. The
Treasury Insisted on statutory
wage controls.

It's time that socialists tackled
the question of rates and ex-
ploded the myth that the rich are
keeping the poor.

Soclalists and rates

FEW THINGS arouse the fury
of Tory backwoodsmen—or
the passionate indifference of
socialists—more than an in-
crease on the rates.

After all, it’s strictly an issue for
middle-class misers who prefer the
world to begin and ¢nd at their own
front door and whose definition of
social welfare is a healthy bank
balance.

At least, that's what many
socialists think, though of course
they may not put it quite that
crudely,

I'hat being so. perhaps it's time we
thoupght a little more deeply ubout it.
Our minds are about to be concentrated

by the matter as u tesult of the
government’s cuts in public spending.

Already, in county after county,
councils are loyally (if they are Labour)
and ecagerly {if they are Tory) pushing
through some of those cuts following
the cutting of the Rate Support Grant
by our sociulist’ goyernment,

Inevitably, that is producing big
sackings. savaped public services—and
outhursts of anger from thousands of
workers, Almost as inevitably, itis also
producing  a ‘simple solution’ from
many trade wunionisis: Increase the
Rates.

Revenue

It seems simple because it comes
down to a straightforward piece of
arithmetic. add revenue and you don't

need (o subtract jobs or services,
And it appears to be a solution
because, as so many short-sighted trade

union officials never tire of insisting,’

(he country can’t afford it, the govern-
ment can’t afford if. but the rate-payers
can’,

This beautiful simplicity even takes
on a tinge of militancy in the minds of
some who should know better when
councils, midful of coming elections,
refuse (o budge.

In _reality, it iy peither simple nor a
solution. As for its  militancy’, it'’s
rather like an ostrich demanding
mechanical shovel to help bury its head
in the sand,

Look at the facts: in the last vear, the
Labour government has ordered cots in
public spending totalling  £6,000
million,

Exactly this amount of wealth could,
it is estimated. be produced if the
1.500.000 workers now on the dole were
allowed to work,

Meanwhile, much of the cut in public
spending is not a cut at all, but a
redistribution from the poar to the rich,
The price of hospital closures, for
example, i5 increased ‘investment in-
centives' (in simple language, bribes)
for big business.

Spending

And, in the true spirit of Labour’s
overall policy there will be no cuts in the
massive amount of public spending
which is hiunded over to the rich in the
form of interest payments. By 1980, this
is expected to be nnmning at a figure of
£10.000 miltion.

the magistrates he could
only afford to pay-back the
fines at £1 50-a-week.

After hearing that he has
o keep his second wife's two
children and four children
by his firt marriage. the well-
dressed justices scoffed at
this offer and doubled the
repayments.

Bother

The same magistrates
heard later that day that the
Shefficld stzel giant, Edgar
Allen, had failed to report
any of the 60 accidents that
had happened at its Imperial
‘Works over the fast two
years,

According to factory
regulations they're supposed
to report to the factory

inspector any accidents that
put workers off work for
more than three days.

But the firm didn’t bother
about this especially when
men  like moulder Don
Holden got badly burned
when molten meta | splash-
ed over him from an ex-
ploding mounld.

Edgar  Allen  admitted
three offences and were fined
£225, They offered to pay the
fines within' a week and this
was accepted.

i5 that il you are a multi-

million pound company that
maims the workers who
make your profits, you get a
paltry fineand a license to go
on making money at the
expense of workers' lives,

Rates—far more so even
than taxation—hit the poor
much harder than the rich,

The l)cparlmcnl of
Employment's  survey  of
family spending for 1973, for
example, showed that
families with a weekly in-
come of EX paid an annual
gyverage of three times that
income in rates, while those
living on more than £72 paid -
less than two-thirds of it in
rates, The higher the income,
the more marked the dispari-
1y,

Poorest

In other words, public
sector unions which demand
a rafe increase 1o profect
services and jobs are really
saying. whether consciously
or not. the same as the
goyernment; the workers
must pay for the crisis. and
the poorest workers must
puy most of ail,

I's not  a  particularly
inspiring  pltform  from
which to win the support of
workers not in the public
sector, or even (o win to the
struggle  public  scctor
workers who may not feel
directly threatened by the
culs,

But s that verv unity
which is so essential if the
fight is to be lifted out of
local, sectional disputes with
this or that council into a
massive pational moyement
of resistance wgainst the real
enemy: the Lahour govern-
ment.

THIS IS only the fifth
time ever that the two
million members of the
Transport and General
Workers Union are being
allowed to vote for a full-
time official.

Jack Jones, the general
secretary and the man who
made the Social Conltract, is
retiring. His successor will
be elected just once—until
he too retires. No other full
time officialy'in the TGWU
are ever - elected by the
members,

One in six of the members
are women, but only three of
the 483 officials are women,
and there are no women on
the executive of 39.

Not all the members will
get the election addresses.
They are distributed through
160 district offices (o branch
secretaries. In some
branches there are enough
election addresses for only
one member in 20, In other
branches there are enouph
for one in 80,

Voting takes place in the
branch meetings. But many
members will not even get as
far as 8 meeting where the
election addresses are hand-
ed out or put on a nofice
board.

IT'S

Members in factory
branches, or bus depots, or
workplace ' branches, will
have meetings. But In every
district there are members in
district brunches, many of
which don't meer at all!

