PEOPLE AREN'T PIGEONS...
The treachery of the American Communist Party

In a recent article in the DAILY
WORLD, the newspaper of the Stalinist
American Communist Party the essence
of the class collaborationist policy of
the American CP was explained in an
article entitled “People Aren’t-Rigeons,”

It tried to explain how the A merican
working class was no longer simply eat=
ing the peanuts thrown to them by the
Democratic and Republican Parties, But
the article proved, as does the entire
history and present-policy of the CP,
that Jimmy Carter isn't the only one
trying to make the working class settle
for "peanuts, ” The American CP has
been treating the working class like
pigeons for years,

In fact, the fight is one and the same,
Jimmy Carter and his fraud of "human
rights™ cannot be exposed by the work=
ing class for what it really is, bourgeois
democracy will not be replaced with
WORKERS DEMOCRACY, without a

- confrontation with American Stalinism,

It would be an illusion to think that
Stalinism has no great significance in
the United States, Because the Ameri~
can CP is not very large, especially in
comparison to the mass Communist
Parties in Western Europe, there are
those who think that its role in the class
struggle in the US is not very great.

"So what=~they support the Democratic
Party=-what difference does this make
anyway?" <

It makes a big difference, Stalinism
is not a national phenomenon, Its role
in the workers movement cannot be
understood by looking at it merely in a
national framework, trying to figure out
which Communist Party is more "pro=
gressive™ or most "distant"” from the
Kremlin, ; :

AN INTERNATIONAL POLICY

Stalinism is international, controlled
and led by the bureaucracy in the Krem=
lin, with a common international policy,
policy, Their policy is the SAME IN
EVERY COUNTRY, A policy of the
maintenance of capitalism and the
dictatomships of the Kremlin, a policy
of loyal service to the. imperialist
counter=revolution throughout the world,

This gives their support to the Demo=
cratic Party real meaning, It is not a
national characteristic but is part and
patcel of the INTERNATIONAL role of
Stalinism which is the same throughout
the world== the chief agent of the
counter=revolution inside the workers
movement,
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It is this which makes the American
CP a major obstacle for revolutionary
workers leading the fight against the
Carter regime, Not because-of its
relative size, not because of the
number’ of workers it has or doesn't
have, the number of unions it is in, or
anything like that, But because, as the
US representative of INTERNATIONAL
STALINISM, the American CP brings
the full weight of the imperialist
counter=revolution into every workers
mobilization they touch,

It is-also an illusion to believe that
there is any-fundamental difference
between the policies of the American
CP and the so=called "Euro=Commu=
nist™ Parties in Western Europe== like
the Spanish, French and Italian CPs,

“Their "differences” are only differences

over how to fool their working classes,

THE FOURTH INTERNATIONAL

This brings us to the importance of
the fight to build the Fourth Interna=
tional in the US, For similar reasons,
the importance of our fight has nothing
to do with our relative size or number
of militants,

There can be and is only ONE inter=
national program and party that can
fight Stalinism, This is the program of
the Fourth International, founded in
order to wage a fight to the finish,
patty azainst party, with Stalinism for
the leadership of the working class,

Our fight in the US represents this
fundamental battle== the policy and
program of the world socialist revolu=
tion, the program of Workers Demo: =
cracy vs, the policy of the counter=
revolution, the policy of the last=
ditch defense of bourgeois democracy,

The Fourth International vs, Stalin=
ism, Everyone in the workers move=
ment eventually falls into one of these
two camps, This is the significance
of our party,

THE DEMOCRATIC PARTY== DOES IT
MATTER?

The Democratic Party is the MEANS
THROUGH WHICH THE RULING CLASS

- KEEPS ITS GRIP ON THE WORKERS;

The role of Stalinism is not just danger=
ous because they occasionally support
this or that Democratic Party candidate,
That would be bad enough. But the
fact is that it is the American CP which
is above all responsible, not for just
supporting candidates of the DP, but
for KEEPING THE DEMOCRATIC PARTY

|

ALIVE in the face of the mobilization
and hostility of the working class,

It is not an accident, It is not an
occasional lapse into opportunisin, But
support to the Democratic Party by the
Stalinists is the STRATEGY for the
continued existence of capitalism in the
US, for the maintenance of bourgeois
democracy against the aspirations of
the working class for their real freedom,

