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“Trade Unions & the Terror of
 the Bourge0|s State

In every strike the key political
weapon of the bosses has become
the open intevention of the
government to terrorize the

-working class. It is an interna-

tional symptom of the growing
terrorism of the bourgeois state
towards the trade unions and the
self-organization of the workers
and oppressed. >
This was true in the miners
strike and as well with the recent
raidroad workers strike. It is
true in the case of the Postal
workers in Canada who defied the
Canadian Parliament's back-to-
work order only to have the local
offices of the Postal union raided

by the Royal Canadian Mounted

Police. 1In Latin America, the
answer of the puppet regimes of
US imperialism to the massive Z
mobilization of the trade unions
has been brutal military dicta-
torships.

‘Every political 'tendency in the
workers movement today defines .
itself in relation to the state
and its terrorism. -

The Stalinist American Commun—
ist Party, part of the interna-

Amer1can working class not through
its revolutlonary opposition to
"democracy" and the bourgeois
state; but precisely the opposite
—— through its total cowardice
towards the terrorist state.
Justified by Stalinism's
“theory of stages" which preached
the necessity for the workers and
their organizations to bloc with
the "democratic'" state, the Ameri-
can Communist Party was responsi-
ble for the massive CIO movement
being channeled into Roosevelt's
"democracy"” and World War II. The

:

Stalinists, who were in positions
of leadership in several major
trade unions, broke strikes for
Roosevelt and signed a no-strike
pledge with the govermment. It
was this capitulation which dis-
credited the American( Communist
Party in the eyes of the most
advanced fighters of the American
working class and laid the basis
for the witch~hunts against
"Communism" after World War II.
The Fourth International, the
only international party opposing
the Stalinist degeneration of the
"Communist" parties of the world,-
maintains the Leninist conception
of the bourgeois state which is
that--democratic facade or not--

the bourgeois state is essentially

an arm-of ruling class terror.

For their revolutionary opposition
to Roosevelt and WWII the leaders
of the American Trotskyists were
the only political current in the
trade unions and working class to
be imprisoned.

TRADE UNIONISM

Today, centrism 1s the pseudo—

obscure the clear—cut opposition
of the Leninist theory of the
terrorist state with the Stalinist
practice of support for the.
supposedly "democratic" state.
Centrism is best represented in
the United States by the Socialist
Workers Party/which abandoned the
Fourth International in 1963. All
the while claiming to represent
Trotskyism, the Socialist Workers
Party has orchestrated in its
theory and its practice a funda-
mental attack on Leninism.

"Trade unionism" and "democra-

\
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cy" are the code words for the
subordination of the trade unions
to the terrorist state in the
language of centrism. Through the
trade union bureaucracy, which in
reality has been bought off by
American "prosperity," in reality,
imperialism, centrism polices the
actiGity of the most advanced
workers less they go beyond the
established trade union: framework
which would pose a direct con-
frontation with the bourgeois
state,

Though the bureaucracy has not
been totally integrated into the
state structure of American
capitalism, it nevertheless owes
its continued existence to the
terrorist activity of the state.
The weakness of the present bur-
eaucratic layer in the unions,
flowing from their betrayals and
cowardice, has prompted the
ruling class to more and more
open assaults on the unions. In
this situation, where the :
bureauctracy has become discredited
in the eyes of the workers and
the "democratic' state reveals

its essentially terrorist nature,

vital ‘role in channeling the
discontent of the union ranks
back into meaningless "reforms."
In the United Steelworkers
Union the Stalinists and centrists
are making a bloc with the =S
"reform" bureaucrats for the
right of USW members to vote on
contracts. This "reform" is
meaningless, precisely because of
the Experimental Negotiating
Agreement in steel which denies
steelworkers the right to strike.
Thus, this "reform' accepts the
bourgeois state with its courts
and legal system as the only
means of struggle for the working
class.

In the recent railroad workers
strike this was the policy of the
SWP, which placed the court suit
of the railroad unions as the
centerpiece of the railroad
workers strategy to fight the
injunctions of the federal
government.

The only alternative for the’
workers and the unions, if they
are to become weapons of ‘the
working class against the
terrorist state is the develop-
ment of WORKERS DEMOCRACY. Fun-
damentally counterposed to

"reforms," Workers Democracy can
only develop against the state
structure imposed on the trade
unions. This, means that in every
strike and action of the unions,
the workers must develop their
own INDEPENDENCE from the bour-
geois state. An independence not
granted by the terrorist- state,
but rather, taken by the organi-
zed power of the workers in
newer, more democratic forms.

Thus, the demands of the
workers, which cannot be granted
by capitalism, must be won
through the development of forms
of organization and political
activity which introduce a new
state-—the WORKERS GOVERNMENT.
Strike committees and factory
committees, even mass picketing
organized against the bureaucracy
and the traditional trade union
framework begin to arm the
workers for the necessary con-—
frontation with the bourgeois
state and the seizure of
political and economic power
from the capitalist class.

In this sense,"trade unionism"
in its traditional form of being—
dependent upon reforms granted by

.the terrorist state, is dead. It

lives today only through the
threat of the intervention of the
bourgeois state against the in-
creasingly militant activity of
the workers and the capitulation
of centrism and Stalinism to the
trade union bureaucracy and the
"democratic" bourgeois state.
What is very much alive is the

iving of th

%workers, especially the youth who

are uneducated in "acceptable'
trade union practices, for newer,
more revolutionary solutions to
the crisis of US imperialism.

