A wages clamp-down, according to
the government, is the only way to
avoid economic catastrophe with falling
profits and growing unemployment.

The 21-page memorandum of Treasury
evidence gives an inkling of the likely effects
of the massive retreat made when union
leaders called off the power work-to-rule and
accepted an inquiry under ‘national interest’

terms.

‘If an intolerable rate of inflation is to be
prevented,’ the document says, ‘the deter-
mination of pay cannot be just a question of
the apparent immediate self-interest of the
direct parties to an individual bargain.

‘Considerations of the national
and of the interests and standard of living of

others, have to be taken into
process of determination of
wages and salaries.’

Of course, when the Tories
refer to inflation, they are not
speaking of the huge price
rises, rent increases and soar-
ing cost of living that forces
workers to struggle for more
money in their pay packets.

They mean above all the
fact that workers’ struggles
have bitten deep into the em-
ployers’ profits—a situation de-
nounced in scandalized tones
by the Treasury mandarins.

Blaming wage increases for
inflation, the Treasury points
to the fact that profit margins
have fallen because ‘profits
have not risen at all’ over the
past 12 months.

This, of course, is the basic
problem the Tory government
wants to solve, and the docu-
ment is nothing if not brutally
frank about the method it
aims to use to solve it.

‘As there is no further scope
for the reduction of profit
margins if the investment in
which our future growth de-
pends is not to be jeopardized,
the slowing down of the rate
of inflation requires a slowing
down of the increase in labour
costs.

‘As there is no way of
bringing about at all quickly
a significant increase in the
average year-by-year growth of
productivity, this means a
slowing down in the rate of
increase of money earnings.

CONTRIBUTION

‘This in turn requires a de-
escalation in the level of pay
settlements. Each individual
settlement must make its own
contribution to the total re-
sult of slowing down the pace
of inflation.’

So the power workers —
described in the document as
‘a group whose earnings have
increased by 154 per cent over
the past year, and who have
already an offer on the
national level which would
increase earnings by 10 per
cent’—are to become scape-
goats for a full-blown wage
clamp-down.

These are the direct fruits
of the union chiefs’ abject
climb-down in calling off the
work-to-rule and accepting the
Wilberforce inquiry.

The union side’s own evi-
dence to the enquiry, pub-
lishéd yesterday, does nothing
to undermine suspicions that
union chiefs will continue the
retreat.

They ‘hope and expect’ that
Lord Wilberforce and his
colleagues will consider their
case ‘freely on its merits’,
though a ‘national interest’
clause is prominently written
into the inquiry’s terms of
reference.

New ‘Terriers’
“‘WOu!d not be
used in strikes

DEFENCE SPOKESMEN and reserve army chiefs denied yesterday
that the revitalized Territorial and Army Volunteer Reserve would
play a role in states of emergency caused by strikes.

Commenting on the gov-
ernment’s plans to expand
the TAVR by 10,500 men,
a Ministry of Defence
spokesman said yesterday
that the force’s role was
primarily to maintain a

secure home base for
regular forces operating
in Europe.

‘The TAVR can only be
called out by the government
when warlike operations are
in progress, said the spokes-
man.

The TAVR is at present
50,000 strong and the expan-
sion will provide for 20 new
headquarter units and 77
company - strength sub - units
scattered throughout the coun-
try with an infantry role.

This is a new lease of life
for the TAVR which emerged
out of the old Territorial
Army after the Labour admin-
istration cut the TA’s govern-
ment support and reduced the
squadrons to cadres.

THE LAW has never
allowed British people to
have a country of their
own, Tory right-winger
Enoch Powell claimed last
night.

Speaking just nine miles
from the Irish Republic, in
Londonderry, N Ireland,
Powell followed this fan-
tastic assertion by remark-
ing that:

‘To this day the citizens
of a Republic owning not
even the fictitious com-
munity of the Common-
wealth are declared to be
indistinguishable from our-
selves . . .

‘They are Irish and the

another way, foreign.’

Humbug

The British had been
‘humbugging’ themselves by
treating these ‘foreigners’ as
British citizens even though
they ‘resolved their national
identity’ a long time ago.

