line. To facilitate matters It seemed
best for the bosses to get the change
of venue and they did not Aght the
change vigorously but pleaded for
immediate hearing and a prompt in-
junction.

The attorneys for the employers
seem well stocked up on the new
anti-injunctioir law.- Their plea will
be that It deprives them of their
property (the right to the scab’s la-
bor) without due process of law.

Capitalist Court Give Workers
No Justice.

Any worker is. of course, fooltsh to
expect to get justice for a working
class case from any capitalist court,
but Sullivan has played the same
trick on the Amalgamated Clothing
Workers as he did on the Interna-
tional Ladies Garment Workers
Union, as Foell is an old stand-by

SHANGHAI. June 15—(By Mail.)—Towards the end of May Tsingtao

and Shanghai had been the scenes of strikes almost simultaneous of Chinese
laborers employed in Japanese owned textile mills. In Shanghai there had
been an outbreak and two textile workers had been murdered by Japanosa

gendarmes at the mills. This was followed almost immediately afterwards
by a series of demonstrations at Tsingtao where six textile workers were
killed and many more seriously wounded.

On Saturday, May 30, 3,000 students and workers planned a demonstra-
tion which was to be held on Nanking Road, the main street In Shanghai.

Incidentally the demonstration was-
to maintain a peaceful character thru-
out (the authorities were informed of
the fact but of course, permission was
not granted) and its purpose was to
be a protest against the then-recent
killings on the part of the foreign
police. ,

At 3 o'clock the parade began. The
paraders marched west bn Nanking
Road and had gotten as* far as the
town hall, when the leaders were or-
dered to stop at once and turn back.
When they refused they were arrest-
ed and brot to the Louza police sta-
tion nearby. The -crowd, instead of
being deterred, proceeded In the di-
rection they had Btarted in spite of

New Attack Launched

on Fez and Taza
i PARIS, France, July 15.—The of-
ficial French war communique from
the Moroccan front admits that all
the natives north and south of Fez
have joined Abd-ed-Krim in his fight
to drive the invaders from Africa.

A bitter battle is now being waged
along the 200 mile front from Quezzan
to Kifane. The Riffian natives are
now within thirty miles of Fez and are
less than twenty miles from Taza. The
new attack of the Moroccans is aimed
at Taza and Fez, and the main rail-
’road of the French.

The war ministry has asked for
volunteers to go to Morocco and is
sending French troops to Algeria and
Tunis to relieve the native troops
which are being sent to the Moroccan
front.

The heat at Fez has reached 100 in
the shade, with the prospect of hot
weather continuing thruout the Moroc-
can summer.

Premier Painleve has accepted the
offer of American aviators, drawn
from the moneyed class, to form a

ALL-CHINA UNION FEDERATION
SENDS APPEAL TO WORKERS OF

Imperialist Robbers Anxious.
“The success of the national liberation movement, the vic-

torious struggle at Canton, the students’ movement, the last
months’ strikes at Shanghai, Tsingtau. Hankov, the growth of
the trades union movement as evidenced by the revival of the
Federation of Railway Workers, and tlie organization of the All-
China Federation of Trade Unions—all this has filled with anxiety
the hearts of imperialists, who
had been accustomed for de-
cades to rob with impunity, op-
press and tear to pieces our
great country.

|i> “While the revolutionary movement
Uvas confined to the south, It did not
seem dangerous to the imperialists.
But when it widened, extending to the
north, and especially when the work-
ing masses were stirred at Shanghai,
that stronghold of imperialism in
China, the intrenational imperialists,
directed by British and Japanese cap-
ital, resolved to suppress the move-
ment with a merciless bloody meas-
ure.

Murderers of Strikers.

"The Tsingtao and the Shanghai
striking textile workers presented the
most modest demands, and yet they
were cruelly beaten and shot by the
administration and mercenaries
Japanese .mUlti. When the Shanghai
students by a peaceful demonstration
expressed their sympathies with the
workers, and protested against the
murder committed, the British police,
envying the laurels won by the Jap-
anese, swamped the demonstration in
blood. Thus it appears that to ex-
press sympathy with the Chinese
workers is to be guilty of the greatest
offense in the eyes of foreign capital-
ists.

“All those murders, shooting, hunt-
ing down of the people by the Brit-
ish, American and other volunteers
and wild special police employed by
the imperialists, lasted for over a
week. As the available armed forces

| stationed at Shanghai seemed to be
| inadequate, the imperialists demanded
! more from their governments, and,
i subsequently, foreign batleships have
i daily been landing marines.

Answer With General Strike.
“However, neither the murders nor

the armored cars, nor the marines
frightened the Chinese masses. Just
the reverse: all that went to strength-
en their will.

LADIES GARMENT

Sigman’s Expulsion Or-
gy Is Only Starting

{Special to The Daily Worker)

NEW YORK, July 15. The joint
action committee of the three locals
of the International Ladies' Garment
Workers' Union expelled from the
joint board by the Sigman-Perlstein
dictatorship, declares that it rejects

-the award, of the governor's commis-
sion. The joint board, controlled by
the Sigman gangsters, voted to accept
the reward and called for a referen-
dum on Friday and Saturday.

The joint action committee brands
the referendum as a fake and calls
on members not to participate. George
Gordon Battle, the chairman of the
governor’s commission, issued a
lengthy statement today, in which he
declares that “the action of the union
leaders is highly gratifying” referring
to the leaders who favored acceptance
*>f the award.

The joint board declared all officials
of three locals expelled from office
and ineligible for office for three
years. The Sigman officialdom has
suggested that the most active mem-
bers immediately be put under charg-
es for the fight they have made since
charges were first launched against
these locals, and that they be ex-
pelled from the union.

In the meantime the joint action
committee is gaining greater strength
in shops and market. There was a
tremendous picket demonstration this
morning before shops where four left
wingers have been discharged and
gangsters of the machine were driven
from the streets.

Commission Rejects Worker*’
Demands.

Louis Hyman, chairman of the com-
! mlttee of action, commenting on the
| award handed down by the governor’*
commission said: “The commission
has rejected all the demands of the
cloakmakers. We were confident from
the beginning that we would not ex-
pect any help from them. This was
one of the points on which we opposed
the Joint board officials and one of the
actual reasons we were suspended and
tried.

Dr. Charles Francis Potter, a Unitari-
an minister and evolutionist from
New York.

Dr. Potter was chosen for the cere-
mony by the Dayton pastors’ associa-
tion at the request of Judge John T.
Raulston. The prayer, however, was
again objected to by Scopes' counsel
even tho the minister came here to be
a defense witness.

Dr. John R. Neal, of Scopes’ coun-
sel, voiced the protest and announced
that an exception was taken to the
judge’s ruling permitting the prayer.
He cited an opinion from the supreme
court of the United States, which
read: “The court will take judicial
notice that religious world is divided
into numerous sects and that a gen-
eral doctrine is held by each sect.”

His announcement provoked state
counsel to protest against the “con-

stant heckling each morning” by the
defense.

Raultston Overrules Defense.
The defense immediately entered

an objection, and the judge as quickly
overruled it. An exception was taken
by Frank McElwee, a new Scopes’
attorney. At the same time, John
R. Neal entered a demurrer for the
defense to the indictment on the same
constitutional grounds carried in the
motion to quash.

Would Give Legislature Dictatorship.

In answering the defense's charge
that the law violated the fourteenth
amendment of the federal constitu-
tion, the court held that the legisla-
ture had sufficient authority under its
police powers not only to prescribe
a course of study, but to name the
books used, and that the courts could
not interfere.

He cited the opinion of Justice Mc-
Reynolds of the United States su-
preme court in the Oregon school
case, the same'court’s ruling on the
Meyer-Nebraska case and on the de-
cision of the Tennessee state supreme
court in the Leper case, which held
that the legislature could prescribe
certain books in all its schools.

Upholds Educational Censor.
“In the absence of expressed con-

stitutional provisions,” Raulston rul-
ed, “the power (to control schools)
must necessarily reside In the legis-
lature and hence, it has the power
to prescribe a course of study as well
as the books to be used.”

