NEW YORK, Sept. 4—That the boycott against British goods which s
one of the weapons of the Chinese strikers Is hitting its target is admitted
by British textile owners quoted in New York textile journals. Before the
trouble started British worsted and woolen manufacturers wers finding an
increasing market in China and this market Is now badly shot.

The Importance of the market now crippled by the Chinese resistance
Is shown In an Interview with H. Sutcliffy Smith, member of the executive
committee of the directors of the Bradford Dyers’ Association. For the year
ending December 31, 1924, he said, a total of 9,882,163 pounds sterling of
woolen and worsted goods was shipped to China. “The dislocation of this
business with China,” he continued, “wil] be all the more keenly felt as
trade generaily in the British woolen and worsted Industries ia unsatle-
factory.”

(ELLOGS SPEECK
TIES STRING ON
CHINA FREEDOM

Hints Obscurely at
Secret ent

DETROIT, Mich.,, Sept. ¢.—Bpeak-
ing before the American Bar Assocla-
tion, Secretary of State Kellogg laat
night put forth one more qualified
pretension of friendship for China in
her struggle for national independ-
ence.

He sald that “the powaers have all
coma to the conclusion that the tariff
conference will have to be broadened
beyond the strict letter of the Wash-
ington treaty.” This is regarded as
a subtle bid for Chinese favor, with-
out shedding any light on what the
discussions are which have been go-
ing on secretly between the imper
lalist powers.

Kellogg stated that the govern-
ment of the United States would be
willing to give up these extra-terri-
torial rights. But he qualified the re-
mark by saying that this would hap-
pen only when China “performs the
obligations of a sovereign state inthe
protection of foreign citizsens and
their property.” -

This is recognized as the same sort
of pressure put on Mexico by the
American government, and the suc
cess of forcing Calles into complets
surrender to American imperialism, 1s
giving head to the effort to make the
Chinese government suppress all ef-
fective nationalist forces, especially
the Canton government, before accord-
ing her “consideration™ And then
subjecting, after disarming, her.

However, political observers regard
that China is a far different problem.
The nationalist movement i{s crystal
lized and strong enuf fo escape con-
trol in China, however much.any
Chinese Calles may wish to surren-
der to allen pressure in returm for
compromises apd loans.

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STRIKE CUTS
ANGLO-FRENCH
CHANNEL LINE

Majestic Sails Only by
Supre_r_n_e_ Effort

LONDON, Sept. 4—Tha British sea-
men's strikecalled against a wage
out of 35 a month, spread yesterday
to the channel boats and tied up
tourist trafie between England and
the continent. Crews of steamers
from Southampton to Havre and from
Caen to the Channel Islands are com-
pletely tied up and tourists bound to
France ars unable to get across.

The ship owners have, In the case
of the White Star liner Majestie, won
a temporary victory. The boat sailed
from Southampton on schedule, how-
ever, only as a result of herole efforts
to get scabs to man her. And these
scabs got through the pickets only by
not going to the docks at all, but
being taken in two tugs to Cowes
road, where the Majfestic plcked them
up as she got away from the harbor.

Scabs Have Hot Job

Byt these scabs, who ard farnished
by the national employment-associa-
tion for ex-service men, a part of the
British fascist movement similar in
strike-breaking tactics to the Amer-
ican legion, are not expected to be
over joyful at the job of shoveling
coal In the belly of a great ocean
liner, a pldce compared to which hell
is a summer resort.

The Majestic sailing is being used
as propaganda to spread the false re-
port that the strike is broken. Yet the
Majestle Is only one of hundreds of
ships in many ports, and all efforts
had to be concentrated on her to get
her out on schedule. Other ships are
tied up, and news from Southampton
tells of another great liner losing her
crow,

What Does Kellogg Mean?

WASHINGTON, Bept. 4—Interpret-
ation of the Detroit speech of Secre-
tary Kellogg on China's chance of
getting back her national sovereignty,
by diplomats in Washington, is that
he no Jonger feels that thers is need
of prompt action in line with the
Chinese demands made¢ in a note to
the powers on June 26.

That note has not yet been an-
swered by the joint conference of
diplomats of the foreign powers in
Pekin, It was a demand for restora-
tion to China of the national rights
gradually taken from her by armed
force during the past hundred years.

