MINERS HEAR
COMMUNISTS

Mayor Breaks Up the
Meeting with Police

(Special to The DAILY WORKER.)

SHENANDOAH, Pa., Oct. 23.—Two- |

hundred and fifty hard coal miners
heard Norman H. Tallentire, district
organizer of the Workers Party, and
A, Zalpis, Lithuanian secti?n organ-
izer in the anthracite, demand a hun-
dred per cent strike of the anthracite
miners and a real fight to win the
strike against the bosses.

The meeting was held under the
auspices of the Lituanian Literary
Club which invited the miners of the
neighborhood to come to the meeting
to hear the issues of the strike pres-
ented from the standpoint of the pro-
gressive miners,. %

‘Capitalist Mlyor tplu for Lewis

The meeting had scarcely opened
when the mayor of Shepandoah ap-
peared and warned the speakera that
if anything was said “against the |
United Mine  Workers of America,”
meaning the Lewis machine, that they
would be run out of fown.

Despite the warning, Comrade Zal-
pis spoke for an hour and a half on
the issues of the strike, showing that
the Lewis machine, by refusing to call
out the maintenance men, %efusing to
mobilize all the miners for winning
the strike. During Zalpis’ speech, the
mayor returned with about a dozen
followers, consisting of state police,
federal department of justice agents
and local miners’ spies.

Tallentire Urges Labor Party

to fight for their full program and de-
mand a general strike of all miners
in support of their demands. He
urged the need of a labor party as a
means of ousting the agents of the
mine bosses in control of the political
power and to prevent them from using
it against the miners,

“BOMB” HURLED
AT SCABS ONLY
WEAK LAXATIVE

Police Shoot Strikers

The much heralded acid bomb
throwing on the part of the Amalga-
mated Clothing Workers pickets that
have been stationed at the Interna-
tional Tailoring Co. plant on Jackson
Blvd. for the past seventeen weeks,
at the scabs belonging to the United
Garment Workers union was nothing
more than an ordinary bottle of
magnesia accidentally dropped by =
passer-by,

As the union business agents and &
number of pickets were proceeding up
Sangamon street, the cavalcade of 7
automobiles containing the United
Garment Workers scabs passed. As
the autos containing the scabs pass-
ed, a bottle of citrate of magnesia was
accidentally dropped by a passerby
who had purchased the bottle at one
of the neighborhood drug-stores,

Shoot First, Look Later,

The police without waiting to inve-
stigate the cause or nature of the re-
tort which the bottle made as it broke
on the cement sidewalk, drew their
guns and immediately began firing at
the union business agents, pickets and
passerby. The union members and
passersby immediately began to scurr-
ry for shelter not realizing what the
shooting was about. Some of the scabs
jumped out of the automobilés and
also began to run for shelter in the
neighboring doorway,

In the shooting, Harry Bejnarowicz,
business agent of Loc. 39, Amalgama-
ted Clothing Workers, was shot and
the head of one of the scabs was un-
doubtedly struck by the “efficient”
detectives and police that are guard-
ing the “interests” of the Interna-
tional Tailoring Company.

Bejnarowicz was immediately arrest-
ed and later taken to the Bridewell
hospital where the doctors found three
bullets lodged in his body. Beulin
Block, William Rocco, Mike Di Novi
and Herbert Eisenhammer, business
agents of the union were also arrested
by the police for “bombing” the scabs.
Casmice Bogalski, Harry Edelman and
Sam Hartzen, three innocent passers-
by, who are mneither on strike nor
members of the union were seized by
the police and held as participants in
the “bombing”, were taken to the Des-
plaines street police station and later
released on $2,000 bail each furnished
by the union,

After the shooting and arrests by
the police an investigation disclosed
that the “acid bomb” which was meant
to maim and distigure the scabs was
nothing more than a bottle of citrate
of magnesia, a laxative, purchased at
a neighborhood drugstore,

The case against the arrested pas-
serby and the union business agents
which came up before the Desplains
Street police court has been postpoms
ed until Dec, 3rd,
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GREEK OCCUPATION OF BULGAR
TERRITORY CONTINUES DESPITE

the Pangalos military dictatorship of Greece that all military
movements against Bulgaria have ceased, since the Bulgarian
representative at Athens has in behalf of the Zankov government
promised to pay the 2,000,000 gold franc indemnity demanded for
the killing of Greek soldiers near Demirhissar, occupation of Bul-
garian territory continues.

