NEW YORK.— Mayor LaGuardia,
confronted in his own suite at City
Hall yesterday by a delegation pro-
testing the brutal police clubbings at
Wednesday’s demonstration before
the Austrian consulate, was forced to
promise thgt there would be “no po-
lice violence” during the remainder of
his administration.

The delegation, composed of repre-
sentatives of four working class or-
ganizations which participated ac-
tively in Wednesdgay’s solidarity dem-
onstration with the Austrian work-
ers, broken up by a vicious police
attack, came fo demand the freedom
of the city's streets for the work-
ers of the city.

In the investigation Into police
lu-utsllty on Wednesday, which Po-
Commissioner O'Ryan an-
nounced he was carrying onm, the
Socialist Party leadership won ¢
glowing tribute from the Fusion ad-
ministration chief, whose police
clubbed workers before the Austrian
consu'ate,

The Socialist leaders, declared
O’Ryan, who only two days ago an-
nounced his plans to remodel the
New York police force along U. S.
Army lines, had ‘“coopergted 100
per cent with the police.”

The group of five which presented
its protests and demands to LaGuar-
dia for almost an hour was head>d
by Robert Minor, of the Central Com-
mittee of the Communist Party, who
was painfully attacked by police on

War Tension Grows,|

Mussolini Mobilizes
75,000; Nazi Storm
Troops Gather

NEW YORK, Feb. 15.—The menace
of war moved closer today as Mus-
solini swiftly massed 75,000 troops
ready for immediate action along the |
most strategic points of the Austrian
borders.

Meanwhile, Nazi Germany is mov- |
ing Fascist Storm Troops close to the |
northern Austrian border. Thousands
of Austrian fascists who went to
Germany for closer contact with the
Nazis are massing in newly formed
regiments at the Austrian borders, 1t
has heen reported.

French Antagonism te “Arnschluss’

British imperialism has heavy
stakes in Austria, as well as being in-
terested in kesping Italian imverial-
ism from maintaining its influence
over the Austrian government.

Italian imperialism is fighting to
prevent an “anschluss” (union) be-
tween Austria and Germany because
this would weaken its position among
250,000 Germans who are now, as a
result of the Versailles Treaty, under
Italian rule, as well as its position
in the fight against the German fas-
cist drive for markets and colonies.

French imperialism is determined
that Nazi Germany shall not unite
with Fascist Austria. Recent events,
therefore, may have brought it closer
to Italian imperialism.

Meanwhile, the various European
imperialist powers are striving to find
a solution to these antagonisms
through some form of movement
toward an anti-Soviet bloc.

In order to legalize the betrayal
| the so-called leaders of the strike
| called a meeting of the strike com-
mittee and packed it with their
{ henchmen, who were not strikers or

At Mercy of Bosses
| What does this betrayal mean to
| the strikers? The answer is given in
| & statement issued by the Hotel and

]who right from the start pursued
{8 policy of not depending on the

militancy and strength of the work-
lers, but instead crawled on their
| bellies before the NRA and the bosses
| begging for mercy. All attempis to
| raise relief and broaden the field
| for getting relief was sabotaged by
| the leaders. No strike kitchens were
| opened. All these things were aimed
right from the beginning to demoral-

DuPont, Billionaire

i Arms Manufacturer,

Reveals NRA Secrets

Tells How AFL Officials
Help Bosses Keep
Back Strikes
By HARRY GANNES

Pierre 8. duPont, one of the rich-
st manufacturers of war material,
powerful banker and industrialist, of-
ficial of the N. R. A, has made & dec-
laration of faith regarding the NRA
that will interest every worker. It
is printed in an official release of the
NR.A. (No. 3241) entitled: “Noted
Industrialist Sees Opportunity in
NRA”

The NR.A. is working towards the
iotal elimination of strikes through
“compulsory arbitration,” says this
parasitical exploiter who forces his
workers to join a “yellow dog” com-
pany union.

His revelations will make the A. F.
of T. leaders on the NR.A. squirm,
hecause he has the goods on them.
For instance, here is what he says
about Mr, Green, John L. Lewis, 8id-
ney Hillman, Major Berry, and others
who have helped industrialists like
Plerre S. du Pont to break strikes.

“Recently,” says this wealthy manu-
facturer of machine guns, poiscn gas,
ammunition, handgrenades, and other
weapons for war, “I have frequently
heen the only industrialist on the
(National Iabor) Board, with all the
labor men present; and yet I have
no fear whatever that the interests
of industry ave to suffer thereby, for
I find the labor men just as fair-
minded as we intend to be in indus-
try, and perfectly willing to thresh
out the different cases on their mer-
its.”

strikebreakers “Fair-minded.”

