start new fires.

Official figures put the death list
in 38 hours at more than 300 and
ithe total of wounded, in addition to
those with slight injurles, at nearly
1,000,

Fascist and Government artillery
opened a resounding bombardment
in the suburbs, Front commanders
reported that chief fascist activity
in the trenches along the Manza=
nares River centered in the Bouth
and BSouthwest districts of the
suburbs,

MILITIA CONTROLS RIVER

This morning's raid was cone
ducted by five bombers, Militla-
men were kept busy gatherin
wounded from the streets, many
them homeless women and children.

Their spirit has not been broken.
The city has been under continuous
bombardment since Sunday morn-
ing.

14 DAYS TO NEGOTIATE

Union contracts were in the hands

of every drug store owner In the
Harlem community thls week, per-
mitting them ten to fourteen days
to negotiate. Pres. Slegil sald that
registered pharmaecists In  more
than 500 organized stores were-pre-
pared to plcket Harlem stores, if
necéssary to win the union’'s de-
mands,

The Union s demanding & min-
imum of $35 for registered pharma-
cists, 8256 for junior sales help, a
maximum 54-hour week and no dis-
erimination against Negro pharma-
cists. Pharmacists are working as
high as seventy hours A week now
at much less than the unlon wage
scale, Pres. Slegil sald.

The Siegel, New Royal and The-
resa Pharmacles, in lower Harlem
have already signed contracts with
the union. Recently scores of In-
dividual pharmacists have joined
the union, it was stated.

INDORSED BY HARLEM
LEADERS
Indorsements of several of Har-
lem's influential leaders and organ-
fzations have been procured for the
drive, including: Dr. C, A, Norman,
president.

MORE TERROR IN TAMPA

The first definite action of the
machine in this convention is, there-
fore, in support of the shipowners
against the strike and in open en-
dorsement of strikebreaking. It
came right on the heels of renewed
police terror last night on the
Tampa waterfront, in which polize
attacked pickets and threw ten of
them into jall,

Willlam Green continued his bat-
tle of telegrams on the Committee
for Industrial Organization question
as the day wore on, He wired
Charles P. Howard, president of the
International Typographical Union,
fronieally pleading with him to

come to the convention and fight
out the Q. I. O. issue here.

Late in the afternoon, he followed
this up with a wire to President
John L, Lewls of the United Mine
Workers, in which Green sald: "1
regard decision submitted in your
latest telegram (on Green's trial by
the U, M. W.) as an exprestion of
your personal will, I refuse Lo ac-
cept it ns the fres expression of the
individual members of the Interna-
tional Executive Board of the
United Mine Workers."

CITES “SERVICE" TO MINERS

.“My seryice to the United Mine
Workers did not cease twelve years
ago, as you allege,” Green adds. He
then refers to the ralsing of money
by the A, F. of L. unions for the
Mine Workers “whose unlon under
your leadership was well-nigh de-
stroyved,” and proceeds to remind
Lewis of the help that he (Green)
gave in fighting a certain “dual
union.”

“Personal revenge” is the motive
ascribed to Lewis by Green for the
trial before the Miners' Executive
Board.

While these wires were bing sent
the leaders of the Executive Coun-
cil seemed more and more set on
a policy of maneuvering in the C.
I. O, issue, Their intent became
more clear to try to put the C. I, O,
Y“on the spot. Demands for ex-
pulsion by John Coefield of the
Plumbers and J. W. Williams of the
Building Trades Department will
probably be encouraged, in order to
show the “democracy” of the con-
vention, The final recommenda-
tion, it becomes more and more
certain, will be to endorse the “sus-
pensions,” with further power left
in the hands of the Executive
Counell,

GREEN STILL EVADES SPAIN

Spain was also an issue in and
around the conventlon, to the ob-
vious discomfort of Willlam Green,
who succeeded in keeping that tople
off the convention floor. BSpencer
Miller, Jr., of the Workers' Educa-
tion Bureau, referred to the Bpanish
situation at length in his address
for the W. E. B. He denounced the
recognition of Franco by the Nazi
and Fasclst governments and
warned that “the trade unlon move-
ment, which is the bulwark of de-
moeracy, Is the first institution to
be liguidated with the coming of
fascism."”

Miller became so eloguent in his
remarks favoring the Spanish Re-
public that Green showed visible
signs of chagrin and agltation, At
the end of Miller's speech the chair-
man forgot to extend the custom-
ary expression of thanks to the
speaker, at which Green ls gener-
ally so wordy.

