Congress Has Power to Legislate Social Laws
Without Supreme Court Amendment, Pres-

ident Lewis of U. M. W, A, Says

gram to provide labor with higher wages, shorter hours,

At the same time, the officers
were authorized to join with other
labor, farm and progressive groups
to formulate and sponsor a consti-
tutional amendment if it is found
that such legislation cannot be
effectively enforced without it.

The “if" was more fully explained
by John L. Lewls, President of the'
Mine Workers at a press con-
ference following the session of the
Executive Board.

Asked if he thought it possible
to enforce Federal Social Legisla-
tion without an amendment, Lewis
replied: “That depends on what
Congress is disposed to do.and on
whether Congress is going to con-
tinue to permit the Supreme Court
to usurp the powers of Congress,

Congress can ponss the legislation
we need, without having a constl-
tutional amendment, if it is dis-
posed to assume leadership and
recognize that it received such a
mandate from the people on elec-
tlon day."

indignation and resistance through-
out China,

While Generalissimo Chiang Kal-
shek, under pressure of publie
opinion, is rushing infantry rein-
forcements backed by planes, tanks
and artillery to Sulyuan, funds to
support the Bulyuan defense are
pouring In from many parts of the
country.

“North China s supporting your
opposition to this latest Japanese
threat,” a Peiping citizens' ecommit-
tee cabled Sulyuan authorities in a
message typical of the pecple's
sentiment all over China.

INVADERS PUNISHED

More than 50,000 Chinese troops
are now concentrated along the
Suiyuan border, reports from the
province state, and are réported to
have inflicted heavy defeats on the
invading armies in the opening bat-
tles of the campalgn,

More than 400 Mongols were
killed in fighting near Taolin this
week, dispatches state, but the
Japanese are rushing new rein-
forecements to the front,

Five thousand Japanese troops
are held in reserve near the Sul-
yuan frontier to be thrown into the
fighting i the Manchukuoan-
Mongol force fails to break through,
Chinese military reports from the
front sald,

Meanwhile Japanese planes and
tanks are moving into action and a
big-scale engagement Is expected
shortly. One Japanese plane was
shot down yesterday by Chinese
anti-alreraft batteries, Chinese
commanders veported.

In 8hanghal, strikes against
Japanese-owned mills are spread-
ing.

INNORTH CHINA

We believe that
our own government will follow the
precedent set by President Wilson
when he refused to recognize a de
facto government which had been
ot up by armed rebellion agalnst
wie authority established by consti-
tutional means.”

Another resolution, Introduced by
the Rev. Bradford Young, assoclate
minister of the Church of the Holy
Trinity, said in part:

“Peace people everywhere are
justly anxious about the danger to
world peace created by the rebel-
llon against the Bpanish republie.
Popular feeling is considerabls,
tending in Pasclst countries to be
favorable to the rebels and in dem-
ocratie countries to the government.
Into such a situation, explosive
enough in Itself, we deeply regret
the injection of a religlous issue.
We recognize that some churches
and their staffs have suffered
grievously.

HITS 'ANTI-RED CRUSADE'

“But in any case, to make this
war an occasion for an attempt to
mobilize church members into a re-
liglous antl-Red crusade is to ralse
a red herring, The Communists In
Bpaln are inslgnificant numerieally
and naither Boclalista nor Commu-
nists had a single representative in
the Spanish Cabinet when the re-
belllon broke out.

The accused dellberately and sys=
tematically permitted work in gal-
lerles so gessy that workers weras
suffocated and exploslons were
caused, Owing to the criminal work
of this counter-revolutionary Trot-
skylte diverslonist group, two works
ers were suffocated by gas on Deo,
28, 1035.

CAUSED EXPLOSION

On Sept, 23, 1936, the accused,
acting on direct instructions of Ger=
man fascists, caused a gas explosion
in the second sectlon of the central

mine, resulting in the death of 10
miners and severe Injuries to 14
others.

