Organizer S—ays 90 Per
Cent of Demands Won
In Settlement

DETROIT, Mich.,, Dec. 4
—The week-old strike at the
Midland Steel Company plant
ended today with the first
major victory in this heart of
the auto industry for the
United Automobile Workers
of America.

Singing “Solidarity,” with their
union banner aloft, the 1,200 work-
ers who had stayed in the plant for
a week marched to the SBlovak Hall.
There, jointly with the afternoon
and night shifts, they voted unan-
imously to aceept the agreement
just concluded,

90 PER CENT VICTORY

John Anderson, union organizer,
statement thab it represented a B0
per cent vietory, and congratulated
the workers for their fine spirit
and splendid solidarity.

The agreement provides a ten
cent per hour increase in time
rates and a 10 per cent raise on
plece work with plece work to be
abolished within several weeks.

Other provisions are: time and a
half pay for all work above eight
hours daily and 456 hours in &
week; 58'¢ cents per hour mini-
mum for women, 66 cents for men;
recognition of the United Automo-
bile Workers Union; senlority
rights; dismissal of all known sples.

All grievances in the departments
are to be taken to a shop stewards'
committee,

Maintenance men, as apart from
production workers, will receive a
five cent per hour increase,

When the workers left the plant,
they were met by an inspiring
demonstration of wives and friends.

MARCH FROM PLANT

Carrying cots, blankets, radios
and other items, the sit-in strikers
looked like an army on the march,
Negro and white workers marched,
arms locked, offering a living ex-
ample of the solidarity that brought

Alliance P_r_'e_;idqnt Says
$500,000,000 Fund
Is Inadequate

WASHINGTON,D.C,
Dec, 4, —Administration plans
for economizing at the ex-
pense of the unemployed do
not end with the firing of
425,000 WPA workers, in-
cluding a quarter of a million
drought victims by the first
of the year.

Chamber Also Adopts

BillForbiddingSubsidies
from Abroad

(Ry Uniled Press)

PARIS, Dec, 4—The Chamber of
Deputies voted 578 to 2 today in
adopting the “press purification”
measure offeied by the government
of Premler Leon Blum. It forbids
the governmeént to distribute seeret
funds to newspapers or newspaper
men.

The Chamber also adopted, by a

Deputy, forbldding newspapers or
newspaper men to accept funds
from forelgn governments under
severe penalties,

Becret funds alloted by the gov-
ernment during 1938 totaled about
$2,000,000 in addition to item 41 in
the foreign affairs budget, titled
“special funds for Freneh informa-
tion abroad,” totaling this year
about $1,420,000, destined to sub-
aldize distribution of French news
abroad,

About $2,000,000 of the secret
funds were divided among varlous
ministries which were not required
to account for thelr disbursement
but they were generally believed to
have distributed at least helf of the
money to newspapers to obtain
their support.

International Told Bulk
of Membership Opposes
Vote at Tampa

Deploring the action of the
delegates from thé Interna-
tional Furriers' Union to the
b6th American Federation of
Labor Convention in Tampa
in voting for the continued sus-
pension of the Committee for In-
dustrial Organization union, the
Furriers Joint Council has sent a

letter to the International unlon,
asking the General Executive Board
to “assure the members of our
union of its opposition to the sus-
pension or expulsion of the C.I.O.
international unions”

The letter, signed by Ben Gold,
manager of the Furriers Joint
Council, declares that it “embodies
the unanimous decision of the
Council and reflects the general
sentiment of the union member-
ship relative to the suspension of
the C.1.0. unions by the American
Federation of Labor.” The Furriers
Joint Council of New York con-
stitutes the bulk of the membership
of the International,

The Joint Oouncil regrets to
state that, in its opinion, the de-
plorable decision of the 66th Con-
vention of the American Federa-
tion of Labor to uphold the sus-
pension of the CI1.0, international
unions and the vote of the furrlers'
delegates for that resolution con-
stitute a hindrance to the achieve-
ment of unity and are in effect a
blow to the efforts of the C.1.0. to
assist the American Federation of
Labor in fulfilling its great and his-
torlic mission and the hopes of the
masses of wage earners to organize
the millions of unorganized workers.

A few are kept, for
needed repairs, but not even told in
advance whether to report for work
in the morning,

Bpeedup is terrific In the open
hearth department. Two second
helpers must handle three furnaces,
and the tendency is to make one
man handle two furnaces, This is
a “Winter program” too, like South
Works recent effort to make relin-
ing gangs and brick gangs take a
lower wage because the weather was
cooler,

“The men simply couldn't stand
it in hot weather,” said an open
hearth man. This speed up is help-
ing to rouse the workers, and Open
Hearth lodge of the A.A. is grow-

GAG STRIKE DISCUSBION

No action was taken on the letter.
The executive committee went out
of its way to prevent any discus-
glon on the Bast Coast maritime
strike, This unusual action with re-

gards to Green's letter assumes full
importance after realizing the usual
procedure of the Council.

