stores from which they must buy clothing and food, and the post-
ffices.

“In time of strike the owners have the power of eviction,
und they have forced hundreds of strikers and their families to
seek shelter in tent colonies. In addition, they have assumed
police power.

“These conditions beget violence and industrial disputes, and
many districts are now practically in a state of civil war. Use of
urmed troops and subversion of ¢ivil government are some of the
most serious of modern industrial problems.

“We recommend and urge that State Federations of Labor
endeavor to secure legislation prohxbmng these brutal practices
and condition$, which are subversive of all industrial justice and
ireedom.”
