President Léwis Asks  Delegates to
Decido Authority  Limit
of Ofiicials.

INDIANAPOLIS, Jan. 20.—Presi-
dont J. L. Lewis, of the United Mine
Workers of America, in his address
before the miners' convention, which
opened here yesterday, - asked. the
delegates to go on record in declding
whether the president and interna-
tional executive board of the organ-
Ization . were supreme in authority
when a convention is not in session
or whether the district organization
could follow their own will,

with his followers, is opposing the
re-electlon of Lewis, declares that the
powors of the president shall be re-
stricted. The president and his com-
mittee assert taat the miners can
never progress to better contracts
with the operators unless they adopt
a stringent rule that joint contracts
shall be inviolable, and that the
executive -board's' judgment and au-
thority shall be supreme,

Presldent Lewis pointed out that
the award of the Strike Commission,
under which the miners arc now

working, will expire on April 1, and
asserted that the delegates must con-
sider plans for the protection of the
anthracite mine workers.

Employers Were Against Union,

ORANGE, N. J., Jan. 20.—Presi-
dent John A. Moflitt, of the Unlted
Hatters of North America, addresa-
ing a meeting of more than a thou-
sand strikers In the Orange district
in the armory here yesterday after-
noon, declared that it was his bellet
that the action of the manufacturers
in forcing the-lockout was an orgun-
ized movement against the label.

“It is only a subterfuge,” he sald,
“to drive out your label from all fac-
tories in the country, and eventually
to annihilate your organization.”

Moffitt urged the strikers to stand
firm and fight for the existence of
their union, warning them that defeat
at this time would mean a return to
worse conditions than existed in the
varly days of hatting in the Oranges,
and that meant practically Russian
serfdom.

National Directors John McCauley
and John Forsythe and several of the
‘ocal officers spoke, among them Miss
Katherine Kennedy, .president of the
Hut Trimmers' Assoclation of Orange
She told how a year. ago when the
women had trouble with the employ-
ers they went about in automobiles
trying to get the girls back to work.

POE HONORED
BY THOUSANDS

Centenary of Great Poet Is Fittingly
Cclebrated in aMyn
Ciues.

Edgar Allan Poe was honored yes-
terday at the celebration of the onc
hundredth anniversary of his bibrth.
The exercises took place in Poe Park,
Frodham, opposite the little cottage
where he spent many weary months
in poverty.

A bronze bust by Edmond T. Quinn
was unvelled by Arthur A. Stough-
ton, chairman of the Poe memorial
committee of the Bronx Society of
Arts and Sciences, and presented by
him to the city.

As the Stars and Stripes fell from
the bust and were hoisted to the Lop
of a flagpole, the national salute of
twenty-one guns was tired by the Id
Battery Field Artillery, of the Na-
tional Guard of New York, and Poe's
bust, lifelike. stood facing the little
house across the way, to which he
brought his beloved child bride, Vir-

ginia, in 1849, and In which she died
the year after.

More than a thousand persons
tramped thorugh the rooms of the
yeottage, where Poe passed the most
troublous years of his life, and an

walting for more than two hours, they
were dismissed. The men were wild
with disappointment at the treatment
they received, and for a minute the
situation lJooked serious. There were
threatening shotits of denuncliation

as the men have volced thelr griev-
ances in loud and unmistakable terms.

False Alarm.

All the morning papers yesterday
came out with a call for 1,500 more
men to clear away the snow. Com-
missioner Edwards weas quoted as
having sald that the offer was in a
way a chance for the “bread line” to
show {ts willingness to work. He
also made a personal promise to the
representative of the Bowery Mis-
sion to employ 500 men. The men
were registered at the Labor Burcau
of the Misslon and were given tickets
0 present when they arrived at the
stables. None of the men had car
fare and they were forced to walk.
They trotted along cheerfully, hop-
Ing to get a few hours work.

When they arrived at the place they
were met by an officlal of the Street
Cleaning Department and were told
that the superintendent was not in
| and that they should walt until 12:30
[ P. M. They walted outside in the
cold for more than an hour and & half
and it was 1 o'clock when Acting
| Bupérintendent James Cleary ar-
| rived.  Without much ado he told
them that they were not wanted.

