Says Tt Alds Earthquako, Victims, but
Not American Unemployed.

WASHINGTON, Feb, 11.—Many
prominent labor leaders attended the
“council of labor” at the Department
of Commerce and Labor yesterday,
and discussed labor conditions in this
country.

Samuel Gompers, president of the
American Federation of bor, de-
clared that nearly two million labor-
ers who previous to October; 1907,
had been employed, now were nalk-
ing the streets.

ty |ism" and receives no consideration.

Superintendent of ‘Sc¢hools Dr. W. H.
Maxwell, 18,000 children who suffer
starvation. These figures were given
yesterday afternoon at the business
pesgion of the Board uf Education. Dr.
Maxwell, :gukln( of the necemsity for
better med)

ination and the
city's duty to feed the pyplls, made a
strong plea for a rtment of hy-
giene and a public school kitchen. He
presented tables to show that out o
the 600,000 childr in the schools
only 210,685 were ned last year,
and that no childreq in a high school,
except ten iIn the Newtown High
School, arpenr to h"o been examined
at all. this he sald

“These two facts, demonistrate how
inadequate are 'the modlc.l examina-
tions conducted by the Department of
Health. Enough was accomplished,
however, to show how necessary such
examinations are If roperly and ener-
getically conducted. For instance, out
of one-third of .the puplls In the
schools, 5,928 were found to be suf-
fering from malnutrition. If the same
proportion held fi the other two-
thivds. we should find 17,769 children
suffering from the horrors of malnu-
trition. -Malnutrition means either in-
sufficient food or improper food. What

a commentary it is upon our boasted
clvmntlon that In the largest and
richest city in America 17,000 chil-
dren should be found suffering from
bad food or from lack of food! And
how ridiculous it is to compel children
to attend achool when the hungry
stomach will not permit ‘them to
learn!

“Again, I appeal to you, in the
name of suffering . childhoad, to, es-
-aulish in each school facilities where-
by the pupils may obtain amplg
wholesome food at cost price.”

_On Tradeé Schools,

Dr. Maxweil, giving a table showing

the varied manufactories of the city,
said that it is mullutly impossible
o train puplils the public schools
for all of the es eatlblilhed in
New York. “The task is too gigan-
tic,” he said, “the city could not
afford it."
To the report of the Committee on
Trade Schools, in which a plan for
such schools wascoutlined, Dr, Max-

el Y o yment - ‘of“~skilledy
workm-n ln our manual training and
industrial processes. The boy gains
respect for hand labor only when he
has a master workman to imitate.

*2. Some means must be found to
secure the  active participation of
manufacturers and trades unions in
our industrial work. This particl-
pltlon may take two forms:

“(a) The organization of commit-
tees to advise the educational authori-
ties as to the qualifications of teach-
ers, ‘and the processes to be taught.

*“(b) A .provision by which boys
and girls hetween fourteen and six-
teen may spend part of their working
day in @school. Our evening trade
schools are helping some 2,000 young
workmen and women to a' more sci-
entific knowledge of the trades which
they. cannot find the opportunity to
learn in their employers’ shops.”

The industrial depression, accord-
ing to Dr. Maxwe!l, keeps pupils in
schoo! and the difficulty to find jobs
increased the high school attendance.
Touching on this point he sald:

“The most conspleuous futurﬁ'
the history of our high schools d
the last year is the. remarkable ln-
crease in the number of students. The
average register for the year increased
from 32,931 to 25,264, or 10.17 per
cent. When this rate of increase is
compared with the rate of increase in
the elementary schools during the
same period—4.07 per cent.—it will be
seen that the high schools increased
twice as fast as the elementary schools.
I am inclined to think that the chief
reason for this phenomenon is that,
owing to the dep condition of
commerce and manufacturing, many
children entered high school or re-
mained in high school longer than
they vtherwise would have done be-
‘cause they were unable to obtain
lult-ble employmem."

