named “Labor Colony bill,’ openly de-
clared war against it and all other
kindred charitable and elnmolynvy
institutions in the city.
It might be well for Commissioner
Hebbard to realize that it is Impos-
sible to fill & vacuum with promises,
nor can you supply a void by simply
looking at it; an empty stomach needs
something more substantial and satis-
fying than advice and suggestions so
profusely profiered by himself and the
officials of the Charities Organization
Soclety. '
The bill just introduced in the Leg-
islature at Albany by Senator Grat-
tan is disguised by its title of "“labor"
colony, though its carefully worded
provisions make It actually and ab-
solutely a penal colony, Its aim is to
make imprisonment travesty a remedy
for poverty by sending there artisans
and experienced workmen out of work
through no fault of their own and
thus making them white slaves of the
city and branding them as criminals.
ts provisions, In fact, savor too much
of attempt to usurp the tyrannical
powers of a Draconlan administration
fwhich the people are likely to reject.
The passage of such an infamous
measure, establishing, as it would, a
form of Russian serfdom in the Em-
pire SBtate of this great Republic,
would be an insult to the people and
«would sully the flag under which
Washington fought for independence,
the flag under which, forty-five years
ago, so many hundreds of thousands
of men lald down their lives to free
the negroes from slavery.
