GIRL SUCCEEDS
IN ENDING LIFE

Young Librarian, After Lingering
Many Hours, Dies From Effects
of Gage.

Miss Helen Norris, the librarian of
the Kingsbridge branch of the New
York Public Library, died at 4:40
o'clock this morning at St. Vincent's
Hospital. She attempted suicide Sat-
urday night at the Trowmart Inn by
inhaling gas, but it was thought for
more than twenty-four hours that she
had a chance of recovery.

The young woman died without re-
vealing the motive for wishing to end
her life, but it is thought that among
several reasons grief over her fath-
ers’ death Is supposed to have greatly
depressed her, and that that may have
had something to do with her act

Between Thursday afternoon, when
Helen Norris disappeared, and Fri-
day afternoon, when she was found
at the Trowmart Inn, a working girls’
hotel at 607 Hpndson street, ft had
not heen discovered where she was.
Police Headquarters had been noti-
fied of her disappearance, but she
could not be found until the smell of
gas at the hotel attracted the atten-
tion of a servant.

The keyhole and cracks around the
door of the room which Miss Norris
occupied were filled with plaster.
When the door was broken in she
was found to be unconscious. A rub-
ber tube attached to the gas jet was
still m her mouth, held in place by a
mask of plaster of Paris. She had
registered under the name of Made-
line Reeve, Boston, Mass, but her
fdentity was revealed by a handker-
chief bearing her name,

An ambulance was
summoned and she was hurried to
St. Vincent’'s Hospital. Dr. Quinn,
the attending physiclan, said at first
that there was little chance of her
recovery, buts he was encouraged
after efforts to revive her had been
continued tor seventeen hours, when
she recovered consciousness. Sun-
day night it seemed as though she
might get well, although the danger
was great, and doctors could do little,
except to keep pumping oxygen into
her lungs. Then, early this morning,
her vitality ebhed away.

Miss Norris was to have left New
York after May 1 to take & position
in thg RBoston Public Library, her
contract at the Kingshridge branch
expiring on that date and the trustees
declining, it is sald, to rvenew it.

SCRANTON, Pa., March 22.—The
convention of anthrafite mine work-
ers, which meets here to-morrow, is
exppcted to make a flaal decislon so
far as the men are concerned In the

matter of a new axreement with the
coal mine operators to take the place
of the present working arrangement,
which expires March 31. As it now
stands, the situation is this:

The miners have made certain de-
mands, the principal one being the
recognition of the union. The operat-
ors have flatly refused all the de-
mands uand in turn have offered to re-
new ‘for another term of three years
the present agreement, which is the
same ax that made by the Anthracite
Coal Strike Commission. The miners'
representatives, who are all officers in
the United Mine Workers of America, |
have declined to continue ‘the agree-!

further action shall be taken.

Six hundred delegates, representing
all the local unions in the three an-
thracite districts of the miners’ or-
ganization, will sit in the convention.
Some of these are Instructed to favor
a strike if concessions are not made,
some are pledged against such action.

DRIVERS WANT INCREASE

Milling Company Refuses
Teamsters New Sale,

to Pay

Thirty-five teamsters in the employ
of the Hecker, Jones & Jewell Milling
Company, at Water and, Corlear
alreets, are out on strike to compel an
acceptance of the new wage scale
adopted by the International Brother-
hood of Teamsters on January 1, 1909,

The bomses have hired Waddell &
Mahon, the New York representatives
of Farley, the notorious strikebreaker,
th scabs, and the
latter are being protected by Pinker-

{ton men who were also employed by

the Hecker Company. The refusal of
tho bomses to accept the Inoreased
wage scale declided on by the team-
sters brotherhood to go Into effect
January 1 s the cause of the trouble.
Up to 190% the Hecker Company had
been paying the union seale of $13 )
per week tor siagle trucss, $15 for
double trucks, and 25 cents an hour
for overtime. The Increased scale |
called for $14 for aingle and $16 for |
double trucks. The overtime rate was
raiged to 20 cents.

After repeated delays and failures
on the part of the bosses to take any
declsive action, the men went out on
March 11,

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THE NEW CITY CHARTER.

Two features of the proposed new city charter, as reported to
the Legislature last week, are worthy of especial notice.,

On the one hand, the revisers propose to increase the Mayor's
salary from $15,000 to $25,000 a year.

On the other hand, they propose to reduce the number of Alder-
men from seventy-three to thirty-nine and to abolish their salaries
altogether. At present the Aldermen get $2,000 a year.

At first glance, these two proposals seem inconsistent. If $15.-
000 a year is not enough to reward a man for doing the work of the
mayoralty, why should $2,000 a year be too much for an Alderman?
Or, if good Aldermen can be got to serve for glory alone, why should
it be necessary to pay $25,000 a year to induce a good citizen to un-
dertake the much more glorious mayoral duties? If economy is a
good rule in dealing with the legislative branch, why this lavish ex-
penditure on the exccutive? If liberality is a good rule in dealing
with the execn.mve branch, why this parsimony toward the legis-
lative? Is not shuce for the goose also sauce for the gander?

But, in fatt, there is method in the charter revisers' apparent
madhess. !

The charter revisers represent that element in our community
that designates itself as the “respectable citizens,” alias “the tax-
payers.” They are the people who own most of the property and
contrcl most of the business, and they are the people who stand very
pompously, if not always very courageously, for what they call “good
government”—by which they meln the sort of government that is
good for property owners and business men.

These people are very ill content with the ordinary Tammany
administration.

The Professional Politician—in New York the really expert ones
are Democrats, as in Philadelphia they are Republicans; the breed is
the same, under different togs—do not believe in popular goyernment
any more than the Respectable Citizens. They both believe in goy-
ernment of the people for the capitalist. They differ as to how and
by whom the people should be governed for the capitalists.

The Tammany men say: We will govern the people for the cap-

do. But the Tammany men believe in being well paid for the job.
They see to it that they are well paid. They are not content with
salaries fixed by law, however big. They charge “al} the traffic will
bear.” They levy tribute on the saloonkeeper, the prostitute, the
gambler, the sneak thief, the burglar, the hold-up man. They levy
tribute on city laborers, clerks, street sweepers, even “breadliners”
who get a day's work shoveling snow. No graft is too small for
them.

The Respectable Citizen would not mind that, if that were all.
They are neither gamblers nor hold-up men, in the ordinary sense;
and they never think of sweeping streets or shoveling snow. What
‘annoys them is, not that no graft is too small for the Professional
Politicians, but that no graft is too large for them.

Tammany, when in.power, makes the Respectable Citizens give
up, as well as the disrespectable ones, and at a higher rate. If a
burglar must pay an occasional ten-spot for immunity, the rich house-
holders must pay much more for protection. If the poor devil out of
work must pay a quarter for permission to earn a couple of dollars
cleaning the streets, the capitalists must pay tens of thousands for |
permission to steal streets and sidewalks and water-front.
bothers the Respectable Citizens.

The Respectable Citizens have a theory about municipal govern-
ment. Their theory is that the administration should vigilantly pre-
vent all petty infractions of law by disrespectable persons operating
on a small scale; and that it should judiciously connive at all such

Only Emi-
nently Respectable Citizens—citizehs whose respectability is meas-
ured by six or seven figures after the dollar mark—wjll consent to
take an office that pays no salary. And, then, to make their posi-
tion easy and dignified, the Board: of Aldermen will have very few
powers or duties—will be just a committee of Respectable Citizens
to counsel and support the respectable Mayor, who will be the whole
thing and will govern the people firmly and cheaply for the property-
owning class.
