“erimp™ Is a shipping or boating mas-
ter who agrees to supply crews for
vessels. The matter of wages is never
discussed by a crimp. He brings the
men to & captain, reccives his fee, and
it Is up to the men to get what they
can.

This is what Manstield s doing.
There are always plenty of men with-
out work at the Seamen’s Institute.
The majority of them are foreigners
who have been in this country but a
few days or weeks, They know noth-
ing of the union,

BOOKING CTOPLS

Exploited State People Tell Legisiative
Committee How the Trust Holds ,
Them Up.

ALBANY, March 26.—Representa~
tives of the actors and actresses who
say they are flgreed right and left byl
the Theatrical Trust made their first!
appeal for protection to the Legisia-
ture yesterday. It was a strong ap-!
peal, too. Few legislative hearings
are as-interesting as was that before
the Assembly Comimittee on General
Laws, when the stage people pleaded
for a favorable report on the Voss
bill, which is aimed ‘at the iniquities
{of the ‘booking system, though It is
not asserted that it would cure more
than a few of them.

The actors told of “black lists’ and
hoycotts perpetrated by the managers,
the exactions of the booking agencies
and the fees that had to be paid to an
army of middlemen, who in most
cases were the employes of the man-
'agers In whose interest the actor and
actress looking for work were mulcted
in several commissions. The commit-
‘tee also learned of contracts which
the actor and actress are compelled to
sign, but which never bind the man-
ager to anything that he cares to re-
pudiate,

“That clipping was sent by my sis-
ter Andrea, and I am told in it that
my brother Prospero ix an inmate of
the county hospital of San Antonio,
that my father sells papers in the
streets and my sisters crack nuts for
20 cents a day.

My brother was principal. of a
*chool in Mexico. Owing to my ac-
tivities against Diaz he was persecuted
in Mexico and came to this country
about three years ago. In order to
support my sisters he had to work ax
a laborer during the winter in St
Louis, Mo.: he had to work In the
snow #and got sick. He has been an
Invalid for the last two years. He is
now econfined in the county hospital of
San Antonio and the goctors of that
institution told my sister that he has
to be there six months at Jeast.

“My father, sixty-five years, is too
old to work. My sigtéers get starva-
tion wages when they are lucky
enough to find employment.  Owing
to my Imprisonment I am unable fo
support my family. During the nine-
teen months I have been in jall my
family has been subjected to cruel
hardships and bftterest misery. I
never before asked for help. 1 never
tried to get money from the defense
fund to help my family. But now 1
think I have reached the limit, and I
think it is my duty to sacrifice m® own
pride and let my friends know the
real situation in an effort to save my
dearest ones.

NEW USE FOR OIL.

Another use for oll, practically an
entirely new method of the employ-
ment of oll, is the use made of it by
stock l'llnl'lT Of late years the value
of prickly pear or cactus as a stock
food has become known, the only ob-
stacle to its greedy consumption by |
cattle being the spines or needles In
the cactus. These can be easlly re-
moved by burning them off, which is
done with the use of oil and a special
apparatus which is said to effectually
do the work. As cactus is known to
be nearly all water, the Introduction
of it as a stock food In arld and semi-
arid reglons means much to the stock-
men of those sections. Thus oll en-
ters an entirely new field of industrial
economy.—Corpus Christl Caller.

A LUCKY FARMER, HE.

Of all the farms in the world per-
haps the most remarkable is in Alaska
on & small branch of the Tanana
River only 136 miles south of the
Arctic circle. It Is owned and oper-
ated by a man named Karshner,

epgaged In hunting gold when he
came across a little stream of hot
water, He traced the stream to a
spring, which ‘was likewise hot, and
presently it became obvious that a
considerable area was underiaid by
such springs.

Promptly deciding that &ﬂl was a
discovery more valuable than a gold
mine. Mr. Karshner gave up prospect-
ing. obtained a quantity of vegetable

MORE LAND 'l'llxN WATER ON

MARS.

Mountainless Mars has inspired the
pen of Prof. Percival Lowell, who de-
clares that a Martian landscape would
seem to us remarkably tame, says
John A. Howland in Worker's Maga-
zine, and that the scenery would be
chiefly notable for the lack of eyery-
thing that with us goes to make it up.
That which relates Mars to the earth
in one sense is the distribution of land
and wea; but while our earth has more
sea than land, Mars, on the contrary,
shows more land than sea. Originally

possessing its own share of water, the
fluid constituents have been so far ab-
sorbed, and this fact indicates an-
other point freely conceded, that is,
Mars has proceeded further inwards
