“Nobody can run my business or
tell me who I shall hire,” declared the
owner of the Star.

AH other departments of
my business are unionized and I have
never had a strike before. But under
no circumstances will these men who
have gone on strike and injured my
business be taken back Into my em-

“Whaell, then, if it's to be a battle,
we're ready for it,” replied President
Bannon. “‘Do you think we're going
to go around the corner and lle down
like dogs?"

Ex-Benator 8mith did most of the
talking, brooking no interruption, and
haranguing the union officlals upon
what he called the lack of gratitude
of his employes. He was full of rage
at the exposures of the New York
Evening Call, which he referred to
as “lies.”

*I gave many of these boys jobs
when they were half-starved,” he
sald. 1 picked them up when they
were penniless, and in return they
have gone on strike and tried to in-
jure me and my business. They are
without gratitude.”

“What are they: to be grateful for,"
asked the union preetdent, “having a
chance to work for a aollar a day?"

We have been under no illusions as to the true nature of the
Turkish revolution, which achieved its first definite: triomph nine
months ago and which seemed to be proceeding safely and with sur-
prisingly little effective opposition toward its goal, until the last few
days. We have understood that this was not a social revolution, in
the sense that phrase has borne for half a century, but a bourgeois
revolution, the step from medieval semi-feudal despotism to modern
constitutional liberalism—a step which, so far as it is possible for us

- to predict in such matters, must in every country be taken before it
is possible for the working-class movement to assert itself as a potent
force in the social evolution. While there are Socialists and Socialist
organizations in Turkey, they have not yet, and could not, success-
fully appeal to any large mass of the people or play any important
part in the direction of events. :

The reac-
tion has scored a triumph in Constantinople this week, but it is yet
too early to judge the actual situation, So far as appears, some con-
siderable part of the army—recruited from Albania and other bar-
barous parts of the empire, and accustomed only to plunder and to
obey—has been made the tool of a reactionary coup d'etat engineered
from the palace and perhaps backed by foreign intrigue. Whether
this triumph is decisive, even for the space of a few years, cannot now
be known. Recognizing that the Turkish constitutional movement
is not in the slightest degree tinged with any socialistic character, yet
we must hope that it will be able to regain the ground just lost and
recommence its onward march. Until that is done, not only will
there be no hope for the Labor movement in Turkey, but there will be
the less hope for progress in Russia and, what is hardly less impor-
tant to the world, in Persia, India, and other Asiatic countries.
