PATTEN DEFIES
PRESS AND PUBLIC

Doesn't Care What Others Think and
Say of Him—Admits He Is
Money Mad.

CHICAGO, April 20—James A,
Patten, the man who- is alleged to
have cornered wheat and wWio is re-
sponsible for the rise in bread, ‘de-
clared yesterday that he does not care
what the people think and say of
him, and admitted that he is in the
“game” to make money. He sald:

*“I don’t care what the newspapers
say, there is no corner. 1 don't care
what a Jot of sensation sez2king
preachers say. I don't care what the
State Legislature does. 1 don't fear
any action of Congress. 1 am in this
deal to make money. I have nevar
denied it. It is not my fault that the
crop is-short and the demand high.
Those are the things that make the
price, not what I say or do.

“l am the scapegoat in this thing;
let it go at that. Because & man is in
the pulpit it does not follow he has
common sense.

“I was in church yesterday.,” he
sald, "and two photographers were in
the réar of the sanctuary trying to get
my picture, and after the service they
walted outside and got everyhody ex-
cited. I got onto it and left by a rear
door. Now, that's carrying things a
‘ttle too far.”

When asked about the price of
bread Mr. Patten sald that hakers
were always ready to take advantage
of the rise in the price of whedt, but

they seldom reduced
bread when wheat sold low.

A young man who Is employed in
the cash wheat end of Patten's husi-
ness reluctantly admitted yesterday
that he has been working early and
late for the last three months trying
to sell as much wheat as possible,
His story is an interesting sidelight
on the great wheat deal which is now
in progress, and incidentally reveals
the enormous machinery at Patten's
command,

“Yes, it is true. I have been work.
ing my head off trying to dispose of
all the cash wheat I could,”™ Baid this
Patten employe.

“Mr. Patten has agents in all of
the .primary markets, and they have
all been working to the same end,” he
continued. “Our Instructions ‘have

, however, aot to sell any wheat
in the primary markets, and we have
been compelled to search out custom-
ers and buyers in remote places, our
object being to reduce the amount of
wheat In the primary markets an
much as possible.

**The situation is about like this, the
more wheat we can get qut of the way,
that is to say, the more we can sell in
places where there is no chance of It
being -Mpgd back to be delivered on
contracts, the safer Mr. Patten will be
In carrying through his deal. It has
been pretty hard work to get rid of
this wheat In places where we could
be sure it would not get back into cir-
culation again, but we have been at it
now since the first of the year,'and in
the aggregate have got rid of a good
many mlillion bushels.'

The position of the millers has been
explained to be similar to that of the
banks during the financial panic a
year and a half ago. They have con-
trolled the surplus wheat, but. they
have kept it locked up in their bhins,
not knowing how high the premium
on it might go. Knowing this, James
Patten has been chiefly concerned in
corralling the floating supplies outside
of the millers' hands and getting it
out of the way by merchundising it in
places where it would not get back to
the primary mm-lunts1 or else by keep-
ing it tied up in the elevators, By this

RAILROADS DEFY LA

Refuse to Pay Their Employes Semi-
Monthly—Laugh at State,

ALBANY, April 20.—Arguments on
constitntionality of the law enacted
last; year providing for the semi-
monthly payment. of railroad em-
ployes were heard yesterday before
Supreme Court Justice Betts.

ALBANY, April 20—The Senate
last night, by a vote of 3 1to 8§, passed
the blll sponsored by BSenator Mc-
Manus, of Manhattan, and designed
to amend the Penal Code relative to
the appointment of special peace of-
ficers in times of emergency.

The bill providss that men em-
ployed as special peace agents iIn
times of a strike must be residents
and voters in New York City when
engaged in that municlpality, while
In- up-state counties they must have
the same qualifications in the specific
county in which they are engaged for
service.

Whan the nature of the bill was
pointed' out as & was read for final
passage, McManus admitted frankly
that it was designed to apply to strike-
breakers, who, under appointment as
specjal officers, freuently were armed
and caused bloodshed and riot,

“There is no more odious name in
American economics than that of
Farley, the strikebreaker,” declared
Senator Grady rushing to the defense
of McManus' Dbill. “Farley boasts
that any strike can be put down
through his armed men. His men
can be hired to take any occupation
at any time.”

Senator McManus declared that
men known as Farley's men were now
taking the places of striking team-
sters In New York.

“Farley Is known to own a hotel
on the outskirts of one of our state
prisons,” he declared, “He keeps track
of the names and sentences of \he
men confined there, and when they
get out he takes' them under his
arm. I,presume some of those men
are in New York mow. This is to
keep thugs and Farley's men out of
New York., where, under appointment
as special officers by Bingham, they
carry pistols and blackjacks.'

