FIRE SHOTS WHEN
JOY RIDERS FLEE

Revolvers Used Without. Effect on
Auto Party Who Mortally
Hurt a Waiter,

Bullets flew thick angd fast yester-
day when a party of “joy riders” who
had run down and mortally injured
Frederick Warnecks, {orty-seven
years old, a waiter, of 315 East 86th

street,. hif up' a fifty-mide pace and
escapnd, leaving their victim dying in

the street. In the excitement of dodg-
Ing the shots fired at them, the party
lost an automobile cap. This, and

the testimony of two bhystanders, who
have a vague notion aus to the nums-
ber of the machine. are the only
clews in the possession of the police
as to the {dentity of three women and
three men who were in the auta,

- Warnecke, who was on his way
from work, was struck as he was
crossing Third avenue and 58th street.
The car was going down town at
about fAfty miles and hour.

There was no warning signal from
the chauffeur, and Warnecke did not
hear the shouts of two men standing
on the corner who saw the danger of
which he' was unconscious He
stepped squarely in front of the car,
was caught by the front wheels and
was thrown fifteen feet ahead and
one gide, striking headfirst against an

broken and he was bhadly injured in-
ternally, sald Dr. Smith, who took

55,000 OFFERED

FOR BOAS GRL

Father Will Pay That Amount if Thir-
teen-Year-Old Daughter Is
Brought Home.

' .
Abduction is the explanation offered
to-day for the mysterious disappear-
ance of Adele Boas, thirteen years old,
who has been missing since last Fri-
day afternoon from her home, 10 West

$8th street.  When every other theory
had been abandoned by the police and
a score of Pinkerton detectives work-

ing on the case, Alhert Roas, the girl's
father, announced he would increase
the reward of $1,000 offered Saturday
night for information leading to the
discovery of the girl's whereahouts to
$5,000, “and no questions asked.”

Jarlyy yesterday Percy Boas, nine-
teen years old, brother of the missing
girl, organized a party of his friends
and made a thorough search of Cen-
tral Park for trace of his sister. He
‘the searching force, which
contained about elghty persons, into
twos or threes and the entire park was
covered before noon, Many girl school-
mates agd friends of Miss Boas who
live in epntral Park West and adjoin-
Ing streets also went through the park
in the afternonn. Hundreds of volun-
teer ‘searchers, spurred on by the re-
ward offered by the girl's  father,
Jolned dn the hunt, but with absolutely
no tangible results. This seems to dis-
pose of the theory held by the girl's
mother that she had strolled into the
park and been seized by a sudden
fainting spell in some remote nook.

It was accepted as certain yesterday
that the girl has not wandered away
in a Nt vf sudden dementia, Dr. Au-
gust Seibert, of 114 Weat 57th street.
the Boas family physician, said that
Miss Boas, although only thirteen
vears old, wasx almost fally- matured
and that her health was even hetter
than the average child of her vears.
He sald he wax certain there was no
physical weakness which might cause
sudden mental trouble, Miss Laura
Jacobl, in whose schvol In West 80th
street, Adele was a pupll. sald the
child was exceptionally bright, and
that it wax not necessary for her to
oxert herself to keep up with her
studies, Bhe was certain, she said,
there had been no breakdown in the
girl's mental  condition  bhecause of
vyerstudy., The police point out Miss
Roas could "not have bheen wandering
about in a demented state for two
days without having attracted atten-
tion, °

them, he said he knew of absolutely
no reason why the girl should bhe iIn
cither town., He eoxplained that the
large silk thread factory of Boas is in
Stamford, and thut possibly the police
are working on the theory that a dis-
charged employe In that town may
have committed abdugtion.

Rose sald arrangements- had been
made for the cirenlation to-day,
hroadeasg throughout the city of eir-
culars bearing a picture of the miss-
ing girl and announecing $5.000 would
be paid by her father for Information
leading to the discovery of her where-

abouts, Indemnity from prosecution
will be promiscd to the abductors if
the girl is surrendered to her parents
within twenty-four hours, Large
posters making the same announce-
ment will bhe exhibited on billboards

and in other public places to-night.

Mrs. Boas., mother of the missing
girl, broke down (ompleiely yésterday
when the search of the park revealed
nothing concerning her child,  She
was compelled to go to bed. Dr, Sei-
bert, her physiclan, sald the mental
strain which she was undergoing was
ilkely to unbalance the mother's mind
unless the girl was found within the
next two days.

