NEW YORK
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LETTISH REFUGEE
HELD IN CANADA

Csar Wants Life of Jan Bucholtz—
Soclalists Fighting His
Extradition,

WINNIPEG. Man., May 12.—Jan
Bucholts, a Lettish revolutionist, was
arrested yesterday at Gifton, Manito-
ba, on charges of murier brought
against ‘him by the Russian govern-
ment.

Bucholtz Is an old man and well
known among his country people.
The arrest has entirely unnerved him
and he at first resigned to the idea
of being deported. He waived ex-
tradition and said that he was will-
ing to go and die with those who
had fought with him.

“I am old,” he said, “and I wish to
die with my friends.”

A. W. Puttee, editor of a Winni-
peg labor paper immediatelyy tele-
graphed the news aof the arrest to
hadquarters of The Defense League
of Political Refugees, and the Nat-
jonal headquarters of the Socialiet
party at Chicago. and to the Eastern
branch in New York, urging measuras
to stay the extradition of Bucholtz.

The news of Bucholts's arrest cre-
ated a great deal of emcitement here
and steps have been taken to stop
the Czar from getting the revolution-
Iat.

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JUDGE SUSPENDS
WARREN SENTENCE

Postponed Until November Term.
Afrald of Soclalism.

(Special to The Call.)

FORT SCOTT, Kan., May 12.—
Judge Potterick has suspendel sen-
tence and postponed hearing, on a
motion for a new trial in the case
of Fred D. Warren, editor of tha
Appeal to Reason, the Soclallst week-
ly, who last Thursday was found
gullty of misusing the mails, until
the November term of the court.

It is quite evident that the court
is not angious to follow up the ver-
dict of a jury composed of .Jdyed-in-
the-wool Republicans who  wers
known to be opposed to Socialist agi-
tation by pronouncing sentdnce at
this time.

Judge Potterick, at a previous hear-
ing in the case, strongly Intimated
that the prosecution of, the Socialist
clitor might be construed as an at-
tack on a frge press and that as a
result it would have the effect of In-
creasing the circulation and power
of the Appeal to Reason. instead of
suppressing it as is the apparent in-
tention of the government. This
probably accounts for the suspension
of the sentence.

There is no doubt among those ac-
Guainted with the case tnat the gov-
ernment is afrald to put into effect
that which it has been bluffing about
for the last three years. When it
started to persccute the Girard pub-
lication, it evidently did not realize
that it was playing with a live wire.

It is now over two years since the
government secured an indictment
againat Warren The ‘“‘crime"” of
Warren was that he sent tarough
the malls an offer of 35,009 for the
kidnapping of ex-Governor Tmylor, of
Kentucky, who was then a fugitive
from justice, having been indicted for
the assassination of Governor Goebel,
of the same state

Warren's object in offering the re-
{ward was to advertise the fact that
Moyer, Haywocd and Pettibone, lead-

lers of the Western Federation of
Mines, could be kidnapped when
wanted In another state, while Tay-
lor. a Republican politician, was be-
ing shielded by the officials of In-
diana. This sensational methol as-

| sisted greatly in arousing public opin-
ion against the Colorado-ldaho out-
| rage,

Under the pretext that Warren vio-
{lated the posta! regulations, the gov-

Eight of the murderers ware
hanged outside the Admiralty Bulld-
ing, four within a few hundred
yards of the Yildiz Kiosk, five outside
the War Office and the remainder in
other parts of the capital, The con-
demned Inc'uded one officer of rank,
a sub-licutenant and a priest. The
others were bluejackets and marines.
Several other men, condemned for
the same crimes were at the request
of their native villages, sent thither
to he hanged,

The police were more strict this
time than on the occasion of the
former executions. They did not al-
low crowds to linger near the hanging
corpses nor did they allow photo-
graphs of them to he taken. The
corpses were removed at noon instead
of belng aliowed to hang all day.

