The City of the Dead.

A shiver went through every one
present when Keeper Bartels shewed
the place and gaye figures. Hart's
Island i& 103 acres in size and has
been In use since 1869, Since that

time there have heen bhuried 158,000
homeless men and women, many of

them “unknown dead.” The unfor-
tunates came from hospitals, and
were people who had been found

dead, plcked up in the street, dead
from hunger or ‘destitution,” or
killed by their own hands, suicides,
driven to it by horrible economic eon-
Aditions. The keeper gave his figures
and spoke in a refined, quiet and mat-
ter-of-face tome, but whe gigantic
number of victima sent a shudder
through the small body of visitors,

“Yes, about 100 a week,” said the
keeper, in response to a question.

He took the committee and the
newspaper men to the graves and »x-
plained the system of an economical
burial. He placed them near an open
grave, “a trench” ha called it.

A trench is 45 feet long, 15 feet
wide and 7 feet deep. and holds 150
coffinge. The caskets are places in
three rows, 26 in a row. When the
trench is filled it is covered up and a
small board with a number on is
placed on a tombstone, Every small
board represents 150 dead!

battlefield. He lald out ™é roaa: to
Potter's Field in a few words. “From
the shop to the municipal  lodging
house,” he sald. “From the munici-
pal lodging house to the hospital,
from the hospital to Potter's _ﬂeld."

It's Best to Be Dead.”

“Some,of you are Inclined to pity
the poor fellows who are buried herv,”
he continued. *“But when I think
what they suffersd on this side, ‘when
I think of all the misery, the degra-
dation, the pain that they endufed
while with us, I am inelined to belleve
that they are better off now.

“Some tell us that they are here
because of some weakness. We dare
told now and again that If they were
stronger they would not have found
their way to Potter's Fleld, What, 1
ask, !If all were strong? Would they
all get employment? The fict that
there is not enough work for all
makes ‘these people underneath our
feet martyrs of-an unjust Industrial
system.”

The speaker explained how the
present state of affairs is being kept
up by corrupt politiclans and then he
dramatically exclalmed: I would
rdther be here, mingle my dust with
the dust of these poor creatures, than
he among those who maintain the
present social system.”

One of the committee, who was
conspicuous for his modesty as well
as sadness, was Tom O'Brien.

Propose Referendpm.

Local Aberdeen, 8. D. proposes a ref-
erendum to amend Article 111, Section
3, of the National Constitution by sub-
stituting the following:

“Each candidate for national official
position must have been a party miem-
ber for three consecutive years and not
have been an officeholder or a nominee
of any 'other political party for five
years next preceding. These provis-
ions shall also apply to delegates to
national conventions or congresses, ex-
cept that length of membership shall
be ignored for representatives of a
stite organized less than three years
previously. Each candidate and del-
egate shall sign a statement testifying
to his eligibllity as Were requiréd, with
two witnesses knowing the facts; fail-
ure to do so to be considered as a
declination.” .

To Article XII, Section 8, add:

"Each candidate for state official
position must have been a party mem-
ber ‘in the 'state nominating him for
two consecutive years and not have
been an officeholder or nominee of any
other pdlitical party for three years
\Ext preceding; these provisions shall
also apply to delegates to swte con-
ventions, but shall {n no case apply as
to organizations, local or state, less
than two years old. Each candidate
and .delegate shall sign a statement
certifying to his eligibllity as here re.
quired, with two witnesses knowing
the facts. Fallure to do 30 ‘shall be
considered as a declination.”

The
Psalmist in such pigces as the Af-
teenth psalm had sald that the man
who could stand on God's holy hill
was the man who did not take profit
by. putting oMt his money to uysury,
while the prophets in goodly line had
in succession' called down maledlc-
ttons on the heads of those who were
in the business of adding field to fleld
and robbing the poor of his birthright
to life. These things, profit, interest
and rent, were forbidden in Law and
Prophets because by these means the
rich were made rich and the poor be-
came poor.

Again, Jesus actually grounded the
divine favor on the ministry of physi-
cal rellef to the needy. That day.
when a theologidal profeazor. asked
Jesus how to get right with God,
Jesus proceeded to téll him the story
of the Good Atheist, otherwise known
as the parable of the Good Samaritan.

'METAMORPHOSIS OF
SEATTLE.

A comparison of the topographic
map of Seattle and vicinity made in
1893 by the United States Geological
Survey with the revised map of 1908,
the field work for which was com-
pleted this season by C. F. Eberiy
and party, of the Survey, affords a
striking sraphic llustration of the
growth of one of the remarkable Pa-
cific coast cities. The map made In
1893 shows the city limits as includ-
ing several square miles of hilly soun-
try, with no houses or streets and

0 an isolated cabin iu the forest]
Now this area is occupied by paved
streets and thousands of bulldings
Of course, it might be stated simply
that the population had Joubled or
trebled in the last few years, or that
the buik-up areas had {acreased four-
fold; but the mew map of the city,
when compared with the oid, tells in
the most comprehensive way the story
of this unusual growth.

“The topographer, when detailed
to do revision work., expects o find
new wtreets, ne'w rallroads, and many
new bulldings."” satl Mr. Eberly, “but
just q lttle experience leads him to
belleve in the stability of the hills and
the constancy of the water supply.
It wok Duwamish River some time,
even geologically sp 1 to partly
fill in the area just south of Elliott
Bay,. “The map of 1493 shows this
ares s a tidal flat. The map of 1508
reveals the fact that man has hurried
this filling process so that at presgnt
there are three or four square miles
of made land here, portion of the
map representings is area being
black with the lines and squares that
represent miilions’ of doflars of time,
enérgy. brains, and material. In re-
claiming this flat, parts of the hilis
have been  conveyed there,
changing the topography of the high-
lands. '

of the state of Washington shows that
it is loreted im & district of great
natural resources: the map of the city
and vicinity reveals an ideal location
as a residence town. Becaus: of these
things it may not be exaggeration to
say that the city was ‘born great' In
the future, as the cemter of popula-
tion Jrifts westward, Seattle may be.
come the great Pacific Coast city.”
