HURRICANE WIPES
0T 1,900 LIVES

Eatire Mexican Coast from Meta-
mores fo Yera Cruz Dey-
astated by Storm.

# MATAMOROS, Mexico, Aug. 28.—
The Weat Indian hurricane which
Zpent jtself yesterday along the streich
of Gulf of Mexico coast between the
mouth of the Rio Grande and Vera
Criuz produced meteorolegical condi-
ions which are unprecadented in thi:
part of Northern Mex!co.

Ruin has been falling n torrents for |
three days over a scope of territory |
extending west from Matamoros to'
Torreon, a distance of 300 miles, Anc!
toyth nearly 400 miles.

Many thousands of square miles of |
territory are under water. The rivers
and smaller streams are all far out of
their banks and a low estimate places
the number of people drowned at
1.500 and the number rendered home-
less at 20,000. >

In the Monterey district alone tae|
death list is placed at 1.200, includ- |
{ng the llves that were lost in the city |
cf Monterey and nearby villages. The'
property losses are almost incalculd®le
Outside of Montere;, where several
blocks of bulldings were swept away
and great damage dcne to big Indus- |
trial plants, a number of smaller;

PINCHOT INDORSED

| Conservationists Declare Federal Gov-
ernment Should Limit Water Grants.

SEATTLE, Aug. 29.—The National
Conservation Cqongress at its final ses-
sion adopted the water rights resolu-

mittee yesterday. This is the resolu-
tion championed by ex-Governor Par-
dee, bf Callfornia, and favored by
Chief Forester Pinchot. The commit-
tee's report has furnished an oppor-
tunity for hositilities between the sup-
porters of the Pinchot policies and the

supporters of the Ballinger policies.

The majority of the committee re-
ported a resolution to the effect that
the Federal government ought to limit
grants and water rights to a reason-
able and definite plan and fix an
apnual tax upon them.

The resolution, which was patterned
after one adopted by the National Irri.
gation Congress at its recent meeting
in Spokane, found an ardent advocate
in ex-Governor George . Pardee, of
California, who has been one of the
leading supporters of the policies of
Chief Forester Gifford Pinchot, while
United States District Judge C. H.
Hanford, of BSeattle, took an active
part in opposing the resoiution.

Judge Hanford argued that it is the
promise of land and water rights that
draws settlers to the West, and that
any change in the present policy of
turning water rights over to private

FORCED STRIKE

luion Delegates Tell Why the
Prollarial Has Tied Up
Eatre Nain,

In connection with the current news
from the field of battle In Sweden,
where practically the entiré prole-
tariar Is out on strike against the
iyranny of the bosses, the following
statement by Delegates Tholin and
Sandgren, who are in this country In
the interest of the Swedish strikers,
will be Interesting as giving a true
sketch of the causes and objects of
the struggle:

“The general strike now in prog-
ress in Sweden since August 4, 1908,
s not to be considered as a strike In
the common sense of the word. This
strike has not been commenced in or-
der to secure to the workers increased
wages or shorter hours, but it is the
Inevitable result of the aggressive tac-
tics adopted by the Swedish Employ-
ers’ Assoclation.

“Ever since the financial and indus-
trial depression thap set in in con-
junction with the last great economic
crisis In America—a depression which
or the workers carried In its train
many difficulties beside the lack of
employment—the organized employ-
ers in Sweden (and they are better
organized than in any other country)
have made it their special business to
jtry to break to pieces the national or-
|ganization (the Landsorganization) o
!Swedish workers.

"“Their method has been to threaten

The Employers' Method.

“In order to accomplish this. they
used the following method: In three
Aifferent industries. and In rather In-
significant places, wage reductions of
a slashing character were dictatorially
ordered. reductions so large that, In
view of the continually Increasing cost
of living, It would have heen entirely
out of questinn for the workers to
submit to them.

“In order to enforce an acceptance
of the reduced wages In these out-of-
the-way places, the Emplovers' Asso- |
clation on Ju'y 5 declared a loekout |
against all the workers In the three
Industries concerned. annnuncing af
the same time that. if their demands
were not acceded to, on July 26 the
lockout would be extended to include |
50,000 men and on August £ to 80,000 |
men.

“A® the workers could not possihly
recede from thelr defensive positicn
these hard decislons were carrled ont.
and on August 2. 80,000 men and
women were thut out from work In
such industries as the employers could
shut down with the leas; injury to
themselves. These workers were In-
formed that they could not come back
to work except after an unconditiona!
surrender, and, furthermors. the as-
soclation empowered its officers. In
CABe of nocessity, (o extend the lock-
out to Include a!l organized workere
These facts throw a lurld lght upon
the woeful lamentations of the om-
ployers over the workingmen's ‘attack
on soclety,” since they themselves had
planned the same kind of ‘attack.’

