“Just think of It!Y writee Dom-
browskl, ‘five months ago I was ar-
rested because about 200 coples of a
publication Jssued by the Central
Committee of the Polish Soclalist
party were found In my room by the
police. 3

“They-were given to me by a friend
with & request to keep them over
night. Unfortunately for me, how-
ever, the police pald me a vist at
about 2 o'clock In the morning. The
rest you can imagaine yourself.

“IL seems to me that the case is
clear enough, and that it could and
ought to be Investigated ' thoroughly
in a short time, yet it is already five
months that I am compeiled to live in
& small, dirty cell in the company of
two common thieves, to await my fate.

“I do not know whether the United
States consul at Warsaw is doing any~
thing to hasten my trial, or whether
hé has demanded my release under
bonds.  Two letters written to him in
the last two months and a ha!f remain
unanswered."

Dombrowsk! is a naturalized citizen
and has been a resident of the United
States for sixteen years.

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OFF TO LEAVENWORTH |

Banker Convict, President Maker, Sent
to Federal Prison in Kansas.

PITTSBURG, Pa.;Sept. 26 —Willlam
Montgomery, the convict banker, who
years ago as a friend of U. 8. Senator
M. 8. Quay Induced the latter to make
Benjamin Harrison President of the
United States, was today started
from Riverside Penitent'ary to .the
government prison at Leavenworth,
Kan., where he will likely be placed
at. breaking stone to subdue him.
Like the lowest of malefactors, this
man who was for many years the
financlal backer and confidential ad-
viser of U, 8. Senator M. B. Quay. was
driven through the streets of Pitts-
victs,

Montgomery, who was for many
years the power behind the throne In
Pennsylvania politics, had been a
most unruly prisoner in Riverside, and
it is hinted that he was at the head of
a plot to liberate many prisoners soon
and that this hastened his departure
for the government prison. The
former banker, who wrecked his bank

tiger this morning when the govern-
ment officers appeared, and declined
to put on street clothes until his
trousers were creased. He was finally
overpowered and dressed, with three
other convicts he was hurried through
the streets to a suburban station,
where, under orders from Washing-
ton, one of the fest ‘trains of the
Pennsylvania stopped for them.

Montgomery, who was sentenced to
fifteen years at hard labor for wreck-
ing the Allegheny National Bank for
$2,000,000, had bheen head of the
bankers' colony in Riverside Peniten-
tiary since his incarderation and, ft s
claimed, run the prison to suit him-
self, until the recent Induction of
John Franets, Montgomery's faormer
pal, as warden. Instead of being allow-
ed to continue & yun things in prison
Francils threw Montgomery into the
dungeon. Outside iInfluences were
then set at work to remove Francis
and the result is that the warden has
succeeded In getting Montgomery oust-
ed to the government prison at Leav-
enworth.

WAR BALLOON BURSTS

Four French Officers Meet Death
When La Republigue Falls.

MOULINS, France, Sept. 26.—Whlie
passing over the national road, which
leads from Paris to Antibes, and when
at a helght of between 500 and 600 feet
the French dirigible military balloon
La Republique exploded yesterday and
fell to. the ground.

British M. P. Says Pittsburg Steam-
ship Company Has Strikers Slain.

MACHINISTS WORRIED

Old Age Benefits in Uniom W
Amount to $400,000 In 1913,

(Special to The Call)

DENVER, Colo., Sept. 26.—In re-
porting to the national convention of
the International Assoclation of Ma-
chinists on old age benefMs It was
found that In the year 1913 those
who have been In good standing for
ten years and have reached the age
of  sixty-five would get $400,000 in
benefits, and so huge was this sum
that the convention referred the mat-
ter to the law committee with Instruc-
tions to make further Investigation
and report later as to. ways and
means.

Mamning Discasses Excessive

Riches and Poverty.

Rev. Dr. William T. Manning,
preaching in Trinity Church, the owner
of hutldreds of vile tenements In this
city, yesterday spoke of the soclal
prodblem. Dr. Manning is quoted as
saying, in part:

“The excessive riches of the man
who has too much are quite as bad
for him as is his poverty for the man
who has too Mttle. . Wages are bet-
ter than charities. This is not So-
clalism."

The reverend gentleman should not
worry about wages being Soclglism,
for all Soclalists agree that the solu-
tion of the problem vexing Dr. Man-
ning lies in giving to the workers the
product of their toill. No ome will
confuse the gentleman's remarks with
Soclalism.

“It is not the handing over of a
hard problem to the state.” continued
Dr. Manning, “which s no better than
the people who compose It. The same
