Garment Workers’ President Issues Re-
ply to Judge Who Forbids
Ullgi to Picket.

8t. Louls, Mo., Oct. 21.—Otto Kaem- |
merer, president of the Garment'
Workers' District Council, has lssued |
an open letter to Circujt Court Judge '
George °‘C. Hitchcock, protesting
against his injunction restraining the
strikers against Marx & Haas from
picketing the ghops of this firm. '
Nearly one. thousand employes of |
Matx & Haas were forced into a fight
for the right of organization. Dur-|
ing the last five weeks every effort)
has been made to break their ranks. |
but in vain. Detective agencles and
Eastern strikebreaking bureaus were
engaged, but the lockedout unionists
remained firm. The latest attempt to
terrorize them was made last Satur-
day, when Judge Hitchcock issued an
Injunction against eighty-one of the
most active members, including most
of the officers.

Denounces Judge-Made Law.

In his reply to the court, which is
being circulated by the union In leaflet
form, President Kaemmerer says:

“This injunction is one of the charac-
teristic one-man enactments so fre-
quently used as weapons against unions
when involved in differences with the
employers of labor. By this judge-
made law process members of organ-
ized labor are deprived of their con-
stituffonal rights and llberties: the
unions prevented from continuing
their work for the economic, intellec-
tual and soclal uplifting of the wage
workers. The entire labor movement
is to be paralysed.

“I am now enjoined from doing a

number of things which I have not
even been accused of doing. You
practically convicted me, not because
I have done wrong, but on the sup-
position that I might do wrong in the
future. .
., "You enjoined me from exercising
my constitutional rights as a citizen.
Am T to be deprived of the right to
remind fellow members of my organ-
isation of their duties? Am I to be
prevented from walking up and down
Washington avenue or Market street,
two of the maln public thorough-
fares? " Am I to be stamped as a
criminal for using my constitutional
rights to assist with all lawful meang
in the work of !mproving labor's con-
ditiona? .

“If the Injunction issued against
the undersigned ls justifie<—and you
must certainly think it is—we may
some day be enjoined from leaving
our homes, becatidé some wéalthy cor-
poration .may inform Hon. Hitchcock
or some other.-judge..that we . might
frighten away their strikebreakers the
moment we were permitted to leave
