The Issues of the -|runh are plain.
The miners know full well who stands
between them and thelr livelibood;

.who makes thelr hours of underground
toll eddless. and thelr wWages emall;
who lmperll.l thelr llyes by failing to
provide The necessary safeguards; who

“meanly steals from thelr plttance by &
sneakish, thievish system of docking,
false welghing, and overcharging on
pleks, shovels, and powder; who
drives their children into the mine. It
18 the Coal Baron, the profit-grasping,
milllonaire miine owner. Therefore it I8
against the mine owner that they take
common counsel, mltn sccret plans
ang carry en hostilities. It is with the
Conl Baron that they treat; make truce
und trenties. : . !

The miners resume work only to
¢arry this struggle agalo from the sur-
face into the mine, For the miners
know ﬁul this struggle will never
abate so long ns there will be miners
o one side and mineowners on the
other.

Bot here the knowledge of the miners
ends. A feeling of vague doubt and
fellr CTEEpR Over them. Whichever way
they turn the miners are confronted by
a thing that stands watchful, awful,
threatening; ever ready to crush them,
chaln them, gag them, and surrender
them helpless to the mercles of the
Conl Baron. This thing is Law—Mine-
Owner's Law. Valnly do the miners
endeavor to live In - peace with the
thing. They are “breaking® the thing
whatever they do; they are "violating”
it whethier they know it or not. 8o
say sheriffs and deputies; so declare
courts and judges; so ordain legisia-
tures; so proclaim governors. And the
bayonet and rifie and eannon are level-
ol at the miner. Yield you, rebel! they
all shout in a chorus. The miner looks
at them despairingly. His manly, stub-
born heart cries out against surrender.
Starve! Die! hammers his heart,.—but
yield? Never! The.miner stands lost,
despalring, for he does not understand.

1t Is Election Day. The miners take
fn the exeltement of the campalgn as
good fun. The newspapers, that only
yesterday barked in unison, like a pack
of wolves, at the miners, have sudden-
1y remembered that they were of a-
ferent politics—some Republ oth-

thelr ballots for denblleam or Demo-
erats, delegated their sovereign author-
ity and power of citifens to the mine-
owner and ordained that the mine-
owner shall have absolute authority
over and edntrol of sherifts and depu-
ties, ‘courts and jodges, legislatures
and governors: The miners, by voting

for the Republicans or Democrats, de-,

clared it to be thelr will that legisla-
ture and governor make laws in favor
of the 'mlu-owur and agalnst the
miners; that courts and judges render
decislons and fssue  injonctions in
favor of the mineowner and against
the miners; that the governor and the
militia, the sberiff and the deputies
stand ready to enforce by bullet and
bayonet those laws, decisjons, and. In-
junetions i favor of the mine-owner
and against the miner.

How could the miners, belng of
sound mind and In full possession of
their fhculties, do such an absurdly
foolish thing against themselves?

It happens In this way. To, achleve
this object the mine-owners ostensibly
divide themselves into Republicans
and Democrats. The miners very fool-
ishly fall into the trap and some of
them say, “We are Itepublicans!™ and
vote for the Republican mine-owner
and his tools, and others among them
declare, “We are Democrats!” and
vote for the Democratic mme-owner
and his tools; but every tlme 1he
miners vote for the mine-owner and
against the miners, What wonder that
after election the miners find every-
thing against them, turm wherever
they may. ¥

What should the miners do?

Milllonx of years ago ponuvolrn( na-
ture began to store up organlc matter
in the bowels of the earth and form it
into conl. Milllons of years later came
man. He needed that coal and the
simplest tBing for him to do was to dig
for it. Bot over every coal treasure
stood a Coal Baron and declared that
the coal was his; that nature stored it
for his benefit only and anyone who
wanted to dig that coal must pay him
for it. To prove this he showed some
bits of paper. It would be too long &
story to tell how and whence the Coal
Barons come. But somehow or other
things so arranged themselves that
now every miner who works In the
mine recelves one-third and sometimes
one-quarter of his product—two-thirds
and often thrbe-quarters of his product
being kept by the Coal Baron for al-
lowing the miner to dig coal

