The coutinual
statements In the' papers’ concerning
this colliery or that starting and the
production of coal belng large are pure -
fabrications. The machinery Is going
and making some nolse in manys
places, but very Httde coal is being
dug.
8 The rellef fund, while not by any
means what it ought to be, Is in better
shape than has ever heen the case dur-
ing any othér miners’ strike on fhis
continent and proves that the spirit of
solidarity Is growing.. It keeps the
wolf from 'the deor. A pleasant fact Is
that nearly all those who can do with-
out. it leave their share to their broth-
ers In worse cirenmstances., Let the
good work of collecting aid go on uuntil
the Buers and other capltalisiic bensts
of prey are forced to eapitulate. Let
no man iall to do his duty in this
struggle.  After the strike i won,
fands will still be needed, for the men
canpot be expected to go to work with
an empty dinner pail--and the Repub-
Hean full dinner pail is not to be found
in thut reglon, not even with a search-
light.

The funds are handled In o business-
Hke way. Checks are sent froin head-
quarters to all jocals and alse order
books, The checks are deposited in a
bank. The rellef committee jssues or-
ders en any store the reciplent wishes
to patrosize. Every other Baturday
the merchanis call st oeal headguar-
ters asd in exchange for the onders in
their possession recefve & bank check.
Not a cent of money goes through the
hands of (he rellef committee. This
work Is very tediods and wiipleasant.
Frawds of all kinds try to lmpose on
thée committes, Even scabs will come
to seek relief. A scab will cheat, le.
stedl, and try to create all. Kinds of
troubile.

‘To-day the machine,
whick fs but an lmproved aed more
developed tool of production, s ewned
by the capltalists and pot by the wark-
ers.  This ownershlp enables the ¢apl-
talists to control the product and keep
the workers dependent upon Them,

Private owunership of the meaus of
production andl distribution is respon-
sible for the ever inereasing uncertain.
Ay of livelihood and the poverty and
tibsery of the working elass, and it di-
vides soclety into two hostile claswes
~—the capitalists and wage workers,
The once powerful middle class Is rap-
idly disappearing lu the -mill of com-
petition. The struggle is now between
the capltalist class and the working
clars. The possessicn of the means of
livellhood gives to the capitalists the
control of the governmwent, the press,
the pulpit, and the schools, and enabiles
them to redoce the worklugmen to a
state of luteilectual. physical ‘and so-
clal inferiority, politicul subservience
and virtual slavery.

The econvmde interests of the capl
talist elass domiuate our entire mocial
system; the lives of the working class
are recklessly sacrificed for profit, wars

While we declare that the develope
meut of economile conditions tends to
the overthirow of the capitalist systemn,
we recogpize that the tine and manaer
of the transition to Bociallsm also de-
pend upon the stage of developument
reschied by the proletariat. We, there-
fore, consider It of tae utmost invport-
unce for the Joclalist Party to support
all active efforts of the working class
10 botter itw condition and to*elect So-
clalists to pelitical offices, in order to
facilitate the attalnment of this end

As such means we advocate:

1. The public ownership of all means
of trapsportation and communication
and all other public utliities, as well
as of all industries controlled by mon-
opolles, trasts, and combines.. No part
of the revenne of such Industries to be
applied to the reduction of taxes on
property of the capitalist class, but to
be applled whelly to the Increase of
wages and shortening of the hours of
labor of the employees, to the improve-
ment of the serviee and diminishing
the rates to the consumers.

2. The progressive redoction of the
hours of labor and the Increase of
wages in order to decrease the share
of the eapitalist and lncrease the share
of the worker in the product of labor,

3. Btate or pational Insurance of
working people in case of accidents,
lack of employmnent. sickness aud want
in old age; the funds for thix puipose
to be collected from the revenue of the
capitalist class, and 1o be administered
under the control of the working class,

4. The Inauguration of a system of
publie Industries, public credit to be
used for that purpose in order that the
workers be secured the full prodoet of
their laber.

6. The edueation of all children up
1o the age of eighteen yenrs, and state
and municipal aid for books, clothing,
and food.

6. Equal efvil and political rights for
men and women.

7. .The initintive and referendum,
proporticnal  representation and  the -
right of recall of representatives by
their constituents,

But in adveeating these measupes as
steps in the overthrow of eapltalism
and the establishment of the Co-opera-
tive Commonwenith, we warn the
working class against the so-called
pablic ownership movements as an st-
“tempt of the eapitalist class to secure
governmental control of publie wtib-
ties for the purpose of abtaining great-
er socurity in the exploitation of other
industries and not for the amelioration
of the conditions of the wo&u class,