In Cardiff, members of
one TGWU branch can't
remember when they last
had a meeting,

According to the TGWU
national  headguarters  in
London each region is
responsible for arranging
ballot boxes for the
members. Bul in Bolton the
district commitlee has an-
nounced that there will be no

ballot ayailable in the dis-
trict offices.

The extraordinary reason
they have given for this is
that there must be two
scrutineers for each ballot
box. and they can't arrange
that,

Yoting takes place at
branch level, The baliot
boxes are then taken to the
region where they are
counted. Members of the lay
éxecutive later scrutinise the
returns from each region,

There is therefore no
record of each branch’s vote
and no way that branch
secretaries can challenge the
vote in their region.

Last vear three right-
wingers from  British
Leyland's Cowley plants

scored an incredible vote in
¢lections for the automotive
committee and the union
executive. If the votes are to
be believed, Reg Parsons,
Bill Roche and Jack Adams
were supported by nearly
cvery one of the 6,000

‘workers in the Body Plant.

In fuct voting was only
possible during the lunch
hour in the canteen. Yery
little interest was shown in
the clections, There was no
conyassing.

BOOK* TO DESCRIBE

THE FERMENT OF 70 YEARS AGO

‘ANY FEAR that the dangerous
forms assumed by labour revolts
abroad might be imitated at home
has been tranquillised by the belief
that our Trade Union system and the
traditional common sense of the
nation would be sufficient protection
against industrial revolution.’

This self-assurance of the rich was shattered
by the explosion of Labour unrest in 1911,
Mass strikes shook the bosses and
membership of trade unions increased four-
fold.

But what really alarmed the bosses was the
number of unofficial, apparently spontancous

strikes over which the trade union leaders had little
control, and the ferocity that these gencrated,

There were major strikes on the docks, in engineering,
transport and the building trades, The railways had their
first national strike. Ideas of unity, solidarity and
sympathy action were heing advocated and taken up by
the rank and file, !

In support of the railway strike (workers on the
railways were still known as servants), action was taken
by other groups of workers. On Merseyside, & mini
general strnike developed. 80,000 men, women and
children demonstrated in support of the transport strike.
Putting aside their religous differences. they united inthe
face of police and troops.

The Liverpool Daily Post and Mercury reported: “dnd
the rexidents in many instances took sides with the rioters
against the police, throwing botiles, bricks, xlates and
stemes from the houses and from the roofs. The whole
area was for.a time in a stare of siege. We hear of bedding
being yer alighe so ay 1o render the road impassable 1o
mounted police.'

There - were  pitched  batties
between blacklegs and strikers,
resulting in serious imjury and
often death. Gun battles were
fought gn the docks in the east end
of London. Troops and gunboats
were sent into strike arcas.

Ihe strikers  responded by
attacks an  blacklegs—and on
magistrates responsible for the
reading of the Riot Act, police,
palice statiofis-and troops.

The press attack on the Welsh
miners’ strike  centred on the
norror ol the ‘senseless violence,’
the looting and rioting, But the
loating was neither senseless nor
random, In Fonypandy, strikers
rioted after being beaten huack by
palice. Their bitterness was ex-
pressed in selective attacks on the
property of magistrates and coal
oWNers.

The drapers shap belanging to
the chiel magistrates (who was
already involved in legal action
agamst the strikers) wis the first
target. Ina gesture of defiance, the
strikers paraded in white waist-
coats and top hats taken from the
shop.

of blacklegs.

A significant changs had oc-
curred. Frade union leaders could
no longer be relied upon Lo hold
down the grievances and anger of
the labour force, Some owners
fearcd revolution was on the way,
Troops and police were used
mercilessly  to put down the
strikers, and thousands of rank
and file Jeaders were arrested. Yet
still the struggle continued until
the First World War.

Arrested revolutionaries in Liverpool, 1911—the year a general strike halted the city

Such was s intensity that
‘some units ke the leeds Ar-
tillery were even supplied with
swords in case of hand to hand
fighting®,

Meanwhile, trade union
militants were producing leaflets
encouraging troops not to shoot
down or attack strikers, bhut to
take up the cause of the warking
class against capitalism, Fred
Bower. a syndicalist stonemason
vrging soldiers 1o disaffect wrote:

Idle rich

“Ihe idbe rich, who own you and
order you about, own and order
us (the working class) about alsa.
They and their friends own the
land and means of life in Britain,
You don't, we dan’t. When you
kick, you get court-martialled and
the cells. Your fight is our fight.
Instead of fighting #gainst each
other . .. Help to win back Britain
for the British, and the world for
the workers.’

Bower was imprisoned along
with Tom Mann, who published
the leaflet in The Syndicalist,

In South Wales, miners seized
upon 4 rank and file document
called The Miners Next Step. It
derided the reformism of trade
union leaders and advocated not
just one centralised mining union

Many overseas
students will not be able to pay
the massively increased tuition
fees and wall face deportation.

Unfortunately, the ex-
ccutive of the National Union
of Students has done little to
support students facing these
threats. Last term the only
members of the executive who
called for national support for
three occupations protesting
agdinst overseas students fees’
increases mere the twaNOISS
members.

Closures

NOISS is the student
organisation that supports the
Socialist Workers Parly.

This term, with closures of
28 colleges announced, most
of the executive adopted a
policy of wait and see. Last
week, Lancaster students were
told they could expect no help