How does the CP describe this strategy
of keeping capitalism alive? They call
it the “left and center unity, " or the
"liberal=labor=black alliance,” the
“broad alternative” and once in a
while, the "anti=monopoly people's
coalition, " All code words for betrayal,

. In his "New Years Greetings" to
subscribers of the DAILY WORLD, Gus
Hall, their General Secretary writes;

"A framework has begun to reemerge
this year, after the absence of a gener=
ation, , ,That is the framework of left
and center unity,.. Left and center
unity is fundamental to a labor move=
ment reunited on a program of struggle.”

We know who the "lefts” are == the
Stalinists, But who is this "center, *
who represents the mainstream of the
movemme nt for the liberation of the
working class?

None other than the liberals in the
Democratic Party, Who have done
NOTHING and will NEVER do anything
for the liberation of the working class.
This "framework” has begun to "re=
emerge"” from the slime of Stalinist
policy for one reason und one reason
alone == to block the break of the
American working class from the Dem=
ocratic Party and to give Carter moie
time to prepare repression against the
workers,

The CP writes: "It should be remem=
bered that progressive black Congress=
men like John Conyers and Ron Dellums,
while taling advanced positions and
increasingly associating themselves
with independent forces, still feel it
necessary to use the Democratic Party
locally as a political vehicle,"

Of course they “still want to use the
Democratic Party locally,” ! and
nationally, Because these Congressmen
have no interest at all in the indepen=
dent fight of the working class, Of
what *use” is the Democratic Party?

It has only one "use" == to trap and
derail the fight of the working class

.for its independence,

The Communist Party has deepenead
its alliance with the Democratic Party
in the last months because the Carter
regime has been shaken by the contin=

KEEP YOUR EYES ON THE CENTRISTS
TOO,

We have said many times how the
policy of the centrists, above all the
SWP, differs in no fundamental way
from that of the Stalinists, The only
difference is that they use the name of
the Fourth International to do it, -We
plan to take this "human right™ away
from them== their theft of the banner
of the workers revolution,

Today the SWP and CP act like
organizational rivals, Many militants
of the SWP are still under the illusion
that there is some fundamental
difference between them, But take a
look at Spain, comrades of the SWP==

SWP for women’s equality --
Jimmy Carter style

The "raging controversy” over the Equal

Rights Amendment which has been go=
ing on for years got a new lease on life
after the National Women' Conference

—which met in Houston recently to vote

on a ™National Plan of Action™ to in=
sure passage of the ERA,

This "controversy” which at times
dips to the level of whether or not men
and women will still have separate
toilets if it is passed should really be
called a "raging confusion, * That is
the intention; to disorganize and con=
fuse the working class struggles for
equality taking place in the coalfields,
unions, factories and offices to
canalize this struggle into hopeless re=
form movements and support for the
Democratic Party,

This Conference was funded and
sponsored by the US government, the
chief perpetuator of the oppression of
women, not to mention the entire
working class, It was run by well=
known henchpersons like Ms, Bella Ab-
zug who wants to be Mayor of New
York. When she ran for Mayor she
didn’t talk about how to liberate women
but how to find better ways of using the
National Guard against "violence, "
Abzug has gotten a lot of coverage and
"criticism” from right=wing elements
in government to represent her as a
leftist,

The same ruling class party that has
traditionally posed as the "friend of
labor, " Martin Luther King's party for
"civil rights” which presented Carter
and his "human rights” now presents
Ms, Abzug as a flaming feminist out to
change all that is bad about the Demo=
cratic Party as though the simple fact
of being a woman can make this so,

The scheme of the bourgeoisie to
maintain control over the working class
by passing itself off as the great de=
fender of mankind via Carter’s "human
rights" campaign against "totalitar=
iansim™ and for the American way
needs its Bella Abzugs and its Commi=
ssion on women to keep the working
class movement divided and confused,