However, the youth often
reject the unions totally as an
arena for struggle once they come
up against the solid wall of
resistance organized by the bur-
eaucracy and the terrorist state.
The cowering and passive attitude
of centrism and Stalinism only
pushes the most revolutionary
section of the working class fur-
ther-away from working class
forms of struggle. Into the arms
of petty bourgeois movements.

As a vital force for real
change in this society, the only
road for the unions and the
revolutionary party is against
the terrorist state, for the
Socialist Revolution. The workers
can be won to this struggle' - -
through the constant development
of 'WORKERS DEMOCRACY in every
action of the unions and workers
and the INDEPENDENCE of the
workers from the so-called
"democratic" state and the poli-
tical parties which support it.

October 27th marks the 50th
anniversary of Trotskyism in the
United States. On October 27,1928
the founders of the Trotskyist
movement in the United States--
James P.Cannon, Max Shachtman and
Martin Abern-- were formally ex-
pelled from the Stalinist Ameri-
can Communist Party for the crime
of "Trotskyism." :
The Trotskyist Organization/
USA is celebrating this occasion
with public meetings in Detroit
and Chicago to explain to the
American working class the balance

. sheet of the struggle of Trotsky-

/,-«—'

ism,in the US and the continuation
of this struggle today as part of
the living combat of the American
working class.

Of course, we believe that we
continue this tradition today. As
a matter of fact, we are the only
organization in the US that is
holding meetings on this date.

But this doesn't end the
matter, neither for you nor for
us. It is no secret that in the
US there are many groups who
claim to be Trotskyist, even
some who claim to represent the
Fourth International.

Every young worker interested
in revolutionary politics and in
Trotskyism certainly has the right
to ask:"Why are there so many
groups"? and "How are you differ-
ent from all the others. Why
should I trust you?"

It is made even more confusing
by the existence of an organiza-
tion which is second in size only
to the American Communist Party
among ''revolutionary" organiza-
tions--the Socialist Workers Party
—— which claims to be Trotskyist
and part of the Fourth Interna-
tional, which bears the name of
the party founded by James P.
Cannon under Trotsky's leadership
and whose paper, THE MILITANT,
bears the same name as the paper .
which for 35 years was the voice
of Trotskyism in the US.

We welcome any attempt to
clear up this confusion. As I
wrote in the last issue of TRUTH
regarding the question of why we
place the hammer and sickle on
our masthead for everyone to see
and discuss, we welcome the
chance to explain who we are to
any young worker.

- If we aren't the real Trotsky-
ists, and the SWP is, then let the
SWP explain this and answer the
questions young workers have in
front of the entire working class.
Already the fact that they aren't

-holding any public meetings on

the 50th anniversary tells you
something, but even more-- every
worker should know that the SWP
has a conscious policy of refusing
to publically acknowledge the
existence of the Trotskyist Organ-

ization/USA.

What do they have to hide? If
they are right and we are wrong,
why don't they explain this to
the working class? Or at least
explain it to their own members
who in the last three months have
bought over 200 copies of TRUTH?

We don't expect any answers,
either on October 27th or in the
near future. But because it's an
important question, on the minds
of many young workers, let's
play "make believe" for awhile
and imagine such a discussion
between a young worker and a
leader of the SWP:

Young worker: What about this
Trotskyist Organization/USA, they
say they represent the Fourth
International in the US?

Broue and the other leaders of
the French OCI have called him a
CIA and KGB agent.

Young worker: CIA and KGB ageat!
Is there any truth to these
incrediblie charges?

pseudo-Trotskyist "leader":
Details. Details. Just between
"you and I" of course there is no
truth to any of this. But we have
to get them off our backs somehow
don't we? They bring up too many
questions and are getting to be
annoying, just like /you are -

.beginning to annoy me.

After all, we have to have
something to show for sending a
paid organizer over to France for
an entire year to sit om a
"Commission" trying to find some
dirt on these people-- we didn't
drink all that wine over there
for nothing!

And you're beginning to seem
kind of "dubious™ yourself, ask-
ing so many questions.

Young worker: OK.OK. Now that
you've admitted they're of some
importance to you, could you try
to come up with a political
characterization of your opposi-
tion to their policy?

pseudo-Trotskyist '"leader": You
are too naive.What do you know
about politics? I'm a builder of
"mass movements.'" Ed Sadlowski
calls ‘me by my first name. So
does Gloria Steinem and Bella
Abzug.

Young worker: I insist.

pseudo-Trotskyist "leader": Well,
if you insist. The Trotskyist
Organization/USA and the Fourth
International are a bunch of
ultra-left sectarians and
besides, they ars too small

anyway.

Young worker: Finally. But
dida't Trotskyism in the US start
off with just three people,hasn't

pseudo-Trotskyist *'leader": What
do you know? This is a Worker-
Bolshevik you're talking to,have
some respect.. Do you know that I
have Doug Fraser's private phone
number? :

An ultra-left sectarian is
someone who doesn't want to build
mass movements." They want to
throw out the trade union bureau-
crats right away instead of "ex-
posing'" them like we do by print-
ing their statements in our paper.
They're always talking about Stal-
inism and about being against
"stage theories" for the revolu-
tion like our "labor party". They
want to build a party out of the
"youtk" and not experienced cadre.
And they have this ridiculous idea
about the Fourth International
being a world center of the revo-
lution and not an unprincipled
factional swamp.