To make matters worse
the 1962 immigration laws

were never applied to the
Irish Republic.

Gazing mistily into a
national future when ‘we
proceed to the historic step
of declaring who we are and
what we are’, Powell pro-
nounced the people of the
United Kingdom ‘distinct
and unique’.

This type of talk leaves
little doubt about who or
what Powell is.

With a nationalist mysti-
cism evoking potent
memories of right-wing dic-
tatorships in Europe, Powell
is playing on jingo prejudices
to reinforce Tory reaction.

DUSTBIN
WARNINGS
IN ULSTER

CLASHES with troops in
Belfast’s Ballymurphy area
had been deliberately provoked
and organized, Commander of
Ulster’s land forces Major
General Farrar - Hockley
claimed yesterday.

Alarm systems, such as
banging dustbin lids, are used
in Catholic areas to warn
when security forces arrive.

Hockley backed his claim
of ‘organized’ riots by saying
that people had been seen
canvassing for more demon-
strators in nearby areas and
urging youth to attack troops.

As he spoke troops and
police were searching the area
after a soldier was shot in the
leg in Thursday’s clashes—the
first in the city during daylight
since September.

Five men were arrested and

a police vehicle overturned as
crowds stoned troops.

Leyland’s redeveloped

Oxford complex are maintaining stub-
born resistance to introduction of the

Production of no more than 20 new model
cars per day is ringing up a daily bill for the
company of £4,000 in wages alone.

The supply of body shells to the new
Morris South side assembly works is being
restricted to this level by the 160 Pressed-
Steel Fisher body-plant workers on the ADO
28 line, who have refused to accept MDW.

Even the company was forced to-admit
yesterday that the 450 South side men who
are working the system despite trade union
opposition are ‘operating slower than the
rate required’. J

This is putting it’ mildly.

Despite three - and - a - half
years of formal and behind-
the-scenes  discussion with
union leadérs about imple-
menting MDW, Thursday's
bid to steamroller the scheme
through has antagonized not
only several thousand rank-
and-file Oxferd carworkers—
butll their union officials as
well.

It has provoked Transport
and General Workers’ district
secretary David Buckle to re-
mark that previous good rela-
tions with the company have
been destroyed and that ‘we
could get a situation in which
they would never get the new
model launched’.

After union leaders helped
Leyland obtain favourable re-
turn - to-work terms last
October following a six-week
piecework strike, the company
clearly hoped the way had
been paved for an easy
victory.

It has spent the last three
months attempting to whip up
opposition to the stewards and
isolate a group of workers—
discontented with the after-
effects of the October settle-
ment—as the nucleus for a
‘scab’ labour force on . the
ADO 28.

OPPOSITION

The Morris stewards’ cam-
paign of principled opposition
to MDW was also having its
effect, however.

It contains a wide variety of
demands to defend all workers’
rights that are now threatened;

It opposes all productivity
deals and demands that wages
and pensions be tied on a slid-
ing scale to prices and, of course,
it has a fully socialist approach
to the welfare services and hous-
ing aimed at restoring the Tory
cuts and developing of these
services essential to all working-
class families.

WHAT WILL be the role
of the Socialist Labour
League In the campaign
for the rally?

THE Socialist Labour League was
founded in -March 1969 with a

leadership made up of people
who had been expelled from the
Labour Party. :

They were expelled because
they had asked the national
executive committee of that party
permission to form an opén
Marxist tendency in the Labour
Party similar to the position held
by the Fabian Society. This
request was refused and the
expulsions followed. .

Since that time we have
remained an integral part of the
labour and trade union move-
ment. We have continued to
work for the return of a Labour
government at all times with the
stipulation that such a govern-

ment, to be effective, would have * "

to carry out socialist policies. .

We believe that our expuilsion'.’

was, historically speaking, part of
the preparations which the
reformists, represented by Gait-
skell, then Wilson, were making
to betray the labour movement
when the party was returned to
office.

We don’t believe that the rank
and file of the labour and trade
union movement are tied for all
time to the coat-tails of the
reformist leadership.