Then there came the flurry of mo-
tions from defense counsel and the
judge ordered a recess.

and printed in the DAILY WORKER,
revealing that his decision would up-
hold the constitutionality of the Ten-
nessee anti-evolution law. Raulston
called Richard J. Beamish, of Phila-
delphia, chairman of the committee of
newspapermen, which was appointed
to investigate the International News
Service story.

Report on News Leak.
Beamish submitted the following re-

port:
“The committee appointed by your

honorable court to investigate a re-
ported news leak of the substance of
your honor’s opinion upon the motion
to quash the indictment of John T.
Scopes respectfully reports: That it
has ascertained that the brief bul-
letin to the effect that the decision
would uphold the indictment was
based upon information which the
sender of Ihe bulletin believed to be
truthful.

“That the sender did not obtain this
information from your honor’s steno-
grapher, nor in any improper and un-
ethical manner.

“We recommend that no good ground
exists for further investigation and
that the sender of the bulletin be not
disturbed in his relations with the
court.”

Philip Kinsley, Chicago Tribune, a
member of the committee, did not sign
the report.

“I think the court Is entitled to
know where the information came
from?” said Judge Raulston.

“Upon investigation, we found that
the information came from the court,”
said Beamish, as the crowd laughed.

“How? What’s that?"
Reporter Used “Strategem.”

“The young man met the judge en-
tering a local hotel,” Beamish con-
tinued. He then recited a conversa-
tion between the judge and this cor-
respondent.

“Will court continue tomorrow?”
Beamish said this correspondent in-
quired. “And your honor, you an-
swered ‘yes.’

“The reporter knew that court could
not continue if you quashed the in-
dictment. He therefore made a care-
ful deduction that you intended to
rule against the defense motion and
based his story upon that.”

The court thereupon called this
correspondent to the stand and asked
him whether he intended to "use
strategem” upon the judge. When the
reporter denied any intended trickery,
the judge dropped the matter.

At this point Clarence Darrow,
ranking defense attorney, arose and
protested to the court against having
the "religion of any of the lawyers In
this case being made known to the
Jury.” The court ruled in his favor.

In answer to a question as to the-
size of the Polar dirigible, Dr. Eckener
said:

German Reply to Be

Ready Next Friday
BERLIN, Germany, July 16—The

German cabinet, after much disagree-
ment between foreign minister
Stresemann and other cabinet mem-
bers, has drafted a tentative reply to
the French note on the basis of a
treaty between Germany and the al-
lies.

The socialst leaders are reported to
ibe playing their usual role of serv-
ants of the capitalists, in supporting
Jhe “security pact” l proposed as a
means whereby the German and Eng-
lish capitalists can form an alliance
against the Soviet Union.

Stresemann has disagreed with
Schiele, nationalist minister of the
interior, over the proposed reply.
Schiele demands a note which makes
it clear that Germany will not relin-
quish its demands for more territory
on its eastern frontier. Stresemann
favors a more conciliatory reply.

Stresemann'B real purpose is to
break the Rapallo treaty with the So-
viet Union, and join hands with the
anti-Soviet nationsv It is hoped by
the German capitalists to buy sup-
port from the U. S. and English cap-
italists by agreeing to oppose the So-
viet Union.

There will be a final sitting on
Germany’s reply Friday at which the
cabinet, the premiers of the fed-
erated states, and the reichstag’s for-
eign relations committee will confer.

New Red Trail Is Blazed
for Workers’ Rule from
Moscow to Peking, China

By J. LOUIS ENCDAHL.

TODAY, Soviet aviators rest their scarlet-bannered planes
in Pelting, seat of the government of North China. They

have brought them successfully thousands of miles over
mountains, fertile fields and arid deserts, over broad lakes
and rivers from Soviet Moscow.

It took them a month to make the trip. They were in
no hurry. They stopped off occasionally to receive the wel-
come of the countryside thu which they passed. Their main
business was to survey an air route thru Siberia and across
the Gobi desert to China. The ministries of war and marine
of the Chinese government sent delegates to welcome them
as they neared their oriental goal.

• * • •

This will no doubt prove n«ML©«use for hysterical utter-
ances in the House of Commons at London, and in the cham-
bers of deputies at Paris and Rome. It might also in the
congress at Washington, if it were in session. But where
congress fails, Secretary of State Kellogg makes up in his
scurryings from Washington to the summer white house at
Swampscott, Mass. For the Union of Soviet Republics is
cementing new and inseparable ties with restless China.

The four airplanes that sailed the skies from Moscow
to Peking are but harbingers of the great fleets to come,
that will bring closer labor in Europe and Asia.

• • • •

Take the flight from Peking to Dayton, Tenn., and in the
city of the anti-evolution trial you will find “Scrutator,” the
writer of the Chicago Tribune, turning out copy to the effect
that, “the fight between science and obscurantism has been
a matter of establishing better communications between
men, provinces and nations.”

This writer argues that all is well with the world, in
spite of Bryan and ultra-fanatics in religion, because Indian
trails and arduous roads along river courses are being super-
seded by macadam highways for fast automobiles. It is
urged that everything favors "highspeed civilization” as
against “oxcart culture."

• • • •

But the Chicago Tribune specialist treads on dangerous
reasoning. It has not helped the mountaineers of Tennessee
much to come up off the Indian trail onto an auto speedway.
One of the members of the Scopes jury can neither read nor
write. The coal fields of Tennessee, like those of Kentucky
to the north and Alabama to the south, are unorganized,
furnishing non-union coal to scab on the union coal in the
northern states, thus beating down the standard of living,
in spite of all capitalism’s “highspeed civilization.”

All the intricater machinery contrived by modern inven-
tive genius has been, or is being introduced into China, to
be used in exploiting the Chinese workers. The industrial
slavery thus imposed has been so degrading that the Chi-
nese have joined in militant protest against all their oppres-
sors.

• • • •

It Is not enough that new things should come Into the
world, the radio instead of the old family almanac, the
smooth-surfaced highway instead of the Indian trail, the
huge industrial machine in place of the small hand tools.
Something else must happen before the masses can benefit.
The masses must be the masters. They must dominate their
own destiny. They must own the industrial machine instead
of being owned by it.

That is the message that the scarlet-bannered airplanes
coming down out of the sky upon Peking brought to the
Chinese working masses from Red Moscow. It was the mes-
sage of human liberation that is dangerous to those who
believe in, defend and fight for human degradation under the
wages system.

The night airmail that flies between Chicago and New
York, carrying the stocks and bonds, the correspondence of
robber business, everything in aid of bigger profits, means
little to the American workers and poor farmers, except that
it oils the machinery of plunder that is taking the wealth
they produce.

But the airlane along which the Soviet planes fly from
Moscow to Peking is one of the roads that leads from the
proletarian victory today of the Russian masses to the world
proletarian victory of the morrow; one of the roads that
progresses toward the new civilization—toward Communism.

The gravest of crises may soon grip

BANKERS FORM
COSSACK FORCE
AGAINST WORKER
Minnesota “Rangers”
Armed With Shot-Guns

(Special to The Dally Worker.)

MINNEAPOLIS. Minn., July 15—
During the past 12 years, the master
class of Minnesota has persistently
■ought to have the Minnesota state
legislature pass a state cossack law.
It failed every time in Its efforts.

The farmers as well as the workers,
always offered the stiffest opposition
to the passage of the cossack bill.

Broke Up Farmers' Meetings.
At the time when the non-partisan

league was a militant organization,
the farmers of this state obtained a
good taste of the brutal methods of
the home guards.

Their meetings were broken up, and
active members were brutalized in the
most inhuman fashion. Intimidation
was rampart. Czarism paled into a
tame thing compared to these infam-
ous home guards. Consequently, the
farmers of Minnesota, who are among
the most progressive in America, are
bitterly opposed to the cossack idea.

Their representatives in the legisla-
ture dare not support that iron heel
measure.