LONDON, Sept. 4.—Reports of an
attempt to poison King Boris of Bul-
garia, published in Rome, were with-
out confirmation here today, and of-
ficlals of the Builgarian legation were
inclined to discredit the reports.
According to a Roman newspaper
King Boris is under the care of court
physicians, after It was discovered
that a dish prepared for him cen-
tained typhold germs.

) Cholera In Jap Ports.

Toklo, Sept, 4.—Asiatic cholera
which recently made its dread appear-
ance in Japanese ports i{s increasing,
sixteen cases having been reported
in Yokahoma. More than 50.000 have
been given anti-cholera injections and
all precautions are being taken
against an epidemlic.

Foundry Plant Destroyed.

CAL AND HOOVER TURN ALASKA OVER
TO GUGGENHEIM AND SALMON TRUST

WASHINGTON, Sept. 4 — Congressman Free of California is going to de-
mand the tearing up of the government's railroad in Alaska, buflt lr'b\eon

of nearly $60,000,000, it is learned.

A dozen years ago there appeared no reason why Alaska should not
rapidly gain in population and wealth, and {t was demonstrated that much

of the interior would produce food-
stufls.

But the Guggenheims had the only
steamship line ronning to Alaskan
ports. The Guggenheims were charg-
ing extortionately high freight rates
on 2ll goods shipped Into the terri-
tory from the United States. The Wil-
son administration did not establish

| the proposed government shipping

line. The Harding administration did
nothing. The Coolidge administra-
tion sat tight, while the Guggenheim
frelght rates slowly checked Alaska.

A majority of the population have
returned to the states. Business is
stagnant, Washington seems to have
abandoned Alaska t othe Guggen-
heims and to the Californla fishing
trust, which takes the salmon from
the sea just off the mouths of the
Alaska rivers.

The latest move has been an order
from Secretary Hoover, closing the
shallow fishing waters to the coast In-
dians’ fishing boats, so that the Inm-
dians are starving.

While our employers llve In
luxury, tour the high seas in their
yachts, the highways In their limo-
sines, we are underground struggling
amidst innumeradble dangers for a
mere livelihood.

While we produce billions, we live
in a state of semi-starvation in dls-
graceful shacks under the most
wrecthed conditions. Today when we
make an effort to have our meager
oarnings increased ten per cent, that
we may be a little more, able to live
llke human belngs, we are ruthless-
ly denled and forced to strike to at-
tain our demands,

Must Fight Capitalist Government.

Brothers, the combined organized
capital of the capialist class is fight-
Ing us. Every arm of the capitalist
state will be used to crush us if nec-
essary, In this industrial baitle. The
State troops, state police, injunctions,
sples, courts, and the pulpit. The
capitalist press is broadcasting lles
thruout America about our standard
of llving, every effort is being made
to discredit and defeat us. Every ef-
fort is belng made to undermine us
and break our morale, to hay® us lose
confidence in our ability 4o Win, to
break our strike and defeat us in our
meager demands.

To meet this organlzed force of cap-
ital we demand that our leaders take
every step necessary to protect the
coal diggers and carry the struggle
to a successful conclusion, Our lead-
ers met at Atlantic City with rep
resentatives of the coal trust in a
million dollar hotel swept By ocean
breetes far from the coal face.

Indices of Conditions,

An experienced locomotive engineer,
union man of high standing, went to
Ban Diego to seek employment. Under
35 years of age, strong, keen of sight,
married and father of two children,
sober and rellable, he naturally ex-
pected to go to work in a short time
when the officlals of the railroad,
owned and operated by Spreckels, fin-
Ished scrutinizing him and plying him
with phrases of encouragement. But
work did not come. Determined to
stick It out, he waited until his sav-
ings were gone. He sought odd jobs.
His wife did so, also, After working
four years at the lowest wages in all
sorts of pursuits, he finally secared a
position with the S els raliroad as
a locomotive engineer. .

Usually, five years are spent by
workers In SBan Diego on outsids jobs
before being employed in thier own
trades. Often their only alternative
seems to be sulcide, If they yleld to
th temptation, the Spreckels organ,
the Ublon, classes them as derelicts.