The Sofia government has also agreed to make an apology
for the raid in which Greek soldiers were killed by Bulgarian
regulars.

Greece Refuses to Withdraw.
Greece still maintaing its army in Bulgaria and insists she
will keep her troops on Bulgarian soil until the final payment of
the indemnity is made. She al-

80 demands that all Greek ports
taken by Bulgarian troops be
evacuated immediately.

Petrich in Flames

Information arriving from Petrich
states that the Bulgarian town is in
flames following the fierce bombard-
ment by the Grecian artillery which
has driven the Bulgars out of the
town.

Jugosiav Troops Rush to Border

News arriving from Belgrade state
that Jugoslav troops are being massed
near the Bulgarian border.

DEAD HAND OF
LODGE SMITES
DEAD WILSON

Stupid Book Shows Up
Both Satesmen

WASHINGTON, Oct. 28-—Wood-
row Wilson had “only himself to
blame” for the failute of the United
States senate to ratify the treaty of
Vergailles and the league of nations
covenant, according to the late Sen-
ator Henry Cabot Lodge's version of
the stirring events of 1919-20, pub-
lished by Seribner’s today, in the
senator’s book “The Senate and the
League of Nations,” which he com-
pléted only a month before his death.
Pleturing the war president as a
man consumed by personal ambition,
and intolerant of any opinions other
than his own, Senator Lodge's post-
humous book foolishly declares that
had Woodrow Wilson remained in
‘Washington instead of going to Parls
he would have changed the history
of the world. But President Wilson,
Lodge sald, was intent more on the
league than on the peace treaty, and
he was intent upon the league be-
cause he believed he would head it.
“The key to all he did was that
he thot of everything in terms of Wil-
son ...

about Russia?” Tallentire replied that :

ir some measure for his enforced
absence from home and fireside.

“Boys May Be Boys.”

This became a public scandal in
Mexico when in the house of parlia-
ment & rude representative of the op-
pressed peons, or speaking in their
name at least, one Soto y Gama, said
that Senor Pani—and other govern-
ment leaders as well, ought while in
office at least, act like respectable
married men, Instead, Senor Pani,
with the treasury of the Mexican re-
public in trust, was cavorting off into
the empire of the Yankee, disobeying
the Mann ‘“white slave act” with
Senorita Gloria in the most brasen
manner.

Instead it was used to
destroy the workers’ dictatorship and
place the Horthy terrorist regime in
power,

Social-Democratic Stool Pigeons.

In the drives being made by the
Horthy police on the villages and cities
in Hungary, the social-democrat lead-
ers, Peyer and Peidl, are assisting the
police to destroy not only the Hungar-
ian workers’ socialist party, but also
all other elements that may be op-
posed to it on the political fleld. The
attitude taken by Horthy is that any
working class movement in Hungary
which opposes the social-democrats is
a Communist movement.

The workers of Hungary driven to
desperation by the continuous lower-
ing of the standard of living and per-
gsecution of the Horthy regime are
again following the \leadership of the
advance guard of the Hungarian
workers, the Communists.

Over 350 workers have been arrest:
ed in the new outbreak of the terror
regime.

Torture Rakosi. :

Mathias Rakosi has had to suffer
torture again at the hands of the po-
lice in their attempt to force a ‘‘con-
fession” from him which oould be
used as an excuse to send him to
the gallows to double-quick time.

A “confession” alleged to have been
made by Mathias Rakosi has been
printed and circulated quite widely
in the Hungarian press. In this con-
fession Rakosi is purported to have
said that he was unwilling to leave
Moscow for Budapest and that as he
was sitting at a table discussing the
matter with a number of leading Com-
munists in Moscow, a number of sol-
diers belonging to the Cheka, enter-
ed the room, levelled their rifles with
fixed bayonets at hith and demanded
that he immediately leave for Buda-
pest. Under these circumstances he
had allowed himself to be persuaded
to leave for Hungary ag it was a ques-
tion of death either at the hands of

Horthy or the Cheka and he had ac-
cepted the more “noble form.”