This oven-shop boss, finds that Mr.
Green, Mr. Lewis, Mr. Hillman, and
Mr. Berry are fair-minded when it
comes to preserving the profits of the
bosses against the workers. They
are “fair-minded” when it comes to
preserving the company union of the
du Pont Chemical Corporation.

Nor does this open-shop boss stop
there. He tells quite frankly that he
fnds thet the N. R. A. has become
cne of the best instruments to at-
tack the workers, to smash their
strikes, to build company unions, and
to nave the way for the complete
suppression of sirikes. Here are his

“I feel that the result of the Na-
tional Labor Board effort will soon
be—if it can establish its record prop-
erly—to do away with the necessity
of strikes . R. A. is giving
an opportunity to deal with strikes
and deal with them in the way that
labor will not want to deal with
them, and thersfore the strike will
disappear.”

That is just exactly what the huge
sorporations want.

Mr. duPont, quite naturally, be-
comes enthusiastic about the pros-
pects of thc N.R.A. He gives a little
history of his feelings before he went
to Washington and after he worked
there helping to smash strikes and
fasten cormbony unions on workers.

“I wen. W ashington thinking
quite thc reverse,” says Mr. du Pont,
whose family fortune is covered with
the blood of millions slain in the last
world war, “that the NNR.A. was an
upsetting influence in business and in
labor conditions . . I confess that
I have been completely converted in
my opinion . T am more than
enthusiastic now.”

One fact we do know. Company
unions have gains from 150 to 300
per cent! In short, Mr. Pierre du
Pont and his class have gained at
the expense of the workers. His proit
sheet tells him he can afford to be
entnusiastic, and hopeful that strikes
will be eliminated entirely in the
future. Nasty things, those strikes
for the profits of the boss.
Then thfs billionaire war monger
gets down to a discussion of the
workers “rights” under the N.R.A,,
and makes some very startling reve-
lations.
“Diverting for & moment to the
guestion of labor,” he writes. “I fear
that many people, many of us, aver-
rated the opportunity offered to labor
in the Recovery Act. It was thought
that labor was being given the whip
hand, to the great disadvantage of
industry.
“Such is not the case.” No, quite
the contrary. Mr., Pierre du Pont’s
class has the whip hand.

Labor's “Rights”

“Labor now has the right to or-
ganize in any way that it chooses,”
ne says, “or not to organize; it is an
open field (he means an open shop),
for each laborer to decide what union
or what association he belongs to, or
whether he himself alone will deal
with the employer.

“That is a great definition for
labor. Heretofore the individual
laborer very frequently was led to
think he must join a union. But
such, it is well defined, is not to be
the case today.”

Previous to the N.R.A., says this
exploiter of labor, the workers
thought they must join & union to
protect their rights, They do not
have to da that today. In fact,
they are not permitted to do so in
the leading industries in the United
States today. In Mr. Pierre du Pont's
factories they are fired if they leave
the company union.

That, he considers, is the great
gain of labor which Messrs. Green,
Lewis, Hillman, Woll and Berry look
upon “fair-mindedly.”

Here we have one of the most
vicious enemies of the working class
openly telling why he is enthusiastic
about the N.R.A., The reason is
simply that the N.R.A. is a powerful
weapon for the bosses against the
workers and their organizations,

He also tells us that the best allies
of the big industrialists are the A.
F. of L. leaders on the National
Labor Board.

These facts should be brought out
in every A. F. of L. local to brand
the lackey services of the A. F. of
L. top officialdom., From this ex-
posure should flow the demand:
Withdraw the A. F. of L. officlals
from the N.R.A. Boards where they
act as strikebreakers!

Again Rebuffs

Weirton Men

Roosevelt’s Promises
Turn Out to Be
Sheer Fakery

WASHINGTON, Feb. 15.—The Na- |
tional Labor Board considered the |
Weirton case at length yesterday and |
then announced, “We've nothing to
say about Weirton.” And thus an-|
other strike-stalling maneuver, appa-
rently a recently established policy of |
the Board, stood revealed. |

It is a significant coincidence that, |
just as the original strike-breaking |
policy of promising an election while |
driving strikers back to work was in- |
augurated at Weirton, the new device |
of promising a poll to determine |
whether an election is wanted by em- |
ployes also was first emp'oyed in the ‘
notorious Weirton steel plants.

Since President Roosevelt sent]
Weirton worker representatives home |
with the promise of a poll, the Na- |
tional Iabor Board has rendered
several formal decisions in other |
cases, promising tricked and incensed |
workers exactly the same thing. |
These have but to look over the Weir-
ton case to understand what this |
means, !