At the same time, petitions were
being circulated among the dele-
gates, requesting the Executive
Council to grant the floor on next
Monday to Isabella Palencla, repre-
sentative of the Spanish trade
unions and the Spanish Republic,

SPANISH ENVOY ARRIVES

The EBpanish Ambassador, Fran-
cisco de Los Ries, arrived in Tampa
this afterncon with his daughter,
Laura. They were met at the Union
Btation by three or four hundred
people, including many delegates to
the convention. The Impressive-
looking, bearded representative of
Spein Immediately issued a state-
ment, saying that he had made no
request to address the convention
and that announcements to that ef-
fect had been due to.a mistake, He
came to Tampa to speak at the
Labor Temple here at 8 o'clock to-
night. Green conzented to Announce
that fact from the platform as the
afternoon session came to a close.

In making public his wire to
Howard, Green also released to the
press Howard's wire of November
16 to which Grea2n's was a reply.
In this communication, Howard de-
nounced Green's yse of the word
“democracy"” as an A, F, of L. slogan
and declared that the Bxecutive
Council “suspension” action violated
the Constitution of the Federation.

GREEN DENIES PROTEST WIRES

To the representative of the Daily
Worker, Green denled tonight that
any telegrams from local unions had
come in to the convention head-
quarters protesting the C.I1.0. "sus=
pensions' although delegates cons=
tend that many such wires are being
gent here,

The International Typographical
Union is repr-zented in the conven=-
tion by its regularly elected deles=
gates, with the exception of Presi-
dent Charles P, Howard, secretary
of the Committee for Industrial Or-
ganization, It will be noted, hows=
ever, that Howard's wire of Nov,
16, in condemning the “suspension™

That reference to “my union™

FEDERALS SEEK CHARTERS

A perusal of the representation
which would have been allotted by
the executive council to the O.I.0.
unions, had they not been ‘sus=
pended” (taken from the executive
council report) shows eloquently
why the couneil hurried into this
“suspension” order.

In the present convention, the
C.1.O, unlons, plus those organiza=
tlons which have protested the
“suspension’ or gone on record for
the C.I.O, in one way or another,
would have prevented any two-
thirds vote of the convention for
“suspension” or expulsion. With
the C.I1.0., group “suspended,” of
course, the executive council could
have controlled the credentials
committee and prevented the now
absent unions from voting on their
own seating. That is an old ma-
chine trick. When this reason for
the “suspension” is thus testified
to by the executive council’s figures
in its report, the anemic quality of
Green's cry of “demoecracy” can be
properly estimated.

THE YOUTH QUESTION

These federal labor unions of the
agricultural and cannery workers
are trylng hard to get an interna-

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Will the Tampa Convention
Wipe Out Its Shame?

®* The reactionaries in control of the Amer-
jcan Federation of Labor convention yester-
day covered themselves with shame,

Without permitting discussion, they rail-
roaded through a Red-baiting resolution ate
tacking the splendid maritime strike on the
Atlantic and Gulf Coasts, and pledging “our
moral support to all the loyal Atlantic Coast
members who refuse to be coerced or stam-
peded into an outlaw strike.”

This is one of the most disgraceful
resolutions ever adopted by an A, F. of L.
convention, It supports unabashed strike-
breaking, it places the stamp of approval
on racketeering union officials who are in
pay of the companies, it gives aid and com-
fort to every open shopper and union-bust-
er in the country.

“Woe be to him who strikes a blow at
the heart of labor by driving a knife and a
wedge into it to divide it,” cried Bill Green
melodramatically in his opening speech Mon-
day.

Yet three days later he and his reaction-
ary colleagues deliberately drive a knife into
the back of the maritime strike. And these
are the people who talk of “unity”!

Undoubtedly, the rushing through of this
despicable resolution was designed not only
to strengthen the hand of the little clique of
discredited officials of the International Sea-
men’s Union, but to strike a blow at the sup-
porters of the Committee for Industrial Or-
ganization.

Equally shameful is the continued refusal
of Green and his associates to grant the floor
to a representative of the Spanish people.
The fascists are murdering defenseless wom-
en and children, Hitler and Mussolini are
openly stretching out their bloody paws
toward Spain, but Green says “the Executive
Council was not well advised on what is tak-
ing place in Spain.”