The counter-revolutionary diver=-
slonist group was formed in the
Kemerovo mine in 1035, and con-
sisted of engineers and techniclans
working the coal fleld who were hos=
tile to the Boviet government. It
alsp included former wreckers, cone
nected with German Fascist engine
eérs working in the coal fleld, and
local Trotskyites.

The eriminal work of the counter=
revolutlonary group was directed by
the Trotskyites, Noskov, Shubin,
Kurov, and also by Peshekhonov,
chlef engineer of the Kemerovo
coal field, who was sentenced In
1028 at the trial of the Shakhti
wreckers.

Union Submits Plan at
Textile Labor Board
Strike Hearings

WASBHINGTON, Nov, 20—At a
conference with the officials of the
Textlle Labor Relations Board the
workers' committee from the Cel-

anse Corp., Cumberland, Md., and
the officlals of the United Textile
Workers of America, submitted the

Abrahams, who has been picket-
ing the Jamalca Kitty Kelly store
for more than 20 weeks, was ap-
proached by the policeman on the
beat on Oct. 17 and told he couldn't
say “please don't patronize this
store.” The picket pointed out that
he had been saying that since the
strike started. To settle the point at
issue, Abrahams and the policeman
went down to the police station to
consult the captain.

ed that Abrahams be booked, saying |

NOT HEARD—SENTENCE

On Nov. 14 the policeman and

“We know that farm tenancy has
increased 40 per cent in the last
15 years and that today more than
81 per cent of the farms are oper-
ated by tenants, Bome say that the
increase is even greater than this"

Tom OCheek, president of the
Oklahoma Farmers Union, on the
basis of figures takem from the
Census Bureau of the Department
of Commerce, told the conference
that over 73 per cent of the farms
were owned by absentee landlords.

The figures reveal startling facts
indeed, Oklahoma, part of the
Sauthern cotton belt, has a greater
percentage of farm tenancy than
any other part, including the deep
South. Not only is the tenancy per- |
centage greater but the increase has
been continuing at a more rapid
pace,

The report on the condition of
the soil of Oklahoma continuas the
startling facts. The U. B. Soil Serv-
ice has stated that: “Oklahoma is
in the worst condition of any state
in the United States.” Most of the
southeastern part of the state is
in the classification: “Most serlous
sheet and gully erosion."” Under this
classification, the map includes
oreat stretches of land, taking in
entire counties,

ONLY 25 PER CENT FIT FOR
CULTIVATION

In grading the soil in terms of
its suitability for agriculture, the
map bears the notation that only
25.5 per cent of the soll of the state
“is sulted to agriculture under
proper crop rotation"; over half of
the land, 52.3 per cent, is good only
for pasture,

DES MOINES, Iowa, Nov. 20,—Progressives of the
Farmers Union today won a smashing victory when they
defeated Ed Kennedy, reactionary secretary of the organe

ization, an ardent Coughlin supporter who had hoasted,

helped nominate Bill Lemke for president.”

The national convention also elect-*

ed & majority of progressives on the
board of directors, including George

Nelson, BSoclalist vice-presidential
candidate, who recelved high vote
for the board.

Lemke, definitely opening another
campalgn, both in speeches and ac-
tions, included in hig whispering
campaign in hote] lobbles the state-
ment that “Jews control Washing-
ton” and “Roosevelt's grandfather's
real name was Rosenfield.”

ANTI-SEMITIC LEAFLETS

Hundreds of aitt-Semitic leaflets,
published under the signature of
Robert Edward Edmonston, were dis-
tributed. Progressives, who had
heard of the New York fascist, pro-
tested the distribution and many
leaflets were gathered and destroyed.

One leaflet, pralsing Lemke's cam-
palgn, told of a “Roosevelt-Boviet
war treaty” and pointed out that
“Bil] Lemke will save the farmers
from the Jews.,”

“This is fascism,” one progressive
Farmers' Union leader told the Daily
Worker, “Lemke, in alligning him-
self with such forces, definitely puts
himself in opposition to the anti-
fascist stand of our organization.”