After the formality of approving
the executive committee minutes,
the letters and decislons are pre-
sented to the delegates for conside-
ration. While all decisions and let-
ters were so presented to the meet-
ing, Green's letter was ignored fol-
lowing the initial reading in the
minutes.

The issue was Iimmediately
brought to the fore again, when
Mrs., Rosenberg's speech ended, by
the question posed to Joseph P.
Ryan, president of the Central
Trades and of the International
Longshoremen's Assoclation by A.
Osman, delegate from'the Whole-
sale Dry Goods Salesmen's Unilon,
a Federal local,

Otman, reporting for his union,
declared that the action of the I.
L. A in refusing to unload
Chemplain had caused many hard-
ships to his membefs who work in
the export trade. Osman, siressing
that he was not anxious to inter-
fere, asked if it was not possible
‘for” the Central Trades to try fto
gettle the dispute and reminded the
delegates that a motion had onece
bsen made to invite both sides in
the present dispute to the meeting
for this question. Osman was later
manhandled by Ryan,

RYAN EVADES STRIKE ISSUE

In justifying his strikebreaking
activities, Ryan accused newspaper
people of ignoring his: stand, kept
ralsing the “red bogey,"’ slandered
rank and flle members of his or-
ganization, and charged that the
whole matter was an international
plot to ruin American shipping. He
detlared that his treatment of the
French ship had been better than
that treatment accorded American
ships by French dockers. The whole
incident started, he claimed through
the action of the strike strategy
commitiee wiring France under
false pretenses and the unwarranted
action of the secretary of the French
Federation of Labor,

His remarks pointed clearly to a
hands-off policy toward the strike
by the Central Trades.

CHALLENGES GREEN

No sooner had he ended, when
another delegate asked another
question about the strike, but was
ruled out of order.

This was followed by a challenge
to Green by A, Hoflman of the
Journeymen Tallor's Union for
claiming that his union was not
aMlated with the Amalgamated
Clothing Workers. Hoflman, declar-
ing that he was affiliated, expressed
pride in the Amalgamated, praised
it for belonging to the Committee
for Indusrial Organization, and then
attacked the A. F, of L. for outlaw-
ing the Amalgamated label, At this
point, Ryan ruled Hoffman out of
order.

The WPA action was
niended by the Central Trades on
A& plea from the workers in the
Four Arts Projects. The strong con-
demnaticn of the layoffs was rein-
forced by a promise to send tele-

Reinstatement of Needy,
Jobs for Dismissed
Workers Demanded

Sentencing of thousands on
relief rolls here to, slow star-
vation through the “closing”
of cases hy heads of the Home

Relief Bureau, will be met
with a formidable protest when a
united demonstration, led by the
Workers Alllance of Greater New
York, marches on City Hall Satur-
day, Dec, 18,

“We bullt the Alliance in a pe-
riod of bitter struggle against star-
vation—and we will throw every
ounce of strength into the fight
agalnst the slashing of the relief
rolls,” leaders and members of the
organization sald yesterday, in an-
nouncing the demonstration.

“There hes been a systematic
campaign of intimidation and police
terror conducted against the unem-
ployed of New York in an effort to
break the resistance of the unem-
ployed, Those directly responsible
are the city administration, the
heads of the ERB and the police
and courts,” a spokesman for the
Alliance sald.

The huge demonstration oen De-
cember 10 will present a powerful
united front of locals of the Work-
ers Alliance, trade unions, and youth
organizations, who will take part.
The rally at City Hall will raise
demands for the following:

1. A halting of the ERB policy
of retrenchment, which has led
tn the “closing” of 24,350 relief
cases since June 19, (These fig-
ures were admitted by Charlotte
Carr, director of the HRHB.)

2. The immediate reinstatement
on the rolls of  all needy cases
ithat were closed,

1. An immediate granting of §15
for each person on relief plus $5
for each dependent for winker
clothing.

4. A twenty-five per cent in-
crease in rental allowances.

5. Rescinding of the special or-
ders against single jobless and
widows with dependents.

6. The setling up of a City
Works Project Program, to give
jobs to all those dismissed from
WPA and all employables not on
the WPA,

Judge Flooded With
Protests on Arrests
Of WPA Artists

A shower of telegrams protesting
police brutality and the wholesale
dismissal of WPA workers fell on
the desk of Magistrate Henry H.
Curran yesterday, who interrupted
the trial of 219 artists, ejected from
the Pederal Art . Projects, long
enough to comment that “they were
going down the wrong road.”

The telegrams asked the judge to
support the artists in their fight for
Jobs and to recognize their contribu-
tlon to Amerlean culture,

Among yesterday's protosts was
one from the American League
Against War and Fascism of New
York, and another from the B8t.
Louls Writers' Union, They were
sent to Mayor LaGuardia.