The Call Has Man in Line,

* TESTS PISTOL

State  Hopes to Finish Its  Case
" Aguinst Shellard
To-day.

Robert Roy, the Assistant District
Attorney of Kings County, who Is
prosccuting David Shellard, the cox-
policeman accused of the murder of
Barbarsn Ricg. in the Brooklyn Su-
preme Court, expects to complete the
examination of witnesses for the state
to-day, when Shellard’s attorney, after
examining u few witnesses, will prob-
ably eall the prisoner to testify in
his own bchalf.

Mr. Roy believes that he has scored
a most important point on the defencc
by an cxamipation he made last night
of Shellard's revolver, with which the
girl was killed

It has bLeen testified that Miss Ricg
had a crippled right hand. Her own
sister and other members of her fam-
ily have sworn that this hand was so
helpless that she could not hold a
knife or fork in it .

Dr. Samuel Hubbard, of No. 142
Wesl 104th street, testified that the
girl's hand was badly injured by an
accident, and that her sccond, third
and little tingers on her right hand
were uscless. The physician was not

in
her Index finger and thumb to fire u
revolver,

An Important Point.

Ar. Roy's test of the revolver made
in the cellar of the Kings Count)y
Court House last night proved to hus
sutisfaction that Barbara Rieg coulu
not possibly have pulied the trigger
of the stiff working revolver,

The mysterious police Influence
that has been at work in an effort to
save Bhellard from punishment, even
though he may be gullty of murder,
exerted {tself when Mr. Roy called
for the revolver with which the
shooting was done. Twice his de-
mand for the weapon was ignored.
Then he gave a peremptory order
that the revolver be brought to him,
and the order was obeyed. & police-
man getting the weapon from head-
quarters, In State street, Nrooklyn,

With Police Lieutenant Langan
helding the revolver and using only
his Index finger, the tost was made.

, Langan was selected for the test be-

cause he Is a strong man, standing
six feet In his stockings. He has an
unusual grip, cven for a man of his
wlze.

Langan was instructed to snap the
revolver quickly. He almed the re-
volver and tugged at the trigger, but
it did not snap. Threo times he was
;olrlced to do this before the trigger
ell. .
“That positively proves my point,"
declared Mr. Roy. “If &« man of
Langan's strength could hardly snap
the trigger of the revolver, 1 claim
it would have been a physical impos-
sibility for a weak fl:rl to have snap-
ped It, especially If this girl was so
crippled In her right hand that it was
practically useless."

BIG CROWD LISTENS
10 G0OD DEBATE

Soclalist and Capitalist Defend Thelr
Respective Theorles In an
Interesting Manner.,

NEWARK., N. J.. Jan, 20.—"Re-
solved That Capitalism Is More Ad-
vantageous to Boclety than Soclalism
Would Be," was the question debated
by Hon. George J. Corey and Mr.
George R. Kirkpatrick before 1,200
persons in the New Auditorium The-
ater Monday evening.

Mr. George H. Goebel Introduced
Alden Freeman, secretary of the Open
Forum, who acted as chalrman of
the evening.

Mr. Freeman, In his preliminary re-
marks, accounted for the popularity
of the debate form of platform exer-
clse, by the fact that the American
people love a “serap.”

Mr. Corey opened for the affirma-
tive, He asserted that he was not a
man of the philosophies and schools,
but that he brought thirty years of
experience in laboring for the interests
which he represented in the debate
and therefore felt competent to speak
for them. He roferred to his own
success ax something possible for all
—he had risen from the position of
office boy to a place of power and in-
fluence  In  the controlling political
party of America.

The capitalist, he declared, is neces-
sary to tloat industry, as the capitalist
was necessary to finance and launch
the United States Government follow-
ing the revolutionary days.

Mr. Corey advanced all of the
standard arguments for capitalism
and a few new ones. The capitaiist
class, as a class, {s not happier than
the working cluss. In the develop-
ment and building up of industries
it frequently happens that the capit
alists walt five years for their divi-
dends while the workingmen recelves
his wages every Saturday night. The
secret to success is in learning to save
one’s carnings,

That opportunity for the young man
is great, Mr. Corey held, is proved by
the number of young men employed by
banks and other capitalistic enter-
prises.

Mr. Corey repeatedly challenged his
opponent to offer a worked out solu-
tion of our present soclal disorders.