At the beginning of the year the as-
soclation had a surplus of 32,154,000
in its treasury. The organization
publishes a weekly fournal at a cost
of over $60,000 a year.

“HEALTH THE VITAL QUESTION,”
SAYS OLGA NETHERSOLE

———

A sign of the times is the Increas- |
ing interest in public and soclal ques- !
tions displayed by members of the |
dramatic profession. Olga Nethersole |
In a recent interview in the Philadel- |
phia “North American,” talked with !
much earnestness on the subject of!
health as the most vital question of
social importance.

“If you were to ask me.” sald Miss
Nethersole, “"what the world needs
most to-day I should answer first,
I know
what I am talking about, for I have
for years visited all kinds of institu-
tions, tenement houses, asylums and
prisons. 1 don't only read and talk
about those things: I go among them.
I sacrifice my leisure to them. And
then I try to do what I can to remedy
them,

“The curse of tuberculosis I have
studied in all its phases. I have striven
to educate people by public lectures in
England and America. The great
white plague is so unnecessary' Just
for the want of a little knowledge and
& little more breathing space and sun-
light, think of it, they die by the thou-
sands! ;

Blame for the Rich.

“What a bitter commentary on so-
clety that is! Why do they die s0?
Why don't they have the little space
and alr and sunlight? Because the
rich must grow richer and the poor
must be forever ground under their
relentless heel. If we would cure the
eriminals, keep our prisons empty,
protect ourselves, we must make the
people healthy. Yet we go merrily on,
making our money and murdering the
poor.’

“Now, this is THE great—greatest
—religion  to-day-—to- spread the
gospel of health. It should be a mat-
ter of the heart, but alas! it s not.
Soclety does not seem to have the
heart ta do It. Hence It must be fought
out on & purely economic basis, a basis
big and important enough to stir the
world.

“This brings me to the American
business man, He Is authority the
world over in matters of business. He
has a gigantic intellect, but he is ut-
terly lacking in that perfect balance

with which nature endowed him,. if |’

he would but see, He !Is lacking at the
center, that s, at the heart. He is
selfish utterly. All his thoughts are
of money.

“Confront him with a wreng, once
' him that he has committed
an offense and what is his next move?
He grasps his purse to right it. He
thinks he can buy release! To get
perfect, even balance he needs a re-
gonevation of his heart, a  sympathy

s

with his fellow-beings.
must realize that he is
keeper.

In short, he
his brother's

“The most shocking example of this
I know of is the Trinity Chureh in
New York. That vestry, which is in-
corporated, has millions of dollars in-
vested in tenement houses which I re-
cently visited. I cannot begin to de-
scribe to you the filth and horrors and
human degradation I saw there, all
because the members of this church
of Christ would not spend a few dol-
lars to alleviate the conditions! JIsn't
that too terrible for belief?

“While there I saw poor consump-
tives sewing sweatshop garments.
Think of the tuberculosis germs car-
ried in those clothes! In another room,
a pesthole of tuberculosis, women
were cutting up green peppers and
putting them into pickling bottles, to
be dispensed to the outer world.

“These are the wores of modern so-
clety. The state and every other hu-
man agency should be brought to
bear upon them, that greedy men of
wealth should be coerced to regard
the common needs of their fellows
Call it paternalism or what you will,
let governments organize and fight
the great fight. '

Germany In Advance.

"Germany In this regard is advanced
beyond the rest of the world. There
each employe and: each employer
Pays an Insurance tax to idemnify
himself against old age, sickness, ac-
cident and invalidity. It is, in effect,
a4 great compulsory savings bank, and
it works directly for the health of. the
boAR politic.

“To save a little out of your In-
come each vear is but sanity. It is
the practical solution for three-fourths
of human misery, and Germany has
taught the rest of the world the
most perfect means of making saving
general. g

“And then, finally, this unselfish so-

clology which teaches each man to
care for his brother, what s it but
the perfect consummation vof the
teaching of Christ? It is a gospel
that is filled with God.”