"I spw,” she sald, * & girl—and she
was one of many—Ileave the store at
3 o'clock at night, and she had
warked since 8 o'clock that moraning,
and would have to be there at §
o'dlock the next morning.

NEW YORK EVENING CALL

Ex-Judge Pllnlcrl delivered a
highly interesting lecture to a large
audience at Hart's Hall, Gates ave-
nue and Broadway, Brooklyn, last
Sunday afternoon.

‘His subject was “The Evolution of
the Criminal Law; Its Modern Abuses
and Inequalities.” He started in by
expluulnl the -origin of the old laws
among the early Romans, ancient He-
brews and Greeks. The speaker then
traced the progress of English law,
mentioning the many humane ways
of treating criminals; such as hang-
ing & man for three minutes, then
cutting him down and gently slitting !
open what to our modesn aldermen is |
the most (mportant part of the body,
the location of the s ach, and then,
by way of an admodition and while
the man was still allve, proceed to
make mince-meat of his limbs. Some
one in the audience whispered loudly,
“We do that to-day with our electro-
cutions.”

Judge Palmlieri gave specific in-
stances on record of the various Eng-
lish ‘methods of teaching the criminal
to be good. Of course, the rich and
powerful at that time were also above
the law—even as they are to-day.
There is a record of a nobleman
whose ears were lopped off for debt,
and for a repetition of the offense
the executioner chopped off the ear
stubs and part of the face. The
same offense by an ordinary Individ-
ual was entitied to removal of his
legs or arms, but no cholce was per-
mitted.

Coming down to modern times,
Mr. Palmieri sald that in this state
up to the year 1860 the defendant
was never permitted to go on the
stand in his own behalf; his accuser
being the only witness .examined.
The treatment of criminals these days
is becoming more scientific, and the
parole system has been proven to be
& particulady efficient one.

As an improvement in our judicial’
system he cited the laws enacted
against trusts, such as against illegal
rebating. However, the judges of the
present day who were formeriy cor-
poration lawyers cannot be impartial.
Our judges’ are not put upon the
bench by ahy competitive examina-
tions as is done In Europe. A man
who ll a friend of the boss or has
the money can buy his judgeship, and
there is a certain place on 14th
street, New York, where auction
sales of court benches take place.

Judges Don't Serve the People.

We find very few judges to-day
who have served the people. On
the Supreme Court of Brooklyn there
sit judges who were formerly legal
representatives of the Long Island
Rallroad. They had been brought
up amidst wealth and always lived in
an ntmu‘rhere of corporations. They
have had one way eof thinking all
thelr lives and do not and never did
live among the people, and uncon-
sclously they will interpret the laws
in u.u:m-dau;l with their environment,
no matter how impartial they think
they are.

Judge Palmierli then cifed a spe-
cific case of injustice in Brooklyn,
naming the !ud(n, and litigants, and
wound up his lecture by saying he
would answer any questions put to
him. A man got up and defended
the Justice (Kelley) whom the speak-
er referred to In the case mentioned
in his lecture. Mr. Palmierl stated |
that he did not doubt the judge's
shmcerity, but it proved his point that
a man who always lived in a corpora-
tion's atmosphere could not parcel
out justice impartially.

A Soclalist, J. Well, praised the
tion In our courts—something which
the Socialists always  knew existed;
but what was the learned gentle-
man's Nmedr Juaws against trusts
have accomplished nothing., and can-
not. As to getting competent men on
the bench, why, the men on the
bench now are competent—t§ misin-
terpret the laws—else the bosses
would never have put them there.
The only way out of it all seems to
be to get men elected by the common
peaple, and the onl: party that. pro
erly and scientifically is a party of (go
people, Is the Bociallst party.

CHILD LABOR INCREASES,
—

Reports 1,633 Violations
Brought to Trial.

The last quarterly report of Stats
Commissioner of Labor John Williams
shows that out of ninety cases that
weére brought to trial by the Bureau
of Factory apd Mercantile Inapection
during thnlﬂm seventy-three in-|
xol\ed illegal employment of chil-

ren.

During the six months ending lurch
31 the Mercantile Bureau-found 1,619
children illegally employed In less
than 4.000 establishmentf in Roches-
ter, Buffalo and New York! In 1908
the Bureau of Factory Inspection, af.
ter inspecting over 40,000 establish-
ments, reported a total of 1,633 chil-
dren unlawfully at work.

The contrast in the matter of law
observance is striking, for the Mer-
cantile Bureau in six months, working
in three cities, found practically the