PARIS, April 26.—A new strike of
the employes of the postal and tele-
graph department seems probable. At
recent meetings of the employes pro-
tests were mnde\ against the new rules
made by Under Secretary Simyan, of
the department, and several of the
speakers denounced him in vigorous
language. A committee of seven was
appointed to see the Minister of Pub-
lic Works to-momrow in order to
reach an understanding with him
upon the matter,

It is stated that at the latest meet-
ing of the Council of Ministers it was
decided to rigorously repress all man-
Ifestations by government employes.
At last night's meeting of the postal
and telegraph employes & resolution
was passed declaring that it was de-
sirable that a speedy solution of the
questions at issue with M. Simyan
should be reached and the union's
commlittee on vigilance was requested
to take al] possible measures to secure
the revocation of his new orders.

Among the members of the union
the opinion was freely expressed that

should the ordera not be revoked there
would be another strike. g

Man-of-War's Men Win Strike.

Meanwhile the news from Ville-
franche that the awo hundred sallors
of the battleship, Patrie, who mutinied
last Friday on account of the quality
of the food servad them, had won
their demands and had returned to
their duty in triumph, has filled the
hearts of the anti-militarists with joy,
and they openly proclaim that the
navy is also becoming Infected with
thir propaganda.

They also call attemtion to the “pa-
triotism™ of the naval contractors as
revealed by the announcement yester-
day that the Minister of Marine will
prosecute the Creusot Company for
the delivery of defective material,
Rolling  carringes for turrets are
sometimes broken and rewelded by
electricity. - Other serious accusations
are made regarding projectiles and
submarine bhoats.

Another source of worry to the
hourgeolsie is the fear of a great
labor demonstration on May Dafl. Al-
though it is not now believed that the
General Confederation of Labor will
prclaim a general strike on that day,
some sort of demonstration will take
place on May 1.

In the present state of general dis-
affection of laboring men and govern-
ment employes, who have fraternised
in denunciation of the government,
the possible events of the day of agi-
tation cannot be contemplated with
| an easy mind by the ruling class.
| A proclamation issued by the Gen-
(eral Confederation of Labor says that
May Day is to be a day “of rejolcing
until the morrow of a victorious gen-
eral strike and a triumphant soclal
revolution.” Twelve mass meetings
have already been arranged for Paris
end 100 for the provinces.

The big strike of the buttonmakers
of the Department of the Olse againat
a severe. wage cut is still en with good
prospects of victory for the strikers,
whb refuse to allow themselves to be
provoked by the soldiers.

vented the hall belng used for secu-
lar purposes on Sunday. His report
showed that the 1. L. now has

about 1,000 banches.

The first business of the daw was
the passing of the following resolu-
tions by a vote of 201 to 163: “The
constitution shall not be altered or
amended except every third year, un-
less upon the. requisition of two-
thirds of the N. A. C. or one-third
of the branches of the party, when
tI® proposed alterations or amend-
ments ghall be considered at the fol-
lowing conference.”

A resolution afirming the bhelief
that it is vitally necessary to main-
tain unimpaired the alliance of Labor
and Soclalism as affording the best
means for the political expression of
Socialism to-day moved hy Mr. Paul
Campbell. * of Walthamstow, . w
adopted almost unanimously, only 10
votes being recorded against it .

The opinion of the minority on this
question was embodied In an amend-
ment Introduced by Mr. Faleoner, of
Southport, to the effect “That the In-
dependent Labor. party seceds from
the Labor Representation Commit-
tee.” The basis of his argument was
that the Labor party In the House
of Commons was not making for So-
clalism. The I. I. P. was a Socialist
organization, and it was Inconsistent
for a Soclalist party to be allied with.
& non-Soclalist party, The tendency
of the Labor party was in the direc-
tion of Liberalism, and the alliance
must lead to the weakening of the
Boclalist party. How could they as
Boclalists support & party that was
afrald of the name of Boclallsm?
8o many memmebers of the ‘Labhor
party were going about with the Lib-
erals that it was dificilt to tell who
was Labor and who was Liberal. So-
clalism ought not to be watered down
to fit in with the ‘Lib.-Lab.’ policy.
Several delegates spoke In favor of
this amendment but it was voted
down by°378 to 8.

German Socialists Warmly Greeted.

In the afternoon Edward Bernstein.
of the German alist Democratic
party, addressed the conference. Mr.
MacDonald, In introducing. Mr. Bern-'
stein, sald thelr guests was over here
for the purpose of demenstrating to
the people of this country that the
Socialists of Germany and the Labor
party of Great Hritaln stood for in-

ternational peace and goodwill. Mr.
Bernstein, who had a very hearty
reception, conveyed the congratula-

tions of his comrades in Germany to
their British Brethren: As a power
for peace the Soclal Democrats were
the most effective in the German em-.
pire. No royal visits, he added, can
be of such effect for the purpose of
peace as the determfined will of the
masses of the workers. There is no
question, and there can be no ques-
tion, between the British nation and
the German, natlon which cannot be
settled by peaceful discussion.