A difference df opinion has arisen he-
tween Shefket Pasha, commander
of the constitutionalist army which
entered Constantinople on April 24,
and the Cabinet.

Schefket Pasha holds that the cash
found in the Ylidiz Klosk after the
expulsion of Abdul Hamid should be
uscd to pay the expenses of his army,
while the ministers want the money
turned into the national treasury.
The fund in question now amounts to
almost $8,000,000. Schefket Pasha
has one advantage in the controversy,
since the money has been deposited
at the War Office.

SHIPPY UNEARTHS
AVERBUCH LETTER

Sleuth “Finds” Epistle For Chicago
Chief of Police to Justify Killing
of Boy.

(Special to The Call)

CHICAGO, May 12.—Fearing that
unpleasant facts were to be disclosed
relative to his killing of Jeremiah
Averbuch on March 2, 1908, Chief of
Police George M. Shippy has author-
Ized the publication:of.an nlleged let-
ter from Averbuch to some persons in
Switzerland. The letter was taken
from a Swiss paper, called the “Riot.
er’" according to the police, and was
discovered by Make Mills, attached to
Amsistant Chief Schuettler's office.

Mills is not the sleuth's rea! name
at all. He is a Russian and a member
of the Russian secret police, ani
makes no denial of such connection.
In the allleged letter Averbuch con-
fessed that he was an anarchist and
that he Intended to Injure Shippy.
The iInternational police, of which
Make Mills Is a member, have been
repeatedly  discovered maintaining
“anarchist” papers in Geneva and
elsewhere.

The letter, which purports to he
from Averbuch, Is wildly inceniiary,
and the peculiar taing is that its al-
leged existence should have been kept
quist till this late day. It has been
rumorel In Chicago for the last 24
hours that Harold Le Clair Ickes and
the others who investigated Shippy's
killing of Averbuch have prepared to
take legal action against Shippy, and

Newspaper Deliverers Force Senator
Smith to Recognize Union—Thank
' The Call.

The Newspaper and Mail Deliver-
ers’ Union have won thelr strike
against the Newark Star after a fight
lasting five weeks, in which the news-
boys of Newark ani vicinity took part
by refusing to hanlle the Star.

The Union is recognized, all the
men reinstated, and a slight Increase
in wages granted. This settlement |s
the outcome of a number of confer-
ences between the mahagement of
the Newark dally and the Arbitration
Committee appointed by the Eassex
County Trades Councll, together with
the officers of the striking Union.

The newsboys maintained their
boycott of the paper to the end, and
the result is largely due to their as-
sistance and to the exposures The

Evening Call.

James Smith, the propretor of
the Newark Star, is an ex-United
States Senator and the Democratic
beas of New Jersey, and it is thought
that his fear of political injury, by
the publicity given the strike through
The Evening Call, was a deciding
factor in his surrender.

Jere F. McMahon, business agent
of the Union, makes the following
statement: .

“This is the first time in any strike
that we have bad the unlimited sup-
port of & metropolitan daily newspa-
per, and the success of the strike Is
doubtless due to the support of The

Call.

*The Call printed the truth about
the strike, and it was thoroughly dis-
tributed throughout Newark.

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TAFT FOR DOUBLING
OF STANDING ARMY

Ponderous President Shows  Insin-
cerity of Cabinet Peace Talk by
Latest Demand.

WASHINGTON, D. C, May 12.—
Despite the attendance of member
of his Cabinet upon peace congresses,
it is very plain thaf President Taft
intends to keep the Roosevelt policy
of militarism to its fullest extent, and
inaugurate one or two new schemes
along the same line on his own hook.