“It was In the face of this situation

tha® the representative aisombly of
the organized workers was convoked.
It was now plainly to be seen by the
workers that not only was the resu't
of more than twenty-five years of
struggle for a human existence en-
dangered. but also the very existence
of their organization. They could not
escape the facy that the emplovers
ultimatum was a challenge to a 1%
and-death struggle.
, "In order not to be slowly grournd
to pleces between the millstonss of
the successive lockoyts the workers
were compelled to speedily resort to
the last and most powerful means of
Adefense—the general sirike.

When the Fight Began,

“The general strike commenced on
August 4. Not only did the organized
workers vote almost unanimous!y 1o

“It may consequent!y be said that

. the Swedish working people, almost to

and noble aspirations. Strikebreakers
are next to impossible to find’ within
the ranks of the actusl workers. All
rumors to the contrary are fabrica-
tions.

“But equally strong and united
stand the employers, with determina-
tion to crush the organization of the
workers.

“In its origin the general strike s
entirely vold of political and revolu-
tonary aims. and is of a purely éco-
nomic character. Whap it may be-
come in the course of events. if the
employers persist in their ambitious

" |designs, remains for the future to

show,

“As it is. more than 200,000 work-
ers are striking. which means that
over a milllon men, women and chil-
dren are now actually starving or on
the verge of starvation. i

“In spite of this desperate condl-
tion, the strikers are observing perfect
order. Not even the rattling of arms,
gibes and Insults on the part of the
adversaries, or the machinations of
‘agents provocateurs.” have so far
been able to deceive the workers Into
committing the dearly longed-for fol.
!les that would create an occasion for
the use of rifies and machine guns,
In fact. at no time of its previous his-
tory has Sweden been such a peaceful
and orderly country as it is just now,
during the general strike. The work-
ers in Sweden are sufficlently trained
to self-control not to endanger their
success by a rask step. which would
carry with it bloodshed and jall for
thousands and defeat for all.

The World’s Workers Must Help.

“But in order to maintain the fight
until the employers shall have suf-
fered enough financially to call it off
the workers in Sweden must have the
assistance of the world (he Interna’
resources being enirely inadequate.
The Swedish workers, used to hard-
ship, are willing to starve for a long
time yet in order to galn the victory
They are prepared to fight to a finish
on n diet of galt, bread and water, but
it still raquires Iimmense sums to keep
more than a milllon people alive.

“The workers in other Scandinavian
countries immediately came to their
assistance, assessing themselves heav-
lly. "‘Germany and other countries
have also sent large contributions, and
from all over the world come mes-
tages of cheer and promisez of help
But even all this dots not suffice.

“It is for this reason that the execu-
tive committes of the Swedish Lands-
organization has sent us, the under-
signed, to America to appeal to all
American workers to tender speedy
and powerful help.

“Knowing full well that you fully
appreciate the international I!mpor-
tance of the struggie now going on
in Sweden. that you would count a de.
feat for the Swedish workers as your
own loss, and that you will count
their victory as your \‘1c!nry.' we bring
you fraternal greetings from yvour
Swedish fellows, and their thanks in
advance for assistance rendered.

The charges of peonage, brutality, refusal to pay the new men'!
their wages, and feeding them with rotten food resulting in ptomaine
poisoning, have been completely subsiantiated by the testimony “of |
veleased or escaped strikebreakers. The moral effect of this must |
be immense. Everybody, excepting idiots and prostitute newspapers |
and lawyers, can see that if this was the way the strikebreakers were
treated, the treatment of the company's regular workmen now on;
strike must have been infinitely worse. In fact, the horrors that |
occurred daily in this plant ‘could not be entirely kept from public
knowledge, even before the government investigation took place.

The “Survey,” published by the Charity Organization Society of this
" city, made known many of its infamous practices, which thus found

and they will be fed without question,

A one-cent restaurant is mainiained
at 31 Weest Sth street, where the weary
and hungry may come In and pest
s while.

Last year 149,63, meals were served
from the Eoffes booths and onescent
retgaurant, and pbout fifteen hundred
were fed free on Than ving Day,
and baskets wesewent out {o sick poor
liberally filled with dainties.

This work s continued as a triby
to the founder's memory.