Now, if the miners think It right for
the Coal Baron to take from them from
two-thirds to three-quarters of the
product of their tofl for the privilege
of digging, blasting, and phovelling
amidst danger to life and limb, while
the poor Coanl Baron must dance at-
tendance on some princellng or flashy
actress; if the miners think It right for
the Coal Baron to wring profits from
thelr toll and the privations of their
familles—why, then the miners have
no complaint to make., But “then It
were far better for them to sell them-
selves and thelr families outright to
the Coal Baron into chattel slavery
and bave some security of food and

ers Demoeratic—and now fairly howl
in mutnal denunciation. The miners
have become the objects of tender so-
licltude. Professions of love for the
miners and pledges to take eare of
their well-belug fall thick and fast as
Jeaves in autumn, Brass bands bray-—
for the miners. Fireworks erack and
glare—for the miners. The miner en-
ters into the humor of the situation.
He waxes quite indignant with the
Deme. at the corruption of the Reps,,
or he is up with the Reps. against the
fniquity of the Dems. And now it Is
Election Day. The miners enter the
polls and one by one deposit thelr bal-
jot, some choosing Dems., others vot-
ing for Reps.

The next day the miners read the
election mews. Coal Daron's son-in-
1aw s elected governor on the Republl-
can tickel; Mine Owner's cousin is
elected judge on the Democratic tick-
et; Conl Baroti's brothern-law Is elect-
ed to Congress on the Republican tick-
et; Mine Owner's Man Friday Is elect-
ed to the Legislature on the Demo-
cratie ticket; and so down to the Sher-
ifr and local constable, It Is the Coal
Baron's relative, agent, or tool. The
Cosl Baron knows that all of them will

do his bidding us punctually, n,n.nn-'

ingly, as If they were so many buttons
of an automatlc machine. Ounly the
miner does not know it. 1f the party
hgnurw'luhwm
something good to Lappen and feels
generally rather sheeplsh.

What has realiy happened?

Blnply this: The miners voted that
the Coal Baron be given all the power
of the state, s0 that In case of a strike

of the miners he may use those powers
to crush them. The miners, by casting '

But the miners cannot and do not
think this robbery of the product of
thelr toil right. Then the only al-
ternative for the mivers is to compel
the Coal Barons to give back to the
people what nature Intended and what
of right ought to belong to the people—
the coal mine.

But this is Soclalism! will the miners
exclaim. | Exactly. Tumn Wherever
you may, If you want to do whlt Is
right to yourselves and to the people,
you come to Boclalism. It is useless
for the miners to look for any other
side to the problem. There Is ouly one
other side—the wrong side—Capitalism.
The miners are on that side now, and
the Coal Barons want them to stay an
that slde forever. It Is for the miners
to choose between capitalistic wage-

Trioks of Capltalist Politiclans,

A Cltizens' Alllance ecomposed of
business men, mine bosses and politi-
clans—a secret organization—which In
the early days of the strike cut some
figure—whose purpose was to boycott
everything In the nature of unlonism
and for the persecution and prosccu-
tion of the miners and their sympathiz-
ers on any pretext, is now impotent
and tumbling to iis doom. As a conse-
quence of this Citizens® Alllance, 2
Workingmen's Alliance was formed, as
an offset and to protect the workers
from the Citizens’ Alllance, Into which
thousands of the workers enrolled.

A Socialist ln the Strike Field Exposts tho Fllu
hoods of the Capitalist Press—The Truth abouta
the Military Regime at Shenandoah.

(Bpecial Correspondence to The Worker.)

WILKES- BARRE, Pa., Aug. 16—
It Ix a glorious thing to have the
state pay for your picnics. If you ean
#0 out and pose as braye beroes before
the country at public expense while
you are merely enjoying a pleasing ple-
ple without -danger to yourself and
witk no-hardship, you surely are in
clover, But If you ean driw pay for
your spree, besides eating and fravel-
ing at the expense of the state you do
better yet. Buch Is the delightful posi-
tion of the state troops pow ldilng In
the mining regions,

These pastehoard heroes are drawing
$1.50 a day, the common privates; the
officers of course recelve more, untl
the great general of the plenlekoers I8
rewarded for enjoying himself, at the
rate of §15 n day. The cost to the state
Is nearly $4,000 per diem. Thin is 2
neat sum to pay men for golng out to
play soldler. 8o far the total burden
on the taxpayers has been over $50,000)
for these decorated sporting gentry.

They were brought mnte the region
without just eause, but no harm huas
been done by thelr coming. On the
contrary, severnl advantages have
been gnined by the strikers through
thelr presence, advantages of great lm-
portance.

First of all, it has been shown that
i was pot lack of police protection
that prevented the mines from open-
Ing. This has been again and again
put forward as the reason why the
nunes could not resume, It was false,
and Is now proved falpe. When thns
excuse I8 offered again under similar
circumstances the fraud will be clear.