We can expect this kind of activity
from the bourgeoisie but what is not
nearly so apparent to the working class

is the participation of the Socialist
Workers Party in the affair in Houston,
After all, what is a “"socialist® organ=
igation domg with Bella Abzug? For
the purpose of reinforcing the National
Conference of Women from the left, the
Socialist:-Workers Party portrays it as an
*historic" event for women in their
paper the MILITANT (Dec. 2, 1977),
"For the first time" gushes the MILI=
TANT, "millions heard and saw on
television women's issues," women"s
history and the women's movement, "
As though the struggle of the work=
ing class must be organized by sex,
sexual preference and race, each of
these movements independent of the
others in order to achieve Equal Rights,
all the while not touching the basis of
the exploitative social order which
thrives on the divisions, indeed creates
these divsions in the working class,
See how the MILITANT praises the Con=
ference as an advance towards social”™
ism? "A nation~wide audience wit=
nessed the Conference go on record
against the anti=woman policies of the
very government sponsoring the event, "
In the Third International, Lenin
made it very clear that in the first
place working class women could not
be organized around the bourgeois fem=
inists, and that women can not simply
be organized as women to arrive at
strong democratic workers organiza<
tions capable of overthrowing the
bourgeoisie, There are no separate
"women's issues”, the "issues” before
working class women are the issues to
be taken up by the wlole working class,
But what is this to the leadership of
the SWP who are plunging ever deeper
into class collaboration and attempting
to disorganize the working class on the
way by confusing the whole content of
the struggle for equality on the part: of
women, who make up over half of the
working class, transforming it into a
struggle for an amendment to the bour=

' geois Constitution, for "better” bour=

geois Congresswomen, Mayors, etc,
and ultimately for a "better” Demo=
cratic Party.

If such Conferences have anything to
do with the revolution, then the youth
of today who want to fight and know
the struggle must involve more than
playing games with Bella Abzug or dis=
cussing toilets, want no part of it, This
is the “"service" the SWP does for the
workers and youth, It attempts to show
them the futility of struggling as part of
their class to overthrow the bourgeoisie~
and turns thein away in disgust from
“revolutionary-politics” as presented by
the SWP, = :

Rather than being the "high point” of
the last years of "struggle” on the part
of the so=called "women" movement, "
the Houston Conference was a LOW
POINT of open, undiluted class collab=
oration which underimines the organiza=
tion of the most oppressed sectors of
the working class into the preparations
for revolution,

If the SWP has succeeded in convin=
cing a single militant that the Houston
Conference is a step towards socialism,
they have undermined the fight of the
working class for its own government,
Rather than being a question of for or
against the ERA, it's a question of
being for or against the coming workers
revolution, :

The whole point of the SWP's parti=
cipation in the Conference is to placate
a nervous bourgeoisie and make them
see they have nothing to fear from a
workers organization which claims to be
"Trotskyist, " But young women mili=
tants will never be satisfied with Con-
ferences on Women run by the DP,

They need to build their own REVO=
LUTIONARY organization as part of the
whole working class rather than witness
the betrayal of the working class on TV
for millions to see, Young women will
increasingly come forward as the over=
all offensive of the working class

In Spain as in Portugal, in Italy as in
France, the crisis of capitalism and its

and the youth,

In Poland as in Czechoslovakia, in
Hungary and Rumania as in East Ger=
many and the USSR itself, the repression
which attacks the struggle of the workers,
youth and intellectuals shows that the
police regime of the inheritors of Stalin,
the usurpers of workers power, is incom=
patible with the freedom of the working
class and with the maintenance of its
conquests, X .

For this repression, comrades, is only
the reverse side of the begging of Brez=
hnev, Gierek and Kadar in front of Car=
ter and the international bourgeoisie,
of their "peaceful coexistence” worked
out in Helsinki and now at Belgrade
against the threat of the workers revolu=

The Suarez government in Spain is so
weak in face of you that it needs a
shameful pact with Carrillo and Gon=
zalez in order to layoff, and imprison
workers and youth and save the police
and army of Franco !