STALINISTS & CENTRISTS
AGAIN PREPARE TREACHERY

After five years, Pinochet's re-
gime is again submerged in a
profound instability, confronted
with the resurgence of the Chile-
an workers moveméent, being re-
composed again after the massa-
cre. This process involves all
the Latin American dictatorships
because the defeats of the pro-
letariat have not changed the
hegemony of the proletariat in
the international class struggle,
a hegemony won beginning with
the General Strike in France and
the beginning of the political
revolution in Czechoslovakia in
This hegemony of the pro-
letariat has made the disorgani-
zation of the workers movement
after every defeat only partial
and transitory. This is the
essence of the new revolutionary
wave which has shaken the dicta-
torshlps in the Southern Cone

nated with the Videla dictator—
ship in Argentina in 1976.

This profound instability in
Latin America has forced Carter
to try tolwasﬁ the faces of its
dictators, with the collaboration
of Stalinism in order to main-
tain his domination. This is
the "solution" that they are pre-
paring in Nicaragua with the
Broad Opposition Front and this
is the road that Corvalan's z
Chilean CP is preparing under .the
best wishes of the US State De-
partmnet. "

FROM THE POPULAF. FRONT TO THE
SUPPORT TO THE INSTIGATORS OF
THE - COUP IN CHILE {

The collapse of the Chilean
Popular Front,; the Popular Unity,
as well as the attempts to set
this up in other countries, due
to the impossibility of containing
the mass struggles and the open
initiative of the proletariat
has forced Stalinism to put for-
ward an even closer collaboration
with the bourgeoisie and imperial-
ism in order to defend the endan-
gared order of peaceful coexis-
tence. And it is in the frame-
work of this collaboration that
the Chilean CP runs to the service
of the bourgeois state to prevent
the crisis of the Military Junta
from turning into the revolution-
ary mobilization of the masses to
finish with it.

This mobilization has already
begun with the strike of the E1
Teniente copper mines, a mobiliza-
tion limited to wage demands which

But it does‘
not stop here. In the resolution
of their last Conference they
proclaimed the necessity of
giving the Chilean proletariat a
——democratic--program. Now the
socialist revolution is not on
the order of the day, now . it
concerns realizing a democratic
program. On the road of forcing
the traditional leaderships to
organize a Popular Front?

<Sadly for them, the Popular
Front has passed into history and
the only thing that they can do,
which they do in s thousand diff-
erent ways, is to lead the ele-
ments who are seeking the Fourth
International into the hands of
Stalinism, even if this is
through the Socialist Party.

Now we come to the Big Lie.

In this series of articles dealing with
the way in which the pseudo-Trotskyists
apologize for and support the crimes of
Castroism in the Two Americas; specifically
through an examination of Joseph Hansen's
DYNAMICS OF THE CUBAN REVOLUTION, we have
constantly come up against the Lie.

We saw how Hansen begins his book by
saying he is writing it because '"Cuba is
again in the news," covering up for the
fact that he is really writing it because
inside his own organization there is a
developing opposition to his support to
Castro, an opposition which he must try to
answer. And that in Latin America itself
more and more revolutionary militants are
trying to draw a balance sheet of the be-
trayals of Castroism.

We also showed how in a book of over
400 pages Hansen managed to "forget" men-
tioning the Cuban working class, much less
its revolutionary potential. That this
was no omission but a conscious lie on
Hansen's part to identlfy the Cuban Revo-
lution with the Stalinist leadership which
betrayed it, to make workers believe that

everything in Cuba happened through the

~actions of Fidel Castro and his petty
bourgeois July 26th Movement.

Finally, we exposed the fraud of the
"orthodox" Joseph Hansen of today who
now claims to oppose guerillaism and
"armed struggle." That Hansen joined the
Pabloites in 1963 on the basis of support
to guerillaism, that he was the most fer-
vent cheerleader for Castro's guerilla
policy until Castro himself became "ortho-
dox" and directly integrated himself into
Jimmy Carter's "human rights" policy with
the SWP tagging along.

The Lie is part and parcel of capital-
ist society and the bourgeoisie's domina-
tion of the working class. Every worker
and youth knows that there isn't a single
aspect of bourgeois society -- government,
schools, religion, the mass media -- that
isn't dominated by the principle of the
Lie.
~_ The "pseudo'Trotskyists continue these
lies in the name of the Fourth Interna-
tional -- in order to confuse and demor~
alize revolutionary-minded workers and
youth who, if they want anything out of
revolution and a revolutionary organiza-
tion, want the truth.

What is Hansen's’/Big Lie that is icing
on his centrist cake? 1In his Introduction
Hansen refers to the documents that are
being published in the book as "documents
that were part of a free internal discus-
sion held in the SWP in 1960-61."

What's the big deal, you may say?