%

There is a distinct class dif-
ference between the Labour
bureaucracy, which serves the
capitalist class, and the working
class, which has built its organ-
izations in an attempt to main-
tain living standards by trade
union activity and by the elec-
tion of a Labour administration.

During the campaign for the
Alexandra Palace rally we will
be able to explain the "role of
the Socialist Labour League as
one which continually fights for
tllxe interests of the working
class.

With this policy we hope to
build up wider support for our
programme within the trade
unions and the Labour Party
with the aim of forcing the
leadership to lift the bans and
proscriptions on our movemeént.
We will fight to demonstrate the
correctness of the Marxist per-
spective and against the policies
of class collaboration. ’

WHAT IS the role of the
Young Socialists In the
campaign for Alexandra
Palace?

THE YOUNG SOCIALISTS
began inside the Labour Party
in the early part of 1960. Their
paper ‘Keep Left’ became the
centre for rallying a strong
Marxist contingent within the
ranks of Labour’s youth.

The right wing of the Party
made repeated attempts to con-
tain the strength of those forces
and in 1962 they banned ‘Keep
Left’ and expelled three people
who represented the paper on
the Young Socialists national
committee,

Early in the 13th century the
official Church was seriously
embarrassed by the growth of a
popular anti-clerical ‘heresy’ in
the Languedoc—the SW region of
France.

everywhere. were relieved to hear that
the Vatican had recently become party
to the international treaty on nuclear

among other things, that corrupt
priests were the appointees of
Satan, that bishoprics should not
be bought and sold, and that
men should live modestly and
share their goods with one
another.

These beliefs, attacking both
the doctrines and the property
of the Church, clearly had to be
éxtirpated.

So in the spring of 1209 the
reigning Pope launched a cru-
sade against the Albjgenses.

This ‘confession’ (written
for him by Stalin’s advisers
in Prague) is all the more
ironic in that it was with the

On Stalin’s instructions,
Czech arms were sent to the
Zionist terror gangs driving
the Palestinians from their
homeland.

This evidence was under-
standably not brought for-
ward at Slansky’s trial.

Cinema Stalinism

BELGRADE'S film fes-
tival, which closes today,
was subjected to some
last-minute changes by
the Soviet authorities. _

The aim of the festival is

to present to film-makers,
press and public an inter-

national selection of suc-
cessful films on various
‘themes’.

One of these was ‘confronta-
tion’, dealing with political and
social questions.

But the Soviet delégation

The ‘fiindings’ of the Cen-
tral Committee commission-
on the 1968 crisis have about
as much validity as the ver-
dict in the Slansky trial.

UPPER CLYDE Shipbuilders
wants the government to hand
over the 48-per-cent state
holding in the group to private
investors.

The Glasgow - based con-
sortium was yesterday under-
stood to have asked Minister
of Trade and Industry, Mr
John Davies, to dispose of the
government’s holding—worth
£3,750,000.

The holding forms part of
Labour government’s financial
assistance given to ship-
builders in the group last year
on the condition that the
government took a substantial
stake in the group.

Upper Clyde thpbullders
made plans last year to divert
its resources to the building
of container ships, which re-
quire very few finishing trades,
and to pay off several thou-
sand joiners, painters, etc.

Warned

-~

Employers arrogantly warned
that they would sack all
13,000 workers if 3,500 re-
dundancies were not accepted.

This was an attempt by
shipyards’ management to
make workers bear the burden
of the industry’s acute eco-
nomic crisis.

The real meaning of their
statement that the shipyard’s
future is sufficiently financially
secure to enable them to enter
the private sector is revealed
by the fact that the work
force in the yards has been
cut by almost half to 7,000.

Standardized

With the exception of an
oil rig, they have managed to
dispose of all their ‘loss-
making’ contracts and are now
almost exclusively engaged in
building their own design
ships and standardized bulk
carriers.

The latest move has brought
forward a number of ship-
owning firms eager to secure
a share of the profits.

FURTHER speed-up

Chrysler’s Linwood plant, near Glasgow, if yes-
terday’s acceptance of a new pay deal by 2,000
engineering workers is not reversed.