Bankers Organize Cossack Army.
The bankers have, therefore, de-

cided to organize a state cossack
army. At the annual convention of
the Minnesota State Bankers Ass’n.,
held at Duluth organization units of
the “Minnesota County Rangers’’ were
authorized. It is planned to organize
three thousand members, F. P. Fel-
lows, secretary of the association, de-
clared.

"Robber” Camouflage.
The ostensible aim of this cossack

band, is to chase bank robbers and
hold-up men. This is the customary
camouflage that goes with the outfit,
g product of the hypocrisy of the bab-
bitry. Os course, it would not do to
be honest and straight forward in
the matter.

But every farmer and worker, who
is conscious of the struggle against
the domination of capitalism, knows
full well that the first and major task
of these so-called "County Rangers,”
will be the suppression of the rise of
the farmers and workers, toward the
sunlight of economic freedom.

Every farmer and worker of the
state, who has taken an active part in
the class war upon the master class,
knows that the organization of “rang-
ers” by the bankers, is the definite
outcome of their fight for a state cos-
sack law, in the last 12 years.

What the legislature would not do
for them, they have undertaken to do
for themselves.

Armed with Shot Guns.
Under the plan, all "rangers” will be

sworn in as deputy sheriffs and will
be armed with sawed-off shot guns
and revolvers. Thus, if the bankers
want to play at rabbits with the farm-
ers, they can use the shot gun; other-
wise, the revolvers may be resorted
to. Its a mighty polite civilization,
this thing called capitalism.

The farmers and workers of Minne-
sota are now face to face with a state
cossack army. The problem of ef-
fective assistance to this fascist gang
will very soon be the order o the day
for the progressive movements of
Minnesota.

complacent faith in a mythical para-
dise. As a result of these jolts and
jars their minds will begin to see the
light of day and the real world they
live in.

Religion Q. K.'s Slavery.
From their sluggishness and smug-

gishness will arise a revolting attitude
towards the ignorant and primitive
lives they are now forced to live be-
cause of the mythical chains of Christ-
ianity that enslave them.

And it is due time that they do re-
volt against the crimes committed by
the Christian church, for it is the his-
torical truth that Christianity has al-
ways O. K.’ed the slavery and wars
brought about by the rulers and mast-
ers of the enslaved masses. No won-
der is it that Bryan is repeatedly
praising the ignorant for woe to him
if the masses saw thru his trickery
and hypocrisy!

The old fairy tale about the poor
inheriting the heavens and the rich
going to hell is still being preached
by Bryan, yet Mr. Bryan is still going
wild his chase for the dollar. By
his preaching of bunk to the masses
he has amassed not a small fortune.

Christianity Aids Capitalism
A hungry worker can have faith in

the bible, but he cannot study science.
Therefore so long as modern Christ-
ianity holds sway over the masses,
so long as the Bryans can hypnotize
the masses to look towards heaven for
their salvation, so loug will they re-
main the victims of the idle pluto-
crats. But when the masses will re-
volt and unchain themselves from the
ravings of fanatics and thus
look for their betterment here and
now tbe days of wage-slavery will be
numbered.

It is therefore quiet obvious that
the capitalists are drunk with joy
when they can get the legislatures to
pass laws barring the teaching of evo-
lution, and at the same time make
biblfe reading in the' public schools
compulsory. For no matter how rot-
ten the conditions under which the
workers toil, and regardless of the
starvation wages they receive, the
worker who is dominated by the
Bryans will always look to heaven
tor better conditions and for a better
day.

Such religiously dominated wage-
slaves will always be too blind to de-
mand a higher wage, a shorter work-
ing day and better working condi-
tions. Such workers never compose
the militant working class who fight
for the end of wage slavery.

Would Spread Bigotry
Because of these cold facts the rul-

ing class is anxious for more ignorant
and bigoted legislatures to pass sui:h
anti-evolution laws as the one under
fire in Tennessee. At present several
more states are considering enacting
similar slave laws, and compel the
children of the working class to be-
come imbued with religious bigotry.

With the passing of such legisla-
tion we have further indubitable proof
that the teachers and professors are
not free and dignified and independ-
ent (as some budding school worms
seem to think) but are simply the
mouth pieces so the present capitalist

and religious domineering classes
who rule America today.

Teacher A Wage Slave
The teacher is a wage slave and be-

longs in the same class with the work-
er in the mill, factory, and mine. And
the sooner he realize it the sooner
will he fight for an organization that
will fight his battles for Higher wages,
lower hours and more freedom in the
class room, as the trade unions fight
for-the industrial workers.

Schools Run For Big Business
Upton Sinclair has produced con-

clusive evidence in his “Goose-Step”
and “Goslings” to convince anyone
that the schools and colleges are run
for the interests of big business. As
Dr. Tilasey, district superintendent of
the public schools of New York City
says: "I do not know any school sys-
tem in the United States which is run
for the benefit of the children. They
are all run for the benefit of the
gang.” And the “gang” is none other
than the predatory interests that rule
supreme both government and in-
dustry.

Children Turned Out By Yard
The schools of this country are run

like factories; the children are the
raw material and are turned out like
biscuits and bolts, completely standar-
ized. The rulers of imperial America
hire the teachers for this job of mold-
ing your children so that they will
make good docile wage slaves. The
more reactionary the teacher the bet-
ter can he repress and suppress the
individualism and freedom inherent in
your child. The teacher tainted with
the least liberalism or radicalism is
hounded and spied upon like a thief or
traitor.

“We must please the business man,
otherwise they will not vote the bonds
to keep our schools going,” says the
Los Angeles superintended of schools.
Thus is it true thruout the country.
The schools are here to inculcate the
children’s minds with propaganda of
the vilest brand. "My country right
or wrong” is the leading motto that
is upheld in our public schools.

Perpetual Profit System
As Nicholas Murray Butler, chief-

master of Columbia University says:
The schools must teach that "the duty
of one generation is to pass on to the
next, unimpaired, the institutions it
has inherited from its forbears.” In
other words what has been and is now
is perfect.

Teachers Must Organize
It thus becomes apparent that the

teacher must organize into powerful
unions if he is deslrious of bettering
his present measely “salary” and rid-
ding his profession of the cowardice
and timidity that is so typical of his
profession. He must revolt and de-
mand that his dignity and conscience
and liberty and independence be up-
held and reckoned with. He must also
revolt against the routine and tedi-
ous and nerve-wrecking work he is now
forced to perform after school hours.

Only in organization can these
things become real. For at present
the teacher is the docile tool of the
orthodox social, religious and econom-
ic views that are in sway today. The
Scopes trial proves this fact beyond
doubt.

NEGROES FIGHT
DISCRIMINATION

AGAINST HOMES
Demand Right to Live

Where They Please
WASHINGTON, July 15.—(FP)—

Negro families are attempting to find
better homes in every section of the
country. Their efforts to find suitable
places to live make a stirring story,
according to Arthur E. Hungerford of
the Federal Council of churches. In
some cities Where they have moved
into neighborhoods tenanted by white
residents their new homes have been
set on fire and in others they have
been bombed.

“One of the most surprising inci-
dents in theirecord, “says the report
by the commission of race relations,’
is of a white congregation singing
"Onward Christian Soldiers” march-
ing to the home of a highly educated
Negro who was engaged in Important
educational work. The leader of the
band handed the home-owner a writ-
ten demand to leave the neighborhood
and waited for hiß reply. The ownet
said he would remain where he was.
The crowd left, but special police pro-
tection was needed for some time be-
fore the family felt safe in their home.

The Negroes have suffered more
from the housing shortage than white
persons and are seeking to improve
their health and living conditions by
leaving alleys and undesirable dis-
trics to which they have generally'
been forced to confine themselves.
Negroes have not been permitted to
remain unmolested in their own
homes. Hoodlums have been permit-
ted to break windows and destroy
shrubbery.

Frame-up Artists of
California Capitalism
Spurned by New Ones

LOS ANGELES, July 15.—Oaks, for-

mer chief of police of Los Angeles,
is pleading for help and protesting
against neglect. Still a member of
the police force, he wishes to be pen-
sioned off, but his desires are ignored.
His complaints are directed against
Heath, present chief of police, who
was opposed to Oaks’ peculiar meth-
ods while in power.