Wreeks and Barnacles,

The inventor of the derelict theory
of San Diego suicides Is James Me-
Mullin, it managing editor of the cap-
{talist Union sheet. He s 70 years of
age and has long been attached to the
Spreckels ship. Indeed, he is an in-
veterate barnacle on that ‘spic-and-
span craft. He has an aversion for
social wrecks. As a 100 per cent suc-
cess under the capitalist systm, dere-
licts frritate him. They also annoy
the San Diego chief of police, another
Spreckels barnacle, and they offend
the aight of the police judges, similar
barnacles,

When the worker goes broke and
hungry the police seize him; the
Judge, with aristocratic indifference,
sentences him to six months impris
onment as a vagrant and the Union is
pleased to anoounce the news in a
paragraph or two showing disdaln for
derelicts,

Barnacles and Thaeir Pals.

Naturally, the cherished associates
of the capitalist overlords of BSan
Diego are the leaders of the aristo-
cratic American Federation of Labor,
whose organ 1s the Labor Leader.
During the recent political diver.
sion the aLbor Leader advoeated
LaFollette and the Unlon Coolidge.
That little difference was laughed
over for a time and {s now forgotten,
the Labor Lader showing friendly sen-
timents for the Bpreckels crew by fa-
miliar references to.Union editors as
“Jimmy” McMullin, “Tom™ Gwynne,
etc, ete.,, with very complimentary
paragraphs thrown in for full measure
of praise.

The Unfon is just as union (A. F. of
L.) as the Labor Leader. All Its
printers, pressmen, etc., hold union
cards. So, the A, F, of L. is glad to
extend to it the hand of friendship
and feel that to be with Spreckles,
who-owns all the public utilitles, most
of the bdnks and the bulk of the real
estate of San Diego, is gratifying.

Body Guard of Overiords.

San Diego’s rulers know the advan-
tage of having the A. F. of L. as their
bodyguard. By paying the aristocrats
of labor unionism the union wage they
control (at Mast, for the time) the
entire working class. They far more
than make up for the high wages of
Junion printers by the exploitation of
the masses. '

For instance, young San Diegans, 20
to 25 years of age, are employed at
men's wotk for $20 a month. Be-
cauge of the lack of employment anch
men are forced by pareuts to accept
employment at this low wage. They
work 10 hours a day driving automo-
biles, wagons, ste, clerking in stores,
elec, The A, F. of L. takes care that
the conditions may continue by pay-
ing no attention to it.

Elevator men of San Diego com-
plained that their pay for 10 hours'
work was only 350 a month and they
dared pot strike as other men were
ready to take their places at even less
pay. The complainants were married,
40 to 50 years of age, physically able.
Thelr grievances were ignored by the
A F. of L.

For every man paid union WAges
there are 20 working on a starvation
basis in San Diego. The A. F, of L.
stands as a guard against Iimprove-
ment of the condition.

SOVIET-UNION PUSHES PROGRAM
FOR ELECTRIFICATION, FOREIGN
CAPITAL AND EXPERTS TO BE USED

\

(Special to The Dally Worker)

MOBCOW, Sept. 4—A statement by the Soviet Union's chlef concession
committee reveals that extensive plans are to be-pushed for the further elec-
trification of the union by intétesting foreign capital in the buflding of huge
power stations. The statement, which bears the signature of Leoh Trotsky,
shows that the Soviet Union has already far exceeded the pre-war electri-
fication. American technique will ba introduced.

The statement follows: /

“Tho in our electric manufacturing
we have left the pre-war level far be-
bind, we are far behind in develop-
‘ment. The rapld growth of our rural
economy and urban Iindusiry makes
high demands and in electrification
& broad road for co-operation by
American engioeers and capital is
available.

8ix Regional Statiens.

“Next year about $50,000,000 will
be appropriated by the government
for electrification, according to pres-
ent plans. Another §50,000,000 may
be furnished from local and industrial
sources,

“Our electrification budget contem-
plates the bdullding of six large re-
glonal stations at points convenlent
to Leningrad. Moscow, Nishninov-
gorod, Klevy and other centers. When
1 say large I mean stations of from
25,000 to 30,000 kllowatts. At ths
new plant near Kiev it is proposed
to use power from the Dnieper cata-
racts. Detafled plans are now in the
hands of a special government com-
mittee.

“The next step proposed in the
Dnieper project is to invite American
hydroeleciric engineers to act as ex-
perts. This project contemplates the
generating of 600,000 kilowatts In two
units of 300,000 kilowatts each. In-
cluded in the Dnieper project is the
bullding of dams and locks for navi-
gation and the reorganization of the
mining, metallurgical and chemical
industry In southern Russla. We have
in mind, particularly, the erection of
an Immense aluminum factory.