The police added to this “confes-
slon” the following: “I must state
before the public that the attitude of
the police towards me was most po-
lite and human.”

The Horthy police have also invent-
ed the following tale as a basis for
making new arrests: Rakosi and a
number of those who had partieipat-
ed in the Hungarian Soviet govern-
ment met at Vienna and there decid-
ed upon & “putsch.” In order to make
this a successful attempt to regain
power, a death list was drawn up of
the officials in power who were to be
killed. The first name on this list
was Horthy, then prime minister
Bethlen, then the other officials of
the government in order of succes-
slon. All officers and high judges who
were strong Horthy adherents were to
be killed. Vast stores of munitions
were supposed to have been brot into
the country in preparation for the
“putseh.” .

The Budapest police claimed that
the congress of these leaders of the
Hungarian workers took place on
August 24, 25, and 26, and that Bela
Kun was the chairman of the con-
gress and Rakosi had sat on the right
hand side of Bela Kun thruout the en-
tire meeting in the hall of a people’s
library. The congress also held class-
es for weeks teaching the future com-
missars their duties.

The Budapest police then began
savage attacks on the organized work-
ers of Hungary. The capitalist and
social-democrat press carrled long
stories giving prominent display to
this yarn. The Viennese police fh-
vestigated the yarn and sent a letter
to the Budapest police, saying their
yarn had no foundation and that the
Budapest police had manufactured
this tale out of the hot air that is
quite abundant around Budapest se-
cret police offices.

Hundreds of workers have been ar-
rested and thrown into jail and fore-
ed to sign “confessions” verifying the
yarn. Medieval inquisition methods
are used to force “confessions” from
the victims in their attempt to mur-
der leading working class leaders
with some semblance of legality.

The concentration of profits differs
in the industries. In agriculture and
related industries one out of the 9,360
corporations listed got $38,735,361 or
42% of the $92,201,206 profits reported
and four corporations got $46,101,431
or an even half of the total. In min-
ing and quarrying 199 out of 18509
corporations got $197,296,828 or about
70% of the $283,565,648 combined
profits, In the transportation and
public utility group 45 out of 21,113
corporations got $706,835,314 or 56%
of the total $1,257,409,896, while 177
or less than 1% got $978,687,276 or
78% of the total.

Among the 85,199 manufacturing
corporations 98 received $1,354,733.-
166 or about 329 of the $4,271,899,-
449 fotal while 598 get $2,324,860,706
or about 55% of the total. In the
manufacturing of food products less
than 1% of the corporations got
66%% or two-thirds of all the profits.
In textiles and their products 1.7% of
all the corporations got 56% of the
profits. In rubber products 29 of the
corporations got 74% of the profits.
In chemicals and oils 1% of the cor
porations got 67% of the profits.

That was in 1923. Since then the
process of concentration thru gilant
mergers has been continuing rapidly.

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Playing Horthy’s Game

Secretary of State Kellogg is trying to outdo the performances
of his predecessor, Charles Evans Hughes, in playing the dirty game
of all European despots who ask Amperican aid in stifling informa-
tion regarding their terror. His barring of Countess Karolyi from
the United States is the logical continuation of the Hughes policy
when he barred her husband last year.

Both acts were dictated because the state department, under
orders from Wall Street, does not want to permit the real facts
regarding the loathsome Horthy regime in Hungary to become
known.

The charge that Countess Karolyi is a Communist is the veriest
rot. Both her and her husband are bourgeois democrats, and the
theory of the American government is approved by them—tho not
its present practice.

If Kellogg does not know this fact, his political bosses know
it. But the delectable American government, as the agent of Wall
Street, has an interest at stake in Horthy’s Hungary, so in order
to conceal the fraudulent nature of capitalist class' democracy they
must indulge in the absurd charge that the Karolyis are Commumists.