The National Steel Company's work- |
ers struck last summer, and were|
herded back to work by a National |
Labor Board decision promising an)|
election later on. The Daily Worker |
exposed this as a deliberate strike- |
breaking maneuver. E.T. Weir, pres- |
ident of the Weirton Steel Co., pro- |
ceeded to form a company unionand |
to hold a company union election on
the exact date which the Labor
Board had set for a “supervised” elec-
tion to provide a free choice for the
workers of the union and the collec-
tive bargaining representatives they
wanted. The Labor Board tried to
cover up by talking big, threatening
to get an injunction to “compel” a
“real election,” etc.

Worker indignation Increased.
President Roosevelt held secret con-
ferences with Weir, and A. F. of L.
union leaders came to Washington
and swashbuckled demands for ac-
tion, They brought petitions to show
that the overwhelming mafjority of
Weirton workers were against the
company-union election. Whereuvon
Roosevelt conferred with them and
announced that an “honest poll”
would be taken among Weirton
workers, and, that if they expressed
a desire for a new election, they
should have it.

News correspondents at that time |
asked the A. F. of L. leaders how
they could bhelieve in such a promise
when Weir had declared he would
never give up his payrolls for com-
parison with the workers’ petition
signers. The A, F. of L. leaders said
the poll would be taken in a house-
to-house canvas.

But, instead of that, the Labor
Board sent representatives who soon
returned from the plants comrilain- |
ing that they couldn’t get the pay-
rolls. Then the Board held the long
session to determine what it would
do. And the answer-—nothing.
“We've nothing to say about Weir-
ton.” The Board did nothing when
it said everything; it is obvious that
if it now declines even to talk, it has
no intention of even pretending to
act. Very likely the story will be the
same in other cases in which the
Board recently has induced workers
not to strike by promisineg a poll to
determine whether to hold an elec-
tion—something which the Daily
Worker weeks ago characterized as a
double dose of the same “election”
medicine.

Once more the absolute rule of
United States Steel under Roose-
velt's “New Deal” stands revealed.
The Weirton Steel Corporation is
part of the united-front of steel man-
ufacturers, led by U. S. Steel, key-
stone of American capitalism, against

NEW YORK.—With the open taxi-
cab code hearings in City Hall ended,
William L. Allen, Deputy N.R.A. Ad-
ministrator, began a series of secret
confabs yesterday, the result of which
will be a code, which, if everything
goes Allen’s way, will saddle further
starvation conditions on the drivers.

At the final open hearing it was
indicated by Allen that wages and
hours were secondary so far as he
was concerned. “Economies within
the industry,” which when translated
into simple terms, means further
speed-up and intensification of labor,
more unemployment and more profits
for the operators—this is the pro-
gram of Mr. Allen.

Such was the type of a code that
Mr. Allen bestowed upon the textile
workers, a code which brought the
wages of many skilled textile hands
down to $12 and $13 a week and

In a Metal Shop

We will cite another example of the
work of our Party shop nuclei. In
an important metal shop, employing
many thousands of workers, a strong
company union has been developed.
Inside of the company union there
is some discontent and dissatisfaction
developed and our numerically small
unit, with the proper guidance and
leadership from the district, was able
to develop activity, leading to under-
mining the company union, leading
to strengthening the S. M. W. I. U.
and from a small Party nucleus, we
have already established two, with all
possibilities for the establishment of
a third shop nucleus. The union
group that has been built there
already issues a printed paper.

Unfortunately, here, too, there is
not sufficient attention paid to the
problem of developing struggles and
raising the issues of the workers in
the plant. This still is in the form
of propaganda and not sufficiently in
the form of action. This, by the way,
applies to the coal fields, where our
activities at the present time are not
sufficiently conuected and in many
cases not at all connected with the
immediate issues confronting the
miners in the mines and among the

unemployed. This is especially true

of our work among the raflroad
workers.

These few examples we are citing
to show that work can be done, that
the response of the workers grows.

District Tasks

In conclusion, we wish Lo state
that the District Committee at ifs
meeting on Jan. 27 and 28 decided to
intensify the activities of the Party,
to fulfill the tasks of the District
Plan of Work before the District
Party Convention, ag demanded by
the Resolution of the Central Com-
mittee. We decided that we are to
recruit 500 new workers into the Party,
especially from the basic industries,
strengthening the existing shop units
and to organize ten new shop nuclei
and to strengthen the Y. C. L. in the
shops and mines and to secure, by
May 1, 500 yearly and 1,000 Saturday
subscriptions to the Daily Worker.

The tempo of work in our district
must be increased.