The United States has recognized only
one government in Spain: the legally elected
government headed by President Azana and
Francisco Largo Caballero. American trade
unions have demonstrated by scores of reso-
lutions and by financial contributions where
they stand on Spain. 1s the Executive Coun-
cil going to ignore their mandate?

From every part of the country let the
demand go up that the A, F. of L. conven-
tion hear Isabelle de Palencia, Spanish Min-
ister to Sweden, who is on her way to
Tampa.

Collective War Threat

Demands Collective Action

®* Such definite implication of the United
States in the war moves of Nazi Germany
and imperialist Japan could not escape the
attention of the foremost capitalist news-
papers in this country.

Both the New York Times and Herald
Tribune yesterday editorialized on what they
considered the significance of the new drive
towards a world war.

The Republican Herald Tribune has no
particular objection to a German - Japanese
alliance, as such, if it could be sealed ex-
clusively against the Soviet Union. But this
Wall Street sheet is sure that no Nazi-Jap-
anese alliance could be aimed exclusively at
the U.S.S.R.

“A German - Japanese agreement would
necessarily be of serious concern to the
United States,” says the Herald Tribune,
“for the simple reason that Japanese policy
has so long been marked by resentment
against the United States.”

That some measures of collective action
could be taken to avert this newest and most
drastic war threat does not seem to have
occurred to the Herald Tribune.

The New York Times concludes its edi-
torial by saying:

“Drawing Japan into the new line-up
adds a further complication, not without
concern to the United States, by casting the
shadow of Europe across the Pacific.”

By such diplomatic language it is indi-
rectly admitted that the threat of world war

by the Nazi-Japanese alliance directly affects
the people of the United States.

What can be done about it, is, of course,
not suggested by the Times, though on previ-
ous occasions Lhis paper has delicately hinted
at world peace action.

The collective fascist threat of war
against all and sundry who do not meet with
the fascist dictators’ approval can be met
only by collective action for peace.

The United States is in a powerful posi-
tion to help stop the gravest threat to world
peace,

These Shipping
Commissioners Must Go!

®* The sailing of the liner Washington from
New York harbor was made possible by the
connivance of the U, 8. Bureau of Marine
Inspection and Navigation with the ship-
owners and the strikebreaking officials of
the International Seamen's Union,

“Some of the hastily assembled crew
members admitted that they had never
heen to sea,” declares a news story in ves-
terday’s N. Y., Post,

Representative Vito Marcantonio, attor-
ney for the strikers, has demanded, in a
message to Secretary of Commerce Roper,
that two deputy shipping commissioners be
prosecuted for malfeasance, Six men, whom
the commissioners accepted as qualified sea-
men, were later rejected by Shipping Com-
missioner John J. Daly and Steamboat In-
spector George Fried,

It was with such a crew and by such
devices that the Washington managed to get
under weigh—jeopardizing the life of every
passenger on board,

The shipowners and the capitalist press
are trying to create the impression that the
sailing of the Washington means the break-
ing of the strike.

Nothing could be more ridiculous. As
strike leaders pointed out:

“One ship sailing, while 91 are tied up
in the harbor she sailed from, and with
ports along the entire Atlantic and Gulf
struck solidly, puts the sailing of the
Washinglon in the analogous position of
one scab sneaking through a picket line
while 250 workers remain out on strike.”

Will Secretary Roper act to remove the
commissioners who okayed unqualified sea-
men? Public opinion is behind the striking
maritime workers, and it is time to let Roper
know that Department of Commerce stoog-
ing for the shipowners will not be tolerated.

Hitler’s Spies:
Trotskyiles and Gestapo

* Hitler seems to have had no more luck
with his Gestapo, secret police spies, sent

The Resignation
Of Tugwell

® The resignation of Rexford Guy Tugwell
as Undersecretary of Agriculture means the
elimination of the man whom Hearst and
the whole reactionary Republican camp at-

Tugwell is very far from being a Com-
munist, but he has represented the more
progressive wing of the New Deal.

* Recognition by Hitler and Mussolini of
Inquisitor General Franco as dictator of
Spain cannot remain an act of diplomacy.

Unless the fascists are stopped, it will
become an act of war.

For all of Burope, the joint move of the two fascist
powers has this significance:

Whenever a small group of generals, aided by fas-
cist gangs and forelgn mercenaries, strives to over-
throw the lawful, democratically elected government of
any country, Hitler and Mussolini will recognize the
plotters and go to war to help
them achieve their dictatorship.