The defeat of Kennedy, also open-
ly called a fasclst by more than one
progressive farmer, repudiated his
six-months campaign for Coughlin
and Lemke. His opposition to crop
insurance and other measures in-
dicated he was working hand-in-
hand with Coughlin and his boast
to an Indiana Farmers' Union local
that “I write a lot of Father's speech-
5" was brought up at the conven-
tion.

CHEER SPEAKER ON SPAIN

Edward Stinson, former secretary
of the Indiana group, was Aamong
the progressives who led the fight
against Kennedy, told how Kennedy
had organized & mob at the siate
convention to destroy progressive
literature and art displays, including
Van Gogh's plcture “Potato Eaters.”
Stinson also told progressives that
“Kennedy took the Champion of
vouth and copies of the American
Youth Act, threw them down on the
platform and stepped on them" say-
ing as “long as he was in the Farm-
ers’ Union, there wouldn't be any-
thing red.”

Another highlight of the conven-
tion was an address by Waldo Me-
Nutt, delegate to the World Youth
Congress in Geneva, who told, in
a brilliant speech, that “the battle
in Spain is fascism versus democ-
racy and is our fight as well as the
fight of the Spanish farmers and
workers.”

1,000 PICKET,
AM. BANKER'S
CREW STRIKES

Court Upholds Coast
Strikers’ Refusal to |
Move Hot Cargo

LOS ;\N(r}.l:En Nov, 20.—Fed-
eral Judge William P. James to-
day ruled against government in-
terference in supplying U. 8. Mar-
ghall deputies with orders to un-
load a “hot” ship, the 8.8, Califor-
nia, strike-bound in San Pedro,
with a cargo of bananas.

Meantime, the Navy Department
sald that it would not use govern-
ment vessels to break the Hawai-
ian Island maritime deadlock, un-
less ordered into such action hy
President Roosevelt,

Bteward's union officials, pawns
of shipping interests, stood flanked |
with a score of menacing gunmen
and barred striking ship cooks and
stewards from entering their own
union hall at 61 Whitehall Street

yesterday.
With the waterfront swarming
with strikebreakers, armed thugs

and, police, bloodshed was only nar-
rowly averted due to the cool heads
of the strikers and thelr leaders.

More than a thousand seamen,
mostly members of the Marine
Cooks and Stewards Union, marched
on the hall at noontime, demanding
the right to use the premises, paid
for out of their own pockets. B8ix
strikers, led by Al Rothbart, enter-
ing the union office as a delegation,
were met by a score of gunmen, the
“goon squad"’ of the reactionary of-
fielals. Bome of the strikers had
their union books taken away from
them by the thugs.

GRANGE OUT

David E, Grange, notorious ‘stooge
for the shippers and head of the
stewards branch of the Interna-
tional Seamens Union was not pres=
ent during the occurrance, Grange
has been halled before the SBupreme
Court of New York, along with other
reactionary union officers, to Ac-
count for $143,000 of union funds.

While the strikers threw a cor-
don of a thousand plckets coms-
pletely around the block, and kept
a continuous double file march en-
clreling the building, squads of po-
lice, under Lieutenant Joseph War-
shaw, alded the high-handed union
officlals in preventing the strikers
from entering their own union hall.

SAYS MEN “EXPELLED"

Upstalrs, in the offices of the
stewards union, a heated verbal
clash took place between the strik-

ers, with their attorney, Hyman
Glisksteln acting as spokesman, and
Clarence Angle, secretary of the
union. Angle locked the doors lead-
ing into tly meeting hall, in the
same building, and accused the
strikers of belonging to a "dual”
union. He told the striking seamen,
who constitute approximately 85 per
cent of the union membership—that
they were “expelled” from the or-
ganization,

When Attorney Glickstein de-
manded that rank and file stewards
holding union books be allowed to
go into the meeting hall — Angle
gathered his husky gunman around
himself and shouted, “No-no-nol"
Returning to the outside of the
bullding, the delegation requested
Police Captain John Walsh to con-
duct a search of the thugs for arms.
The police captain refused, declar-
ing "I'm not going to interfere with
the strike.” In the meantime, he
had his police and plainclothesmen
blocking the entrance to the hall,
keeping the strikers out.