Eleanor Brannan, chairman of
the New Vork City cdivision of the
League, sald:

“In the name of our organiza-
tion, I am impelled to protest in
the strongest terms againet the de-
liberate and unjustifiable brutality
used by the police in arresting the
WPA artists and in dealing with
the pickets of the striking seamen,
We are aware that the police act
under orders and that higher offi-
clals are responsible where slugging
is resorted to.”

The Writers Union, in a letter,
signed by Milton Lomask, president,
sald:

i

“We, the writérs on strike at the
Federal Writers Projects in B8t.
Louis, in protest against the dismis-
sal of 14 of our number for union
activity and for right of collective
bargaining towsvd the end of job
security, protest these arrests in
your elty, convinced as we are that
they solve nothing, and indeed, only
emphasize problems which nre hu-
man and not police problems."”

Defense Accuses Cops
Of Provoking Disorder
At WPA Office

Full responsibility of the WPA
administration for the savage police
|attack on art workers was estab-
| lished yesterday as the defense
opened its case In the trial of 218
artists, models, and photographers
arrested Tuesday night while pro-
testing dismissals,

Bubpoenas were issued for Mrs.
Audrey MacMahon, art project
head, and Elmer Englehorn, art
projects business manager, to ap-
pear at 10 a. m. today when the
trial is resumed in Washington
Helghts court before Magistrate
Henry H. Curran,

The trial, marked by frequent
verbal skirmishes between prosecu-
tion and defense attorneys and be-
tween the latter and Magistrate
Curran, began Wednesday after-
noon and continued all day vester-
day. Rep. Vito Marcantenio, chief
defense counsel, announced that
an effort will be made to conclude
the proceedings today, although the
prosecution has attempted to pro-
long the trial, thereby jeopardizing
the defendants’ jobs and causing
them undue inconvenience.

COPS CHARGED

That WPA officlals were respon-
sible for the police attack and that
the disorder charged to the artists
consisted of their being beaten and
ejected by pollce went into the
record on the testimony of yester-
day's two defense witnesses—Paul
Block, sculptor, and member of the
Artists Union executive committee,
and Stuyyesant Van Veen, assistant
in the Columbia University anthro-
pology department.

Block, one of the spokesmen of
the delegation at project head-
quarters, 6 East 39th Street Tues-
day night, was on the stand for
nearly two hours yesterday, giving
a clear cut, straightforward chron-
ologieal account of what led up to
the protest. He stressed the fact
that the delegation had an appoint-
ment with Mrs, MacMahon. He
told of the standing agreement be-
tween the WPA and the Artists
Union for weekly presentation of
grievances, of previous larger dele-
gations' visits to the headquarters,
their peaceful assembling and their
Feaceful departure after grievances
were heard.

He exposed the fake “investiga-
tions” undertaken as a pretext for
Wholesale WPA dismiesals,

TELLS OF THREATS

High spot of Block's testimony
came when he told of Englehorn's
threats to the assembled artists
that they would be fired if they
didn't leave. The artists asked him
questions about the proposed
slashes and Englehorn, after a se-
ries of evasions, bluntly stated:

PROSECUTION TESTIMONY

For the prosecution, Charles G.
Smith, service aide; George McFar-
land, guard, and Police Sergeant W,

heads, and protested *I'm not a
snoop,” when defense counsel asked
him about his duties. McFarland
said the artists “broke in,” but cross-
examination drew from him admis-
silon that the door was unlocked.
Greeley reluctantly confirmed re-
ports that some of the police wield-
ed nightsticks. He appeared in court
with a heavily bandaged thumb,
which he said had been “lacerated”
and that part of the nail of his right
pinkie-finger had been torn off.

Marcantonio and Defense Counsel
Martin Popper assailed the com-
plaint on a series of technical
points, showing that none of the
charges had been backed by evi-
dence, and that none of the stafu-
tory clauses of Sec. 722, of the city
ordinances under which the defend-
ants were arraigned, covered the al-
legations.

Judge Curran denled all the mo-
tions to dismiss, asserting that he
“thinks a case has been sufficiently
established in absence of proof to
the contrary,” which defense at-
| torneys regarded as practically an
assumption of guilt until inncesnee
was proved. Frequently throughout
the hearing, the judge prodded wit-
nesses with guestions that the pros-
eciition attorneys overlooked.

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British Labor’s Role

In the Simpson Case
® Search the tons of printed matter of the
capitalist press in this country for the funda-
mental truth of the British monarchical crisis
and you will not find it. Yet in a short cable
published yesterday in our Daily Worker,
Harry Pollitt, General Secretary of the Com-
munist Party of Great Britain, briefly and
brilliantly cuts to the roots of the whole mess.

The rotting structure of monarchy that
decorates and is useful to British imperialism
is tottering on an issue of whether the King
should marry the American woman, Mrs.
Wallis Simpson, This is symptomatic of the
decay of the British empire in the present
gtage of the general world erisis and is re-
mindful of the Rasputin scandal in Czarist
Russia,

Confronted with this monarchical crisis,
the Tory cabinet headed by Stanley Baldwin,
gseeks to make capital out of it by appearing
as the defender of constitutionality in Eng-
land and to cover, at the same time, its pro-
Nazi and pro-Franco maneuverings as the
fascists try to plunge the world to the very
brink of war.