The working people of Germany
were agalnst the piling up of arma-
ments, and they would demonstrate it
on May 1. Mr. Macdonald, in ac-
knowledgment, said he hoped the
delegates would ask Mr. Bernstein to
take to hig comrades in Germany the
fraternal greetings of that Confer-
ence. ‘T ask Mr. Bernstein.” he sald,
“to assure his colleagues that every-
thing we can do now and at any time
to promote peace, good-will, and In-
ternational fellowship will be done by
the Independent Labor Party."

The Conference next proceeded to
discuss the question of Parllamentary
candidates, and Mr. Douthwaite, of
Bredbury, moved a resolution, Weclar-
ng that whilst acquiescing In the
right of the national Labor party to
decide whether or not a contest, under
théir ausplices, should be conducted In
# given constituency. the Conference
aMirmed the equal rikght wf hranches
of the Independent Labor Partyrto
promote aAn independent Parliament-
ary contest, with full eredentials from
the national administrative Council,
provided that all expenses were borne
by the branch promoting the candida-
ture.

Mr. W. C. Anderson (Glasgow)
strongly op the proposition, He
sald if they claimed to run candidates
in the way pro| . Trade Unionists
and Co-operative parties would makg
the same claim, Was thelr movement

In the course of a discussion on
the Labor Leader, Editor Glaser re-
ported that fts clrculation had in-
creased from 13,000 to 40.000 during
the past four and a half years.

When the National Administrative
Council's report came up for a vote
of apprggal Mr. Grayson drew atten-
tion to e references.in the report
to the circumstances which led the N.
A. C. to the conclusion that it was
useless to try to arrange meetings for
Mr. Grayson in connectioh -with the
speakers’ campaign. The paragraphs
he objected to were:

What Caused the Trouble.
‘“We desire to Include Mr. Grayson

whom engagements are booked
through head office, and wrote him to
that effect on July 31. . He repliéd
that he was practically full up, but
that he would give some dates, and
on October 10 he gave us certain dates
for.the months of January, February
and March, 1908,

“Following his suspension came
certain speeches of a famillar char-
acter, in one of which he was ryg-
ported to have made a statement
which seemed to us to indicate .that
he would not fulfil our engagements,
and after Inquiry on Octdber 21, he
replied on the 28th that recent events
would necessitate reorganization: of
his dates, and he wished to wait a lit-
tle longer bhefore confirming them.
Our branches were accordingly noti-
fied that the dates promised were
only provisional, and In response to
an-inquiry of November 2, he replie
on November 4: ‘Shall let you know
about dates soon.” On November 18
came his refusal to appear with Mr,
Hardle on the platform at Holborn
Town Hall, and thls. in conjunction
with nther matters, caused us to de-
olde that it was useless tp try and
arrange from Head OMce meetings
for Mr. Grayson, and on Novembher
19 he was written to that effect.”

Mr. Grayson said the paragraphs
were entirely unjust and wrongly
colored. making out that he malicel-
ously refused lecturing dates for the
I. I. P. He moved that the para-
graphs be referred back,

The correspondence hetween Mr
Grayson and headquarters was read,
and an acrimonious dlscussion com-
menced, when Mrs. Despard rose and
appealed to delegates to forbear She
pleaded that they had come there to
discuss grave questions—the feeding,
the question of the children. of wom-
en, and unemployment. It was very |
sad that their time should be taken

In the city the working people have neither the time nor the house-
hold equipment to bake their own bread. Even if they had, the price
of flour, particularly when bought in small-quantities, would make
bread so baked even more costly than that offered for sale at famine
prices in the bakeshops.

Individually, they are helpless. They must pay the price or go
without bread. And the prices of other foods are likewise high and
rising higher.

Collectively, if the American people or any considerable portion
of them were prepared for collective action, they would be masters of
the situation. In Europe they are learning much faster than do we.
In most of the European countries the workers have great co-opera-
tive associations, owning and operating bakeries and taking advan-
tage of all the latest improvements in machinery and methods, as
well as of purchasing materials on a large scale, to turn out bread at
a minimum cost while giving union wages or more to the bakery
workers and providing sanitary conditions for their work.

In Europe, too, a great part of the working people have learned
to act together as a class on the political field, and the consequence
is that in many'cases the municipalities have assisted in the forma-
tion of co-operative societies to protect the people from starvation
for the profit of capitalists.
Maybe the present bitter experience will help to teach the work-

-| ers of the United States that their traditional individualism is out of

date, that instead of preserving their personal liberty and developing
their individuality it only makes them helpless victims of organized
capital, that the only road to freedom and security of life is the road
along which the Socialists are leading the way.