The most startling announcement
has been made public that Secretary
of War Dickinson will embody the
report of the General Staff on the
subject of increasing the army in his
first report as to the head of the War
Department, and will . reoccommend
the practical doubling of the standing
army, so that it shall have a peace
footing of 135,000 men instead of
70,000. as at present,

It is understood that General Will-
ijam Wotherspoon, of the War Col-
lege, is at the present time engaged
in comparing statistics which will be
used as a basis of plaustble argu-
ments in favor of this immense in-
crease In the standing army. It is
thought by those best posted that, in
addition to the obvious value of the
standing army for use In domestic
labor disputes, it also marks the be-
ginning of an era of aggression of
the Far Enst to secure new markets,
80 much needed to restore Republican
prosperity.

Plutocratic as Cgngress is, it st
was not unanimously in faver of the
most extravagant of Roosevelt's de-
mands regarding the navy, and forced
the cutting down of his programme¢
to some extent. An attempt to ap-
propriate $500,000 for aerial devel-
opmena in the interest of warfare met
with signal fallure. It is proposed
to so conduct present aerial experi-
ments at Fort Myer that repeated de-
scents will be made at the steps of
the Capitol, so as to impress Con-
gress with the need of money for this
purpose. B

Such an elaborate Increase in the
standing army will certainly meet
with strong opposition. sven in Con-
kressional cireles, and if the American
people protest with sufficient vigor it
is quite likely that the plan will mis-
carry.

A NOBLE GEFERIG

Unlike "Tiefland," the cohesively
linked music anl narrative of which
places it in the first rank of modern
melodramas, “La Wally,” the chef
d’oeuvre of the late Italian master,
Alfredo Catalani, the next offering
of the Metropolitan wseason proved
to be a work adhering closely to the
model of Ponchielll's “La Gloconda”
and, therefore, one to be classed as
a grand opera. It was not unreason-
ably to be expected that “La Wally”
might attain in the United States
the thorough success that hal at-
tended its premiere at the Teatro
alla Scala, Milan, In January, 1893,
and that had had followed Itsa con-
tinued representations in the Italian
citles and in Buenos Ayres, Argen-
tina, and Montevideo, Uraguay. But
upon Its initial performance in the
United States, yn the cWening of
January 6th, at the Metropolitan, the
opera fell decldedly short of an en-
thusiastic reception,

Arturo Toscanini, the Italian con-
ductor of the Opera House, was the
individual chiefly responsible for the
staging of “La Wally" here. He had
been actuated in part by a sincere
regard for the memory of the com-
poser, with whom he had been as-
sociated prior to the latter's pathetic
decline and death at the threshold
of success and fame, and by a firm
confidence in the power of the opera
to, of {itself, realize the public faver
accorded it in EBurope and in South
America.  Accordingly, Maestro Tos-
canin! concentrated upon the produc-
tion here all the complete and won-
derful art at his command, while the
administration of the Opera House
supplemented his efforts by assuming
a prodigious expense in the mounting
of the work. The result was that
the first New York presentation and
the three only that succeeded it were
nsmong the most completely artistic
stage performances placed to the
credit of the institution within its
history of a quarter-century.

In the title role, Mme. Emmy Des-
tnn confirmed the excellent impres-
s«lon which she had eftected in the
d"Albert music-drama and In other
peras wherein she had appeared up
to the time of the Introduction of
“La  Wally.™ Riceardo Martin, an
American tenor, ‘who had pccomy-
pitshed a successful debut as Maria
C‘favaradossi in Puccini's “La Tosca,”
appeared  as Guiseppe Hegenbach
in!

NEW HAINS TRIAL

[Co.uel Declares Not a Stone Will Be
| Left Unturned-—Says Verdict

}

FLUSHING, L. I, May 12 —Coun-
i8¢l for Captain Peter . Hains, whose

nis reached Iits dramatic conclusion
| in & verdict of "Gullty of manslaugh-
!ler in the first degree,” states this

junturned In the attempt to secure a
inew trial for the convicted man,
Hains will be sentenced by Justice

' Garretson in the Supreme Court on
f\lnndl\ Before sentence (s Imposed
|the Captain’s lawyers will move for a
new trial, contending that the evi-
dence -presented permitted only of
| conviction for murdtr or acquittal on
the ground of insanity.