It convicis
tke operators of dupliclty, for they
have prentended that they had plenty
of men If it were safe to use thom. It
sbows moreover the towering strength
of the unlon sentiment.

The New York “Times” has repeat-
edly and rejwatedly written In this
veln: ““The employers refuse to maky
terms with thelr former employecs
which is thelr privilege, hut they aqual-
Iy” refuse to ‘employ others, which Is
not thelr privilege. With large num-
bers of their experienced mien ecager
for ment, and ds of
others ready to return when any ad-
yvantage can result from expressing a
rendiness to do o, not a ponnd of conl
{8 Lelng ralsed. . . " Onece for all
thix kind of statement Is exploded.

-Becond, it has made the conclusion
plain that the strike region might be
filled with troops without in any way
interfering with the progress of the
strike. Where a strike depends on vie-
lence troops interfere, but where there
is scarcely any violence that is not
trumped up and fabricated it 1s a af-
ferent, matter. The object In hurry-
ing troops to the scene Is to glve the
publie the firfression that riot prevalls
and 18 anly hindered from bursting by
the soldiers. This is expected to make
the public hostile to the strikers. But
12 riot does not prevall the prescncw of
troops cannot obstruct the jpeaceful
progress of the strike just the same as
if the rezic.ents were at home varning
thelr living.

My authority for it is the
Wilkes Barre “News" Tic affalr oc-
curred only two nights ago. Bome boys
prepared an  effigy and placed It
agalnst a window of the Pettibone col-
llery. To one of the deputies Inside
who observed It later It wore ‘he as-
pect of a striker peering In from the
ghostly darkness at Mm. He bravely
eried out several times to the supposed
striker to get away or he would shoot,
and as the form did not move he frel
a bullet full Into the facedand the fig-
ure rolled to the ground. *I shot a
striker. I shot a striker,” then called
the deputy.

Now suppose it had been a man,
Would looking In at a colliery window
against orders justify his bring shot
dead? This Is a type of the men we
have here as private mine guards;
men  elther anxious to murder or
men so easily seared out of thelr
wits by a face at the window |In
the dark that they sink into a pervous
frenzy and shoot while in the fit. This
also Is a good example of how riots
readlly arise. Had there Leen strikers
about, the work of thix fool migat
have caused genernl trouble. The so-
ealled rlot at Duryea yesterday rizh-
ated from similar hysterieal conduct
on the part of some washery guards
filled with whiskey. Oune  striker In-
sisted on coming within the stockade
aud they lost thelr tempers or heads
and opened a fusilade. Now the own-
ers of that washery demand troops. A
sure recipe for obtaining troops is this:
Have a band of emazy deputies on your

on sight, and you will get troops.

THE MILWAUKEE CIRCULAR.

The circular lssued by the Milwaun-
kee Federated Trades Council, which
we reprint in full in another column,
Is Interesting In more ways than one.
The clrcuhr‘ is not so deflnite In its
expressions ns we might wish; we are
left somewhat In the dark as to the
exact Intentions of the originators—
whether to launch a new Socinlist
party (for cortalnly the principles lald
down are those of Socialism), or to co-
ordinate and eclarify the local labor
parties which have sprung up in vari-
ous places, or merely to provide for n
system of discussion and education an
political matters in the trade unions.

It is hardly necessary to say that the
Soclalist Party has nothing to do with
tsning the circular, although some of
fts authors arc undoubtedly party
members. The Soclallst Party already
has its organization, national, state,
nnd loeal, and there I8 no apaprent ne-
ceanity for a dual organization.  Any
party based on the princlples enun-
ciated In the clreular must be a Social-
ist party, and nothing ¢an be gained by
dtviding {ts forces or complicating its
machinery. On the other hand, and
for the same reason, we do not serious-
Iy fear such n movement. The security
of our party Is In Its adherence to So-
elnlist principles; so long ns we are
true to our Ideals, any division of
forces can’ be only temporary.