GPU (Soviet secret police), "

The Fourth International has con=
demned this campaign of unproven,
and-thetefore slanderous accusations
against Hansen and Novack, It is not
because we have any political interest
in defending Hansen, but because we
recognize that slander can serve only
one purpose in the workers movement
=~to aid Stalinism, the mortal enemy
of the Fourth International,

We defend nothing about Hansen's
But he doesn’t have to be
an agent of the GPU to earn the con-
tempt of every class conscious worker,
Nor do we defend Hansen's method of
fighting slander== which is to throw
back at the International Committee
slander and gossip of his own,

For Hansen is a slanderer as well,
He, and the SWP stand in complicit
support of the campaign of slander and
physical violence of the Lambert
leadership of the French OCI against
Michel Varga and the Fourth Interna=
tional, It was Hansen who invited this
gangster to'the infamous meeting in
London to condemn the International
Committee, a regroupment of sworn
enemies of the Fourth International,

The International Committee gives
the Lamberts, Hansens, Mandels, and
Wohlforths legitimacy through their
campaign of slander, And, since its
original'statement in defense.of Michel
Varga in 1974 (See WHITE PAPER,
Freuch Edition, pages 21=29) the Inter=
national Comimittee and its sectious
has maintained a total silence on the
campaign of Stalinist slandprs against
our party,

If the International Committee is so
concerned with fighting Stalinism and
its influence why do they maintain a
total silence on the Stalinist provoca=
tions against a leader of the Hungar=
ian Revolution of 19562

It is because thi: slander of the
International Committee represents a
POLITICAL position, there is nothing
accidental about it, just as there is
nothing accidental about Lambert's
campaign against us, It is-a policy
flowing from their abandonment of the
fight to rebuild the Fourth Internation=
al in 1972, their abandonment of tha
fight to build a mass Reyolutionary
Youth International begun in Essen in
1970,

They abandoned the political fight
against Pabloism, against Hansen and
Mandel and thus the political fight
against Stalinism, ‘

The campaign against Hansen reflects

The Socialist Workers Party, a cen=
trist party which claims to be Trotskyist,
saw the unions as a sideline to the fight
for revolution uutil very recently, Now,
after the autoworkers have proved
differently over the last decade, the SWP
warms up to the equivalents of Jimmy
Carter in the unioas == Harry Patrick of
the UMW, and Ed Sadlowski of the USW,
In the UAW they look for coalitions of
Maoists, Stalinists, and trade umion
reformists to join, -

Thus, the struggle to actually throw
out the friends of the capitalists in the
unions, whether it be its reformist or
conservative wing, is a line of demar=

Democratic Party and have even called
for Congress, the Congress that is
responsible for defending the capitalist
class, to outlaw racism and unemploy=
ment, As if racism, unemployment
and slave labor conditions in the fac=

- tories were just side effects of this

system, rather than the truth; capital=
ism cam-survive only on the increasing

misery of the workers,

The Socialist Workers Party, which
claims to be Trotskyist, plays a role of
mediator between Stalinism and the
workers, Using the banner of Trotsky=
ism, which they have dragged through
the mud, they warm up to the liberals
and reformists who are trying to save
capitalism from the working class®
wrath, Though they ‘claim to represent
the Fourth International which is the
continuity of the struggle against
opportunism and Stalinism, they never=
theless prop up the reactionary notion
that capitalism and bourgeois "democ=.
cracy" have something left to give to
history,

But the fact is that the struggle of
workers in the United States today for
their rights and the struggle we have
begun with them for Workers Democ=

_facy is the death knell for bourgeois

democracy, There is no more room

left for any kind of "democracy” under
capitalism except the *rigut” of the
ruling class to crush the workers in

_order to survive as an exploiting class,

This is really what the bourgeoise
means today when IT speaks about
"democracy” and "human rights, "

The party that seeks to lead the
workers to victory must begin by
defending the conquests of the workers,
But there can be no lasting victory
unless the conquests of the working class
are extended to that of their own -
government, a WORKERS GOVERN-= -~
MENT, It is in relation to the task of
constructing this party and this govern~
ment tha t we have fought to defend the

unions from the ruling class and the
class=collaborationist bureaucracy that
runs them,

WE NEED A PARTY TO FIGHT FOR US

One often hears the political struggle
for socialist revolution spoken of among
the youth as if it is something dull and
foreign, This feeling is reinforced, to
say the least, by the demoralizing in=
fluence of massive youth unemploy.=
ment, drugs in the factories and schools
and the decline in the general level of
culture of the workers, But we have
fought to make THIS clear to the young
workerss If you don't take up a political
fight against the capitalist system then
you leave all the decisions to the ruling
class,