After all, even if this turns out to be a
lie, it can't be as bad as all the others
in the book? »

But it is indeed as bad and is indeed
the Big Lie. Because what Hansen calls a
"free internal discussion held in the SWP"
are "polite" and lying words for the deci-
sion of the leadership of the SWP to aban-

A decision Hansen wants to push under
the rug because this is indeed what the
""Cuban discussion" is all about and its
real significance for American workers.
Trotskyism has existed in the United
States for 50 years. The Socialist Work-
ers Party, as a founding organization of
the Fourth International, was once the
pillar of the Fourth Intermational. From
1928 until 1963 the Trotskyists in the
Socialist Workers Party represented the
revolutionary party of the American
working class. -

Hansen wants to pass the abandonment of
all this off as "a free internal discus-
sion." Something which was neither "free"
nor "internal" and least of all a "discus-
sion."

What Hansen wants to hide from workers
and militants of the SWP is the struggle
of those who fought this capitulation and
who continue to fight against it today.
What he above all wants to hide is a real
discussion of what the Fourth Internation-
al is all about.

inside the Fourth International. By 1953
a pro-Stalinist tendency had developed
inside the FI under the leadership of a
man called Pablo. The tendency, called
Pabloism, denied the independent and
decisive role of the Fourth International.
It proclaimed that Stalinism was a his-
torically progressive tendency, that

what was before the working class was
"centuries of deformed workers states" in
which the Fourth International could only
swim with this tide alongside Stalinism.

It was not just a '"theory." The Pab-
loites dissolved the sections of the
Fourth International into the Stalinist
and Socialist parties wherever they were
unopposed. And in 1953 they hailed the
Kremlin for sending its tanks into East
Berlin to crush the workers uprising
there.

But the Fourth International was saved
from betrayal and liquidation. An opposi-
tion beginning with the French Section,
joined later by the English and the SWP
began a fight against Pabloism. This
fight was culminated by the OPEN LETTER
of the SWP leadership which in 1953
proclaimed the "total and irreconcilable
split with the tendency called Pabloism"
and organized the INTERNATIONAL COMMIT-
TEE of the Fourth International.

The International Committee preserved
and represented the continuity of the
Fourth International founded by Trotsky
against the Pabloites who were organized
in the International Secretariat. ;

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"reunification" to see how little it had
to do with the Fourth International: a
year later, in 1964, Pablo himself broke
with this "United" Secretariat to become
an official in the Ben Bella government in
Algeria and on July 5, 1964 the LSSP of

"only real mass Trotskyist party in the
world" joined a bourgeois government.

It was not an "internal" discussion :as
Hansen claims. It was INTERNATIONAL and
an opposition was organized on an inter-
national level to defend the Internation-
al Committee and the continuity of the
Fourth International against Hansen, led
by the British SLL (now WRP) and French
OCI.!

Flnally, it was not just a'"discus—

debate over the "nature" of the Cuban
state or over "whether one can recognize
a revolution when one sees it," but over
the Fourth International itself. Over the

was the question of Castroism and the re-
sponse of the Fourth International, as
the world party of the socialist revolu-
tion, as the continuity of the Russian
Revolution of 1917 to it. Either affirm
the Fourth International against Stalin-
ism, which is the only reason the Fourth
International exists, or abandon it in
favor of Stalinism.. The leadership of
the SWP chose the latter course.

The theories about petty
bourgeois revolutionists being "uncon-
scious Marxists" about "Jacobin leader--
ships sui generis," about "revolutlonary
parties being built in the course of the

revolution itself" about "special condi-

‘disappeared (Chile).

tions" in the backward countries which
outdate the theory of the crisis of lead-
ership, all of these have served in prac-
tice to assist thel petty bourgeois and
bourgeois nationalist leaders, who as-
siste by Stalinism, have managed to con-
tain the mass revolutionary struggles in
the colonial countries within the frame-
work of continued world domlnatlon of
imperialism." :

It was the Fourth International that
was at stake and Hansen's betrayal had its
practical conclusions. Entire sections
of the International Committee followed
the SWP's "reunification" and totally
Thousands of youth
in Latin America were lost forever to the
Fourth International after being led into
the dead-end of guerillaism and Castroism.
. And thousands of youth in the US were
forever lost to Trotskyism, who, seeking
the Fourth International, only found the
creeping pacifism of the SWP in the anti-

war movement.

CASTRO BEGINS
WITH “GUSANOS’

Fidel Castro and the Stalinist bureaucracy
which rules Cuba are a daily menace to the
socialist conquests /'of the workers and
peasants in Cuba.

As we have said before, it was not
Castro and the July 26th Movement which
made the revolution in Cuba. Tt was the
Cuban workers who seized the factories and
land, who defended their conquests at the
Bay of Pigs against US imperialism and the
Cuban counter-revolutionaries.

But it was Castro and the Stalinist
bureaucracy which deformed this revolutlon, S
which took power out of the hands of the
Cuban workers, which organizes a reign of
terror against them today in the service
of US imperialism :

Castro and the Stalinist bureaucracy
are agents of imperialism And everday
they threaten to destroy the conquests of
the workers in Cuba through their policy
of "peaceful coexistence" with imperialism,
a policy which is getting more and more
treacherous each day.

One only has to look at a recent press
conference given by Castro in Havana on
September 6th. The text of the conference
has been reprinted in the US in both the
journals of the American Communist Party
and the pseudo-Trotskyist Socialist Work-
ers Party (great minds think alike?).

Everyday, Castro makes more and more
concessions to US imperialism. He already
finked on the Ratangan rebels who invaded
Zaire to the US State Department. He has
already declared himself ready to vote for
Jimm Carter in 1980.