Mass meetings of AEF
and T&GWU members
accepted a £5-a-week wage
increase backdated to Jan-
uary 1 as payment for an
intensification of the exist-
ing Measured-Day Work
system.

The 2,000 National Union
of Vehicle Builders’ members
have decided not to accept
the offer and are awaiting the
outcome of further talks.

Linwood’s 6,500 workers
have already experienced a
massive erosion of their pay
through inflation during the
period of the last three-year
productivity agreement which
expired at the end of
December.

CRISIS

Despite MDW, Chrysler UK
has staggered from crisis to
crisis financially since the
£20m US take-over of Rootes
Motors.

Until now, Chrysler workers
have resisted management
attempts to increase track
speeds to 50 cars an hour and
strike action was threatened
if a £10-a-week increase was
not ceded to bring Linwood
in line with the Coventry
Ryton plant.

There are also fears that

the new deal will mean
redundancies.

LINE ENDS
After Simca production

officials visited Linwood,
pattern-makers — one of the
plant’s most militant sections
—were told that production of
die; for Simca tools was to
end.

The number of pattern-
makers is likely to be cut

protest the Tory government
decision to deport Dutschke
after a semi-secret immigration
tribunal branded him a poten-
tial security risk.

He claimed the matter had
never been discussed in
Cabinet and he did not know
whether the watch had been
officially instigated. In any
case, he said, it wasn’t the
Labour government which
began the practice of tapping
telephones.

The Labour government
could not be very proud of

Foot

what it had done. It had not
been overgenerous to
Dutschke.

Proud or not, Crossman did
his best to justify the tribunal
procedure adopted in the
Dutschke case, a procedure
based on the 1968 Kenya
Asians legislation.

The tribunal requirement
was one of the ‘good things’
in the Act, Crossman claimed.

Home Secretary Maudling,
he claimed, had established a
new definition of national

security:

‘It can be violateéd by having
dangerous thoughts,” Cross-
man said.

Other speakers at the rally
included Tony Smythe, general
secretary of the National
Council for Civil Liberties,
Michael Foot, Shadow Power
Minister, John Pardoe, Liberal
MP for Cornwall and Jack
Straw of the National Union
of Students. Des Wilson,
formerly of Shelter, took the
collection at the meeting.

And Tony Smythe said he
hoped that a similar meeting
would have been called if the
government were deporting ‘a
junior version of Von Thadden
or a member of the NDP’.

The government’s attack on
Dutschke is political, and the
Tories are not deporting
‘junior von Thaddens’ for the
_very cogent reason that their
attack is aimed through
Dutschke against the working
class.

Dutschke’s deportation must
be fought politically in a class
way, through the fight to
force the Tory government to
resign.

Lon Nol for-
Saigon talks

PRO-US Cambodian dictator General Lon Nol
is to visit Saigon next week for talks with top
US and S Vietnamese officials.

It will be his first
visit since the CIA coup

of March last year
which toppled the
‘neutralist’ Prince
Sihanouk.

Since the coup guerrilla
opposition to his regime has
spread rapidly, leading to
the US invasion of May 1,
1970, backed up by forces
from the puppet Saigon
regime.

But Lon Nol’s military
position continues to worsen.

Cut off

The Cambodian capital,
Phnom Penh, is virtually
cut off from the rest of the
country — more than two-
thirds of it now in libera-
tion forces’ hands.

Earlier this week, new
Saigon reinforcements were
announced for the demoral-
ized Lon Nol army.

The desperate, predica-

_ment of his regime — still

receiving diplomatic recog-
nition and given military
aid by the Soviet Union —
will obviously be the only
subject under discussion at
the Saigon talks.

Fiat plant
occupied

ARGENTINIAN car workérs
occupied the giant Fiat plant

in Cordoba on Thursday,
taking 37 management
hostages.

They were being held pend-
ing the reinstatement of seven
workers’ delegates sacked by
the firm. Representatives of

1 the Italian company are seek-

ing a court order to clear the
1,500 men from the plant.