Obedient to the mandarins. Oaks,
as chief of police, made a record for
frame-up work. Men, suspected of
being I. W. W.’s, etc., were brought
to him by policemen, warned by him
to leave town within 24 hours or be
framed (he njlnced no words) and, in
cases of failure to leave, were in short
time tried on trumped-up charges,
convicted on perjured evidence and
sentenced to J to 14 years (meaning
14 years) in sthte prison.

The victims, still imprisoned, are
haunted with memories of the spectre
of ruthlessness and fraud. But few
others remember him.

As soon as he was forced out of
police command he was stricken with
an incurable allmen. That is why he
strives to be retired and pensioned.
Oaks may resign but may not be pen-
sioned.* That is to be seen.

Curiously enough, Fiikert, former
district attorney of San Francisco,
who supervised the frame-up of
Mooney and Billings, became para-
lyzed shortly after he was forced out
of office. His affliction is similar to
tl\e case of Oaks. As his victims van-
ished behind prison w-alls, Fickert
passed into oblivion as far as the pub-
lic was concerned.

“LEST WE FORGET” THE VICTIMS
OF CAPITALISM AND KLUXERISM

OF THE BOURGEOIS DICTATORSHIP

LOS ANGELES, July 15.—One full year has passed since the San Pedro
outrage was committed. The Los Angeles authorities have nothing to Bhow
that any punishment has been meted out to the guilty.

Here are the facts: Some working class folks, supposed to have leanings
toward socialism, were holding an entertainment in a small hall at San
Pedro. There were men. women and children present. Coffee and sand-
wiches were served. It was a private*-
affair. ~— 1

American Labor Atrocities.
Suddenly the doors were broken

open. Many men, including some in
United States navy uniforms, rushed
in. They attacked the members of
the sociable party and drove men
and women into the streets. Having
possession of the hall, they demolish-
ed furniture.

Upon three children, a boy seven
years old and two girls, nine and ten,
they upset a boiler of hot coffee,
crippling one and disfiguring all three
for life.

They carried furniture and station-
ery into the street, made a pile and
fired it. Everything portable in the
hall was destroyed.

Above the Law.
At that, time H. E. Haldeman was

recruiting sailors of the United States
war vessels off San Pedro as mem-
bers of the ku klux klan. This man
is head of the Los Angeles K. K. K.
and is son of H. M. Haldeman, presi-
dent of the Better America Federa-
tion.

August Vollmer, chief of police or
Los Angeles, publicly announced that
if the perpetrators of the outrage
were not caught and punished, law
and order would be jeopardized. A
few weeks later he resigned.

Nothing Has Been Done.
Nothing has since been done to

bring the offenders to justice. Appar-
ently, in the view of Los Angeles
leaders, the crime was not a blot on
the record of the city, but rather a
feat to be preserved in history.

All indications are that the "men
in U. S. naval uniforms” were sailors
from the war vessels and under K. K.
K. orders and that the outrage was
Committed by votaries of the klan
and federation. It could hardly be ex-
pected that they would be bothered
by the authorities.

Fighting in Mexico.
MEXICO CITY, July 15.—One man

was killed and three were wounded
when rival political groups clashed
oyer control of the municipal govern-
ment in Monterey.

EXECUTIVE OF GERMAN

French Bankers Plot New War with Aid of Socialists

arrested because of their opposition
to the capitalistic Moroccan war, after
Comrade Zinoviev’s speech.

The speech follows:
By GREGORY ZINOVIEV.

Comrades: In certain parts of the
world events are now developing
which constitute, altho for the time
being on a relatively small scale, the
precursors of those groat upheavals
which will undoubtedly take place on
a huge scale in the future. One of
these is the war in Morocco. In Mor-
occo there is proceeding a typical
colonial war which affects only two
of the great powers. But in this
struggle there are to be seen, as the
sun in a drop of water, the outlines
of great events which await humanity
in the next few years.

In one of his writings just before
his death, Comrade Lenin stated that,
in about the years 1925 or 1928 a new
great world war was to be expected
which would cost humanity ttve to
ten times more victims than the war
of 1914 tho 1918.

Socialists Again for Robber War.
The events which we are now ob-

serving show that this prediction is
undoubtedly proving correct. In fact
the French Republic, in which the
mensheviki who defeated Poincare are
in power, a government which calls
itself a democratic and a left govern-
ment, the government of the left
bloc, Is now carrying on a typical
colonial war of plunder and robbery
against a little people. One would
have expected, after the lessons
which the workers of the whole world
received In the war of 1914-1918, that

«

even the party of the mensheviki
would have shown in this whole affair
at least some vestige of shame. Mean-
time, the whole tragedy of the situa-
tion consists in the fact that in the
year 1926 the French party of the
mensheviki, who constitute a consid-
erable power in France, have the
brazenness to repeat word for word
that which international menshevism
declared at the beginning of the war
in the year 1914. The same deception,
the same speeches regarding "defend-
ing the fatherland,” the same false
phrases and in reality the same help
for the bourgeoisie of their own
country.

Imperialism vs. Riffians.
If in the war of 1914 the state of af-

fairs, at least at the commencement,
was somewhat confused, if at that
time it was not at once quite clear
who was the aggressor and what was
the question at stake, ir at that timo
there was a tangle of complicated re-
lations, in the present affair in Mor-
occo everything ik perfectly clear.
Here there can be no two different op-
inions regarding the causes and the
character of the war. On the one side
there is a small people, on the other
side a great imperialist power, which
Is attacking a weaker country and Is
twisting a fresh knot of international
conflicts thru which it will be exceed-
ingly difficult to cut. And if in the
wur of 1914 one still spoke of defend-
ing civilization and democracy from
the attacks of Russian czarism and
such like, we have before us now a
perfectly naked example of open rob-
bery. Here no mention whatever is
made of defending "culture,” of rescu-
ing Europe from czariam and the Cos-

1sacks. Here the only fact is that
French imperialism is lusting for con-
quests; it is endeavoring to wrest
from a small people, the Riff Kabyles,
fresh stretches of territory.

"Democracy” Attack* Colonial
Workers.

And therefore, in the summer of
1925, after the victory of the left bloc
over Poincare, after the victory of so-
called democracy, which has intro-
duced a new era of pacifism, etc., the
French bpurgeoisle sends its troops
to Morocco and begins a new war.

Within the last few days the most
prominent representatives of the
French parties have, in the press and
iu parliament, expressed their opinion
regarding the events in Morocco. Ren-
audel states: “With what means does
the government hope to end the mili-
tary operations and to restore peace
in Morocco? Right from the first
commencement of the occupation of
Morocco the socialist party pointed
out the danger.

"Who is responsible for the present
conflict? We have been attacked (just
fancy, France has been atacked!) but
who has provoked this attack? My
criticism does not give you the right
to believe that we are defeatists. The
socialist party does not by any means
demand the avacuatlon of Morocco
(!) but it will not Hgree to a war for
the sake of fame, a war In which the
flower of the manhood of France
would perish."

Soolaliats Support Employers.
Renaudel asks, what is the number

of the French troops in Morocco and
what losses has France suffered there.
He states that the hospitals of Casab-
blanca arc overcrowded with wounded
i ...
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and that there will soon be no place
for further wounded. Renaudel fur-
ther states that he is pleased to hear
the declaration of Palnleve, that as
soon as the French have won back
their former positions they will cease
military operations. Finally, he lias
found the most important argument
against the war: “It is a question of
the interests of France. Now, when
in France there is a shortage of work-
ers, we shall not agree to fresh vic-
tims in Morocco.”

Jouhaux Fights Internationalism.
If there were no lack of workers,

then the evil would only be halt so
great, then the hospitals could be
filled with fresh wounded. But na
(just think) there exists no unemploy-
ment in Fiance, but on the contrary
a lack of yorkers, the representatives
of the French tflenshevlki will not
agree to permit fresh victims That Is
the attitude of the representative of
the French "socialist” party. Is this
fellow not a traitor, a social chauvin-
ist?