Chance for Outside Capital.

“The cost of the em.g_r\n project is
estimated at $188,000,000 and the cost
of developing one kilowatt of energy
per hour is estimated at one-sixth of
a cent, which is much below the cost
at any station now in operation In
Russia. Our program will be en-
larged to correspond with the actual
needs of the country and the invest-
ment of foreign capltal.

“Foreign capital would find various
ways for profitable investment in the
fleld of our electric economy—in fur-
nishing equipment for electric gene-
rating stations on long time credits,
in organizing mixed associations with
American private and Soviet state
capital for bullding and exploiting
electric generating stations and in or-
ganizing simflar associations for
erecting electric stations or for man-
ufacturing equipment.

our industry. The managers of our
state electric trusts will soon begin
negotiations with foreign firms and
it I am not mistaken these negotia-
tions will be with American firms
first.

“It may-be unnecessary to add that
the chief concession committee on ita
part will do everything to facllitate
the operations of American capital
not only in our electrical economy
but In other flelds.”

[ PAY TRIBUTE T0 THE
MEMORY OF HOORGHN,
BUILT SOVIET TRADE

NEW YORK,—(FP)— The busl-
nese relations now existing between
American Interests and the Russian
government are due largely to the
skiliful leadership of Isalah J. Hoor-
gin, late chalrman of the board of
directors of the Amtorg Trading
corporation, Russian’ purchasing
agent in Americd. 80 says a state-
ment by Amtorg following Heergin's
death by drowning. The loss of
Hoorgin will be keenly feit, say his
assoclates, but the work he sngine-
ered will go on suscessfully.

ITALIAN SEAMEN'S
UNION SEIZED BY
FASCIST GANGS

Fascist Federation in
Union Wrecking Role

OENOA—(FP)—The struggle of the
Italian seamen against the shipowners
and their Fascist allles receives a se-
vere setback in the handipg over of
the geamen’s union headquarters in
Genoa, the property of the umionm, to
the local fascisti, who in joint action
with the shipownars have formed what
they call a Fascist Seamen's federa-
tion:~ The consequences will probably
be that the old Italian Beamen's fed-
eration will shortly be dissclved and
all its property, including the five
steamers of the Garibaldl Cooperative,
consigned to the Fascist leaders of the
newly-formed company uniom, which

comes after a long struggle to subdue
the stubborn resistance of the Italisa
seamen and to break their union. Ao
cording to the press, the occupation
of the seamen’s headquarters recent-
Iy by the police took place to pre-
vent the fascisti from occupying it
themselves. But the seamen's union
was deprived of its headquarters in
Pebruary, 1923, when their Coopera-
tive Shipping soclety (Garibaldl) was
also placed under the eonmtrol of &
government commissioner.

The government was never able to
lay its hands on the funds of the
scamen’s unlon, so that the seamen,
althongh dispossessed of thelr head-
quarters, were able still to resist the
shipowners and the government com-
missioner, whose authority they never
recognized. The third commissioner
appoiated by the government to tame
the unruly seamen had to resign a
few weeks previous to the volice oe-
tupation of headquarters, Admitting

After dilly-dallying for years over
the conference agreementis while
China was growing more and more
impatient for even these fakes modi-
fications/of allen imperialist control,
and the rawest autocracy was
inflicted upon the Chinese to such a
degree that the natural result was the
Shanghal explosion and a wave of
anti-lmperialist anger—while all these
may be fully charged to the imperial-
ist powers themselves, these nations
In the note sent to China stating that
delegates to a tariff conference were
soon o be named, added the follow-
ing:: < :

“We desire to Impress on the Chin-
ese government the necessity of giv-
ing concrete evidemce of its ability
and willingness to enforce respect for
safety of forelgn lives and property
and to suppress disorders a antl
foreign agitation which emb foel-
iog and tend to create conditions un-
favorabld for-carrying on of negotia-
tions.”

Want Rebels’ Blood

Golng further the robber powers
made it clear that what they want
Is armed suppression of militant na-
tionalism, such as that expressed by
the Canton governmenit. Mere esta-

| blishment of courts and ensctment

of laws would not be enough, they de
clared, to satisfy their desires that
“disorders and anti-foreign agitation
be suppressed.”