We get a splendid example of the sort of freedom prevailing in
this country when an ignorant shyster from the Minnesota hinter-
land who has spent his life as the lickspittle of the grain trust can
bar people from these shores at his own' discretion.

Whether they are Communists or not doesn’t matter. If Secre-
tary Kellogg says they are—upon information obtained from such
an unprincipled liar, swindler and scoundrel as Szechenyi, the Hun-
garian ambassador, representing a murderous, thieving government
—that settles the matter. Such irrelevant thmgs as facts don’t count
with him.

For the workers of this country it reveals the fact that the same
gang of international plunderers, directed from Wall Street who
are preparing a new series of wholesale murders of the working class
in Hungary cannot defend their regime and hence dare not permit
the truth to become publicly known.

The Expulsion of Shafir

There is nothing particularly astonishing about the fact that
federal unions of the American Federation of Labor expel members
on any sort of frame-up that happens to prove convenient. But
when the employes of a so-called labor institution, a labor bank,
controlled by a union outside the A. F. of L. obviously with the
consent of the bank officials, expel a member for introducing resolu-
tions at a convention in favor of recognition of Soviet Russia and
world trade union unity, then something is rotten in Denmark.

The case of Joseph Shafir, who was elected a delegate to the
Atlantic City convention of the A. F. of L. and who was expelled
from the union by a rump meeting called in the Amalgamated Bank
- headquarters, raises a number of questions.

First and foremost, the Amalgamated Clothing Workers’ Umon
professes to be a radical union. It pretends to favor recognition of
Soviet Russia. By what tortnous reasoning does it tolerate the ex-
pulsion of Shafir by its employes, thereby depriving him of a means
of livelihood because he also is in favor of recognition of Russia?
Secondly: Is the Amalgamated Clothing Workers’ Union in faver
of trade union unity, or does it intend to say “Amen!”’ to the reae-
tionary stand in this question taken by the Green regime in the A.
F.of L.?

.There is a great deal of explaining that will have to be done be-
fore Duane Swift, renegade radical, who acts in the bank as an in-
former for the capitalist press, and his employers, the directors of
the bank, hear the last of this.

The membership of the Amalgamated Clothing Workers’ Union
will also have something to say about such contemptible conduet.

Two European Labor Leaders

trade unionist and social-democrat from Germany, who was one of
_ the fraternal delegates to the Atlantic City convention of the Amer-
ican Federation of Labor, came to Chicago. No one knéw of his
arrival except the official machine of’ the Chicago Federation of
Labor. He was welcomed by them and addressed the regular meeting
of the federation. His reception was the usunal polite one given
- such as he by his kind. The mass of the Chicago workers know noth-
ing about him and carf less.

. In a short time another European labor leader is coming. Be
may or may not address the Chicago Federation of Labor. But his
csming will be known and acclaimed by thousands npon thousands
of Chicago workers who read of his detérmined stand in defense of
world trade union unity before the agents of capitalism in conven-
tion assembled at Atlantic City. That labor leader is A. A. Purcell
of England. And he will address thousands of workers at a publie
meeting-—not an exclusive gathering of delegates,

Fertwangler will soon be forgotten even by those pie-card
patriots who welcomed him, but Purcell will be remembered for a
long time to come by the workers who will listen to his plea for unity
of action on the part of the organized workers of the world and will
struggle to put his demand, which is the demand of the advance
guard of the working class, into effect.

INVENTION MAY
DOOM PRINTING
TRADES UNIONS

Britisher Reveals New
Typesetting Process

By H. M. WICKS

The employing printers in conven-
tion assembled at the Edgewater

‘Beach Hotel in the city of Chicago

listened yesterday to a remarkable
address by A. E. Goodwin, London,
England, director of the Federation
of. Master. Printers of the United
Kingdom and Ireland.

His analysis of British' conditions
re-echoed the analysis of A. A, Pur-
cell before the labor convention at
Atlantic City last week. And there
was as much of a chasm seperating
the mental processes of Goodwin
from the American employing printers
as was evidenced in the case of Pur-
cell when he addressed the fossils of
the American Federation of Labor.