Into Forced Labor Infirmary

at Eloise,

|  DETROIT, Mich.—The infirmary
{at Eloise, Mich., secure stronghold |
is again |
jammed beyond capacity. Between |
8,000 and 9,000 unemployed and un- |
attached young men and women have |
been sent to this alleged “infirmary” |

. for the crime of failing to find some |

sort of job.
This “Institution” is located 16|
miles away from Detroit. The un-|

employed apply for “welfare relief”|
and are sent to this nut house in|
truckloads. Rain or shine, warm or
zero weather, these trucks ply be-|
tween Detroit and Eloise, transporta-
tion furnished one way only—to|

Tloise.
A pass is issued once every 30|
days, valid for three days. Doctor |

Cameron is in charge of several
“horse doctors,” as they are  gen-|
erally called by the inmates.

The writer had spent six months |
at the place. If an inmate of Eloise
desires to come to the city he must
walk 16 miles. I did it myself every
fime I'd come to town. To walk 16
miles means an all-day journey— |
stiff as a board, tired and exhausted. |
The next day a person can scarcely |
move, the day is taken up by rest- |
ing and nursing up the blistered feet. |
On the third day “nolens volens” |
back to Eloise. |

Upon admission to this institute |
of “social scrap,” each entrant is|
required to present a Detroit tax-|
payer's form, duly signed by a bona |
fide taxpayer, stating the applicant |
is personally known to the signer |
and is a resident of the city for at|
least one year. A complete card-|
index record is taken of each per-|
son. They are then herded fromi
butcher Gruber’s office to Mr. Fox’s
office and each victim is thoroughlyl
finger-printed upon regular, standard |
Detroit police card index forms. |

As some of the victims remark, |
“It’s all the same as a jail, except |
that a ‘rap’ or charge is not en-|
tered against them.” Following this |
humiliation, all are ordered to strip |
naked to determine all possible |
crumminess. All the clothes as well |

called “Baldy” in charge of the of-
fice distributes all jobs performed
upon the premises. Those who do
work six hours per day,
five days per week. All other jobs
are worked seven days per week.

Doctor Gruber and Cameron re-
ceive fancy salaries. Cooks receive
$60 per month and meals. In a great
many cases, cooks’ assistants, who do
more work than the cooks them-
selves and never get a day off, don't
get a cent at any time, only a pack-
age of Uncle Daniel tobacco, of suchi
inferior quality I myself could not|
smoke it.

All the work done by inmates of
Eloise. whether it be carpentering,
concrete road and sidewalk building,
repairing, grading, hospital service,
kitchen work, etc., is invariably done
absolutely without pay. The paid
cooks, etc., are the political puppets
of Dr. Gruber and the Detroit City
Hall grafters. If anyone refuses to
work or claims to be sick and wishes
to be exempt, he is at once ordered
to “take the air” and formally ex-
pelled. A person has to be half dead
or bear evidence of a deep-seated ill-
ness to be relieved of a job.

As thousands are fed from one cen-
tral kitchen, there is no end to the
walting in long lines for many hours.

It would take too much space and
time to describe in detail the terrible
sights one sees in a six-months’ stay
at that death-dealing concept of our
parasites.

| The crew then refused to turn to
and went on strike at about 4:30 p.m.
on Jan. 22. and remained out on
strike for about 40 bours, Ear'v en
the morning of Jan. 23 the M. W. I
U. bad a stron7 picket line sround
the Fell St. dock, where the Munin-
dies was berthed. There were about
50 seamen on the vnicket line carrying
n's~ards reading, “MUNTNDIES OTIT
ON STRIEE, DON'T SCAB!” etc.
The seamen on the Munindies, see-
ing the strong supnort thev were get-
ting ashore, stocd nat. The nickets
were on the job all day and until long
after dark with the usual strike ban-
ners.

30 Cons On Scene

About 20 police were on the scene
as usual to trv to terrorize the pick-
ets, but every seaman stood firm snd
refused to be terrorized, and, as the
no'ice knew that there ware about
300 very militant seamen on the
beach here who were ready and will-
ing to back up their fellow-workers,
they made no effort to break the
strike by force.

The caotain in the meantime was
running around ashore to the com-
pany office. and to the Commission-
er's office, trying to get the money
to vay the crew off. About 5 p.m.
on the 23rd the caotain told one of
the M. W 1. U. delegates that he
could not get the money to pay off
the crew, because thie records of some
of the crew had been misvlaced. He
asked that the crew turn to at once,
promising to pay off in full on the
following day. The crew, however,
were fed up with his promises, and
flatly refused to turn to until every
man was paid off in full without any
discrimination.