Ironically, the government most
threatened by this newest pros-
pect, France, is the very govarn-
ment whose prime minister
opened the way for the present
state of affairs.

When Socialist Prime Minister
Blum agreed through his non-
intervention pact to put the fas-
cist insurgents and the lawful
government of Spain on the same
level, that was the first step toward de facto and de
jure recognition. It remained only for the convenlence
and necessity of the fascist dictators to take the next
step—official recognition,

.

But while technically the relations remain the same
in Bpain so far as the scandalous non-intervention
agreement s concerned, in fact everything Is changed.

General Franco {8 already arguing that the non-
intervention pact is scrapped. As the legal govern-
ment in the eyes of Italy and Germany, he demands
the legal right of a recognized power—the right to

obtain all the arms he needs,
L]

What are the next probable steps in Bpain? The
first move I8 up to England and France,

They have a unjied front to prevent the lawful
government of Bpaln from exercising its undenied
rights under international law.

They are now confronted with a virtual declaration
of war against the people of Spain and their legitimate
government by Italy and Germany.

Hitler and Mussolinl for a short while will wait
until public opinion is somewhat inured to ths new
conditions.

Then, on the basls of the requirements of General
Franco, fascist intervention in 8pain will become more
open each day.

Brazenly the two fascist dictators act on the thesis
that General Pranco is their first line of attack in
the next world war, and under no ecircumstances can
they allow him to lose the battle against the Spanish
democratic government.

Spain is not only the test of the oncoming world

war, but is virtually the first stage of that war.
L

If the fascist bandits can be stopped in Spain—and
the world conditions are most favorable to halt them
in their tracks—then a world war will be shoved back.

If the British pro-Nazi group in control of the
London Cabinet persist in their past poliey, and if the
Socialist Blum continues to play the role of their ab-
ject tdal so far as Spain is concerned, then the new
war alliances being perfected by the fascists through-
out the world will explode with full force aver the
world.

The British and French protest against a fascist
blockade can only become effective if it is followed by
granting the Spanish government the right to pur-
chase arms,

A prominent question asked Is: What will the Soviet
Union do?

The Boviet government will continue, by every
means, to exert its energy to maintaln world peace,
which today means, first of all, to assist the lawful,
democratic government of Spain to defeat the fascist
invaders,

Just what forms that assistance will take depends
on the relation of forces opposing, at the moment,
Spain, the U, 8. 8. R, world democracy and peace;
and depends, above all, on the amount of active sup-
port that the Soviet Union's actions receive in the
world labor and antl-fasclst movement.

The next move primarily is up to the world labor
movement and all anti-fascists, The two fascist ag-
gressors have spoken,

Their movements will be exclusively gauged by the
resistance they meet.

The fascist powers can not only be preverted from
carrying out their new threats, but they can be driven
out of Spain now and thrown for a serlous loss in thelr
drive to a world war.

To achieve that desirable alr greater support must
be accorded to the Soviet Unon's policy in behalf of
Spain,

Everywhere the workers and anti-fascists must call
on their governments to unite with the U. 8. 8. R.
for peace and against the non-intervention farce,

At the same time, If labor undertakes independent
action to stop arms shipments to the fascists, to force
the legal right of Spain to obtain arms for defense
of democracy and world peace, the conditions for a
rousing victory of democracy in Spain will be assured,

Anarchy of Capitalist Production Discussed in Today's
Installment of Daily Worker—W orkers’
School Educational Feature

The all-consuming desire for profits on the part of the capitallst

class leads to additional difficulties,
{=t will go into business simply for

the people.
which will yield him the greatest
profit. The capitalist thirst for
profits knows no limits. Moreover,
each capitalist manufacturer must
continue to realize a profit on his
investment, under pain of extinec-
tlon. This means that if he does
not maintain and meet the pace set
by other competitors, if he does not
meet their prices or undersell them
in the market and maintain his rate
of profit, in the long run he will be
eliminated.

What course must the capitalist
manufacturer take in order to keep
ahead dn this race for profits? 1In
the first place, he will constantly
seck to increase the output in his
factory. He will try to manufacture
his product at the lowest possible
cost. For this purpose he will install
the most modern machinery,

The factory owner will hire fore-
men, supervisors, superintendents,
whose main job is to see that pro-
duction in the factory keeps going
at a smooth and rapid pace. Each
worker 18 watched, driven, hounded,
and speeded up by his foreman and
the bosses directly above him,
Things are worked out In such na
manner that the employer squeezes
the last ounce of energy out of the
workers. Many large plants and
factories employ special efficlency
experts and industrial engineers,
whose function Is to figure out
schemes to inerease the output,
while keeping the costs down. Pro-
duction in industry is put on wheels,
on belts and conveyors.