PLAN PARLEY

The strikers' attorney walked with

the delegation to a corner drug
store, and telephoned Mayor La-
Guardia, intending to demand au-

thorization from the Mayor for the |
strikers to plass the police blockade |

into the union premises. The Mayor
was not in his office. Another tele-
phone call reached Police Captain
Thomas Dugan, who agreed to ar-
range A conference between the |
strikers’ representative, himself and |
Police Commissioner Lewis Valen-

tine at 10 o'clock this morning, to
determine jurisdiction over the|
union premises,

Picket leaders disbanded the

picket line at 6 o'clock last night,
and after a brief open air meeting
near the hall, decided to resume
mass picketing at nine o'clock this I
morning, ’

“We will picket our own union |
hall until we drive the fakers out,”
the seamen declared.

STRIKE AMERICAN BANKER

Earlier in the day, the 8.8, Amer-
lecan Banker, of the American Mer-
chant Line, was struck when her

entire crew walked off and s!r.mndi
up for strike duty at the seamen's |
headquarters, at 164 Eleventh Ave.|?
The vessel arrived here from chan- ‘
nel ports in Europe.

The BStrike BStrategy Committee
reiterated its appeal for funds from
sympathetic organizations and in-
dividuals vesterday, declaring, that
although the strike is effective and |
the largest in the history of the |
matitime industry, the strikers are |
badly in need of financial support,
as their own funds are nearly ex-

In a raid )ate yesterday, a fas-
cist bomb dropped squarely on the
roof of the shop and went through
to the cellar. In the cellar, as
thickly as they could crowd, men,
women and children were taking
shelter from the ralding planes.
There was no light, The bullding
crashed down and sixty or more
people were burifed there.

DURRUTI DIES;

By agreement in 1827, the union
secured the right of a fixed meal
period between the ending of the
fourth and beginning of the seventh
hour. The demand by the company
for more elasticity in this rule, on
the ground that the present rule
does not suit the needs of the
service, would cut out time and a
half payment for meal periods
worked.

The Arbitration Award govern-
ing fixed gquotas for short hour em-
ployees will be eliminated if the
company gains its demand. The
Award decreed that out of every
100 meén employed each day, a
fixed percentage of these must be
pald for eight hours, whether or
not used for eight hours., This was
designed to check the employment
of casual help on a minute basis,

COMPANY PROFITS RISE

The abrogation of this clause in
the agreement would mean danger-
ous cutting down of the regular
jobs and go a long way to putting
all Railway Express employees in
the category of casual help.

Raillway Express employees, like
all others, are affected by the rapidly
rising cost of living, union members
point out, They point to the
numerous industries now con-
ceding wage increases to their em-
ployees. The Rallway Express busi-
ness approaching the 1929 level with
no parallel increase in employment
wants to lower standards. In 1932,
the Brotherhood chiefs agreed to a
ten percent wage cut on the com-

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When Will Green
Stop His Splitting?

* Will unity be achieved at the conven-
tion of the American Federation of Labor
now meeting in Tampa?

Will the convention take even one step
toward unity?

Or will it deepen the division in labor's
ranks? Will it act to split the A. F. of L.?

These are not academic questions. These
are life-and-death questions for the Amer-
ican workers. They concern the welfare of
the great mass of our people.

Millions want to know the answers.

Talk is cheap. Pious gestures may be
very pious indeed. Maneuvers may be of
the very cleverest. But the fact is that
gince the convention opened, the whole ac-
tivity of President William Green, who has
talked so loudly of “unity,” has prevented
unity and furnished ammunition to the most
reactionary diehards led by John P. Frey.

It is Green and his associates—not the
Committee for Industrial Organization,
whose affiliated unions have been deprived
of representation—that are in control of
the convention, On them falls the burden
of cutting out the shadow-boxing and tak-
ing real steps toward unity,

This is the demand of millions. These
millions want the kind of unity that will
enable them to cope with the trustified mass
production industries—unity on the basis
of industrial unionism.