It was the London Times, in fact, Bald-
win’s semi-official spokesman, that called the
King's attention to the fact that he should
devote more time fighting the “sweeping tide
of Communism" than to consorting with Mrs,
Simpson.

In the event that the Baldwin cabinet in
its effort to utilize this monarchical erisis for
its own ends does resign, the Communist
Party of Britain calls on the Labor Party
leadership to form a new cabinet.

Labor, in the event of a general election,
can sweep the country, the Communists point
out.

" " The issue is a grave one in England, but
if the Labor Party acts as a real representa-
tive of the toiling masses it can thwart the
Baldwin scheme of utilizing the monarchical
difficulties to mask the major crigis of the
danger of a world war and the Tory com-
plicity in the Fascist plots for a universal
slaughter.

The'Way to Deal
With ‘Bootleg’ Coal

® That unemployed army of miners in
Eastern Pennsylvania continues to “bootleg”
coal,

They have announced quite definitely that
they will not halt their activities, The meager
relief which they get is insufficient to sup-
port themselves and their families. They will
go down into their gelf-made mines day after
day, they declare, and send the product to
the big Eastern cities.

The coal operators have cried out to high
heaven, particularly of late, against this de-
pression development. They have stormed
Harrisburg for martial law, They have won
the ear of the Tammany-controlled District
Attorney of New York County, that county
being one of the largest markets for the
“hootlegged” product.

Governor Earle of Pennsylvania has
said vaguely that nationalization “is quite
possibly the only solution.,” We might say
to Earle that he has a quite simple method
at hand for meeting this problem. It is
contained in the election platform of the
Communist Party,

These coal operators, headed by the tra-
ditionally reactionary Philadelphia and Read-
ing Railroad, have refused to give work to
these men. At the same time, they wish to
rob the men of the right to mine the coal
on their own account—that coal which is so
ready at hand.

Let the State of Pennsylvania take over
these mines, as the Communist Party plat-
form declares. Let the State of Pennsyl-
vania open up the shut-down and flooded
operations, putting the unemployed miners
in charge of the facilities and machinery

of the companies,

General Motors, Also,

Pays ‘Overtime’

® Detroit, proudly called the Automobile
Capital, has its eyes fixed today on those
2,000 stay-in strikers at the Midland Steel
Company plant.

For two weeks they have continued their
solid stand against the company, They have
aroused the Michigan labor movement, They
have now closed down six automobile plants.
Bodies cannot be made without frames, and

)

the frames are not being made at the Mid-
land.

What is happening in Detroit is the first
new fruits of the steel and automobile organ-
ization campaigns, The Committee for Indus-
trial Organization has placed itself strongly
behind the Midland stay-in strikers.

On Thursday, there came the first gigns
that the spread of the production paralysis
was having its effect. Out of a clear sky,
the General Motors Corp. announced “over-
time” pay at time and a half rates for all
work over 40 hours per week.

This sop was thrown at the 220,000 Gen-
eral Motors employes with a purpose, none-
theless. That purpose was to stop the devel-
opment of the automobile organization drive.
It was to head off the further advance of the
United Automobile Workers of America. It
is the same old trick as the Steel Trust has
used—in 1919 and today—and that other big
corporations have also adopted.

We feel certain that it will not work in
the automobile industry any more than it has
worked in steel. The campaign for real union
organization should be advanced by this
petty concession. In the meantime, the soli-
darity of the Midland strikers gives encour-
aging proof that Detroit workers know

About Mr. Hoover’s

‘Industrial Statesmanship’

®* Herbert Hoover is one of those unquiet
ghosts that doesn't know enough to come in
out of the rain,

The other night Hoover, addressing the
American Society of Mechanical Engineers,
warned that America is headed for another
crash “unless we can bring the intelligence
and courage of the engineer into industrial
statesmanship.”

In passing it might be noted that the in-
telligence and courage of this Great Engineer
didn't succeed in staving off the crash of
1929. And the chief product of his kind of
statesmanship was the string of Hoovervilles
that covered the country.

Hoover made clear just what he meant
when he urged that wages, profits and prices
be kept down so as to make possible increased
consumption.

Certain it is that prices are far too high
and must come down to permit greater con-
sumption and a rise in the shamefully low
standard of living of the American masses.

As for profits, no one has ever heard of
Hoover's rejecting dividends from the New
York Life Insurance Co., of which he is a
director, Or from any of the other corpora-
tions in which he is interested. Nor does he
seriously expect his fellow-capitalists to
forego any of the juicy profits that are now
coming their way.

Hoover's speech is clearly directed at the
movement for wage increases now develop-
ing among the workers in many industries,
His talk about lower prices and profits is
merely a demagogic screen for a reactionary
Big Business policy.