Referring to the motion to be made,
Daniel O'Reilly, of counsel for the de-
fense, says:

“There was no evidence In this
case to warrant a verdiet of man-
slaughter, It should either have been
murder in the first degree or acquit-
tal on the ground of insanity. The
jurors were permitted to roam about
the county in an automobile and go
right to the verge of the scene of lhel
homicide, which is clearly against (he[
law. We will have affidavits to prove |
that such is the case, and also that;
the jurors were permitted to Jeave the
jurisdiction of the county and have
heen on Government property at Fort
Totten, all of which will be urged as
a ground for setting aside the ver-
dlet.”

Took But Four Ballots,

Hains was found gulity of man-
slaughter In the first degree yesterday
afternoon by a jury in the Flushing
Supreme Court that for more than
three weeks listened to testimony con-
cerning the actual shooting and the
causes of it. The jury was out from
12:05 to 4:06 P, M., and spent an
hour and a half of that time at
lunchean. They took four ballots in
all. the Arst three standing six for
conviction of murder in the first de-
gree and six for acquittal on the
ground of Insanity.

The verdict was a compromise.
Spectators in court who listened to
the testimony were sure that on the
evidence there must be either a ver-
diet of murder in,the first degree or
acquittal, The  determination of
Juror No. 6, Wilbur C. Craft, to stay
in the jury room until “hell froze
over'" before he would vote to send
free a mun he belleved guilty un-
doubtedly caused the six holding out
for acquittal to yield to mansiaugh-
ter in the first degree. By the verdict
Captain Hains may be sentenced to
from one to twenly years in prison
unless his counsel can obtaln a new
trial.

The verdict caused much lurprll‘
After the acquittal of Thornton Hains
and the vommrm in Flushing It was
expected the ;plnln would be set
free. Those who reasoned In that
manner lost sight of the fact that
Captain  Hains  killed Annis. The
story of the alleged Intimacy between
Mrs. Claudin Halns, the Captain's
wife, and Annis was expected to have
such weight with the jury as to lead
them easily to the conclusion that
the Captain was (nsane when he
killed Annls. The counsel for the de-
fense nlso were startled, and they
announced their intentlon to fight for
n new trial. One of the unusual
grounds which they will urge is the
statement that the jurors were per-
mitted to move about unguarded.
There was no ohjection to the action
to Justice Crane at the trial of Thorn-
ton in letting the jurors go to thelr
homes cach night,

Spectators Excited.

The return of the jurors to court in
the afternoon was filled with dramatic
intensity. About 4 o'clock they sent
word to Justice Garretson, who pre-
sided over the trial. that they were
agreed on a verdict. Instantly the
news spread., and by the time the
Justice had taken his seat the court-
room was thronged with excited spec-

i
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tators, Captain Hains, a little stratght-
er and a trifle less listless than at
any time in the course of the trial
was hrought into the courtroom. Gen-
eral Peter C. Hains and Major John
P. Hains, father and hrother of the
prisoner. sat nervous and breathless
near the soldier, while John F. Mc-
Intyre and Dan O'Rellly waited nerv.
ously in their seats. District Attor-
ney De Witt and Specia! Prosecutor
Gregg were calm,

“1 want it understood.” sald the
grayhaired Justice, “that there must
be¢ no show of approval or disap-
prayal of the verdiet. Any sound wrll
be considered contempt of court.”