In another aspect, the affair is most
encouraging, for it indicates the steady
growth of Socialist Ideas—even though
not always recognized as being Socink
Isth the workh of every
trade and of every part of the coun-

President Gomipers seems to be weri-
ously concerned about the Milwaukee
proposition, and this may perbaps be
taken as o strong point in its favor.
Prosident Gompers has issued a coun-
ter-circular, warning all unlops against
endorsing the Milwaukee plaz, It s
too late In the day, bowever, for any
leader's protest to have a serious ef-
fect, for the rank and file are thinking

wonderful, and bave called out much
rarer gifts ln the man who made It.
But mere bulk naturaly lmpresses and
even terrifies, however really insiguifl-
cant it may be. Leaving out the work
of nature, bylk lo the works of mam
can only mean two things—really only
one thing—money and labor. The pyra-
mlds, we are told, were bullt with the
sweat and blood of myriads of slaves,
Any fool conld haye designed the pyr-
anmdds. They were only rendered pos-
sible by an mexhaustible supply of
cheap human Iahor. Technlically they
are monpuments o forgotten Hgypian
kings, Actually, they are, so to say,
anthills ‘of stone, whose real signifi-
capce is the power of money and the
cheapness of human infustry. They
meant no special bralns in the archil-
tects who designed tmem or the kings
whose ridiculons vanity crdered them.

“It Is jJust the very same with the
pyramids of dollars which ecertain
American financiers are at the mo-
ment causing to be erected In thelr
own honor. The colossal fortunes of
Mr. Carnegie, Mr. Rockefelier, and Mr.
Morgan do not really for a moment
tmply tlmt any of these gentlemen are
really cleverer financiers than their
predecessors—any thing ke sooriginal,
for exnmple, as Mr. John Law who
Dblew the South Sen Bubbie. They
make & greater lupression merely be-
ctuse the chesshoard is bigger, and

no more &kill in manipulating a milllon
dollars than in manipulating ten’ cents.
The real skill is in the million dollars.
Indeed, the more million dollars you
have, the easier becomes the gume. In
fact, very soon it piays itself. Your
real financier Is the poor man.

“That Ameries was to be the land of
finnuelers was o foregone conclusion.
With all its vast natural resources, the
American pation must surely have
been  the stupidest nation In  the
world i it missed being the richest.

| of labor must' be composed not of a
single commlittee, but of an organized
mnss, the orgnnized working class. It
~must elocate and organitze continually
and thoronghly. The rank and file
must rule so that they may not be he-
trayed by leaders, They miust he edu-
[ ented and made Intelligent that they
may mot be betrayed by their own
folly or indifference.

Enthusiasm for the party must not
spring from resentment of single specl-
fic wrongs. There must be solld deter-
mination founded on convietion of the
nocessity and nobillty of the party’s
alm. - Enthusiasm  muost  spring  no«
from the personalify of n popular Tead-
er, but well ount from the people's
hearts inspired by some glorious ldeal.
This is the meaning of the maxim
phrase: “The emancipation of the
working class must be the work of
that class itself.”

Judges In the United Btates. Every
ome of them Is an absotute ruler 1N his
own jurisdiction. The local judges nre
now nearly everywhere elective and
responsive to public opinien. They fear
votes. But the federal judges are ap-
pointed by the presldent, and for Hfe,
It Is practically impossible (o remove
one of them, and they can assume all
worts of Independence,

By means of the Injunction, these
Judges beevie supreme dictators. I
you don't do ns they order you, they
will commit you for “contempt.™ You
have no trial by jury. It Is the pre-
rogative of the court 1o arrest you, try
you, judge you, commit you, and you
have absolutely no redress. Haheas
corpus proceedings may be had, but,
unless the federal Judge had no juris-
diction In your case, no habeas corpus
will avall, There is no statute law
te direct him. no common Inw to re-
straln him. You are completely In his
power. Thix whole Injunetion power
was originally a function of the sov-
ervign, and was subsegquently assumed
by the courts, as kiogs lost their su-
preme powers.  English Judiclal eus-
tom was adopted by onr constitution
makers, and hence onr judges nre able
to expand thelr powers back to those
the old kings exercised.

clasx. When I refer to Germany, I
wish te state a fact that reflects credit
on the broad spirit of Socialism, and
proves conclusively to every honest
mind that the movement Iz entirely
free from prejudice, and is the embodl-
went of Justice and liberty. Since the
expulsion of the Jesults, the Centre
Party hax Introdneed a resolution for
thelr restorntion at every sitting of the
German parliament, and the Soclalists
have voted unanimously for the adop-
tlon of the resolution. not that the So-