But let's get it straight, It' not the
workers who are responsible for the
name that the Socialist Revolution has
acquired in some quarters of the work=
ing class, Oh no, That® what the opp=
ortunists say in order to justify their

- cowardly capitulation, It is above all
the sickening role of opportunism itself

Today, because of its desperate Ccrisis,
the Carter government attacks the work=
ing class in the United States, This
attack above all means increased
oppression for black workers and youth,
Everyday it becomes more apparent,

Unemployment for black youth in the
cities has reached 80%, In the factories,
the repression and layoffs increase and
union "leaders” openly or subtly support
the repression, And for the youth, the
attack on education and culture has
reached an all time high, In the public
schools in Detroit, the youth must carry
ID cards to get in!

To meet the most deeply felt desires
of black workers, to end the repression,
unemployment and attacks on culture,
the immediate task is to build the
REVOLUTIONARY LEADERSHIP of the
whole working class, particularly the
most oppressed == the Fourth Interna=
tional,

This fight is for WORKERS DEMOCRA =
CY against the BOURGEOIS "DEMOCRA =
CY" of the Carter Government and his
liberal=labor=black alliance, This is the
true and only fight for the black workers
and youth in the United States, Only
our party in the US fights for this solu=
tion to the attack on black workers,

The Communist Party USA, the So-= :
cialist Workers Party and other Stalinist
and centrist organizations ALL support
the Carter Government®s attempt to tie
militant black workers to the govern=
ment of capitalism, to Carters "human
rights” campaign, A1l support Carter’s
treacherous bourgeois "democracy, "

The CP wants to pass a bill in Congress
making racist attitudes illegal! The
SWP capitulates to the government under
the slogans of *preferential hiring, *
"Federal Troops to Boston,” and they say
they are for a Black Party to fight for the
Special demands” of blacks,

As if it wasn't black youth in partic=
ular who see the necessity of winning
ALL the workers to overthrow the
common oppressor ; as if the demands

“of blacks weren’t those to end unemploy=

ment, layoffs and repression! This is
not the year before the civil rights
movement, it is now years after, and
the black masses have experienced a
great upheaval,

What stands in the way of freedom for
the masses of black people is naked
capitalism, which attacks the whole
working class, "Rights” are on the
books and they still do not exist,

The SWP still asks for a new capitalist
*Bill of Rights, ™ the Fourth Inter=
national wants == a Workers Govern=
ment,

Contrary to what the leaders of the So=
cialist Workers Party say, the black
liberation movement of the 60% was not
a classless movement for “civil rights”

against classless "racists,” or a "stage”
toward socialism, The movement was
on the one hand 3 struggle of one of
the most courageous sectors of the US
working class, black working class youth,
to TAKE from capitalism real rights
and to wrest power from the capitalists,
On the other hand, the civil rights
movement developed a reformist
leadership, which wanted to ASK the
government for rights "non=violently"
and which preached collaboration with

-the capitalist government, These lea=

ders today have won their pasitions at
the side of the oppressors s Coleman
Young is one of them, the NAACP is
their lobbying organization, :

The civil rights movement was in no
way classless, It was a class CONFLICT
between the young black workers and
unemployed, and the petty bourgeois
leaders who sided with capitalism,

The necessity of a revolutionary
leadership to win the demands of the
black workers has been the case since
black workers began to struggle, Before
World War 11, the Communist Party
USA had won thousands of black mili-
tants to their party as these militants
had then seen the need for a revolu=
tion and thought the CP represented the
Russian Revolution,

But in World War II, the Stalinists
supported the imperialist war and Roose=
velt's anti=working class policies, Black
militants could not accept this counter=
revolutionary stand and left the Commu=
nist Party literally by the thousands,

This betrayal of the revolutionary
aspirations of the black CP members
allowed the bourgeoisie to says- "Look,
blacks should no longer trust ‘white"”
revolutionary organizations, ™ and drove
some of the best proletarian fighters ;
away from the rewlutionary struggle,
And their support to Carter's govern=
ment today in the name of communism
betrays above all the black masses
no matter what phrases they throw around
about being against racism,