Now he says that US imperialism has no
counter-revolutionary intentions towards
Cuba: "But we cannot say that at present
the Government of the US is giving support
to terrorism or to armed counter-revolu—
tionary actions against Cuba."

What a deception! What a way to disarm
the Cuban and American workers! If US
imperialism is today not directly organi-
zing "terrorism" and "armed" actions it is
only because they have a better way to
open ‘up Cuba to capitalism and capitalist
restoration -- the Castro bureaucracy

itself. And the US Naval Base at Guan-
tanamo? Probably there just for the nice
weather. :

And now Castro has entered into a
discussion with the US bourgeoisie

A “DIALOGUE”

through the means of a "dialogue" with
what he now calls the Cuban "community”
in the US.

Castro declares that the old term,
“gusanos" -- meaning counter-revolution-
aries -- no longer applies to the Cubans
living in exile. They are no louger
c0unter-revolutionar1es, but part of a

communlty.
"The fact that they do not support the
Revolution doesn't matter, but we are
pleased to see ... that the Cuban com-

. munity tries to maintain its launguages,

customs and national identity. This

- arouses our solldarlty and appreciation, -

even if they don't support the Revolu-
tion " It doesn't matter to Castro :
"whether they are a Cuban millionaire or
a workers in the emigre community...
this is a national and not a class ques-
tion." >

But it is indeed a class question and
Castro is on the wrong side. All of
this talk about "community" is designed
to cover up for a closer and closer alli-
ance of the Stalinist regime in Cuba with
US imperialism which means closer and
closer ties with both the US and Cuban

bourgeoisie.

This Cuban "community" that Castro
refers to are indeed, as a whole, counter-
revolutionary. Their fascist gangs are 8

daily -threat to any left-wing or workers
meeting in Miami, where they are concen-
trated. They are consistently used by
the US bourgeoisie to break the trade 2
union movement in Miami. And the Cuban
bourgeoisie i the US has become a finan-
cial conduit for the South American bour=
geoisie, trying to move their saving out
of their countries.

And Castro dares to compare, in this
interview, these counter-revolutionaries
with "Puerto Ricans, Mexicans, blacks and
Indians" in the United States, upon whose
rights these "gusanos" have consistently
trampled.

This latest "dialogue" only confirms
what the Fourth International has always
said -- the revolution in the Two Ameri-
cas cannot take place without removing
this parasitical bureaucracy headed up by
Castro.

BOURGEOIS FEMINISM

IS AN OBSTACLE

- TO WOMAN'S LIBERATION

A few weeks ago the US Senate, de-
cided to prohibit states in favor
of the ERA ( an amendment to the
US Constitution declaring equal
rights for women) from reversing
their positions. It decided to
allow other states more time
(July 1982) to pass the amend-
ment. e

Days later, NOW, the National
Organization of Women, associated
with the Democratic Party's
liberal wing, met to figure out
héw to implement this decision.

Both the Stalinist Communist
{Party and the pseudo-Trotskyist
Socialist Workers Party are
heralding these decisions as great
victories for the working class,
as a defeat for the "ultra-right."

Most young workers are probably
inclined to ignore all this, as
they are most .things asseciated in
any way with’ the racist, im—
perialist US Senate. Others pro-
bably think: "Well, that's cool;
at least they did something right.
Maybe we'll get something out of
it "

But working class youtn must
take up the struggle to organize
‘the masses of women of their
class and to defend and fight
for their rights.

They must reject, isolate, and
defeat the pseudo-revolutionary
which like the Stalinist
Communist Party presents colla-
boration with this totally bour-
geois organization,/ NOW, and
passing an amendment to the
Constitution as "women's libera-
tion."

WHY ?

With the rest of the young
generation of the working class,
young women have begun to take
their place in the front lines
of workers' struggles -- the
Essex strike in auto, the steel
strike, the miners' strike, the
recent public workers' strikes.
They want education, jobs, the
social services they need for
their families and themselves
without which "Equal Rights" is
a joke. They have less and less
confidence in the bourgeoisie.

The bourgeoisie is incapable
of providing even education and
jobs for young women, much less
the massive investment necessary
to build the public dining rooms,
laundries, childcare centers
necessary to really free working
class women. It has no hopes of

So
it seeks to CRUSH the youth,while
CHANNELING the masses into
struggle for reforms;on this basis
it will proceed to crush the
movement as a whole.

Thus the bourgeoisie makes it
difficult to get abortions, a
service used most by young
people. It even encourages the
formation of right-wing gangs
whichattack young women using
abortion clinics. "Girls who
play must pay,"” says a "dis-
tinguished" Senator in the CON-
GRESSIONAL RECORD. If you can't

get an abortion, what does
"equal rights" mean? Nothing. :

At the same time, the majority
of the bourgeoisie supporis NOW
and the Equal Rights Amendment.
They want to give the impression
they afe still reformable; that
workers need not build a party
to do away with'the bourgeoisie
and its institutionms.

And the Communist Party and the
Socialist Workers Party is right
up alongside them, with front page
editorials, congratulating the
bourgeoisie for being so respon-
sive, giving this fraud a "pro-
gressive," even "'revolutionary"
and "Trotskyist'" veneer, covering
up the bourgeois plot against the
youth and workers. They want
young women of the working class
to join them, to start campaigning
with NOW for the ERA.