CordoBa, the centre of the
Argentine car industry
(Renault also has a massive
plant in the city), was the
scene of violent clashes be-
tween strikers and police in
1969. It was held for several
days by the workers before
the army was able to restore
‘order’.

The Zionists are
obviously emboldened
by the headlong re-
treat of the guerrilla
leadership in nearby
Jordan, where Arafat
has concluded yet an-
other deal with the

Royalist regime.

Thursday's raid was the
deepest into Lebanon since the
1968 attack on Beirut airport,
when an Israeli task force
blew up 13 Arab airliners
standing on the runways.

A guerrilla spokesman in
Beirut yesterday said that
heavy casualtics had also been
inflicted on the Israelis.

. The force landed on the
Lebanon coast at Sarafant,
eight miles South of Sidon,
covered by naval and heli-
copter guns.

Intercepted

Intercepted by guerrillas be-
fore they reached their main
objectives, the Israeli task
force fought a four-hour battle
with commando$ along the
coast.

Before withdrawing, they
blew up houses and a canteen
and burned down some tents.

As soon as it received news
of the attack, the Lebanese
Cabinet met in an emergéncy
session under President Fran-
jieh, followed by a meeting of
the State Secyrity .Council.

These new Zionist blows
against the Palestinian libera-
tion struggle coincide with the
Royalist offensive on the guer-
rillas in Jordan.

And while the Palestinians
are forced to fight under a
leadership in total disarray,
which collaborates with Arab
reaction one day only. to de-
nounce it the next, these
attacks will go unpunished.

The unions claim Chancellor
Anthory Barber triggered off
power cuts by accusing the
unions of ‘industrial black-
mail’ and folly if they thought
that they could ‘drive the gov-
ernment to connive at an un-
justifiable settlement’.

A SERIES of trade union meetings over the last
week in the Baltic ports of Gdansk and Szczecin
have resulted in sharp exchanges between Polish
officials and rank-and-file workers.

Obviously under pres-
sure to make criticisms of
trade union subservience
to the Gomulka regime
ousted last month, chair-
man of the Gdansk trade
union committee Ludwik
Grzeskowiak admitted:

‘We have been short of
obstinacy, and sometimes of
courage, to demand consist-
ently the 1mplementatlon of
workers’ just demands.’

A Polish radio reports that
workers at the meeting ‘spoke
about the effects of a bureau-
cratic work style
union echelons, chiefly the
Central Trade Union Council,
to which motions had been
passed for many years from
the regions but which have
remained sometimes without a
reaction’.

Submission

The same report summed
up the feeling of the meeting
when it commented :

‘It was said that the present
state” of affairs was a result
of bureaucracy in the trade
union apparatus and of sub-
mission of pressure applied by
the economlc administration

The new Gierek regime’s
policy of allowing workers to
voice their criticism over the
radio continued with a series
of interviews this week with
Gdansk shipyard workers:

‘The trade union council,’
said one, ‘had ignored such
social matters as a lack of
premises where one could eat
one’s breakfast in comfort . . .
We know that some people
live in conditions which truly
mock the principles of
hygiene, that distribution of
bonuses has not always been
correct, that tools are in short
supply, out-of-date and of
poor quality . . .

Shock work

Work organization was also
bitterly criticized :

‘. . . shock work, when 500
to 600 people and more
worked in a unit instead of
the usual 50 to 60, resulted in
everybody getting m every-
body élse’s way .

Blunt and outspoken critic-
isms by workers, who are
almost certainly -carefully
selected beforehand, indicates
the true depth of the continu-
ing crisis.

This could allow the com-
pany to proceed with its
attempts to table MDW pro-
posals for the whole of both
the body and assembly plants
at Oxford, exposing all sec-
tions of workers to serious
dangers.

Determined to jump the gun
in Leyland’s favour, one
national daily yesterday
ascribed it a ‘moral victory’
at Oxford.

Proving this judgement
wrong will require the rapid
consolidation of shop-floor
strength, the protection of the
militant ADO 28 minority
against attack and preparation
for a united struggle by wor-
kers at both Morris and PSF.