No less interesting is the attitude of
■Touhaux. Jouhaux is tho president of
the French menshevist trade unions,
oven tho h" calls himself a syndical-
ist. Tho syndicalists at one time con-
stituted a wing element, but
since the banning of the war of 1914
they have, just as the mensheviki,
gone right over to the side of the bour-
geoisie. p. (tore all Jouhaux Is over-
flowing wiih'fcrltlcism. Against whom,
do you think? The imperialists? Oh
no. The Cobimunlsts! "The so-cull-
ed internal icmallsm of the leaders of
Third International la, in faot, only an
appeal to. the narrowest nationalism.

The workers do not support it, in the]
same way as they are not minded to
follow those who wish to extend an
adventure and those who dream of
fresh conquests. The workers of our
country pronounce themselves against
any extension of military operations
which would have as their aim, to
penetrate to the Spanish zone.” (Lo
Peuple of May 23, 1925.)

As you know, a struggle is proceed-
ing in Morocco between the Riff peo-
ple on the one side, the Spanisli bour-
geoisie on the other side and the
French bourgeoisie on the third side.
When the war between the Riff Kaby-
les and the Spaniards had come to
complete standstill, the representa-
tive of the left bloc, Malvy, a member
of parliament, who had been sent lo
Spain, endeavored to kindle the war
afresh.

Repeat Betrayal of 1914.
Now. when a bold word require* to

be spoken against the capitalist plun-
derers who have attacked a small peo-
ple and who are prepared to kindle a
new European war for the sake of
their predatory Interests, the ao-called
representatives of the proletariat, the
French mensheviki, attack the Third
International and issue the slogan:
“We don’t want any extension of
military operations which would have
ns their aim to penetrate to the Span-
ish Zone.”

Ten years have passed since the out-
break of the first world war. In thl*
war the imperialists sacrificed tea mil-
lion human lives. One of tha great-
est sufferers was France, where today
there is hardly a village which has
been able to maintain anything ap-
proaching an appropriate proportion

[between the number of the male end
female population. As a result of the
first imperialist war, the French vil-
lage has been devastated and destroy-
ed. And now, at the very first at-
lempt of the capitalists to inaugurate
fresh slaughter, these mensheviki lit-
erally repeat what they said in the
year 1914. You have here a sample of
wtiat the Second International would
do tomorrow if a new war were to
break out. From thin example it is
quite clear that the bourgeoisie and
the social democracy now represent
one camp as regards main questions,
and that one cannot vanquish the
hourggpisie without having to defeat
the treacherous leaders of Second In-
ternational.

New Llabknechts Arise.
But the Morocco war has served at

the same time as a certain testing of
those new forces which have grown
up In the past few years. When the
war of 1914 broke out, in France, In
the first period, there was hardly a
single man who ventured to oppose it.
The first protests in France against
the war were made in the year 1915.
And then people came forward with
a confused and vague program. In
Germany at that time Liebknecht
stood alone in his opposition to the:
war. The events in France have
shown that should the bourgeoisie
now attempt to resort to a fresh war,
we would not see one ’ but thousands
and thou.- inds of Llabknechts in all
the prominent countries of Europe.
(Applause.)

I am happy to be able to say that
the Communist Party of France, a
party which ho* grown strong in the
last few years, has in this matter

proved itself a party worthy of the
Communist International.

There have been found people in
this parly who succeeded in the
French parliament in flinging a pro-
test, full of contempt and indignation,
in the face of the bourgeoisie, as well
as of their lackeys in the menshevist
camp. Especially worthy of note is
tho fact that, in the name of the Com-
munist Party, a young comrade came
forward, who only recently emerged
from the ranks of the Young Com-
munist League, a typical representa-
tive of (he new generation of revolu-
tionary leaders. Comrade Doriot, (ap-
plause) who delivered a splendid
speech in parliament. After the
speech of Comrade Doriot, the Cen-
tral organ of the Communist Party
of Germany quite rightly published an
article under the title: "Liebknecht
lives;” yes, lie lives In the new gen-
eration of workers!

Greetings to Red Prisoners.
The attitude of Comrade Doriot is,

so to speHk, a small example of how
tho now forces which are ripening
among the working masses would
speak and act if event* should develop
and the bourgeoisie decide to kindlea now imperialist war on a large
scale. French democracy, supported
by the mensheviki, has carried out
hundreds of arrests thruout the wholecountry. Communist workers who
Post up hills and leflets against thewar are being arrested, fresh proceed-
ings are being brot against them Itwould be a good thing if wo were tosend from this meeting brotherlygrecMngs to all who have been arrested on account of the fight against war(Applause.)

Duriifg Comrade Wicks’ speech the
police came around and demanded
that the meeting be stopped.

The militant attitude of the workers
transformed the police into a couple
of lambs and they mumbled some-
thing about orders and said the meet-
ing would be permitted a few corners
away.

By this time a tremendous gather-
ing of workers (this is a working
class district) collected around the
meeting and the committee seeing an
opportunity to turn the meeting into
a parade decided to move the meeting
a few blocks away. Wicks announced
that the meeting would move and re-
quested the audience to form in line
and parade in a body to the new loca-
tion. This was received with wild
outbursts of cheers. The entire au-
dience now consisting of over 600
workers proceeded to parade up
Girard Ave. cheering and singing.

Meeting Undisturbed
The third phase of the great demon-

stration was opened amid much cheer-
ing.

The chair-
man then adjourned the finest open
air meeting ever held in Philadelphia
with repeated cheers for the Workers
Party, the Young Workers League and
for the Communist International from
the audience.

VOTE SUPPORT
TO CHINA LABOR

Demand AJo Troops Be
Used Against Strike

SAN FRANCISCO, July 15. That
even the most conservative workers
will rally to the aid of their oppressed
brothers and sisters In other nations
when the situation is explained to
them seems evident in the Response
already received by the unionist guild
of this city from the appeal sent by
it to the trade unions of this state for
a protest against the action of our
government in its intervention In
China. The appeal was reprinted in
the July 1 issue of the Worker.

Even prior to the circulation of this
appeal by the guild, which is a Chin-
ese working class organization, a reso-
lution demanding the withdrawal of
American troops had been introduced
into the local labor council by dele-
gates from the Waiters’ Union. The
resolution was promptly referred to
the council’s law and legislative com-
mittee, the burial ground for most
progressive measures.

A Surprise.
To everyone’s surprise, the commit-

tee, however, reported out at the next
week's session a substitute resolution,
which, while toning down all direct
criticism of the government (how the
labor skates love their "dear” Uncle
Sam!), nevertheless did call for a
policy of non-interference in China.

It Is rumored that an editorial on
the situation in the Orient, appearing
in the Labor Clarion, the organ of
the local council, was directly filched
by Its editor from the New York Na-
tion and published by him as his own.
To prevent the exposure of his plagi-
arism on the floor of the central labor
body, the editor, according to this ac-
count, agreed not to oppose a resolu-
tion on the subject

Other Bodies Follow Council.
It has thus come about that the San

Francisco Labor Council, reactionary
as it is, has thus taken the lead on
this particular issue. Almost equally
surprising has been the fact that
shortly afterwards the Building
Trades Council of this city went on
record in support of the resolution
sent it by the unionist guild.

This resolution was couched in much
stronger terms than that adopted by
the l«abor Council, for It distinctly
based its demand fro the withdrawal
of American troops from China on the
ground that the workers of all nations
have a common interest which binds
them in International unity against
their employers.

l.ocal Unions Favor “Hands Off
China.”

. This same resolution has been
adopted also by the following local
unions todate: Painters No. 19 and
No. 1158; Tailors No. 80, Cooks No.
44, Amalgamated Clothing Workers
No. 266, Lithographers No. 17, Bar-
bers No. 148, Capmakers No. 9, Ma-
chinists No. 48, Clgarmakers No. 228,
Shipyard Laborers No. 620, Carpen-
ters No. 483, Dredgemakers No. 898,
Molders No. 164, Mlllmens No. 42, and
Retail Clerks No. 47.