Describes Unemployment.

In discussing the economic condi-
tions in England, Goodwin hit the
nail squarely on the head when he
said that “the rise of industry among
oriental people is cutting into.British
manufacture. Japan and India too,
are becoming. strong competitors of
my country in eastern markets, there-
by injuring industry in the England.”
He said this competition was respon-
sible for the large unemployed army.
Of course he did not propose any

Goodwin, in dealing with the tech-
nical side of printing, revealed a new
invention that, if put into effect, will
mean the doom of typesetting as we
know it today, and throw thousands
of printers out of employment. In fact
it will at once blow destroy the whole
basis of both the International Typo-
graphical Union and ‘the Photo-En-
gravers’ Unpion in this and all other

Goodwin described a new machine
now being perfected which he declar-
ed reproduces any figure, letter, or
photograph almost instantaneously by
transfer to a sensitized film base,

“J. R. C. August and E. K. Hunter
of London, have been working secret-
ly on this machine for the last four
years, and they are about ready to
demonstrate it to the world,” Goodwin
said.

“The machine operates like a type-
writer but the whole process is almost
instantaneous. The film is wound on
a spool two inches in diamter and
three inches wide and one spool is
equivalent to 2,700 founts of type.

“It is readily adaptable to radio
control and with it a man in one city
can set book pages or newspaper
pages in another city.”

‘machine threatens this, one of the

most skilled trades, in modern indus-
try.
Scab Herders Perform

Another speech before the sessions
wag that of E. E. Sheldon of the Lake-
side Press, owned by the notorious
scabherder and strikebreaker, Donnel-
ly, of Chicago. Sheldon described a
trade school conducted by the Lake-
side Press wherein 500 apprentice
boys and young men are taught print-
ing and also citizenship, idealism,
“Americanism” (the scab shop plan)
and other illusions of the capitalist
class. He described how this sort of
“education” will make the slaves loyal
to their masters and how it is profit-
able inasmuch as it reducgs the labor
turnover.

CHINESE FASCISTS UNITED WITH
IMPERIALISTS USE MURDERS AND
JAILS AGAINST THE KUOMINTANG

apparently Shanghai. We say “is
apparently” as the authors of the
above-mentioned observations remain
modestly silent as to the exact loca-
tion of these societies and as to the
nature of their participants.

‘We may clearly observe here a new
tendency of the fascist movement,
which is beginning to make its ap-
pearance under the guardianship of
the charitable British colonies.

Native Merchants Hate Canton.

At the same time, a wild hue and
cry is being raised against Canton,

the stronghold of revolutionary China, |.

and military action against the
Kwantung province is being prepared.
One hears of the millions of dollars
that this expedjtion is to cost and
that it is being conducted by the
troops of Marshal Chang-Tso-lin.

It would seem that this expedition
is a reply to the manifesto of the
Chinese chamber of commerce in
Hong Kong which, on August 29th in
an appeal to all, both in China and
abroad, .mentioned that “the present
movement in Canton i8 ruining the
trade of Hong Kong and Canton, and
that the Canton government is to
blame for this, operating as it does
on the basis of Russian Bolshevik
principles.”

“It is further indicated that the
control of all military and able forces
are in the hands of the Bolsheviks.
As their program indicates, they
intend introducing Communism, and
at the same time taxation of all
property and real estate. The latest
measures of teh Canton government
in addition to the introduction of
Communism evidently still more
threatening for the Hong Kong mer-
chants (a one per cent tax on pro-
perty intreduced by the Canton gov-
ernment for the support of the strik-
ing workers was evidently too much
for the patience of the good natured
Chinese merchants of Hong Kong).”

If aid is not rendered in the near
future, the ever-growing wave of
Bolshevism “will continue to grow
until it embraces the whole of China,
and then all ‘hopes of its restoration
will be lost® ‘Such is the warning
issued by the merchants.