The following day, Jan. 24, things
started to happen fast! Early in the
morning all of the M. W. I. U. dsle-
gates were chased ashore and the
police patrol was Increased on the

dock. Four pickets, carrying the
MUNIND

ON STRIKE! DON'T SCAB!”
“MUNSON UNFAIR TO SEAMEN!”

They were there at 7:50 in
the morning, and at 8 o'clock a police
lieutenant arrived on the scene and
tried to intimidate them, but, when
he saw that they would not be ter-
rorized, he changed his tune and
asked them what it was all about!

About 30 minutes later an official
of the Munson Line came out and
esked the lieutenant to “chase those
damn ‘radicals’ off the street,” but
he got no satisfaction when the lieu-
tenant to'd him that we were lega'ly
entitled to nicket as long as we
walked a full city block and kept
moving so that we did not obstruct
traffic.

100 On Picket Line

Meanwhile, over 100 secamen went
out on the vicket line around the
dock, and the police immediately
tried to terrorize them, but one of
the M. W. 1. U. delegates went to the
front and told them that we would
not be terrorized, that we would keep
a fighting united front, that we had
a perfect richt to be there and that
there would be no trouble unless
Muncon tried to shio a scah erew
and he made it plainly understood
that as long as there were seamen
cn the beach able to stand on two
feet no scabs would set foot on the
deck of the Munindies!

The cops saw that the seamen
meant business and sent in a call
for reserves, and the seamen sent
for more vickets!

When the reserves arrived they
found over 300 pickets around the
dock, so they wisely let us alone!

A delegation of four M. W. 1. U.
members went to the I. L. A. Local
658, at Locust Point, and asked them
for suwnort in this strike, but they
were flatly refused by these fink
“labor leaders!”

Six M. W. I. U. members asked
the I. L. A. Local 825, on South End
St., and they got the same answer.

At about 1:30 p.m. on the 24th one
of the crew came ashore and told a
M. W. 1. U. delegate that the crew
were being vald off in full, so at
2:30 pm. the picket line was with-
drawn.

We had won another victory over
the lousy Munson Line, and, as usual,
this strike led by the M. W. I. U. was
won without the support of the Fink
I. L. A, which helped Munson by
working cargo on & ship the crew of
which was on strike!

Company Union Robs
Trolley Car Workers

By s Street Railway Correspondent.

NEW YORK.—I .%work for the
New York Railways called the Green
Lines operating trolley lines. They
pay 66 cepts an hour for conductors
or mot?l'men, regulars, while extras
get 46 cents an hour. Conductors
and' motormen must buy uniforms
which cost $22. An overcoat for
the winfer costs $21. We have to buy
it from a certain concern, Browning
King & Co. and must bring back

the receipt to show that we bought
it there and no other place.

They have & company union,
called the Brotherhood. We pay 50
cents a month for which we don’t
get anything. They have an asso-
ciation also to which the workers
are forced to belong on pain of dis-

Union. This is my experience here
in Kansas City.

Instead of there being too much
said in the Daily Worker about the
Soviet Union, there should be more
and I want to suggest that:

There was a report recently in the
capitalist press about a big, modern
hospital, very unique, indeed, to be
built at Leningrad and another still
larger, of the same kind at Moscow.
Have heard a good deal of talk about
this in Kansas City; among workers
and intellectuals. I don't remember
having seen anything about this sig-
nificant news in the Daily Worker.

Certainly, the Daily Worker is now
becoming a glorious, powerful news-
paper, a paper that is a threat to
the robbers in Wall Street and one
that all toilers can and do love.

Also, every year they have a ball
and entertairfment regardless of
whether ycu want a ticket or not.
They give you a ticket and take out
a dollar. This year they took out 16
cents a week for 10 weeks to pay
for the ticket.

Discriminate Against Jews.

In the last year and a half, they
have cut off the forces. They
won't hire certain nationalities any
more. They don’t come out and
say so, but they won’t hire Jews.

We work by the run. We never
know how long the run is so we
never know how much we will make,
We are only paid for the time we

Workers are fired constantly on
the slightest pretext. We have
what is called a “speed-up schedule.”
Our lines must be and are the
fastest in New York City. They
have notices up right along. Any-
one caught beating the lights (they
do this to make up for lost time)
is laid off for a few days, and then
put back on the job. If he does it
again, he is often discharged. They
want men with iron nerves.

People that have been used to
ride in automobiles are now using
the trolley cars on account of the
depression. They are very arrogant
and if you tell them to step up,
they report you to the company,
which means two or three days of
no work. Too :-any reports, and
you are discharged.

They have inspectors and spot-
ters all along the line. Anything
they say goes. If they tell the com-
pany that they saw you take a
nickel out of the box, nothing you
can say in your defense helps. No
conductor ever steals a nickel. They
know they don't stand a& chance.
And yet these spotters are contin-
ually “making examples,” and get-
ting men fired just to make sure
it won’t happen.