Within each capitalist enterprise
production is organized and carried
on according to a definite plan. In
a great plant or factory every step
in the manufacturing process, from
the purchase of raw materials to the
production of the finished product,
is carefully planned.

Once the product is finished, It
has to be sold in order for the man-
ufacturer to reallze his profit. And
here Is where the difficulty begins.
No manufacturer knows beforehand
whether his product will be sold, No
manufacturer can know beforehand
how many purchasers there will be
for his product, Nor can he foretell
the output of other manufacturers
engaged in the same fleld. Each in-
dividual manufacturer seeks to cap-
ture as much of the market as pos-
sible. Each individual manufacturer
tries to undersell his competitors.

The whole manner in which eom-
modities are produced and sold can-
not be anything else than chaotic
and planless, As long as commodi-
ties are produced for the market,
production cannot be ecarrled on ac-
cording to plan, As long as produc-
tion is determined primarily by the
needs and requirements of the mar-
ket and not for the sake of satisfy-
ing the needs of the people, anarchy
of production will remain.

Thus we can see that capitalist
production is planless. Anarchy of
production prevalls under capital-
ism. Moreover, the greater the or-
ganization and planning within the
factory, the greater will be the
anarchy prevailing on the market.
“The contradiction between social-
{zed production and capltalistic ap-
propriation now presents itself as
an antagonism between the organ-
fzation of production in the indi-
vidual workshop and the anarchy
of production in society generally."

FOR LIVING MUSIC

Local 802 Is Picketing the Movie Houses to Get Jobs for
Its Unemployed Members

If you're looking for a friend who Is a musician, the picket line’s the
best place to begin your search. Some of the most falthful and de-

termined picketing that New York
past nine weeks in front of 26 of

has seen has been golng on for the
the city's former vaudeville theaters.

Muslcians Local 802, an affilinte of the American Federation of
Actors, has been leading a drive to return thousands of unemployed

actors and musiclans to thelr Jobs

on the stages and In the orchestra

pits. They're protesting the plot of the theater owners and the movie

monopoly to drive vaudeville out of
non-existent, This {sn't a strike,
forced unemployment of thousands
of eompetent workers. It lsn't even
a question of depression or prosper-
ity, In the language of the New
Deal,

These musiclans and varlety ac-
tors don't have anything to return
to. The blg guys have destroyed
thelr work fleld.

The drive to relnstate the wva-
riety actors and musiclans has been
getting a lot of support from labor
all over the clty and country. The
picket lines befors the theatres up
on Broadway, over in Brooklyn,
downtown in Manhattan, are al-
most as colorful as they are splrit-
ed. These are a new kind of people
who have come to discover the
medium of mass action, You'll find
clergymen carrying picket signs and
pretty ladles and even dog actors,

A Progressive
Move

A lot of misunderstanding has
brought a fog low over the minds
of the public concerning the drive
for the re-employment of musi-
clans and vaudeville actors, The
theatre owners have spread the ru-
mor that the drive is a bacward
move and a danger, that music and
the pleasures of wvaudeville have
kept up with progress and moved
to the screen. They're all for prog-
ress and for movies too, but they
want jobs for the musicians who've
been driven out.

They want jobs for the actors
and musiclans and they're carrying
this message down to Mayor
LaGuardia tomorrow morning,
when ten buses filled with musi-
clans will parade from B51st and
Broadway to Olty Hall. The buses
fillled with musicians have a ques-
tion to ask of Mayor LaGuardia.

They want to know If he is going
to help get jobs for these 8,000 mu-
siclans and actors who have been
thrown out of employment. He sald
he was In favor of the drive and
they just want to find out what his
being in favor of the reemployment
of actors and musiclans amounts to,

The drive has been getting some
of its finest support in Harlem. Lo-
cal 802 has a large Negro member-
ship and they're active in parading
and plcketing and holding mass
meetings to popularize the drive,

Gorky; Thomas Beer's “The Mauve
Decade" but nothing by Lénin; Earl
Derr Biggers's “Celebrated Cases of
Charlie Chan' but nothing by Karl
Marx; Stark Young's “So Red the
Rose” but nothing by Engels. Also
among the missing were Andre
Gilde, Anton Chekhov, Upton B8in-
clair and Robert Herrick.