Are the delegates going to heed this
mandate, or will they permit Green and
his clique of diehards to split the labor
movement on the rock of their own arro-
gance, lust of power and contempt for the
rank and file?

Yesterday the convention took a step
which is certainly not in harmony with the
cause of unity. The Hotel and Restaurant
Employes International Alliance introduced
a resolution that all affiliated unions be
compelled to admit Negroes into member-
ghip., This was rejected. Instead, the dele-
gates were urged to ecarry on “a continu-
ing campaign of education” against dis-
crimination against Negroes,

This sort of pussyfooting is an insult to
the Negro people. It is in line with the
special report on the Negro question sub-
mitted by the Executive Counecil to last
vear's convention. That report was de-
nounced from the floor of the 1936 con-
vention by A. Philip Randolph, president of
the Brotherhood of Sleeping Car Porters,
as “dignified rhetorical camouflage” and
“an evasion of the issue.”

The Emancipation Proclamation was
issued 73 vears ago, but it looks as if the
A. F, of L. is not yet aware of it.

It is time to put an end to the disgrace-
ful discrimination practiced by some
unions, It is time to stop playing the em-
ployers’ game of divide and rule, It is time
for the A, F. of L. to quit scabbing on it-

self in regard to the Negro question,

The Commonwealth
Federation Victory

* The Washington Commonwealth Federa-
tion is going places.

In the Nov, 3 election its entire slate of
gixty - odd candidates, with one exception,
was swept into office,

And now it has held a convention which
reveals significant growth and shows that
the Commonwealth Federation is on the way
to becoming the people’'s front in the State
of Washington,

Of 446 delegates, no less than 205 came
from American Federation of Labor locals
and central labor bodies. The 15-point pro-
gram adopted is a clear-cut attack on capital-
ist reaction and fascism and a defense of
the interests of workers, farmers, and
middle class people.

The program of the Washington Com-
monwealth Federation has many points in
common with the programs of other pro-
gressive organizations. Why not get to-
gether on a joint legislative program for the
new Congress?

And in Congress the people’s interests
could best he furthered by the organiza-
tion of a bloc of progressive Congressmen
such as those whom the Commonwealth
Federation elected to office.

The successes of the Washington Com-
monwealth Federation, the Minnesota
Farmer-Labor Party, the Wisconsin Farmer-
Labor Progressive Federation, and the
American Labor Party in New York State

attempt to foist company unionism on them.

The Bendix struggle focuses attention
on the fact that the auto workers too are
marching forward to enforce the mandate
they gave President Roosevelt on Nov. 3.

A sit-down strike has started in the
Fisher Body plant (General Motors) in At-
lanta, Sit-down strikes at the Briggs Body
Corp. in Detroit and the Fisher Body No. 1
plar!t in Flint, Mich., have recently won con-
cessions,

More power to the Bendix and other
auto struggles. Labor is saying: “Now is
the time,” And industrial unionism is show-
ing how to organize the unorganized and

win better conditions for all workers.

Japan’s Drive in China
Menaces Peace of the World

* “If any battles are to be won Japan will
have to do more than to show the Mongols
how,"

That is how Major General Seiichi Kuta,
Japanese military attache in Shanghai, jus-
tified the use of Japanese bombing planes
and tanks against the Chinese defenders in
Suiyuan and Ningshia provinces,

Why are the Japanese so anxious to see
their mercenary Manchukuoan and Mongol
troops win battles against the Chinese peo-
ple protecting their country’s integrity ?

_ Because Japan, preparing for the further
slicing up of China, and for war against the
Soviet Union, wants to drive a wedge be-
tween China proper and the Mongolian Peo-
ples Republic.

The reason for this dizzy speed is the
growing unity of the Chinese people, the gen-
eral fascist drive for new slaughter to re-
divide the world, and because, from all re-
liable accounts, Japan has either already
signed or is soon about to enter, a war alli-
ance with Nazi Germany against the Soviet
Union.