The reason that consumption is restricted
is because wages are too low and prices too
high. Responsible for both are the big Wall
Street monopolists, whom Hoover supports.

The way to expand consumption is Lo raise
wages AND lower prices, This may not be
“industrial statesmanship” of the Hoover
variety. But it is what the masses cf the
people need and demand.

World Front

* Evidence is piling up to prove that the
Japanese people are opposed to the Nazi-
Japanese and Italo-Japanese war alliances
that threaten to bring on a new world
slaughter. Much to the consternation of the
fascist-militarists who dominate the 'Toklo cabinet,
the response within and without the empire is forcing
them to the defensive to explain the “innocuousness”

of the agreements with Hitler and Mussolini,
The repulsion to this world war threat s felt
gquicker and expressed more rap-

ldly in Japan. The reason is that

though the fascist-military clique
controls most of the cabinet, espe-
clally the Ministries of War, Navy
and Forelgn Affairs, existence
still of a pretense at parliamen=
tary government with limited per=
mission of press comment and the
functioning of certain political
parties, gives an opportunity for
more rapidly recording public re-
sponse than in Germany or Italy.
-

Even if the sentiment of the German and Itallan
people is only a fraction of that of the masses in the
country of the Far Eastern ally of the dictators Hitler
and Mussolini, one could say without hesitation that
there must be tremendous opposition in the European
fascist countries also.

In Tokio the denunciation of the Nazi-Japanese
and Italo-Japanese pacts is virtually unanimous
among all political forces.

We do not conclude from this that all the spokes-
men of these views themselves find the idea of a Fas-
cist war pact repugnant. But the fact that they must
speak against it publicly shows, under the conditions
in Japan, that to retain their prestige and influence
over the people, they must, in many instances, appear
to adopt popular views.

For example, the Seiyukal, or majority party, closely
linked with the fascist-military clique and with a ma-
jority of the eabinet, finds its secretary, Seijun Ando,
condemning the pact,

“The European and American governments," com-
plains Mr, Ando, “think Japan has made a fascist
agreement with Germany and Italy. ... As a Japanese
subject, I wish to oppose the German-Japanese and
Italo-Japanese agreements being made the occasion
for Japan's entry into the fascist bloe."

Ryutaro Nagal, secretary of the minority or Min-
seito party—which made great advances in the last
elections because it put forward anti-fascist slogans,
demagogically, of course—declared:

“This treaty creates the impression that a war
alliance has been made between Japan and Germany
and Italy and Japan. The advantages of the new ac-
cord are open to debate.”

First to condemn the war pact were the left prole-
tarian parties, of which there are a number in various
localities; and the Japanese Socialist Party, or the
Shakal Talshuto, which heretofore found its executive
obediently endorsing the moves of Japanese imperial-
ism.

The Nanking government of China, senslng the re-
action of popular sentiment in Japan, has become em-
boldened in its attitude toward Japanese Iinvasion,
especially the landing of 1000 Japanese marines at
Tsingtao on the pretext of breaking a cotton mill
strike,

Japanese imperialism will have to think twice with
such definite popular sentiment against the pact.

The military, however, have been trying to gain a
march under a barrage of propaganda for the treaty.
It 1s the usual hablt of the Japanese army staff to
publish pamphlets every time a crisis arises. This
time they insist that the treaty demands huge arma-
ment Increases for Japan., That they will find it diffi-
cult to have their program fully adopted is already
indicated by the mounting opposition that is even of-
ficlally expressed by partles close to the Japanese fas-

cist-military clique,
-

American and British imperialism have flatly de-
clared they consider the so-called anti-Comintern pact
as directed against them.

That gave Foreign Minister Arita what he consid-
ered a brilliant idea. He called in foreign newspaper
men and told them why the pact is wide open to
Britain and the United States. That's like inviting
the victim to the feast for his own slaughter, Wash-
ington correspondents commented that State Depart-
ment officials replied to this news with “amused
gmiles.”

Confronted with growing mass opposition, the Jap-
anese military-clique will attempt another February
wholesale assassination of ministers or party leaders,
or some variation of this coup, to elamp down a more
rigid dictatorship as a prelude to thelr attempting to
carry out the fascist war pact.

Madrid today is the
stake in the Fascists' game of black-
mall and speculation.

“The Government of the Repub-
lle, representing all the anti-fas-
cist forces, has issued an appeal for
the purpose of bringing discipline
into all efforts and achieving a sin-
gle command—f{for the single goal
of conquering fasclsm,

“The Government must obtain
absolute obedience and unbreakable
support from all organizations in
order to free Madrid from barbar-
ism. All those who oppose unity of
command and this discipline should
be considered as suspect elements.

“The Communists, who have an-
swered the appeal, must give their
best forces for the front. The Com-
munist blood which covered the

battle-field today is being spilled
in the trenches of Madrid. The
Communists at the head of the peo-
ple must also be the champlons of
the mobilization of reinforcements
of fresh troops which will drive the
hordes of national and international
fasclsm far from the gates of Ma=
drid.