RIOT IN CANAL ZONE

Two Men Killed in Fight I’ol‘lowln:l

Arrest of Jamalcans,

COLON, May 12.—Both the Ameri-
can and Panama authorities are in-
vestigating a serious riot that oe¢-
curred here Monday night, in which
3,000 ‘persons participated, two men
were killed and 1530 injured, three
serioualy. The dead are Charles M.
Abhott, chief electriclan of the canal,
and a negro named Willlams. Ab-
bott's neck was broken by a stone,

The trouble startel at noon, when
a corporal and three Fanama police-
men arrested three Jamaicans on
Canal Zone territory. A fourth, a

‘| negro, resisted arrest and was clubbed

by an officer. It was just at the lunch
hour, and a crowd chased the police-
men and ran one of them down, and
he was arresteld by the Zone police,

This incldent was adjusted satis-
factorily by the Zone police, but It
left the negroes greatly excited,

In the evening the Panaman police
arrested a Jamalcan In Holivar street
in Colon and clubbed him severely.
Sympathizers protested against the|J
clubbing, and in the confusion the
man broke away and ran for the
Canal Zone. Panaman Plainclothes-
man Marcelino Herrera fired at the
fugitive, and the bullet went into the
balcony of a house occupled by
negroes. They swarmed into  ths
street across the Zone and stoned the
Penamuns, and shots were lired on
both sides.

In the meantime, a crowd of 3000
hul guthered, and there was a gen-
cvral meelee, Iin which stones, rovolve
ers and riflea were used. Thu poilee
of both sides co-operated, and sue-
ceeded In restorng ordar. Th» Pana-
man Governor Melendex, closed all
the stores and saloons, whila the po-
lice patrolled the streets.

Chief Portee, of the Zone poliny,
went out from [Panama on a #pecial
traiw and gathored a strong force of
white officers and ostablished a patrol
of the Canal Zore.

BILL ON PORTO RICO,

Senator Depew  Introduces One As
Recommended by the President.

WASHINGTON, May
Depew, of New York,

expenses of the Porto Rico govern-
ment from current revenues on audi-
tors’ warrants approved hy the Gov
ernor, whenever the Porto Rico /
sembly falls to make the necessary
appropriations,

Mild excitement was caused Unter
den Linden in Berlin a few days ago
by the appearance of a “coal black
negro girl"” who was leading by the
hand a little daughter of an American
family visiting that place. There are
several hundred negroes in the Ger-
man capital, but they are all men.
and many persons who saw the woman
had never hefore seen a negress, A
member of the American colony in
whose presence the subject was dis-
cussed sald that several years ago
he was also surprised in Berlin be-
cause of a negro. "1 was looking at a
display of pipes in a show window and,
turning arcund, saw a negro standing
beside me. 1 had no friends nor ac-
quaintances In the big town at that

time, and was glad to have a chance |

to speak to some one, so 1 began a
conversation with the black man by
saying. ‘A fine display.' He stared
blankly at me and sald in German, ‘I
don’'t understand.’ “What? Don't un-
derstand!  Aren't you an American?’
‘Why, no.
How should | speak English?" It was
perfectly natural, but to see a real
negro who could not understand a
word of English and who spoke Ger-
man perfectly was a greater surprise
to me at that time than the black

TWEEDLE-DEE AND TWEEDLE-DUM.

“There is more than one way to skin a cat.” The justices of the
" Supreme Court know that as well as any one else.
i Declaring laws unconstitutional is not the only way to get rid
of them. “Unconstitutional” is getting to be an unpopular as well
as a too familiar word. People have seen so many good laws, and
s0 many laws which they thought good declared unconstitutional,
that they are beginning to resent it, beginning to lose their rever-
ence for the judicial ermine, beginning to think that if the Constitu-
tion is all that the Supreme Court says it is, General Sherman Bell
may not have been so far wrong in what he said about that venerable
document.
So the Supreme Court has found a new way. The really up-to-
date caper is to declare the law constitutional, and then to explain
that the law does not mean what its author said it meant, what the

members of Congressmen who voted for it said it meant, what the
President who signed it said it meant, what the counsel on both
sides said it meant, what the lower courts said it meant, and what
the whole public supposed that it really did mean.

That is what the Supreme Court has done with the so-called
commodities clause of the Hepburn Railroad Rates law.