= cinlists love the sons of Loyola. but

they acted on the principle that there
should be no discrimination against a
‘citizen of the l'!l’lllil‘!‘ beenuse he aes
erpted a cortain ereed, or was affiliated
with a certaln religlons organization. 1
do not think that the Centre DParty
wonld have been so Impartial with the
Rocialists, for history proves the fact
that Catholics. a8 a class, have unjust.
Iy. nomercifully, without the flenst
provocation, maligned. calumniated
and persecuted the diseiples of Marx In
every country, nnd It wasx partially
through the influence of the pulpit that
the apostle of Boclallsm was Incarcer-
ated and nltimately driven from his
Fatherland. Napoleon, who Imprison-
ed the Pope and persecuted the
chorch and Vietor Emanuel, who Is
ealled by Catholle writers the Robber
King. represented the ruling elass, The
Freneh revolution. whieh abolished the
Christlan worship and enthroned the
Goddess of Reason on the high altar
of Notre Dame, represented the bour-
geaisie; who were then Aghting for su-
premacy. and have developed Into the
great capitalists of the vwentleth cen-
tory, and now constitnte the roling
clnss.  There were no Socinlists In
those day= and the atrocities that char
actorized the Relgn of Terror cannot
be fathered on the defenders of eco-

Many a time the ancient creed has
been proscribed In the “land of the
free and the home of the brave” but
the Socialists had no voice In the pass-
age'of these penal enactments, for the
mivement was not yet born.

Fermerly the tools of préduction:
were siiaple and owned by the individ-
ual worker. To-day tlie machine,
Wwhich {s but an improved and more
developed tool of production, Is owned
by the capitalists and not by the work-
ers, This ownership enables the capl-
tallsts to" control the prodoct and keep
the workers dependent upon tnem.

Private ownesship of the means of
production and distribution Is sespon-
sible for the ever increasing uncertain-
ty of lUvellhood and the poverty and
mlsery of the working class, and it di-
vides soclety Into two hostile classes
~the capitalists and wage-workers.
The onee powerful middie cliss ls rap
idly disappearing In the mill of com
petitlon. The struggle is now between
the capitalist class and the working
class. The possession of the means of
livelibood gives to the capltalists the
control of the governtent, the press,
the pulpit, and the schools, and enables
them fo reduce the workingmen to a
ftate of intellectual, physical and so-
¢lal Inferiority, political’ subservience
and virtual slavery.

The economle interests of the capl-
talist class dominate our entire soclal
#ystem; the lives of. the working class
are recklessly sacrificed for profit,wars
are fomeunted between natlons, Indis-
criminate slavghter Is encouraged and
the destruetion of whole races is sane-
tioned In order that the capitalists
may extend thelr commerclal domin-
lon abroad and enhance their suprem-
acy at bome.

But the game economie causes which
developed capitalism are leading to So-
clalism, which will abolish both the
capitalist class and the class of wage
workers, And the active force In
bringing about this new and higher or-
der of society 1s the working class. ANl
other classes, desplte thelr apparent or
actual confiicts. are allke Interested In
the upholding of the system of private
ownership of the Instruments of
wealth prodoction.  The Democratic,
Republican, the bourgeols publlie own-
erehip partles, and all other parties
which do not stand for the coufplete
overthrow of the capitallst system of
production, are allke politienl repre-
sentatives of the capitalist class,

W recog that the thme and manner
of the transition to Boclalism -also de-’
pend upon the stage of development
reached by the proletariat. We, there-
fore, consider it of tne utmost import-
ance for the 3oclallst Party to support .
all active efforts of the working elass
to better jta condition and to clect So-
clalists to political offices, in order to
facilitate the attainment of this end:

Ax such means we advocate:

1. The public ownership of all means
of transportation and commuzication
and all other public utilities, as well
as of all Industries controlled by mon:
opolies, trusts, and combines. . No part
of the revenue of such lndustries to be
applled to the reduction of taxes on”
property. of the capitalist class, but to
be applied wholly to the Inérease of
wages and shortening of the hours of
lubor of the employees, {o the Improve-
ment of the service and dimiolshing
the rates to the consumers.

2. The progressive reduction of the
hours of Jabor and the Increase of
wages In order to decrease the share
of the capitalfst and Increase the share
of the worker in the product of labor.

3. State or natlonal Insurance of
working people In case of accidents,
lack of employment, sickness and want
In old age; the funds for this purpose
to be colleeted from the revenue of the
capitalist class, and to be administered
under the control of the working class.

4. The Inanguration of a system of
public {ndusiries, public eredit to DY
used for that purpose in order that the
workers be secured the full product of
their labor.

6. The education of all children up
to the age of eighteen years, and state
and municipal ald for books, clothing,
and food.