THE SOCIALIST WORKERS PARTY IS
FOR BOURGEOIS DEMOCRACY

The leadership of the Socialist Workes
Party has put forward different proposals
for the black masses throughout the
years, The one thing their different
proposals have in common is that they
echo whatever the petty=bourgeois
reformists say,

In tke 60° when the petty=bourgeois
leaders of the black movement put for=
ward nationalism in opposition to the
revolutionary wing of the movement the
SWP went all out for nationalism, To-
day, when the leaders of the NAACP,
etc, say "preferential hiring,” the SWP
fights for this, too, Never do they pro~
pose a proletarian policy, never do they

_fight for a revolutionary solution,

This is not just a question of the
"positions” of the SWP, but the demoral=
izing-and treacherous effect these
policies have on working class youth,
The SWP uses the name of the World
Party of the Socialist Revolution, the
Faurth International, in support of
reformist "solutions" for the black
masses,

And they also use the authority of
Trotsky himself who in the 30% worked
closely with the SWP, Trotsky said in
several discussions with the SWP leader=,
ship that it was particularly important
to win the most oppressed, the black
workers, to the Fourth International in
the United States, Today the SWP lea=
ders tell the best fighters for socialism

—to reform the bourgeoisie and to rely on

its army, :

The Socialist Workers Party says that
for blacks the problem is that there is no
black party, that there is a crisis in
black leadership, But there is a "leader=
ship” to the "black movement" today:
it sits in Washington and in City Hall
in Detroit, and it carries out every one
of Carter's anti=working class programs,

The blacks who are becoming the
REVOLUTIONARY EEADERS are in the
factories, and the program they need is
one that shows how it is possible to throw
the old union leaders out, the program
they need is one that will end the unem-=
ployment, the layoffs,

The program they need is one which
points the way to throwing Carter out of
office and says-how to fight for the
Workers Government == the prosrai they
need more urgently every day is the
program of the socialist revolution !

Transitional Program whatever is time=
ly and appropriate for the degree of
development of the mass movement,
the consciousness of the masses, their
readiness to act on this or that element
of the program, And if it doesn't con=
iain the right one for the occasion,

it may be necessary to devise one or
two, "

This is a complete repudiation of the
method revolutionary workers must use
if they are to change society, Above all
it is necessary to tell the truth about the
objective situation in front of the work=
ing class, That situation is either the
continuation of capitalism leading to
barbarism or the workers taking power,

It is from this real situation that
revolutionaries judge their policies
and proposals, But Novack tries to
tell the workers that they should say
what is appropriate for "the conscious=
ness of the masses, ”

After saying it is necessary to adapt
to the consciousness of the masses, the
SWP leaders theu lie about what the real
situation before US workers is, "In the
jcountry as a whole, a struggle for
i government power by the working class is
not an immediate perspective. This
.obviously holds true for white workers,
who remain relatively quiescent po=
litically and still tied in with
Democratic Party machinery through
.the union bureaucracy. * (A TRANSI-
TIONAL PROGRAM FOR BLACK LIBER=
ATION) The only conclusionthat is

- left is that it is necessary to struggle

for reform.
The leaders of the SWP also try to

throw capitalism,

But the SWP leadership has rewritten-.
the program of Trotsky, to "adapt” it to
the struggle for black liberation, They
have written "A Transitional Program
for Black Liberation” (1969), The SWP
tells the black workers who are looking
for a revolutionary solution to seek a
“black solution, " =

To justify this "rewrite" the leaders
of the SWP attempt to form theories
which do not just call for a tewrite, but
for throwing out the Program of the
Fourth International,

George Novack, a leader of the SWP,
in his introduction to Trotsky"'s program
called, “The Role of the Transitional
Progam, " says, "Take out of the

oSy

tional,” This is not true, The con=
ditions here are not exceptional, except
that perhaps capitalism is degenerating
even more quickly than in other coun=
tries, at what Trotsky called an "A meri=
can pace,"” And the road forward for
workers, no matter what the current
“consciousness is the socialist revolution.
The most important reason why the

will not lead the black masses one step
forward is because it is not a program
forrevolution, It is a program which
guarantees the dictatorship of the
bourgeoisie,