The workers forces must be
united.

They must
deepen this struggle with further
demands against the bourgeoisie
and its state. They must not
settle for half-measures.

Working class women must be
won to the construction of the
Workers Party and the destruction
of the state which profits from
and maintains their oppression.

Working class women must be
won to Leninism and Trotskyism.
Lenin and Trotsky built the party

which led the revolution in
Russia, which involved the

masses of women and won them
freedom. They not only began to
build all the material things
necessary for women to be free,
but they also began an educational
campaign to free the masses from
all the reactionary and re-

. ligious prejudices against women.

The lessons of this struggle
are summarized in the resolutions
of the Third World Congress of the
Communist International. Here the
International dedicates itself to

The other speaker showed a
film based on quotations from the
economist, Milton Friedman, the
author of Pinochet's "austerity
plan" in Chile.

The meeting was a disaster for
the SWP. They had relied on the
AFL-CIO bureaucrat to give the
"workers viewpoint" and were
totally disarmed. The politeness
and conciliation of the SWP
leadership towards this bourgeois
trash disgusted even some mili-
tants of the SWP who tried to
wage a fight against these
counter-revolutionaries.

The disaster was made obvious
by our intervention, an interven-
tion which denounced this fraud
of "tax reform" and all those in-
volved with it. After we inter-
vened, the bourgeois speaker
cried out: '"Why, you're talking
about a revolution in this
country!"

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'RAMON MERCADER' |
 Another Stalinist assassin

On October 18, 1978 Ramon Mer-
cader died of cancer in Havana,
Cuba. He was 65 years old.

Who was Ramon Mercader? He
was the man who, on August 21,
1940 assassinated Leon Trotsky,
the founder and leader of the
Fourth International.

Mercader spent twenty years in
a Mexican prison for this crime.

But he did not act alonme.
There is- today no doubt that
Trotsky's assassination was or-
ganized by Stalin in Moscow.

That the Stalinist secret police,
the GPU, which had already gained
a wealth of experience 'in the
assassination of revolutionaries
and Trotskyists in Spain, or-
ganized Mercader, as a member of
the Spanish Communist Party to
carry out this counter-revolu-
tionary crime.

And there is no doubt that
along with the international
Stalinist apparatus as a whole,
both the Mexican and American
Communist Parties participated in
this assassination.

Although cancer saved Mercader
from the revolutionary justice of
the working class for his crime,
the story is not over. There re-
mains individuals in the ranks of
the Kremlin, the Spanish, Mexican
and American Communist Parties
who  played a DIRECT role in
Trotsky's assassination. These
criminals who provided a tre-
mendous service to the inter- :
national bourgeoisie must be tried

and brought to justice by the

-

working class.

This is part and parcel of the
revolutionary fight of the workers
and youth throughout the world to
DESTROY the Stalinist apparatus
as the central obstacle in front
of the world revolution today.

In this fight the pseudo-
Trotskyists who today are begging
the Stalinist apparatus for the
"rehabilitation of Trotsky",
begging for the recognition of
Trotskyism as a "legitimate
current" must be exposed and
scorned by every revolutionary
worker -and youth, by everyone
who remembers Trotsky's assassina-
tion and his assassins.

The pseudo-Trotskyists deserve
nothing but contempt for asking
these mass murderers and el
assassins for Trotsky's "rehabili-
tation'. They spit on Trotsky's
memory and block the revolutionary
workers from finishing with
Stalinism once and for all.

And one more thing. Mer-
cader lived out the last three
years of his life peacefully in .
Cuba sheltered by the Castro re-
gime which the pseudo-Trotskyists
call "revolutionary" and a
"workers state." Living as a
guest of honor while Trotskyists
and other revolutionaries con-
tinue to rot in Castro's
prisons. .

Mercader escaped justice. The
workers and youth must see to it
that the rest of the Stalinist
apparatus and their allies do not.

OUR PARTY IS THE PARTY OF LENIN!

More than ever before, the Stalin-
ists—— of the Kremlin as well as
the "Euro-Communists''-— are
attacking the foundation of
Leninism. The method of this
attack is the attempt to identi-
fy Stalinism (the lack of poli-

_tical freedom, the betrayal of

the working class) with Leninism
(the revolutienary road forward
for the working class.)

What does this mean for working
class youth in the United States?’

‘It means that many turn away from

revolutionary methods because
they reject Stalinism. They re-
ject the political repression in
the Soviet Union and many youth
refer to the lack of rights in the
factories as "communism.'" In this
way the Stalinists reinforce the
propaganda of Carter's government
that it is no use to struggle be-
cause “all leaderships turh bad,
bureaucratic ‘and dictatorial."
It is with this lie that imperial-
ism tries to make the youth accept
the fierce repression of the
capitalist State and its police,
the unemployment and the lack of
freedom in the United States.

The "Euro-Communists''-— the

leaders of the French, Spanish and

Italian Communist Parties-- have
gone even further in the attack
on the working class. They have
added into their Congresses and
resolutions that it is Leninism
and the dictatorship of the pro-
letariat that is the source of
the repression of the Soviet State
and its collaboration with the
capitalists. This is not a new
argument, but was begun by the
capitalists themselves when
Stalinism began to usurp the power
of the workers revolution in the
1920's and 30's. They said:
"See, Leninism led to Stalinism".
This is precisely the source of
the "revelation" of the "Euro-
Communists'"-- imperialism it-
self.