A few days ago the Contra Costa
County Labor Council passed the
resolution unanimously. The rest of
the unions of the state are being cir-
cularized and It is expected an over-
whelming majority will place them-
selves definitely on record.

The hole agitation affords a most
excellent means of awakening the in-
ternational consciousness of the
American working class and arousing
its militant spirit. It should, however,
be Impressed on all members In the
unions that they should seek not
merely to place their union on record
against onr interference in China but
should take the opportunity of ex-
plaining the class basis of the strug-
gle there, using all such ossasions to
intensify the class consciuosness of
the members.

Unorganized Labor
of San Pedro Hurt

LOS ANGELES, July 15—Tuna can-
ning operations are Increasing at San
Pedro and Long Beach and trouble be-
tween the packers and fishermen is
brewing. Year after year there is
strife which ends by the toilers of
the sea getting the worst of the bar-
gain. Cannery operatives have simi-
lar experience.

Canneries and fisheries employ
8.000 persons. When tuna is not in
season sardines are handled. Employ-
ment eight months of the year, ap-
proximately, is assured. With a Ma-
rine Transport Workers Union estab-
lished at San Pedro organization of
cannery Operatives and fishermen
should follow. The big stick of the
ku klux klan is the main adverse fac-
tor. It Is mostly bluff. —Frapiesa.

Dynamiting Caused “Quake.”

is required is a proper organizational
drive.
A Weapon Against Non-Union Talk
The exposition of the prices and

conditions in the appeal for scabs
carry a tale that gives to every miner
in the country a weapon to crush non-
union sentiment.

The quotation of figures of prices
and working conditions are mislead-
ing to the uninitiated, but even if
true, it shows a deplorable condition
in the Kentucky field.

Heading their advertizement is the
following: "No gas. Open carbide
lamps used. Coal 4% feet thick with
45 cents per ton for pick mining. In
the center of this coal is a slate 18 to
20 Inches thick.”

Note that the coal is but 3 feet thick
when the slate is taken out.

The miners will notice the differ-
ence in wages in Kentucky and the
union field. Pick mining in Illinois,
for instance, is a seam 8 to 10 feet
high is paid at the rate of 11.04 per
ton. “In the Kentucky field,” the ad-
vertisement states, "The miners lay
their own track.” In the union mines,
the track is laid by tracklayers who
are paid at the rate of $7.50 per eight
hours day.

Proof of Progressive Committee's
Statements

Thruout the advertisement carried
at the Texas labor agencies, a com-
plete proof of all the Progressive
Miners’ committee has said is evident.
The shacks are rented for SIO.OO per
month, so the ads states, with board
for single men at $40.00 per month.

The ad also claims the mines are
non-union, never have any trouble,
and have never been known to strike.
Miners furnish their own powder, and
are given broom to brush up slate be-
fore shooting down the coal, which is
all true, and carries a tale of woe to
experienced miners.

“No Trouble" At All.
The miners are certainly non-union

when such starvation prices and rot-

ton working conditions are permitted.
"No trouble.” “Never known to
strike”—that is true. Any individual
who refuses to meekly submit is in-
stantly discharged, and escorted from
the camp in the loving care of com-
pany gunmen and drunken thugs.

The miners pay for their own pow-
der. If they have anything left they
go to the coal company moving pic-
ture show. The coal company owns
the town, in fact it owns the very life
of the undreground slaves.

Tribute is paid to the coal com-
panies in the form of rent, “pluck me"
and “grab all” stores. Also belonging
to the coal companies the doctors,
lawyers and preachers, likewise in
the pay of the black diamond oper-
ators are sheriffs and thugs and the
poor miners are the victims.

Wise Ones Stay Away
Is it any wonder the barons of Ken-

tucky have to go away to Texas to ad-
vertise for miners? Not at all, be-
cause the men surrounding that un-
happy field know of the awful condi-
tions existing there and refuse .as far
as possible to stay outside it:

Kentucky miners arriving in Texas
explained to Texas miners the awful
conditions, unfolding a tale of hard-
ships and persecution that will work
well against Kentucky operators’ pro-
paganda.

They further state the U. M. W. of
A. officials would have no trouble to
organize those men should they go in
there with a militant campaign and
determination to win.

The Progressive Miners have con-
tinuously pointed out that the millers
in Kentucky and West Virginia de-
mand organization, and the same can
be accomplished, if desired, by the of-
ficials of the U. M. W. of A.

Let them lead a campaign in that
field, go right into it with an army of
organizers and fight for the union in-
stead of leading a bunch of lawyers
in court rooms, and success will
crown the effort.

A Pamphlet by Willi Muenzenberg, International Secretary,

International Workers' Aid.

The writer, Willi Muenzenberg,
has had a broader experience in this new field of activity than any other
man in the international movement, and his deep basis in other branches of
Communist work—youth, politics, relief, etc.—guarantees against any nar-
row conception* of the work.

* * • •

THE film is a new power which in
some countries has already achie-

ve<4 greater significance than the
press itself. The medium of the visual
image influences its patrons far more
strongly and persuasively than does
the printed word its readers, and even
numerically those reached by the
cinema bid fair to putstrip those who
read the daily papers.

As was the case with many other
weapons of struggle, the workers were
the last to take up the film and seek
to put the new medium to their own
use. It is not so long ago that social-
democratic leaders, in common with
other bourgeois ideologists, opposed
the films on the ground of their com-
petition with the stage, their flatter-

. ing of "public taste” and destruction
of literary standards. Only after the
war were timid and ineffectual at-
tempts made ot put the film to labor’s
use. In 1922 the A. D. G. B. (all Ger-
man Federation of Trade Unions)
tried without much success to produce
and show socialistic working class
pictures. In the main the labor organ-
izations, and even the Communist
parties and organizations have left
this most effective means of propa-
ganda and agitation unopposedly in
the hands of their enemy, which fully
exploited them with nationalist and
monarchist propaganda.
7TIHE German film industry reflects
-K- clearly the general political trend.
During the mounting wave of the mo-
narchist movement which culminted
openly in the election of Hindenburg
there was a deluge of monarchist and
nationalist films.

It would be interesting to determ-
ine, statistically, in how many thea-
ters, during the few weeks prior to
the presidential bye-eiection, such pro-
paganda films were sTiown. The film
is extensively used by our enemy to
create prejudice against Soviet Rus-
sia, as for example the picture “Tode-
sreigen,” which shamelessly concots
a wholely fanciful and invented tale
of atrocities of the Soviet government
against the Russian workers. This
was shown for months and spread its
poison everywhere. In some indus-
trial centers, notably inLeipsig, the
:'lass-conscious workers became so en-
raged that they smashed the projec-
tors and burned up the films.

Such protest, while entirely under-
standable, is ineffective. It recalls the
infancy of capitalism when the arti-
sans, feeling their livelihood threaten-
ed by the new machines, destroyed
them. Not machine breaking, but ma-
chine conquest and turning to the ser-
vice of the labor movement, is needed.
One of the most important tasks con-
fronting Communist parties on the
field of agitation and propoganda is
the conquest of this supremely effect-
ive propaganda weapon, until now the
monopoly of the ruling class, we must
wrest it from them and turn it against
them.
Picture and Film in the Revolutionary

Movement
The printed and spoken word are

well known in our propaganda arse-
nal. But not so long ago the use qf
the picture was utterly unknown in
daily, youth paper, woman’s paper,
book, phamphlet or anywhere.

the past two years, altho still in limit-
ed extent.

In Germany alone our enemy con-
trols hundreds of Illustrated papers, in
Berlin we see daily numerous papers
with special pictorial supplements.
The picture is most tellingly effective
in reaching the mind of the child, the
youth, the great mass of primitively
thinking, unorganized, indifferent
workers and peasants^—the very ele-
ment we must win. Right in the fac-
tory the illustrated paper is far easier
to sell to the indifferent worker. By
means of post cards, photo-collections,
and similar means also the picture
should be used to popularize the lead-
ing figures in the labor world as
against the hero worship of the hour--
geois military idols. Lantern slides
also make possible the presentation
of our message in most plastic and
convincing form.