Not so Easy to Do. u

The imperialists during the last
week have been racking their brains
to think how they can suppress the
liberation movement of the Chinese
people which has acquired such
threatening forms. The most short-
sighted of these, especially the British
merchants and diplomats of Hong
Kong and Shanghaj have demanded
the armed intervention of Great Brit-
ain in order to oust the Canton gov-
ernment and establish “law and order”
in China.

Their slogan has been “no conces-
sions” and *tranquility first and re-
forms afterwards.” But according to
even the modest calculations of the
general staffs,such pacification would
need an army of 200,000 men and
from five to ten years military control
over China to make the pacification
at all hopeful,

In view of the present situation of
the labor movement .“at home,” and
in- view of the enormous expenditure
that such an expedition would entail,
it. is clear that it is impossible to
organize such an undertaking now.
The times of the “boxer rebellion” of
11901 have passed, humbly remarks

'the leading article of the capitalist

press, ’
“Always Friends.”

‘“We have always been the friends
of the Chinese people, there has sim-
ply been a slight misunderstanding
between us for which the Bolsheviks
are to blame. This misunderstanding
must be cleared up, and what is more
together with the Chinese nation we
must liberate China from the ruinous
Anfluence of the Bolsheviks., And
mlmnrﬂy. we must put an end to the

red government of Canton.”

This is what underlies the intended
attack of Chang-Tso-lin on C.anton,
the murder of leaders of the peoplq's
movement in Canton, the arrests of
left leaders of the Kuomintang, and
the suppression of the students’ and
radical press, etc.

Last week, the organ of the Trade
Union Council in Shanghai, and that
of the Shanghai students’ union was
suppressed, and what is ' more, an
order has been given that no news-
papers or publications ‘'sent to these
addresses be delivered.

Chang Arrests Kuomintang Leader.

In Peking, Comrade Cheng, editor
of Minbao, one of the most promi-
nent leaders of the Kuomintang was
arrested, and the journal has been
closed down. An insignificant incident
has been used as a pretext for this,
namely, an unverified note appeared
concerning the death of Chang-Tso-
lin,

Comrade Cheng has been carried
off by Chang-Tso-lin’s gendarmerie
either to Tian-Tain or to Mukden.
These towns gre under the. domination
of Chang-Tso-lin, who sets up courts
and established justice according to
his own whims and tentatively obeys
the voice of the foreign imperialists.

The life of this comrade is in great
danger, and the public opinion of our
country is highly indignant at this
new act of violence on the part of the
imperialists,

It is interesting to note that this
same Chang-Tso-lin, in order to em-
phasize his hate for the Bolsheviks
has recently granted a large donation
for the support of the Russian white
guards in the Kharbin university.

Another Suppression.

Not content with arresting Cheng,
Chang-Tso-lin’'s gendarmes on Aug.
30, arrested Comrade Yan-Gin-Khua,
Peking correspeondentof the Hankow
newspaper. Shin-Ben-Baw for pub-
lishing in this newspaper certain
articles against the militarists who

are the enemies of the Chinese
struggle for liberation.
In order to put a stop to the

students’ movement, the central gov-
ernment issued an order that students
should only study, and not take part
in matters “that do mnot concern
them.”

Fascist Murder.

Calculating on the magic effects of
this order, and putting an end to the

students’ movement with one stroke of

the pen, the ministry for home affairs
prepares another order forbidding the
spreading of Communist teachings in
China.

To the long list of victims of
fascism, one must add yet another.
This is one of the most prominent of
our leaders, Comrade Chen-Chu-Lin.
Wounded at the same time as Liao-
Jun-Ko, he died on Aug. 21st. He
was a member of the committee of
national censorship. He was a pro-
minent literateur and at ‘one time
editor of our newspaper (in the Chin-
ese language) in Hong Kong.

Ku Klux Trial May
Not Be Held; Six
Jurors Discharged

NOBLESVILLE, Ind., Oect. 23—
Hope of securing a jury for the trial
of .D. C. Stepheson, Earl Gentry and
Earl Klinck for the death of Madge
Oberholtzer of Indianapolis last
March, waned here today, as defense
and state attorneys began questioning
the third panel of one hundred men
with only five tentatively accepted in
the jury box.