By a Railroad Worker Correspondent
PEORIA, Ill—Chances for reem-
ployment for hundreds of thousands
of unemployed railroad workers are
practically nil, it is admitted by the
Monthly Labor Review (Government
publication) for December, 1933.

Plant equipment, personnel,~ etc.,
are of such a nature that a far
greater load of traffic units than
handled at present could be ade-
quately taken care of without any
increase in personnel whatever. In
fact the tendencies are towards fur-
ther inroads among railroad workers
due to the mergers, consolidations,
etc. on the horizon, together with
the .increased tempo and extent of
the technological changes. .

These factors spell untold misery
and suffering for the employed rail-
road worker as well as the brother
already unemployed. Any one of us
may be next, It is of the most ur-
gent necessity that all rank and file
railroad workers employed or unem-
ployed, organized or unorganized,
join together in the support of the
Tromnlgyed Councils and the Rail-
road Brotherhood Unity Movement.

Bosses Break
Wage Promises

By a Railroad Worker Correspondent

PEORIA, Ill—Street car and bus
workers of the Illinois Power & Light
Corp., Peoria division, members of
Div. 416, Amalgamated Assn. of Street
and Electric Ry. Employes of Amer-
ica, rniled suit in circuit court here
Monday morning against the com-
pany for its failure to live up to the
wage scale agreement with the work-
ers.

These workers had already suffered
two wage cuts; February, 1932, a
reduction of five and one-half cents
per hour for motormen and conduc-
tors, and a 10 per cent reduction on
the wages of shopmen and garage-
men; July, 1932, an additional cut of
five cents per hour for motormusm
and ~onductors, and another 10 per
cent off the wages of shopmen and
garagemen.

A board of arbitration had deter-
mined a scale for motormen and
conductors in service less than one
year, 481,c per hour; men in service
one year and less than two years,
501,¢ per hour; and men in service
two years or over, 52%2c per hour.
Operators of one man cars and
bussas were to receive 5¢ per .our
additional.

After the second wage cut in July,
1932, the company had agreed to
restore the second reduction from
January 1, 1933, to May 1st, 1933;
but failed to restore the reduction
to the present time.

The employes in their court peti-
tion point out that the company is
at present paying the following scale:
car men less than one year, 38c;
more than one year but less than
two, 40c; two years or more in ser-
vice, 52c, with 5¢ additional per hour
for operators of one-man cars and
busses.

Garage and shopmen have been
paid at the rate of 20 per cent below
the agreement from May 1st, 1933,
to the present. The company has
failed to live up to the agreement
of the arbitration board.

The Peoria St. car workers are
making a grave mistake by putting
their faith in arbitration boards
(which the company flouts) or
bosses’ courts, which can equally be-
tray them. A strike vote of the rank
and ile strike committee, and the
determination to fight against such
notoriously low wages will give them
the power to for~e their demands.

The - Illinois Power and Light
Corp. operates city railway and bus
lines  in many mid-west towns. It
is a subsidiary of the Illinois Trac-
tion Co., which in turn is controlled
by the North American Light &
Power Co., and the latter by the
North American Co. These are parl
of the Insull group and include in
their directorships such notorious
“paytriots” as E. N. Hurley of the
U. S. Flag Assn., rabid “Red-baiters”
and war-mongers. Today the writer
was told by a street car worker that
he had sunk $1.200 in the company’s
stocks. Where it went, we all know

That
8 is what the above paragraph says, that such men as Maxim Gorky and the
late Anatol Lunacharsky and the ex-Prince Mirsky, who is now a Bolshe-
vik author, arve low-minded prostitutes who “sold their pens to Stalin.”

Tolerance Toward Nazis A i
HERE is an article in the same issuec on the Silver Shiris, a fascist
organization in the South which receives money from Hitler.

The author, Jean Burton, takes the airy tone of a sophisticate. He
iveats the matter humorously, in the style of Mencken. The article might
have been written for the old ‘“Mercury,” and possibly was, only to he
rejected and then printed by the ever-complacent Calverton.

It is well-known that fascism always begins with a great hurrah of
social demagogy. This is the most dangerous moment of its thrust to
power. It goes after a mass-following, with revolutionary promises that
are only cynical stratagems.

Hitler stole many planks from the Socialist and Communist plat-
forms, none of which, of course, he carried out, since he is the tool of
the big bankers and industrialists. Mussolini the same.

It is vital, in the first stages of fascism, to expose these lies, and to
prove to the masses they mean nothing and will bring no real relief for
unemployment or Wall Street chicanery. The fascists will promise any-
thing to get support, but their real boss is capitalism.