But perhaps some of the inclu-
slons are even more interesting than
the omissions, For Instance, we find
among the world's great books:
“Anthony Adverse,” “Red Headed
Woman,” “The Thirty Nine Steps,"
*“As The Earth Turns,” “Private Life
of Helen of Troy,” “Contract
Bridge,” ete., ete.

Alla Nazimova Unconvincing
In Portrayal of Ibsen’s Hedda

The Audience Showed Poor Judgment When It Asked
for a Production of “Hedda Gabler”

In what is termed a “command
performance”—commanded by vote
of the audience which saw her in
“Ghosts” last spring—Nazimova re-
turns to Broadway this week in an-
other Tbsen play, “Hedda Gabler."
And it must be confessed that the
audience's choice was not a happy
one.

The great Alla is not nearly so
convineing a 28-year-pld Hedda as
she was a more sultably aged Mrs,
Alving. This is not to deny that
the star holds her audlence through-
out the four acts of “Hedda Gabler."
The repertory of tricks which she
displays is fascinaling to watch,
Polse, carriage, grace, delivery, in-
tonation, all the devices of the
skilled artist are used to fix audi-
ence attention upon the character
of Heddna.

But in valn, Nazlmova is never
the slinky forerunner of the movle
vamps of old, She is never the
seductress, the spldery venomous
creature who destroys a man for
the sake of personal gratification.
Beneath her red wig, body clad in
clinging gowns—a slim young body
still—she is merely engaged in a
clever masguerade and no more,

Her company does little to help.
The capable Harry Ellerbe s in-
capable of creating a genuine Tes-
man. He is preposterous. McKnay
Morris's Judge Brack is an old-
fashioned heavy., Edward Trevor is
lusty and young as Eilert Lovborg,
but Viola Frayne's Mrs. Elvsted is
thoroughly out of key, too brash,
noisy and shallow,

As for the play, one may watch
it with admiration. It is still a well-
contrived plece of theatrical ingenu-
ity. Scenes fit smoothly one upon
the other, fashloned by a master
hand. Yet somehow the life is gone

In other words, “Hedda Gabler” is
nearly dead, poor thing. Her con-
vulsions, no matter how craftily
wrought by a great playwright, now
have slight basis in the moral code
of today., And Nazimova does
nothing to suggest that this is a
tale of half a eentury ago. Her set-
ting is falrly modern, her costuming
entirely so,

The result Is a feast only for!
starved Ibsenites, devoted acolvtes
at the altar light of a dramatist
whose vital social consclousness en-
abled him to pailnt memorable por-
tralts of the middle class of his day,

It is a pity that this production
falls to restore this vitality. The
drunkenness, hypocrisy, flabby un-
morality of half a ecentury ago are
pale upon this stage. In any event,
they pale before the sharp, driving
forces which torture modern mil-
lions and which cry for dramatie
presentation,

As for Nazimova, there 1s a great
place for her in the contemporary
theatre, Let us hope that in sea-
sons to come she will reoccupy.it,

En route, some digs are taken at

In parts, the film s as suggestive
as Mae West, However, some
things that passed in the original
stage play have been deleted to
comply with the movie censor.
After all, people pay a dollar and
two a throw to see a piay and
therefor are better fit morally to
take obscenity than the two-bit
trade of the cinema. But if that's
what you're looking for, there is
two-bit's worth in it for you.

The action takes place in an
isolated farm-boarding house some-
where between Whashington and
Harisburgh, Mavis Arden (Mae
West) and her press agent (War-
ren Willlam) are stranded there
when their car breaks down. (We
don’t know how much the auto
shogw has done to dispell all the
doubt that is sown by cars con-
tinually breaking down in the
movies.) Here Mavis sets her eyes
on a mechanie with strong and
“sinoowy” arms. The hunt is on
and continues for the remainder of
the film.

On my way out T was engaged
in making some mental compari-
sons with some of Mae West's pre-
vious films when I found myself
in the midst of a surging mob that
crowded all the lobbies, It was
only 1 p. m. and no seats had been
avallable for more than an hour,

I know that none of those people
had as yet read the reviews of the
film, and if you feel that way about
Mae West you sure wasted your
time reading down this far.