The Far Eastern war planned by Nazi
Germany and imperialist Japan would imme-
diately affect the United States. Japan, the
chief Far Eastern rival of Wall Street, can
not budge an inch towards war without clash-
ing in some way with American interests.

Thus, Japan in provoking war at the pres-
ent moment cannot be considered as immur-
ing herself in an obscure and unpronounceable
Chinese territory of no interest to the Amer-
ican people.

Japan is clearing the way for a world war
whose consequences will gravely and quickly
affect the American people,

The way to try to prevent that situation
is for the United States to act with all other
nations desiring peace against war-frenzied
would-be aggressors, who even now are be-

ginning their perilous aggressions.

A Mad Bull Cannot Be
F ought with Kind Words

* “You know who killed him but it is not
your place to strike back.”

Those words uttered by Socialist Premier
Leon Blum to the French workers whose
indignation has been aroused to a high
pitch over the suicide of Socialist Minister
of the Interior, Roger Salengro, are sadly
typical of Blum’s whole attitude to the fas-
cists’ offensive in France and in Spain.

Turn the other cheek can never be the
motto of anti-fascists faced with the most
murderous fiends of demoecracy and world
peace.

Comrade Roger Salengro was driven to
his death by the deliberate « hounding,
calumny, insults and slanders of the fas-
cists, As the Communist organ in Paris,
L'Humanite, charges, the fascists were
Salengro’s assassins.

They must answer for their crime. The
fascist press which tried, condemned and
drove Salengro to his death, must be put
out of business.

The fascist gangs that still operate
under legal smokescreens must be wiped
out with a firm hand by the government
supported by the People’s Front.

All anti-fascists must strike back.

Did Blum's policy of withholding the
legal aid that the Spanish government was
lawfully entitled to, put the fascists on the
good behavior?

For failure to strike back there, tens of
thousands of women and children are being
blown to shreds by fascist bombardments
in Madrid. .

Not to strike back against this scandal-
ous assassination of the Socialist leader,
Roger Salengro, is to invite worse crimes
from the fascists,

The French fascist mad dogs can be
mastered and destroyed only by the firmest
policy of all anti-fascist forces and not by
constant retreat and counseling of kindness

to the vilest beasts that ever plagued man-
kind,

from becoming the flesh and
blood of our political life, Yet
the situation in India is as favor-
able for the building up of a
country-wide United Front as in
any other country of the world.
All the progressive parties and
groups have pledged themselves
to fight for complete national independence, The
United Front movement, though still in its initial stage,
has already reglstered some success and has been fa-
vorably recelved by all progressive parties and groups.

In India reactionary pro-imperialist partles have
little or no mass basis except what they are able to
mobilize occaslonally by fanning communal (religious)
passions, It is only the most backward sectlons of the
people who can thus be influenced, yet even among
such sections the organized influence of pro-govern-
ment communal parties is very weak.

[ ]

The growth has had twofold results,

On the one hand even the most reactionary parties
of landlords and communalists are more and more
compelled to pose as the champions of nationalism
and of the interests of the masses, Old forms of de-
ception suitable for a comparatively low level of mass
consciousness disappear and newer and more subtle
forms take their place. The representative of Hindu
vested interests no longer appeals merely in the name
of Hindu culture (whatever that may mean) and re-
liglon, but has to put on the cloak of Congress Nation-
alism and Democracy to conceal the counter-revolu-
tlonary character of hi=s opposition to the Congress.

Big Rajahs and Zamindars of Madras try to mo-
bilize the depressed classes not only by exploiting their
anti-Brahmin sentiments, but in addition to that by
forming a “People’s Party.” The party of Nawab
Chhatari and Bir Mohd Yusuf begins to talk in terms
of peasants and masses,

.