“Everyone on a war-footing! Peo=
ple of the Eastern provinces, of
Catalonia, of the Basque country,
angd the whole of loyal Spain, fight
with your brothers in Madrid! To
defend Madrid is to defend your
villages and your homes|

“Peasants of Valencia and the
Eastern provinces, defend your land
which is in danger.

“Women of Spain! The women of
Madrid are showing you the path to
be followed. Think of La Pasione
aria’'s words; It is better to be the
widow of a hero than the wife of &
coward!

QUESTIONS and
ANSWERS

QUESTION: Didn't Roosevelt serve American Im-
perialist Interests in his trip to Buenos Alres?

ANBWER: There is no doubt that in trying to win
the Latin-American markets for American capitalism
Roosevelt was serving imperialist Interests. Further-
more, in advocating peace to the Inter-American Peace
Conference, Roosevelt also was basing himself on the
needs and policy of American imperialism, Like
French and some sections of British capitalism, Amer-
fcan imperialism for the time being desires to preserve
the status quo of the world, and fears efforts of the
Fascist dictators and Japanese imperialism Initiating a
new world slaughter for a re-division of the world,
Roosevelt, for example, believes that the United States
peacefully ean at the present time outrival its com-
petitors In winning economlie, commercial and finan-
clal domination in Latin Ameriea and the Far East,
While a war, for which it is not yet fully prepared,
would give an advantage, for example, to Japanese
imperialism in China,

At the same time, Roosevelt expresses the over-
whelming desire for peace of the American people
whosé hatred for war Is not linked with imperialist
interests, The American people brought great pressure
on Roosevelt through the landslide in the last election
to work for peace.

For that reason, and in the face of the open,
provocative Fascist formation of an aggressive Italo-
German-Japanese bloc Roosevelt was constrained to
go even a step further than the distinct isolationist
trends of the more reactionary sections of American
imperialism and point to war threatening the whole
world,. He also, without paming them, put the burden
of aggression on the Fascist dictators.

To fight against imperialist utilization of the
Buenos Alres Conference, all progressive forces on the
American continents raise as their first demands ‘“no
unequal treaties,” for the equality of nations, that ls,
no decisions that will put the semi-colonial countries
in a more subordinate position to 1, 8. imperialism.
At the same time the demand i{s ralsed to fight for
and actually realize the democracy of the tolling
masses in all Latin-American countries,

Standkeepers' Association
wishes to point out that to enforce the law, to remove
the stands from 13th Ave., constitutes the removing
of the means of livellhood, the bread and butter of over
560 men, women and children, If Mayor LaGuardia
believes that the standkeepers can rent stores, this be=
llef Is Incorrect. The fact that they do not already
have stores is sufficient evidence that the standkeepers
do not have sufficient ecapital to open stores.

The 13th Ave. Standkeepers' Assoclation has taken
the initial steps in having this ordinance repealed. A
delegation of standkeepers went to Alderman O'T'oocle
and received his promise to introduce to the Board of
Aldermen by Tuesday, Nov. 30, a bill repealing the
above-mentioned city ordinance. Alderman McCarthy
has promised to co-operate with us in this matter. We
welcome their support.

We submit that we do not wish to go on relief, We
demand that the right to make a living on 13th Ave.

What Is Over-Production?

Reason For Lack of Economic Crises In Soviet Union
Told In 15th Installment of Daily Worker-
Workers' School Feature

Crisis of overproduction! Does

thal mean that too much is really

produced? Does that mean that more things are made than can be

used by human beings? Not at all,

We all know of more things we

should like to have il only we could afford to buy them,

What, then, is meant by “overproduction”? Bimply this,

More s

produced than can be sold. In other words, it is overproduction in rela-
tion to the limited purchasing power of the people. It 1§ not overpro-

duetion in the absolute sense that

people have no need for the things

produced. We speak of overproduction only in relation to the capacity

of the market,

We are going to conclude this#

sectlon with a long quotation. Jo-
seph Btalln, the leader of the work-
ing class of the world, has given us
one of the best, most thorough and
Yet concise explanations of the
cause of economic crisis,

“The baals and cause of economie
crisis of overproduction lle in the
very system of capitalist economy.
The basis of the erisis lies in the
contradiction between the gsocial
character of production and the
capitalist form of appropriation of
the results of production, This
basic contradiction of capitalism is
expressed in the contradietion be-
tween the colossal growth In the
productive capac of capitalism,
caloulated to secure the marimum
of capltalist profit, and the relative
reduction of purchasing power of
millions of tollers whose standard
of llving the capitallsts are all the
time trying to keep within the lim-
its of the lowest possible minimum.
In order to win in the game of
competition and squeeze out more
profits, the capitalists are forced to
develop technique, to apply ration-
alization, intensify the exploitation
of the workers, and raise the pro-
ductive capacity of thelr under-
takings to the llmit. In order not
to fall behind capitalists are obliged,
in one way or another, to enter this
path of furious development of
productive ecapacities, But the
home and forelgn markets, the pur-
chasing power of milllons of work-
ers and peasants, who In the last
analysis are the baslc purchasers,
remain at a low level. Hence crisis
of overproduction, Hence the well-
known results, repeated more or
less periodically, of commodities
remaining unsold, production re-
duced, unemloyment increased,
wages loweéred, and thereby the
contradictions between the level of
production and the level of effec-
tive demand still is further inten-
sifled.