The anti-trust people thought that law, if upheld and enforced.
‘was going to break up the Coal Trust by compelling the coal-carry-
ing roads to give up their ownership of coal mines. So the trust-
busters and trust-curbers rejoiced in the passage of the act and
hoped it would be declared constitutional.

Well, it has been—but there is weeping and wailing and gnash-
ing of teeth among the anti-trusters,

The trust magnates also thought that the enforcement of the
law would be inconvenient to them. So they fought it in the courts,
contending that it was unconstitutional. ° The highest tribunal has
denied their contention—and they are rejoicing over it.

When we were young we used to take delight in propounding
the conundrum, “When is a door not a door?” Now we have a new
one. \When is an owner not an owner?

If a railroad corporation pwns the stock of a coal mine com-
pany, appoints its officersf and directors, controls its policy, tells it
when to mine coal and wiien to stop, and pockets the dividends from
its business, is the railroa® corporation the owner of the coal mines?
Does it have “an interest, direct or indirect,” in the coal produced?

Yes, says the layman. For all practical purposes it is the owner
of the mine; certainly it has a very real interest in the mine and the
o

Yes, says the Trust lawyers.as well as the Government lawyers.
While the railroad corporation is not exactly the owner of the mine.
yet it has a distinct interest in the mine and its product.

All wrong, says the Supreme Court. This is one of the times
when an owner is not an owner, This is one of the times when an
interest is not an iterest.

. In a business sense, in an economic sense, in any ordinary sense
whatever, the railroad company has a very effective interest in the
business of a coal mining company whose stock it owns. But in a
legal sense it has no interest whatsoever, Therefore, while the Hep-
burn law is entirely constitutional, you are ull mistaken in sup-
posing that it will interfere with the operations of the Coal Trust,
The railroad companies may own and control all the coal mine com-
- panies they choose, so long as they do not own the coal itself—in a
legal sense. i

could add to the family income. To
some extent this is still true among
the workers and it partly explains the
larger families of the poor. The la-
borer, too, reaches his maximum earn-

ing power in his early twenties and so |-

muarries younger than does the profes-
stonal or business man. But with
the perfection of industrialism the
child Is row a competitor rather than
an aid to his father; the'man is often
displaced by the cheaper labor of the
child, and the family income is re-
duced, Out of his scanty income the
worker ralses up young lives .to be
sacrificed on the altar of Profit. The
worker is beginning to realize this
fact, and is it not likely that the next
few years will see a greater diminu-
tion of the birth rate among all classes
here, as in France? Capitalism, Indi-
vidualism gone mad, thus inevitably
tends to destroy the race. The Indi-
vidual must protect his own lfe und
his standard of living, and the result
will be the destruction of society. Will
Socialism destroy the family? Rather,
can anything but Boclalism save the
family? The disintegrating influence
of Capitalism on the home In the
wrecking of families, both because of
poverty and of idlie superfluity, the
postponement of marriage with its ac-
companying disease and immorality,

the prenatal and postnatal murder of
millions of children; these evils and
horrors SBocialism and only Soclalism
can abolish. *

Only give to men and women “the
assurance that their children ‘Will be
given a chance to live, and to enjoy
their share of the gobd things of this
world, and there will be no more dan-
ger of “race suicide,” and equal op-
portunities can only come through So-
clalism. And until Sociallsm comes,
the race is Increasingly lfkely to be
recruited by the ignorant, the improvi-
dent, and the viclous.

Under Soclalism the danger, If there
would be any, would be exactly the
opposite. One of the fairesat critics of
Socialtsm, Professor Clark, thinks that
the great increase of population under
Socialism would justify the worst feurs
of the Malthusians, and that the race
would outgrow its means of subsist-
ence. But we need not borrow trouble.
Once the danger of race degeneracy
and/ race destruction by Capitallsm s
past, then If the increase of population
i# not self-regulative, as is probable,
some means of rational selection can
be fourM which will at any rate be
Iimmeasurably better than the ruthless
slaughtering of the innocents which
the world has always known until now,