6. Equal eivil and political rights for
men and women,

7. The Initiative and referendum,
proportiopal representation and the
right of reecall of representatives by
their constituents.

But in advocating these measures as
steps In the overthirow of capltalfsm
and the establishment of the Co-opera-
tive Commonwealth, we warn the
working class agaipst the so-called
publiec ownership movements as an at-
tempt of the capitalist ¢lass to secure
governments! control of public wntib-
tles for the purpose of obtaining great-
er security In the exploitation of other
industries and not for the amelloration

STATE PLATFORM 0

The Social Democratic Party of the
state of New York, in convention as-
sembled, declares its allegiance to the
prineiples of Iuternational Soclalism,
having for its ohiject the overthrow of
the system of exploitation of the mass
of the workers by the few ldlers who
own the means of production and the
establislinent of the Co-operative
Commonwealth, This convention de-
clares the alleglance of the Social
Démocratic Party of the smte of New
York to the national Socialist platforin
adopted at the Indianapolis conven-
tion.

Labor of brain or brawn produces all
wealthi; therefore we bLold that those
who labor sbhould possess ail wealth
produced.  This cannot be walle one
class in soclety owns the means of pro-
. duction and another class pertérms the
work of production. The production
of wenlth having changed from an in-
dividual to a soclal cbaracter, we
therefore bold that land, mines, mills,
and other means of production should
be owned socially and not lndividually.
Only when those who work becowme
the owners of the land on which aud
the raw material and means with
which thelr labor Is performed will
they recelve the wealth which I their
product, and only through the control
o the political powers can they secure
possession of these essentlals.

The Boclal Democratic Party there-
fore holds that the capture of the pow-
ers of government by the working
class is the supreme issue of the hour.

Legisintive, judicial and executive
offices should be filled by those who
place the good of the working class
above all else, working to the end that
laws should be passed, judged and en-
forced in thelr Inln-n-u Aund that so-
cial or government ownership may
conserve thelr welfare, the working
class must control the governmegnt,
must BE the govermment. This
ask them to accomplish by voting for
Sociallsm and the candidates of the
Socinl Democratic Party.

A Soclal Democratic Legislature
would pass measures changing private
ownership of the means of production
Into social ownership: Soclalist Judges
would favorably construe such meas-
ures; and a Soclalist Goyvernor nud So-
clalists in all other executive positions
would enforce suoh lnws,

Many if not all of our great corpora-
tlious and c¢aptalns of judustry have
violated every legal and constitutional
provision which stocd In the way of
thelr profits, placing themselves lable
to a forfelture of thelr charter and
property rights, and wherever this has

fiscated and the property they Lold
should revert to the government,

Coporations have committed or stand
ready “to commit every crime In fog-
therance of thelr profits; they have
bought and  sold Injunctions and
Judges, laws and legis'atures, prosecut-
ing and executive officlals; they have
compelled pollce and detective forces

to act as their thugs and ruMans, and
bave used toe atate militia as thelr
private standing army to force submis-
slon upon protesting or striking work-
ers; and they have avalled themselvea
of their economic power ta stop pro-
duction as a meaus of further exploit-
ing the tollers both as producers and
consumers, Boclety cannot save Itself
from the abuses, extortions, and
crimes inseparable from private own-
ership of the trusts except by placing
them  under government ownership,
operation and control,

The condition of the thousands of
men, women, and children employed
as wage-earners in the state of New
York wilknot be bettered by Republi-
can, Democratie, or Reform parties,
_for these parties are owned and con-
trolled by corporations aud capltalists.
So long as the workingmen of New
York place Republicans and Demo-
crats In political power by voting for
them on Election Day, that long they
will Le comipelied to bLeg for legisla-
tive favors after Election Day; and as.
long as they remain begzars they wilk
recelve the Leggar's share of erumbe
and bare bones. Only after years of
petition to Rtepublicans and Democrata.
1a office will they pass laws ostensibly
in the interest of the Working Class,
and laws so passed will be found In-
etficlent, declared unconstitutional, or
remain unenforeed.

Workingmen of New York, you have
a majority of the votes in this state.
Ouly you and those who cast their
lot with you and wish to be of you do
or can know what laws are needed by
your class, can or will judge those
laws honestly or are capable of en-
forcing them In your interest.

Workingmen of New York, we call
upen you, regardless of race, national-
ity or religion, to unite In the politicad
field as you do In the trade unibn.