The policy of the Trotskyist
Organization USA and the Fourth
International is to stop this
attack of the "Euro-Communists'
and the centrists such
as the "United" Secretariat) who
say these "Euro-Communists' are
"more democratic' than the
"real Stalinists."

We are leading this fight
under the banner of "Return to.
Lenin."

For the youth who are fighting
all over the world to gain the
weapon of all the experiences and
methods of the revolution as
their own to stop the attack of
the imperialists which becomes
This is
contained in the resolutions of
the 6th Congress of the Fourth In-
ternational which are available
in the English edition of FOURTH
INTERNATIONAL and in the Theses
of the Trotskyist Organization
both of which are available from
TRUTH (see advertisements on this
page) .

What are the lessons of

This is real anti-communism.

Leninism? What was the fight
that Lenin led? And why are
these weapons for the youth in
the United States?

It was Lenin who defined the
dictatorship of the proletariat
against the renegades of his
time who were calling for a "de-
mocratic" dictatorship of
several classes and many parties
in Russia in 1917. Under the
slogan "democratic" dictatorship,
the renegades of 1917 were in
fact renouncing the taking of

- power by the working class.

Lenin fought for the seizure of
power by the WORKING CLASS .as
the only class capable of
achieving a complete demo-
cratization of social relations.

In_ this way Lenin defined
WORKERS DEMOCRACY as opposed to
abstract democracy or "democracy"
in general which is in fact de- _
mocracy only for the few who hold
power under capitalism. The
workers in the US always doubt
Carter's or Kennedy's calls for
"democracy." Lenin said that
THERE IS NO SUCH thing, only
CLASS democracy and he fought
for the democracy of the workers
against the capitalists whose
"rights" do not have the same
meaning.

Not only did Lenin define the

‘only revolutionary democracy—-

Workers Democracy-- and its or-—
ganized expression: the dictator-
ship of the proletariat, but he

‘led ‘the construction of the first

revolutionary, dlsc1p11ned combat
party. This party had one pur-

pose-— to organize the seizure of
power by the working class. And
even before the Russian revolu-

tion Lenin fought for the revolu-
tionary INTERNATIONAL party-- the

.Third International.

The dictatorship of the pro-

"letariat meant that NO OTHER solu-

tions were real for the masses of
workers. NO reform was possible
of the capitalist government which
can only be based on exploitation
and repression. No half-way
measures could be taken but the
complete destruction of the capi-
talist state-- its police, courts

and all its other means of main-
taining power over the working

class. The truly democratic
methods of radically changing
social relations were the

soviets, the representative bodies
of the workers themselves. The.
leadership of the government is

- the party of the working class.

Lenin said that it would be ne-
cessary for the working class to

excercise its own dictatorship

which was done after the Russian
revolution. .

This is very different from
the proposals of the Socialist
Workers Party which in the
United States has given itself
the -role of the "Euro—-Communists'
in attacking the fundamentals of
Leninism. According to the SWP
revolutionary methods are suppor-—
ting the trade union leaders in
reformist calls for a "labor
party." :

In the latest issue of the
MILITANT (newspaper of the SWP)
a worker would get the impression
that the Bolsheviks used elections
as the means for attaining power
in the Soviet Union. But this is
not the case. It was above all
through the fight for the dicta-
torship of the proletariat agaiunst
reform of the government that the
Bolsheviks took state power. The
centrists have openly attacked the
dictatorship of the proletariat
substituting for it /in recent re-
solutions the notion of & “multi-
tendency revolutionary party",
electorallsm and rellance on the

trade union bureaucracy. To co-
incide with their renunciation of

the dictatorship of the prole-

tariat, the SWP now tries to re-
form Stalinism by calling for
"democratic rights! in the Soviet
Union instead of the political
overthrow of the bureaucracy.
This is today the principle
obstacle in front of the working
class youth in ‘the United States.

. In their rejection of Stalinism,

the youth are confronted with
those calling.themselves
"Trotskyists'" who tell them to
respect Stalinism, who aid the
capitalists and the Stalinists
in identifying Stalinism with
Leninism.

The fundamental -tenets of
Leninism: . a revolutionary com-
bat party, Workers Democracy and
the dictatorship of the prole-
tariat are weapons of the working
class 'youth. It was the fight of
Eenin and the Bolsheviks which
spurred the founding of the first
revolutionary party on American
soil-- the American Communist
Party in September 1919. It is in
the tradition of these first
communists and all the struggles
of the American working class
that the US Section of the
Fourth International is being
built today.

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Southern "justice" is at it again.
On October 13th an all-white jury
in Cullman, Alabama sentenced a
young black man, Tommy Lee Hines,
to 30 years in jail for supposedly
raping three women.

Hines is totally innocent of

| the charges, another victim of this

racist state. He is severely
retarded, with a mental age of

Six years old which physically in-
validates any of the charges
against him. He has neither the
mental nor physical coordination
to carry out the crimes he is
accused of.

But this case is more than
another terrible Southern frame-
up. The preparation of the ruling
class for war against the workers
and oppressed in this country has
removed the facade of the "New
South" so patiently set up during
the last few years.