While a start, altho a humble one,
has been made on all the forgoing
fields, practically nothing has been
done to put the film into our arsenal
of agitation and propaganda weapons.
Very correctly the enlarged executive
of the Communist International, in
March, 1925, called attention to this
shortcoming, and instructed all affi-
liated to concern themselves much
more than formerly in turning this
weapon to their service. It is well
known that Lenin held that . .of all
the arts the motion picture is for us
the most important.” And that Zino-
viev said: “The motion picture in the
hands of the bourgeoisie is their
strongest means for fooling and mis-
leading the masses. In our hands it
can and must become a mighty wea-
pon of Communist propaganda and
mass enlightenment.”

Os the great masses that day in and
day out fill the picture theaters, eigh-
ty to ninety per cent are workers. To
make available the film as a means of
winning their support for us is one of
the most pressing tasks of our move-
ment. We can expose the social-de-
mocratic traitors, we can gibbet the
militarists. And, speaking positively,
we can present the aims and struggles
of the Communist movement and the
revolutionary workers' organizations.
A flfcn showing the life of a young
worker, beaten and mistreated in
school, coming into contact with the
Communist Youth movement, finding
in it a champion and joining its ranks
and its activity—such a film would
exert great suggestive power on thou-
sands of juveniles and bring them
closer to our movement. Similarly the
experience of an adult worker, going
from country to country and finding
everywhere the same exploitation of
capitalism in a thousand forms; show-
ing the international scope of the
class struggle and the need of the
fighting organization of the workers,
the Communist International.

Os course we realize that colossal
censorship and economic difficulties
stand in the way. But much ground
would be gained if every Communist
Party were now equipped to show the
workers of its country a monthly
news film of the latest occurrences In
Soviet Russia. There must no longer
be any country In which the Conv
munists do not make extensive propa-
gandist use of the motion picture, t

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SOVIET GRAIN
CROP BETTER
THAN EXPECTED

Demand for Modern
Farm Machinery

MOSCOW—(By Mall)—On the 25th
of June the Narkomsem (department
of agriculture) of the Ukrainian So-
cialist Soviet Republic had the follow-
ing information from the Central Bu-
reau of Statistics;

The crop in Ukraina Is estimated
at 925,000,000 poods (pood 36.1 Amer-
ican pounds.) The amount of crop
intended for export has increased
from 240 to 275 million poods. Uk-
raina will export 40 per cent of the
total grain exports of the U. S. S. R.

The seeded area of this year will be
5.5 per cent greater than in 1924 and
will be equal to 87 per cent of that of

1916. The conditions of the harvest is
as follows. Winter rye—3.2; winter
wheat—2.8; spring wheat—3.1; oats—

3.3.
According to the new budget of the

Narkomsem the salary of agricultural
inspectors, agriculturalists, and other
workers in the field will be increased
by 78 per cent. This season the de-
partment is expecting a profit of
81,000,000 rubles. In 1924 the profit
amounted to 70,000,000 rubles. Most
of the increased profit has been due
to the Increase in forest products.

In connection with the good results
of the harvest a big demand lor agri-
cultural machineries Is expected,
especially for tractors. In many
provinces the demand is already
larger than the co-operative. and
state organizations can supply.

Increase of Non-Grain Products. The
following increases of non-grain
products of this season of 1924 are
given out by Narkomsem: Corn,
826,900 desiatins—increase 22.4 per
cent. Peas and lentils, 846,100 desia-
tins—decrease 0. per cent. Potatoes,
2,001,000 desiatins—increase 6.2 per
cent. Flax, 1,096,000 desiatins—in-
crease 17.7 per cent. Hemp, 574,800
desiatins—increase 13.2 per cent
Sun-flower, 1,536,900 desiatins—in-
crease 12.8 per cent. Grass, 1,206,-
900 desiatins—increase 31.8 per cent
Others, 765,100 desiatins-r-increase 2
per cent.

Improvement iq Transporatlon. The
handling of the season crops this year
will be greatly facilitated. It will be
possible to load 20,000 cars per day,
which is 25 per cent more than was
possible in 1924. This is the equival-
ent of 80 per cent of the pre-war load-
ing rate.

Sugar Beet Crop. During the pres-
ent season approximately 440,000 des-
iatins (desiatln 2.7 acres) of sugar
beets were planted. It is estimated
that each desiatin will produce about
750 poods of beet. Thus the new
crop should yield 49,000,000 poods of
sugar.

According to Narkomsem the peas-
ants of the European port of the R.
S. F. S. R. were given the use of
12,200,000 desiatins of forest lands By
the end of the present year this area
will have been extended to 13,000,000
desiatins.

Depots for Agricultural Machinery,
In pre-war days Russia had 1,800
depots from which agricultural ma-
chinery ’was distributed to the peas-
antry. The present number of depots
under the Soviet government amounts
to 440. During the present year this
number will be augmented to 1,200,
and it is expected that during the next
year 600 more will be opened, thus
bringing the number of depots to the
pre-war figures.

Chicago and 83 communities within a
radius of 114 miles without a certi-
ficate of convenience and necessity.

Here we
learn that Huxley, the exponent of
evolution, looks upon capitalism as a
cause of poverty and degredation, and
hence calls upon the workers and
thinking people to put an end to this
disgrace and hell that capitalism and
its relgious-crazed henchmen have
brot upon the producers of wealth and
their wives and children.

The cold and bitter experiences of

hour. Now plans are being rapidly
perfected to carry the movie show, by
means of portable equipment, right
into the halls and homes of even the
smallest working class organizations.
In this way the hig’h theater rentals
will be overcome and the showings,
while smaller, will be less expensive
and of more intense and intimate ef-
fect upon the audience.

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AN orgy of militarism is enveloping
our country ever more and more.

Maneuvers by the navy, maneuversby the air fleet, mobilization of the
youth in the training camps, a tre-
mendous budget for the war and navy
departments, and Anally bellicose
speeches by a number of generals on
Independence and Defense Day—this
Is but an incomplete list of the most
oustanding facts which took place dur-
ing the last three months, and which
clearly prove that the United States
is rapidly advancing on the path of
militarism saturated with the blood
of millions of workers and farmers.
TN the first years"following the world

war France, measured by the
growth of militarism, took the place
of pre-war Germany among th eimfler-
ialist powers. At present this role is
passing more and more to our coun-
try. The U. S. is becoming a new
Germany, a North American Germany,
systematically and deliberately pre-
paring for new imperialist, grasping
wars.
"DEAD carefully the speeches deliv-
* ered on July 4 by Major-General

John L. Hines (chief of the army gen-
eral staff), Major-General Harry C.
Hales (commanding the Sixth corps
area) and Rear Admiral Bradley A.
Fiske, and you will be convinced that
they have In mind nothing else save
preparation for an offensive war, for
a war of plunder and annexation, and
not for a defensive war.

They contemplate not the defense
of the independence of our country,
but an atack on the independence of
other countries.

THE DAILYWOHIKER
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A New Chinese Saviour
George Kirkpatrick, one of the socialist party’s press agents,

agrees with the capitalists that ignorance is the chief cause of China’s
troubles. But while the capitalists offer as a solution for what ails
China long hours, short pay and poison gas. Kirkpatrick flies to
Margaret Sanger and holds up a certain article made from rubber
as cure for the evils that pester the Chinese masses’. In simple terms,
Kirkpatrick says that the trouble with China is too many Chinese,

This is typical of the socialist way of looking at things. Instead
of blaming the imperialist robbers for the dreadfull poverty of the
Chinese masses, they grope around for some scintilla of evidence to
prove that the Chinese themselves are to blame. So the tendency of
the Chinese to beget children is the reason why American, British,
Japanese and British capitalists are now shooting them down on
their own streets!

Kirkpatrick evidently read in the DAILY WORKER that the
Wall Street government went to the expense of sending battleships
to settle the Chinese question. He therefore admonishes our rulers
for their extravagance and makes the following suggestion: “The cost
of one big battleship would be sufficient to provide every woman
in China with one piece priceless information—information used
by the wives of all bankers, bishops, senators, judges, governors and
cabinet secretaries in the United Btates—information on voluntary
parenthood; that is a harmless, painless method for preventing con
eeption. Why hesitate—to save China?”