It is the duty of every anti-fascist to point this out ceaselessly.

But'in this article the author credits the American fascists with a valid
and honest program of financial reform: :

“The odd part of it is that when they (the Silver Shirts) can tear
themselves away from the Jews for a moment or so, they have a genu-
inely interesting monetary program. They have one of the best plans
for providing consumer credit of any group in this country. . .. »

And again:

“The rational reform groups |[liberals, Socialists, Communists: my
notation] have been at work for a long time now and if anyone can tell
us whag progress they have made we will be grateful. Grateful and sur-
prised. What is needed, as must have come to Mr. Pelley (the fascist
leader) in a flash, is a sensible program with a good stiff admixture of
hocey to give it a chance of success. The Galahad boys (fascists) have it,
and now let them show us what they are going to do with it.”

Iu other words, Mr. Burton and his editor, Mr. Calverton, obviously
believe that the Fascists have many honest revolutionary tendencies,
and ought to be given a chance to demonstrate. “Let them show us what
they can do,” as if Hitler and Mussolini had not sufficiently shown the
world. Such naivete must be deliberate.

Olher Warnings
T}mRE are other notes of a simiiar sinister undercurrent in this issue of
the “Modern Monthly.” The letter of E. Bryant, for instance, attacks
like the New York Times, the “parlor reds of Union Sq.,” meaning the
Communists. It also attacks Marx, Lenin and ofher writers who taught
that a socialist revolution can be led only by the working class, This letter-
writer is obviously not a farmer, but some kind of intellectual semi-
fascist. Like Hitler, he uses the farm revolt as a popular club against
those who affirm the Marxist analysis of a real socialist revolution, which
can only be led by an organized working-class, sinee this is the only his-
toric class that must of neeessity usher in socialism. But the editors of
this “Marxist” magazine have no answer to meke to this strange letter

which ends with a threat. “We really wonder how this revolution will
end.”

Besides being the largest (32 pages)
the “Student Review this month is
one of the finest cver issued. Every
article is well-written, interesting.
The magazine is packed with stimu-
lating tales of students’ struggle
against militaristic administrations,
demagogic labor officials, worsening
economic conditions and the fight for
a united front against war, retrench-
ment and against discrimination of
Negro students.

The leading article, “Students in
Politics,” an avcount of the sympo-
sium at Washington during the
Christmas holidays, presents a clear,
vivid contrast of the organizational
and theoretical differences between
the NSL. Student League for In-
dustrial Democracy and “Young
America.” The latter is essentially
a middle class student movement

“Common Sense,” who presents the
viewpoint of his organization. Josenh
Lash, one of the leaders of the S.L.
ID., writing on the symposium, mini-
mizes the united front agreement of
the NSL. and SLID. which the
leaders of the Ilatter organization
broke, and puts all blame of disrup-
tion en the N.SL.

ORE thrilling, however, is Walter

Relis’ account of what is going on
in Cuba. Relis, the N.S.L. delegate to
the Ala Izquerda, the revolutionary
student movement, has taken an ac-
tive part in the Cuban liberation
movement and was twice arested for
his activities.

“They Saw for Themselves” by
David Brownstone, is an excellent
account of the investigating trip
which the students of Utah Univers-
ity made to the strife-torn mine
fields of Helper where the National
Miners Union was leading one of |
the most militant mine strikes in !
bistory. Tn a magazine less praise-
worthy this would easily have been |

Now that the workers are moving forward with tre-

mendous force behind their Austrian brothers, the
leaders of the Second International, the cronies of the

Just as these leaders of the Second International
betrayed the workers by their theories and sactions
around the “lesser evil,” supporting Hindenburg and
Dollfuss, now they, by their proposals for “suppor
of the Austrian workers,” strive to kill any real ac-
tion.

By their latest deeds we can see they are trying
to mislead, to canalize the tremendous international
upsurge into paths of the most criminal support of
imperialist bloody armed intervention against the Aus-
trian revolution.

The yellow trade union international meets in
Paris. With representatives from social-democratic
leadership of the unions of France, Belgium and Eng-
land, they discuss the question of “support” to the
Austrian workers. What do they propose?

According to a Paris cable to the New York Herald
Tribune yesterday, they are for: “Financial and moral
support of Austrian labor, fastening public attention
on the situation by means of resolutions, and political
action through government channels.”

What do they mean by “government channels?”
The answer is clearly given by Emile Vandervelde,
chairman of the Second International, who simul-
taneously proposed that the League of Nations “in-
tervene immediately in the struggle between Dollfuss
and the Socialists.”