On the other hand, this very growth of anti-
Imperialist consciousness among the backward sections
of the masses has led to the formation of parties llke
the Ahrars and Akali Jatha In Punjab, whom we can
best describe as vaguely anti-imperialist communal or-
ganizations, Anti-imperialism and communalism seem
contradictory terms and in the final analysis they are
50, Yet it would be a serious mistake to lump to-
gether all communal organizations as a single reac-
tionary mass,

Tha Ahrars are the party of urban Muslim petty-
bourgeoisie, It was created by a number of leading
Congress Muslims in Punjab and it played a prominent
part in the Kashmir agitation,

The Akall Jathas movement eame into existence as
the reaction among Sikh masses to widespread cor-
ruption in Guardwaras, Sikhism, like Islam, has
strong democratic traditions

.

In forming a Unlted Front, therefore, with a genu-
Ine mass basls these organizations cannot be lgnored.
The Congress Boclalist Party of Punjab, representing
the most advanced political section in the province,
must take the initiative in the matter.

A program of an Indian People’s Front would in-
clude:

{1) Complete Nation2] Independence.

(2) Opposition to the slave constitution, both in-
side and outside the Legislatures,

(3) Repeal of repressive laws, release of all po-
litical prisoners.

(4) Cancellation of indebiedness.

(5) Reduction of land revenue hy 50 per cent.

(6) Guaranteed minimum wages, Right to strike
and picket,

(7) Active support to workers and peasanis in
their day to day struggle,

(8) Active opposition to imperialist war,

When an agreed program has been evolved, an open
conference of the elected representatives of the organ-
lzations should be convened and a Unlted Front Com-
mittee set up, , ..

Such a United Front, by drawing in rank and file
of the Ahrars and Akalis Into a broad movement, would
raise their political level, free them from communal
outlook, and thereby frustrate the efforts of those
careerist leaders who are using the influence of these
organizations for their own aggrandizement,

Buch a United Front alone is capable of developing
A genuine mass movement on a wide scale, No single
organization In the province—not even the Congress—
can achieve this task,

writes: “I am a young woman, 21
years of age, Hxamination by my
family physielan disclosed high
blood pressure, I have been work-
Ing in a doctor's office for some
time and I have tried a number of
things to reduce my high blood
pressure, with no avail. Incidentally,

the pressure reading 1s usually
around 140-160 systolic and 90-100
diastolie. The thing that worries
!{me is the hypertension and of
course worrying about it is the least
advisable thing to do. Nevertheless,
a8 a young girl, I hate to be faced
with the prospect of A number of
things which this condition will
eventually lead to. Could you ad-
vise me as to the cause of high
blood pressure and what I can do
about it?"

MANY AUTHORITIES do nob re-
gard a systolle blood pressure of 150
a5 high, regardless of the patient's
age. These authoritles regard 160
systolic as the border line.

It is also true that if the patient
is apprehensive while the blood
pressure is being taken, the pre:s-
sure will, as a result, be tembvo-
rarily elevated, so that this fact
must be taken Into account in in-
terpreting a blood pressure even
much higher than yours,

Unfortunately, the cause of hy-
pertension is not known. But we
do know that many factors play no
role in hypertension. Diet is unim-
portant and there {8 absolutely no
reason for you to avold spicy foods,
or salty foods, or meat or alcohol,
Smoking in some individuals does
raise the blood pressure, There 1s
no medicine known to science
which will keep the pressure at a
consistently low level; nitrates, ni-
trites, watermelon seeds, llver ex-
tracts and a thousand other reme-
|l:lian have been tried and found use-
eas,

Our opinion is lha&,ﬂu need not
concern yourself wi your blood
pressure. We really feel that you
ought not to go near a blood pres-
sure instrument and that you
should unlearn much of the mis-
leading information you have
pleked up about high blood pres-
sure. Many persons with ralsed
pressures go on to lead full and
useful lives, and we seé¢ no reason
why, with your Intelligence, you
should not do 80 also,

CECIL. CARNES, REPORTER
for the New York World-Telegram,
who has covered everything from
the Hauptmann trial to asking
Professor Einstein if he belleved in
Banta Claus, has written an in-
teresting blography of John L.
Lewls, president of the United
Mine Workers and chairman of the
Committee for Industrial Organi-
gation.