“The crisis of overproduction is
the expression of this contradiction
in unbridled and destructive forms.
If capitalism could adapt production,
not to the acquisition of the maxi-
mum of profits, but to the sys-
tematic improvement of the ma-
terial conditions of the mass of the
peopi®, if it could employ its profits,
not in satisfying the whims of the
parasitic classes, not in perfecting
methods of exploitation, not in ex-
porting capital, but in the sys-
tematic improvement of the ma-
terial conditions of the workers and
peasants, then there would be no
crisis, But then, also, capitallsm
would not be capitalism. In order to
abolish crises, capitallsm must be
abolished.” (Stalin: “Leninism,”
Volume 3, pp. 312-313).

Now we can see why there can
be no economic crises In the Boviet
Unjon. There are no capitalists, no
capitalist ownership and no ex-
ploltation of human beings. SBoclial-
it planning means bullding up in-
dustry, developing agriculture and
a constant rise in production. But
here there can be no overproduc-
tlon. Boecialist planning is planning
for the welfare, happiness and
well-being of the whole people.

That 15 why BSoviet workers
proclaim ‘Life has become more
Joyous.”

Helping the Spanish Mothers
In Their Fight Against Fascism

By BETH McHENRY

The packing and wrapping goes
on constantly The phone keeps
wringing and the elevator door
opening as friends of 8pain rush the
needed supplies and money to the
recelving station of the North Amer-
iean Committee o Ald Spanish De-

maocracy over at 832 Broadway. All
down the floor-long room women
and men are sifting clothing, count-
ing, arranging, mending. Emormous
bales, burlap-wrapped, fll every
available space, Cans of foodstuff,
milk, coffee, chocolate, soup and
beans are belng counted and placed
in trunks.

Over in one corner a busy young
woman takes time out to cook a
few wieners over a little gas stove,
The people working at the recelv-
ing station have no time to go out
for lunch. As It 18, they are short
of help, Between 12 and 15 people
come over every day to work as vol-
unteers. But that isn't enough, They
need men and women to mend and
pack and wrap.

The 832 Broadway Recelving Sta-
tion for Spaln is the main one.
There are more than a hundred
smaller stations throughout the eity.
Many of them are Communist Party
stations; come mre Bocialist Party;
a large number have been set up by
the branches of the American
League Against War and Fascism
and others by committees formed
spontaneously in many eommunities.

Many tons of clothes, food and
medical supplies have already gone
to Bpain from the North American
Committee. The Spanish ship Mar
Cantabrico now in the harbor is be-
ing loaded with things for the peo-
ple of 8pain, It will sail as soon as
it is filled to capacity with materials
collected by the Committee,

The Committee gets letters with
donations, Letters from Spanish
people in Ameriea, urging their
brothers in Bpain to keep up their
spirits, assuring them of the
support of the workers here. The
much to help the Committee, gath-
ering foodstuff and money and
clothes.

I saw a letter from a kid In a
CCC camp at Hastings, Maine. It
came with a five dollar enclosure for
Spain, The QCC hoy g ald, “The fas-
cists are the worst form of animated
life. . . ."

Inquiries concerning orthodontle

treatment usually make some ref-
erence to the apparently high cost
of such services. Since such treat-
ment entails the close attention of
a highly tralned professionnl man
fér perhaps two years, it is bound
to be costly by the standards of the
person of average income. From an
economic standpoint, the recon-
structive phases of orthodontia are
& Juxury accessible to but a small
fraction of Americans,
Yet the impalrment of normal fa-
clal appearance due to the receding
of pretruding chins, lips and teeth
often causes tragic alterations in
the personality of the victim and
severe llmitation of soclal and eco-
nomic opportunity, To cite an ex-
treme case, we know a college pro-
fessor who insists that success in
his profession would have been im-
possible but for the timely ald of
an orthodontist who corrected a
conspicuous facial deformity re-
sulting from malocclusion. In his
case, the treatment was certainly
worth the considerable cost and was
a good investiment, If he had been
forced to choose between the ortho-
dontia and his elaborate education
as alternatives, he would wisely
have chosen the former,

Preventive orthcdontic treatment
in the child is often absurdly simples
if it is started early enough. Reg-
ular dental examination of all pre-
school and school children will de-
tect such disturbances in thelr be-
ginning when, at slight cost, major
and expensive deformities may be
often avolaed.