Lynch law has returned to the
South. During Hines' trial the
Ku Klux Klan mobilized over
6,000 people for a Ccross burning
on the steps of the courthouse in
Decatur, Alabama. A KKK mob
turned back a demonstration of
the SCLC in Cullman and the police
arrested the national and state
leaders of the ScLC along with
20 other marchers.

KKK terror is on the upsurge
throughout the South.

There is a reason for this up-
Surge of racism and terror. The
black masses and workers fighting
for their rights in the South are
today disarmed in the face of this
offensive of the ruling class and
their hired scum. §

The resurgence of the KKK is the
legacy of the "non-violent" dead="
end strategy of the NAACP, the
SCLC and the Martin Luther Kings.
It is the legacy of all those who
said that this racist system could
be reformed, that blacks could win
full equality under capitalism.

-.The Fleetwood workers are con-
tinuing their struggle against GM.
Conditions there are worse than
ever. 500 workers were laid off
and the ones left have to do their
work.

But Doug Fraser, UAW head, has
just vetoed the strike. He says
he's going to send a task force to
"jnvestigate" the situation and
1"talk" to the company. He's stal-
ling sdemoralizing the workers,
working with the company as he's
done a hundred times.

This isn't just because Fraser
is a coward or a traitor, which he
is. 1It's because he politically
supports capitalism and the capi-
talist state. The Carter govern-
ment doesn't want strikes, so
Fraser doesn't want strikes. And
let there be no doubt, Fraser will
do anything and. everything to
stop them.

So far the leadership of Tocal
15 has remained completely silent
in the face of Fraser's attack.
The Communist Party and the
pseudo-Trotskyist Socialist
Workers Party and its satellites
have criticized Fraser, but pro-
posed nothing. They have no con-
fidence in the young workers
capacity to lead the masses.

gether to try and "discipline"
the Democratic Party and make it
"accountable" to the people to

means that the bureaucrats, while
being forced to more and more
support this government and its
counter-revolutionary attack on
the workers and their organiza-
tions, are begging that a few of
the cheaper promises that the
politicians made be kept -- like
Labor Law Reform and a '"full"
Humphrey-Hawkins Bill.

The Communist Party/USA hailed
this meeting din the DAILY WORLD
as a "historic Conference' where
"100 Groups Fight Carter and-
Congress" (!)

But "reform" of the Democratic
Party is not the only trick in
their bag. They have something
more sophisticated called "a
labor party." In September, the
United Electrical Workers of
America (UE), a Stalinist-con-
trolled union, came out at their
convention for "a labor party.'
And lest anyone be afraid that
such a party would really fight
the capitalists and overthrow

“their government, they explained,

"not every member of Congress
can be painted with the same
brush." The UE president, who
has never fought '"the bosses
inside the shops,'" is going to
quit his job and "work full time
to build a labor party."

Finally, the Socialist Workers
Party's candidate for public
offices are also for "a labor
party" that is NO DIFFERENT than
the Stalinists'. Their "labor
party" also wants to 'get
workers to run for Congress" and
will "stand up and fight in
Congress for an Emergency Jobs
As if this Congress could
end unemployment, anymore than it

can grant "equal rights" to women.

women .

It is clear why the liberal
Democrats came out with the
"reform'" of the Democratic Party
and why the Stalinist come out
with "the labor party." For the
bourgeoisie #o draw the Stalin-
ists and the Stalinists to draw
the centrists closer and closer
to open support for the bourgeoi-
sie's attack on the youth and
workers.

It is absolutely essential
that this capitulation be cloaked
in the mame of Lenin and Trotsky,
the name of the Fourth Interna-
tional, the only banner that has
never betrayed the youth and
workers. Two things begin to
happen: 1) the youth identify

the Fourth International with
the treachery of the Socialist

Workers Party and then reject
this swindle; 2) the worst
illusions of the older and more
backward workers in this system
are used to mobilize them against
the rebellious youth.

While this process is more pro-
nounced in Europe, it has already
started here with the attacks
launched against the young mili-

_tant miners by the CP and SWP

and recently by the UAW bureau—
crats against the Volkswagen ‘wild-
cat leaders, calling them
"communist elements."

The only way for the youth to
stop the attack of the ruling
class is to fight to take up
"politics" The fight to build
their own combat party. A
Leninist party that fights all
those who betray them to the
capitalists. Against those who
want to ''reform the Democratic

_Party," "build a labor party,"

and tie the unions to the state.
A political combat to learn
every lesson from their past
struggles, and bring that to-
gether with the anger and auda-
city that belong -to the youth
alone. This is how to stop the
"reform of the Democratic Party
and bring about its death.F.V.

Even the’ courts must have
realized the flimsy legal basis
of thase charges—- that they
were police harassment pure and
simple. And neither the union
leadership of the SEIU whose
lawyers got the charges dropped
nor the Detroit police of Mayor
Coleman Young would have wanted
the truth asbout these arrests and
the Harper-Grace strike discussed
in open court.

This is a victory for the
Harper-Grace workers and those
who fought to organize a militant
and victorious strike! It is a
victory for the over 500 hospital
workers who signed petitions
demanding that the charges agaiast
David Heffelfinger, Ida Jefferson,
Victor Jacobs,James Hatchet and
Ruby Gartner be dropped and who
demanded an end to police harass-
ment of the strike! ;
It was this mobilization which
made the courts retreat. We thank
all those who were part of it.
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