The old Malthusian fallacy has been exploded time and time
again. The earth is not overpopulated. The cause of poverty is not
too many people, but the unequal distribution of wealth. This con
dition will only be eliminated when capitalism is eliminated. There
is enough wealth in China to take care of its teeming population
many times over. But the Chinese have not access to this wealth.
They are not entitled to it according to the law's of capitalism.

What the Chinese must do, and what all the exploited people of
the world must do, is to abolish the robber system of capitalism.
Then they can begin the task of disseminating knowledge that will
enable them to regulate their lives in accordance with their own in
terests and those of society as a whole. What the Chinese need now-
adays more than knowledge about contraceptives is knowledge of
how to use rifles and a plentiful supply of them.

There are not too many Chinese in China; but there are too
many imperialists there.

The Real General Feng
The outstanding military figure in the Chinese movement for

the liberation is General Feng-Yu-Hsiang, also called the “Christian
general.” Feng was once a supporter of Britain and when Wu-Pei-
Fu started out on the campaign that ended in his eclipse, Feng was
one of his leading generals.

In those days, the “Christian general” was pictured to the readers
of the American and British capitalist papers in glowing colors. He
was a nice man, humane and democratic. But Feng ceased to be the
tool of British imperialism. He quit Wu-Pei-Fu, seized Peking and
that was the political end of Fu. Suddenly Feng lost all virtue in
the eyes of British and American capitalist editors. His Christianity
shloughed off him like a rubber coat and the public has been given the
impression that the once humane and democratic Chinese general
had changed to a man-eating tiger, who went around hunting nice
fat bodies on which to perform carving tricks with his sword.

About the only coherent speech Feng could make according to
his capitalist traducers, was one clamoring for gore and plenty of it.
He was represented to be as bloodthirsty as the god of William Jen-
nings Bryan. He had no program except an insatiable desire for un-
limited and unceasing slaughter. In view of this campaign of cal-
umny, the DAILY WORKER is pleased to feature on another page
an artcile cabled by .General Feng to the Workers Weekly of Great
Britain, the official organ of the Communist Party of that country.

The article, which our readers are urged to study, is a calm,
reasoned document, setting forth the facts that led up to the recent
crisis in China, the bloody deeds of British imperialism and the
determination of the Chinese people to free themselves from the
blighting and brutal yoke of all foreign imperialism. This article
gives us a clear picture of the real General Feng ami not the cari-
cature that the paid liars of capitalism drew to fool the masses.

Less Hours and Less Pay
The Standard Oil company of New Jersey has decided to estab-

lish the eight-hour day in its oil fields. Hitherto its slaves .worked
twelve-hour shifts. With a reduction In hours there also comes a
reduction in the pay envelopes of the Standard employes.

So strong is the hold of the Standard on the press thru its ad-
vertising hush fund, that very little public clamor was made about
ihe inhuman hours put in by the workers who turned out millions
for the Rockefeller interests. And now the santimonious John 1).
Rockefeller, Jr., decides to make a gesture of generosity, we find that
it is the kind that, pays good dividends to the oil octopus.

Coincident with the establishment so the eight-hour day in its
properties the Standard Oil company raised the price of gasoline
onA cent. This raise will pour many millions into the coffers of the
company. And the Standard’s slave drivers will learn to make their
employes produce as much oil in eight hours as they formerly did in j
twelve. They initiated Lie eight-hour day, not for the benefit of the!
workers, but because,they know it will pay better than risk a revolt
of their slaves and the substitution of a real union for the bastard
company organization that now pretends to represent the employes
in their differences with the oil trust.

the police that were vainly trying to
push them back.

The Sikh police with a certain in-
herent brutality (probably because of
their own sufferings from British im-
perialism in their native land) brand-
ished lead-filled batons at the heads
of the defenseless students.

“Shoot to Kill” British Order.
By this time the crowd had reached

the confines of the Louza police sta-
tion and were going to pass by con-
tinuing their parade when six or sev-
en police (all British) on orders from
their chief couched in the words,
“Shoot to Kill” fired into the crowd.

After the first volley the crowd na-
turally turned to get back when a
second volley was fired, this time
fired at the students when their backs
were turned. And then a third vol-
ley was fired. By this time the stu-
doata wopo in full paivaoi onH on that
street lay the dead and wounded.
There were nine killed and over 25
wounded. The news of the slaughter
spread like wildfire thruout, the city.

More Wanton Butchery.
On Sunday, meetings were held at

different places in and around the set-
tlement. A general strike was de-
clared and the Chinese of the city en-
tered whole-heartedly in the protest
against the Saturday butchery. On
Monday in front of Wing On’s several
British and Sikh police killed six of
a defenseless group of students and
workers by additional wanton firing.

Immediately the declaration of a
general strike in protest began to
take effect. All the Chinese force
of the electric company, the telephone
company and the employes of the
textile mills and the cotton mills
walked out and at the present writing
are still out.

English and former Russian white
guard remnants of the armies of Kol-
chack, Denikin and others, who took
British gold at one time to attempt
to crush the first Workers and Peas- !
ants’ Republic, U, S. S. R., are again 1
receiving British shekels, this time
to attempt to break and crush the
movement for Chinese freedom, by
scabbing.

Mass Movement Begins.
All the waiters (in Shanghaiese

called “boys”) of the leading hotels
in the city also walked out. Then
one of the most feared effects of the
strike eventuated. The shipping, the
most important factor of Shanghai
commerce, was effected. The Chin-
ese crews stepped ashore from most
of the boats manned by Chinese la-
bor just as soon as they touched the
wharves and now there are 50 ships
(by the time you get this letter the
conservative estimate would be 75)
ships tied up in the harbor with
hardly a man to man them.

Student committees are stationed
at all roads leading into the settle-
ment to prevent the conveying of
cattle and vegetables into the settle-
ment for food for the foreigners. Fif-
teen hundred laundrymen have closed
their shops and are at present on
strike. Yesterday the majority of the
dairymen walked out.

In Peking where student de-
monstrations were taking place be-
fore the Tsingtao and Shanghai mur-
ders. the news was more fuel
to the fire and as a result there Is a
general strike proclaimed which is
spreading daily. '

At Chinkiang, some miles from the
city of Nanking, the Students had a
demonstration, with the result that
all foreigners were ordered out of
tho pity frftbia 21 and theno

orders were obeyed P. D. Q„ with
the result that the -Loong Wo steamed
into Shanghai three days ago with a
boatload of foreigners, i. e., mission-
aries and businessmen.

Two days ago Hankow was the
scene of slaughter when foreign vol-
unteers and marines ttfrned machine
guns on a mass of unarmed students
and workers demonstrating against
the Nanking Road massacre. ‘Eight
Chinese students were killed and
many more wounded.

Kiukiang was the scene of more
! outright murder but actual figures

jand facts have not as yet been se-
cured.

Numerous demonstrations of stu-
dents in many other cities are report-
ed and the general trend portends a
non-peaceful culmination. China, al-
ready at the boiling point, is begin-
ning to seep over; and once she gets
started, “All hell can’t stop her.”

State Court Wipe*
Out Reduction in

Utility Co’* Rates
One hundred cases where the state

utilities commission has ordered pub-
lic utilities to reduce their rates from
war levels were invalidated by the
ruling of the state supreme court that
all cases involving utilities or rates
concerning one county must be heard
•ill that county.

They must be heard only by the
commissioners, assistant commission-
ers, or the secretary of the commis-
sion, the court ruled. Heretofore,
practically all hearings have been at
Springfield or Chicago, and experts
connected with the commission have
been allowed to preside.

It is impossible for seven 1 commis-
sioners to hear all cases, the mem-
bers point out.

struggle for liberation, and Japan,
which is right now taking a leading
part, alongside of the American
forces, in the suppression of the Chi-
nese liberation movement,—this yarn
is too much even for the most impor-
tant, for the least class conscious
worker.