HERE we see the real worth of their gibbering about

“financial and moral” support. They appeal to the
imperialist enemies of the working class to take ac-
tion against the Austrian workers. Under the guise
of mobilizing support for the Austrian workers, these
traitors continue their treacherous deeds by helping
the imperialists mobilize their armed forces to drown
the Austrian revolution in a sea of blood.

Where does the original proposal for an “inter-
naiional army” for the invasion of Austria come from?
It comes from the reactionary French Government,
which has already slaughtered workers for fighting
against fascism.

Emile Vandervelde, lackey of Belgian and French
imperialism, uses the Second International as a mobi-
lization instrument for the program of French capital-
ism against the Austrian workers, Prance is opposed
to the Anschluss between fascist Germany and Aus-
frlan fascism. This is the pollcy of Vandervelde.

Their real fear is that the Austrian workers,
taking the revolutionary road, will struggle for the
actual establishment of Soviet power. The Austrian
workers are learning from the lessons of betrayal of
the Second International in 1918 and ever since.

Hence they appeal for “mobilization” by the League
of Nations to drown in an ocean of blood the workers’
revolution in Austria. They call on the Fascist Mus-
solini to send his troops in the “army of intervention.”

This is not the mobilization of international work-
ing class solidarity, but is a maneuver to mobilize for
Imperialist intervention in Austria, to help the im-
perialists swallow Austria as the first step towards a
new bloody imperialist war.

Scheer Murder Predicted

It is known that their chief “wit-
ness” at the “treason” trial prepared
for him was the stool-pigeon Kattner,
who was killed by an unknown per-
son ten days ago.

Ample evidence of the fate pre-
pared for him is supplied, however,
by the recent murder of four lead-
| ing members of the German Com-
munist Party, “shot while attempt-
| ing to escape.”
| That the murder of one of them,
John Scheer, a member of the poli-
tical bureau of the German C. P,
was planned long in advance is
proved by the fact that the “Petit
Parisien,” a capitalist newspaper of
Paris, predicted his death as early
as Nov. 21, 1933, a few days after his
arrest.

Torgler Fate Unknown

The fate of Ernst Torgler, leader
of the Communist Reichstag fraction
who was acquitted at the Reichstag
fire trial, remains completely un-
known. No one has been able to
learn where he is kept. There is no
means of knowing that he is still
alive.

It has just been learned here,
through underground sources, that
more than 100 workers demonstrated
in the Moritzstrasse, South Berlin,
on Dec. 30, at 7 p.m., shouting, “Re-
lease Thaelmann, Dimitroff, Torgler,
Taneff and Popoff!”

Labor Defense Body
Aim of Smith Trial
Hearing ’i'_o_n-lorrow in
Drive to Suppress Mili-

tant Organization

TORONTO, Can—Trial of A. E.
Smith, General Secretary of the Ca-
nadian Labor Defense League (ILL.D.)
has been set for Feb. 19, in spite of
demands by the League and its coun-
sel that at least two months be given
for preparation of the defense against
the “sedition” charge. Smith is now
out on $10,000 bail.

The charge against Smith, based on
a statement alleged to have been
taken down in stenographic notes by
one of the notorious Canadian North-
west Mounted Police stool-pigeons at
a meeting he addressed, is an attempt
to comvbletely outlaw the Canadian
Labor Defense League, and as such
is an attack on the entire working-
class movement in Canada. The Com-
munist Party has already been out-
lawed under the infamous “Section
98” under which the eight party
leaders were railroaded to long prison
terms,

The charge is that Smith stated
the Canadian Premier, R. B. Bennett,
who last year declared over a nation-
wide radio hook-up that “From now
on Hitler is my model,” ordered the
murder of Tim Buck, Communist
leader, in prison. Many shots were
fired by guards directly into Buck's
cell in Kingston prison, under cover
of a “prison riot.” Buck was locked
in his cell when the guards opened
fire on him.

“Is it a fact that an attempt was
made on Buck’s life?” Smith sald at
& meeting last week, attended by more
than 3,000, protesting against his in-
dictment. “We have an affidavit to
that effect. My position is that these
men who made an attempt to shoot
Buck were not acting on their own
authority, but drew the basis of their
action from higher authority.”

In order to protect the meeting
from possible false reports by police,
special stenographers were engaged
by the C. L. D. L. to take verbatim
reports of the speeches.

A nation-wide protest against the
sedition indictment is being orga-
nized by the C. L. D. L, and linked
with its campaign for 1,000,000 sig-
natures for the repeal of “Section
98,” which is similar to the criminal
syndicalism laws in the United States,
and which is being avpolied with
rutlrg‘ess severity on a nation-wide
sca;