Mr. Carnes calls his biography an
“impartial appraisal” and by and
large it Is that, making all due al-
lowancé for the particular brand of
loose writing that is the reporter's
privilege, and a good fat vein of
sentimentality. I mean this busi-
ness of John L, Lewis as the boy
David facing the Goliath of Cap-
ftalism can be carried just so far.

No one can questlion Mr, Lewis's
political astuteness, his organiza-
tional ability, his particular gqual-
ity of leadership, just as no one
can question that in the TUnited
Mine Workers he heads a very
powerful unlon. Nor can one ques-
tion the fact that in his role as
chairman of the C.I.O0. he merits
the support of every progressivo
individual and organization in
American labor.

But it would not be possible, in
writing a biography of Mr. Lewis,
to deny his frequent resort to die-
tatorial methods in retaining con-
trol of his leadership in the Miners
Union, or his use of the good old
red herring when he was unahble to
confound his opponents on rational

grounds.

MR. CARNES has therefore told
his story straight. And it 18 a sen-
sational story, this rise of an ob-
scure miner's son to a dominant
position in American labor today, a
position whose importance in the
recent elections was certainly con-
slderable, and which may be even
more important in the elections of
1040,

With the C.I.O. the most im-
tant issue in the present conven-
tlon of the A. F. of L. and with the
formation of A Farmer-Labor Party
80 imgortant a political Issue in
the years immediately ahead, Cecil
Carnes's biography is a very timely
book.

THE BTORY OF THE Molly
Maguires and the part they played
in industrial conflict in the Penn-
sylvania coal region is one of the
most interesting chapters in Amer-
iean labor history, J. Walter Cole-
man has written a very comprehen-
sive and scholarly account of this
chapter, which is still considerably
shrouded in obscurity.

It 18 not very clear, for instance,
whether the Molly Maguires called
themselves that, or whether it was
a term fastened upon them by their
enemies, What Is known is that
conditions among the anthracite
miners in the second half of the
nineteendh century were intoler-
able, and particularly intolerable
for the Irish miners in Pennsylva-
nia, They had no strong organi-
zation with which to seek redress
for thelr grievances. And not only
did they have the mine owners to
cope with, There was also a con-
flict between the Irish workers and
thelr Welsh straw bosses.

That there was violence in the
Pennaylvania coal reglon and mur-
ders cannot be denled. But it is
equally eclear that much of the vio-
lence was the work of the mine
owners and their Pinkerton hire-
lings, and that a concerted drive
to fix the murders on the militant
leaders of labor and thus crush any
attempt at organization on the
part of the miners was undertaken
by the capitalists. In short, every
friend of labor, every enemy of the
bosses became automatically a
Molly Maguire, and this was the
attitude of the courts and of the
press, It Is revealing that McPar-
lan, the chief Pinkerton stool in
the Molly Magulre frame-ups, was
the same guy who was mixed up
in the Haywood-Pettibone frame-
up in Boise, Idaho, some thirty
years later,

Mr, Coleman is to be commended
for his patient fob of research in
letting in more light on the history
of the Molly Maguires.

Chairman Phelan informed John-
ston that the Commisslon had
given Braddock until Dec, 15 to post
his forfeit and file his contract, and
that meanwhile the Commission was
waiting for a complete repert on
the champion's physical condition.
Braddock is at Hot Springs, Ark.

After threatening to suspend
Braddock and Louis, Chairman
Phelan asked Johnston Iif reports
were true that the Garden was con-
sidering co-operating with Mike
Jacobs of New York and Herman
Taylor of Philadelphia in promoting
the Atlantic City bout. Johnston
evaded the question,

Chairman Phelan Insisted that
the Commission had not given or
implied any approval of the Atlan-
tic City fight. He said newspaper-
men had misunderstood the Com-
mission's attitude. Phelan em-
phasized that although the Wash-
ington's Birthday fight would be
listed as “no decislon,”" the title aec-
tually would be involved as far as
most boxing fans were concerned.