The modern
dance has advanced with the pres-
sure of the times and dancers now
understand that they must avail
themselves of toplcal mediums in
order to enrich thelr material, The
“Eternal Prodigal” started on this
quest for a fuller form and even
though there are ohvious deviations,
progress Is marked,

A Glorious

Medley

The story "loosely follows its bib-
lical predecessors and has been con-
trived to include the various tech=
nigues of the participating artists.
It is a glorious medley, with Felicia
Borel representing the Prodigal's
modern dance love, Lisa Parnova
his Ballet love, and Kohanna the
Greclan lady.

The hero admirably danced by
Willlam Bruee, dreams that he
leaves hig patriarchal home In pur-
sult of worldly adventure. In the
large city he is beset by the timely
problems of finding a job and solv-
ing his romantic escapades, An
evil genius causes his final destruc-
tlon but the hero wakes from his
dream to find himself surrounded by
loving parents and his betrothed,

The choregraphy filled with many
moments of theatrical effectiveness
was often foo generous with the
parts of the principals, reducing the
ensemble to a decorative role. The
romantic theme of the plot strong-
ly overbalanced the theme of the
hero's flight to the eity. Unfortu-
nately the biblical parable “of re-
turning to the fold" was too strict-
ly {followed. A medern version
might have supplanted the old fa-
talistic ending, Some of the tah-
leaux were very effective but their
recurrent use results in too many
still-life ‘pictures instead of dy-
namic interplay,

The resultant worth of the entire
effort is inestimable. Praise should
be given to Gluck-Sandor, the prin-
clpals and the ensemble. Lisa
Parnova's salire on the Ballet was
a little masterpiece in itself,

A French Specialist Writes
a Book About New

Musical Craze

By MARTIN MeCALL
The baslc work on "swing” mu-
sie, written by the French special-
ist, Hughes Panassle, has been

translated, and It appears to pro-
vide a thorough working investiga-
tion of “hot" jazz. This phenom-
enon which- reached its maturity
in 1026, is analyzed in most of its
minute ramifications, with constant
reference to the styles of members
of innumerable orchestras, and to
their recorded performances.

“Swing,” according to Panassie, is
not acquired. It is a gift, and the
artist invariably plays “with the
greatest of ease.” The performer is
actually the creator, and in “hot"
playing, his business is to improvise,
to “compose” ever new variations
about a given melody. Consequent-
ly, the “hot" artist is “inspired”
never plays a melody {wice the
gsame, His unigueness is in his in-
tonation, i, e, the expression given
to each note, His special technieal
characteristics consist of direct
attack with Instantly following
diminuendo, pronounced vibrato In
his tone, variously controlled
glissando, ete. Obviously jazz can-
not be judged by the standard of
classical music.

One is persunded of {ts internal
vitality, and one ls inclined to in-
vestigate the listing of phonograph
records at the close of the book.
Panassie does give relichle estimates
of performances, and does set up
standards by which jazz perform-
ances may be judged.

But Panassie only sporadically at-

| tempts to prove the vitallty of “hot"

jazz in our culture. It is exciting,

exhilarating, spontaneous and dy-

namie, but it does not seem to have

any point of reference. At any rate,

Like the stage.play, however, the
screen version apologizes for the ex-

| does not get down to root causes,
Admitting that these two innoeént
men were murdered for no other
reason than the prejudice of the
court, it places the blame for that
prejudice not upon the shoulders of
the court, but rather upon the
gangsters and murderers who coms
mitted the crime,

The movie starts with the execu-
tion of Bartolomeo Romagna for
the murder of & paymaster. It
shows that he was a good man, and
that his radicalism, rather than any
of his suppaséed guilt, convicted him,
A small, too small, portion of Vane
zetti's speech to the judge is given
by the condemned man before his
death. The story jumps sixteen
years to a law school, where a class
of applicants to the bar ciscuss the
Romagna case. The entire class,
136 young lawyers, réturn the ver-
diet of not gullty., Thelr verdit is
startling and the search for Garth
Esdras, a witness, who had never
been called by the prosecution al-
though he had been identified by
many at the scene of the crime,
starts

This jump into the past gives ths
play a valldity that it sorely lacked,
The fortuitous meeting of Mio,
Judge CGaunt, and Trock, near the
river, is no longer mere coincidenece,
The screen version also gains from
the cut in the blank verse of the
play. Many mystic and unnecessary
speeches, particularly those of old
man Esdrns, are cut, and what re-
mains of the poetry is terse and
beautiful.

The performances of the cast are
uniformly good, Edward Ellis, in the
part of Judge Gaunt, creates a man
torn with doubt and & desire to vin-
dicate himself. John Carrrdine, who
appears but briefly in the role of
the elder Romagna, has an almost
Christ-like quality, of one punished
unjustly and wrongly for his love of
man, OCarth Esdras is played by
Paul Guilfoyle and his resemblance
to Margo, whose brother he plays, is
remarkable. Margo plays her rols
well, but her face is not sufficiently
expressive for the screen.
