it Appears that tha St Petersburg Demonstrations Began in
Unions Formed under Government Auspices—An Instruotive

and Encouraging Fact—Now is the time for Social Demo-

cratic Work.

The first bulleting issued by the So-
cinl Democyatic DPurty of Russia for
the information of comrades in ail
lands about the recent events in St
Petersburg_ have just reached New
York., Next week we expect to be
able to glve translations of a consid-
erable part of these interesting re-
ports.

A most interesting feature of the
affalr, which has not been brought out
by the dally press, is the fact that the
great strike In January started in the
unions orgupized under government
avsplces. It wmay not be genernlly
known that, in recent years, observing
the progress made by the Socinlist
propaganda among the wnge-workers
and for the develop t of an
extensive trade-union movement on re-
volutionury lines, the Tsar's govern-
ment, through its secret police. tried
the policy of fzing rival unl
which were allowed a certnin freedom
of action, hoping theredby to druw the
masses nway from the path of Socinl-
fsm. Such. however, i& the fact; and
thix explains many occurrences that
otherwise secm mysterious,

Thus it will be remembered that in
Odessa, wore than a year ago, there
was a great strike which tied up the
whole industry of that large clty for
some time,

During the Arst week the govern-
ment took no wetion, the pollee and
the Cossacks did not strike a blow, the
strikers held public meetings and
demonstrations  withour luterference.
Then suddenly, without a word of
warning, sl wak changed, the whip
und the sabre came into pmy, nnd the
strike was ruthlessly crusheil. The

Bt. Petersburg definitely Informed as
to the change that had come over thelr
“rellable” unions in Odessa: #o at first
Yon Piebve sent orders to the Gover:
nor nt ©dessa not to interfere, and
then, learning how the “rellables’” had
turncd revolutionary, he sent orders
for the suppression of the strike. The
whole affair well illustrates, not only
the cruelty and perfidy of the Russinn
government, but also, what is more
fmportant in a general way, it Hllus-
trates the weakness and vacillation
that nlways characterizes despotic ad-
winistration and the irrepressible vigor
of the labor movement, which from
vague and  unconscious  beginnings
spontaneously developes to consclens-
ness  and  independence and which
tufns the very ugencies Intended for
fts destruction into weapons for its
own defense and for attack upon Its
OPPIEEROrs,

There were two principal
Socialist parties In Poland divided ac-
cording us to whether they owed al-
legiance to Austrin or Russin, There
wus also a small orgenization of which
Rosa Luxemburg seemed to bhe the
principal member.

In Japan the goyernment is trying to
nip the Socldlist movement In the bud,
following the policy or foreible sup-
pression usual where the movemept is
smail. Last November a large mect-
ing at the Y. M, C. A, Enl, at which
seven leading Bociallsts were to speak,
was broken up by the police, Next,
two numbers of the “Helmin Shim-
bun,” a Socialist weekly published at
Tokyo, were suppressed. one contain-
ing a trauslation of the “Communist
Munifesto.,” A social  gathering to
celebrate the first anniversary of the
paper was then dispersed, and finally |
Comrade Nishikawn, the editor of the
“Heimin Shimbon,” was sentenced to
five months penal servitude and a tine
of fifty. yen.. Comrade Kotoku, the
publisher of the Jjournal, was sen-
tenced to seven months penal servi-
tude uttd a fine of fifty yen. The pub-
leation of the journal was prohibited,
and the printing machine wasg ordered
confiscated. They immediately appeal-
ed to' a higher court. In the sume
month the Shakaishugi Kyokal (Soctul-
ist Boclety) was suppressed by the or-
der of the Home Minlater, It was the
only' Sociglist - organization in Japan
since the suppression of the Social
Democratic Party by the government
several years ugo. Soclalist prineiples
are spreading with great rapidity.

As
the Sociulist members of the Legisla-
ture were going one morning through
the wide hall of the Capitol to their
seats In the House they saw two boys
puss them, carrying notex. Comrade
JKummel turned and called them back.
‘When, the boys were asked who ein-
ployed them and how old they were,
they replied that they were in the
service of the state and were twelve
Years of age. The Socialista Instantly
went to the Commissioner of Labor
and Informed him that the state was
violating 1ts own OChild-Labor Law.
I'he Commissioner, after having been
informed both of his neglect of duty
and of the particulars of the cuse, dis-
missed the lads, Next morning the
editor of the “Journal” writes an ex-
citing article on the subject, but in-
stend of giving the Soclalistg credit e
praises o merchant for his vigllunce of
the law, who, however, was the very
person who had been Instrumental In
gettfug the boys the job.,

“THE USUAL THING”

For Conservative Working-
men It Is Disappoint-
ment.

Our View of Fall River Strike Settle-
ment Fully Confirmed—After Strikers
Go Back to Work, Bosses Impudent-
ly Broak Argument — How Different
it Might Have Been,

The opinion expressed by 1ne Work-
er two weeks ungo that the working-
men had “got the .bot end of the
poker” in the settlement of the Fall
River strike effected through the me-
dintion of the Democratic -“friend of
labor,” Governor Douglas, is confirin-
ed by the following report in last Mon-
day's New York “American,” a Demo-
cratic newspaper:

The latest infcrmation from Fall River
{8 1o the effect that the employers are ot
keopiug thelr part of the agrecwent ar
ranged by Governor Douglas for the wettle-
ment of the strike. According to a Fall
River special to the Hoston “American’
the five secretaries of the unlons compoesed
of Fall Hiver textile workers bave drawn
up a long list of grievauces for submission
to Governor Douglas.

These grievauces are the results of dis-
crimination exerclked by the mlll owners
agalost unlon wen who were active In the
great strike, It was ngreed at the time of
the settlement by the employers that there
should he no diserimination.

The Textile Councll in every way tricd
to gt a meeting with the employers to
discuss the grievances. The unlon repre
sentatives were told to forward their griev-
avees Individually. This the Councll re.
fused to do, preferring to place the whole
matter before Goverpor Dongine.

Yhe weavers have a list of between
twenty and thirty cases of discrimination:
the carders, sx: the loomfixers, eight: the
slashicrs, between fifteen und twenty; the
mule spinuers, no actual cases, but & geo-
eral complaint,

Here is one of the.cases cited by the
recretaries: A loomfixer applied to the
King Philip mills for bis job. He was told
that weither be por any member of his
famlly could come to work there. Another
ense was of a carder who attempted to
return to his machine in the Bordea City
mills. He waws told he would be sent for
when wanted, e returned in a week and
was told that another man had been hired
in his pince. :

The “American” labor. editor quite
rightly heads this "report with the
words: *“Fall River Unlonists O_r; the
Usual Thing.” For workingmien who
fanil to vote for the party of tlieir own
clugs and who trust to capitalist poll-
ticians and “friends of labor” to get
some concessions or favors for them
“the usual thing” is bitter disappoint-
went,

If the workingmen of Fall River had
backed thelr economic strike with a
strike at the ballet-box, with five or
six thousand votes for the Socialist
Party, the only party that frankly and
unqualifiedly declared for them aund
agalust the capitalist class, and if
their sympathizers in the rest of the
state had supported them at the polls
in Novemberus freely asthey gave them
resolutious of sympathy, the resuit
would have been different.  Whoever
might Lave been elected Governor, he
and his collengues and the capitalist
class wonld have seen that the work-
ingmen were In earnest and would
have given them real concessions in-
stead of empty prowmises,

JACK LONDON FOR
MAYOR OF OAKLAND.

“The American Gorki'’ is Nominated
on Soclalist Ticket — He Has Been
Stirring Up Trouble of Late In Educa-
tional and Other Circles.

SAN FRANCISCO, Feb, 5-—Jack
London, the novelist—"the American
Kipling” or “the American GorkL" as
various eritice call him, but, after all,
just Jack London—was nominated to-
night a® candidate of 'the Soclalist
Party for Mayor of Oakland. The
chairman of the convention made the
statement that London would accept
I nominated.

At @ recent meeting of the Ruskin
Club in Oakland, in response to the
question, Why are you a Sociallst?
Comrade London gave this answer:
“I am a BSoclalist, first, because
I- was born a proletarian nand
early discovered that for the pro-
letarian Soclallsm was the only way
out; second, ceasing to be a proletarian
and becoming a parasite—an artist
parasite, If you please—I discovered
that for art and the artist Sociallsm
was the only way out."”

Comrade London, who is a Leland
Btanford University man, was invited
by the authorities of the University of
California, at Berkeley, to address the
weekly rally of the students In the
University the last week in January.
He was expected, no doubt, to give a
strictly academic address or, perhaps,
a mere sentimental speech. He did
neither. He struck straight from the
shoulder, giving the students the plain
challenge of the working class to the
intellect of the world, to deglare for
or against the cause of the men and
women and children who produce the
wealth of the world and who live In
poverty. His address stirred up a
serious row among the respectable
citizens and patrons of education, The
Ban Francisco “Argonaut” in its edi

We wight pass over without much
comiment. were it net so significant of
the temper of the “Crisis™ writers, the
talk about “freak titles and freak cus-
toms,™ “narrow, exclusive policy advo-
eated by those who srrogais to thewn-
selves all wisdom and homesty and
who would have the party in leading
strings to them,” “cxalted wisdom and
purity of purpose of minorities,” “reg-
ulationy’ imposed by these who woukd
make of the Socialist orgunimation a
sect or cult,” “narrow, fanatical culf
of men who imagine they have a mis-
sion to save the nation,” “our self-
righteous would-le saviors,” aad the
like.

ihe Republican and Democratic parties
are quite as peculiar as we.

Anyene who thinks that the Republi-
can nominations are really made by
the Republican primaries and the
Democratic nominations by the Demo-
cratic primaries must be very innocent
indeed. Nine times out of ten—in re-
gand to lmportant offices, ninety-nine
times out of a hundred—the primaries
do nothing but formally register a de-
eision previonsly arrived at by the
leznlly unrecognized but actually all
but omnipotent organizafion of active
partizans. The legnl fictlon that pri-
maries and their conventions choose
candidates is on a par with the con-
stitutional fiction that the College of
Eloctors chooses the President and
Vice-President of the United States or
the juridie fiction that judges decide
cases according to absolute and -
mutable principles of abstract fustice,

Politics—and above all the polities
of the class struggle—Iis not to be con-
ducted on the plan of an elegant con-
versazione por on that of a game of
toss-penny.

Each of the opposiug economic inter-
ests in soclety must have and will
bave its party, secking to enforve prin-
ciples serviceable to that Interecst.
Each party, to be effective, must have
its disciplined organization, its tests
for eandidacy and spokesmanship, its
means of applying those tests and of
instructing and controlling its eandi-
dates, spokesmen, and elected officials,
Just hecause the task of our party Is
%o much more arduous than that of
the old partles, it being the Invading
force and they well entrenched anl
provisioned for war, for that reason
onr disciplined organization must, in
order to serve its purpose, be relatives
ly stronger and absolutely Detter dis-
ciplined than thelrs.

Soell’ an organization we have In
this country, as in all other countries
where Socialism has become a politi-
cal force. In thig country it has -l:mo
its work well for sixteen years—passed
throngh storms of persecution, detect-
ed and avoided snares and pitfalls of
reactionary “reform.” survived and
profited by internal disscusions which
its enemles ngaln and again took to be
its death-throes Ingtead of mere “grow-
ing pains.”

Shall we throw that organization
away? Not unless we wish to throw
away all we have gained and begin
again at the beglnning. Must we mod-

| Iy 1t? Donbtless, from time to time,

a8 we have often done In the past. But
whatever modifications we may make,
‘Wwe are not going to “throw out the
baby with the bath.”

The prospeet of coming under the
primary laws does undoubtedly eall
tor careful consideration, with specinl
reference to our existing party organi-
zation, its forms and methods. In or-
der to meet this prolyem, recognizing
that the need is to adapt our organiza-
tion, not to discard it, we must first
consider wherein that organization and
its Qiscipline Is like and whereln It is
unlike those of the old parties. That

Those stupld and vulgar millonalres
who lavish their gigantic incomes in
luxury do Jess bharm sund more good
to the working class than the shrewd }
and sober ones who live modestly and
invest thelr surplus in Vesesuelan as-
phalt lakes, Mexican mines, Cuban
plantations, and Chinese railways and
wotton mills. The spendthrifts, with,
their share of the wealth explotted
from labor, ‘at least give employment '
to some of those whom capitalism oth
erwise.dooms to idleness and want; the
respectable business men, on the com
trary, are constantly sending a part
of the American workingmen's product
abrond, not to improve the conditions’
of the peoples in less developed lands,
but to fix thé yoke of exploltation upon
them too, to divoree them from their'
simple tools, force them out of thelr
simple Ilfe, harness them to the ma,
chine, lmpose on them the burdens of
the strenuous life without Its satisfac-
tions, introduee Into their countries the
same alternation of overwork and kun-
ger that Is already so famillar bere.
The “smart set”are n pretty contempti-
ble lot, morflly and intellectually con-
sidered, but cconomically they are not
an unmixed evil.

In general, under capitalixn, the
production of wealth increases poverty
and the destruction of wealth relieves
ft—for the stmple reason that, under
capitalism, the surplus product belongs
to the nou-producers, so that only
they directly lose by its destruction;
that the Income of the producers de-
pends directly on  the sale of their
labar-power to the non-producers, re-
gurdless how that labor-power is them
used; so that, when a part of the non-
producers’ wealth s destroyed, a
greater opportunity I created for the
producers to sell their labor-power and
get a living.

1f 'we thought capitatism were n last-
ing Kystemr; ‘it ‘we did not “hope to
change it for a better, the best advice
we could give to every unemployed
workingman would be this: Go to
Brondway and throw a brick through
the biggest pinte-glass window you ean
find; then quietly swrrender to - the,
nearest policeman; you will get a few
months in fall, which wiilf not be wors:'
than a winter on the streets: and you'
will have given 4 chance for some oth-
er men to get work in making a new
sheet of glass and putting it in; only
the property owners will suffer, and
they can stand it; the hardship yau
indirectly relieve will mach exceed the
hardship you directly infiict.

Of course, we dou't give such advice.
We only say that it would be perfect.
1y In necord with the paradoxical char-
acter of the eapitalism system, which
turns all sorts of virtues and vices and
wisdoms and follies quite topsy-tur-
vy. Window-smashing Is just as zood
n method of promoting prosperity as
protective tariffs, extravagunt luxury,
or ware for forelgn wmarkets, all of
which find serious advocates in press,
pulpit, and professorial chair; and it
has the advantage of being franker
than the fitst, less vulgnr than the sec-
ond and iess cruel than the third,

There is
probably just about as much truth in
this stutement as in the statement of
our Russian cowrades in their Indict-
ment of the Tsar's government, that it
wantonly provoked the war for the
purpose of serviug Russion property
Interests, Hoth statewents are epsen-
tially true. The pretense uat Tokyo
that the war was entered into with ro-
gret, after every attempt had beea
made to maintain pesee with honor,
that, in fact, Japan is a whe!ly inno-
cent and aggrieved party and s disin-
terestedly fighting for justice, clviliza-
tion, and the like, is arrant hombug—
humbug only surpassed by the similar'
professions at 8t. Petersburg. On both
sides, s0 far as its active promoters are
econcerned, the war is a gigantic crime

The ruling elass In wodern soclety,
politically "as well as economienlly, is
the capitalist elnss, which owns the
 means of production and distribution,
which it uses to produce and distribute
commodities for profit—its sole pur-

pose.

The rufed elass, polttically as welt as
economically, which owns nething ex-
cept its Iabor power, which it s forced
to sell for the means to ilve, s the
working class.

Thelr juterests, cconomically, never
have been, are not now and never will
| be identical; on the contrury, they ai-
ways have been, are now and always
Wil bo—as long a4 these classes exist—
diametrically opposed; for it is to the
interests of the former to buy labor
power as cheap as possible and of the
Iatter to sell it as dear as posstble,

Thelr interests, politically, never have
been, aré not now and never will be
identical; for the state, be it despotism,
mouarchy or republie, Is only the or-
ganized agent of the ruling class, to
further its interests and not the Inter-
eotn of the ruled class.

Laber power is a commodity and,
like every other commodity, I8 subject
to the law of supply and demand. If
the demand exceeds the supply, the
price of lnbar Is high: if the supply ex-
coeds the demaud, the price ts low.
Since, by the Introduction of modern
machinery; by the utiization of na-
ture’s forees, by the applicstion of sci-
ence to modern lndustry, the need for
human labor s constantly diminishing
and since demand corresponds to the
need--1it follows that the supply of la-
bor power is coustantly growing larger
than the demand for It—hence reduc-
ton in its price,

While {u former ages the labor of all
the people scarcely suffced to produce
cnough food, clothing, and shelter for
thelr needs, at the present time the lu-
bor of only a comparatively few suf-
fices to produce not only a sufficiency,
but g superabundance,

But if a few sufflce to run the mn-
chine, it would be unprofitable to hire
more than the few; and since profit is
the sale, object of ‘the eapitulist cluss,
only the few are employed.

AT SOCIALISM STANDS FOR.

and workers Is not the first fnstance of
class struggles in history. The con-
tiicts between master and slave, patri-
cian and plebelan, feudal lord and serf,
wore all cluss struggles.

The capitalist class itself was at one
time a revolutionary class and was
forced to fight the feudul aristocracy
of France, Germany, and Engiand and
destroy It before it obtained fts fren-
dom. In fuet history 1s nothing but
the account of class struggles.

Furthermore, history records po In-
stance where the oppressing class vol-
untarily freed the oppressed cluss, On
the contrary, the cmancipation, in
every lostance, has resulted from the
efforts of the oppressed class itself or
in cousequence of a confict between
rival oppressing ciasses, of the sume or
different nations,

The capitalst class has fulfilled a
glorlous historic wisston. It has now
become supertiuous—uay, o positive in-
Jury to society.

It must be destroyed.

By whom? By the only other eliss
in existence—the working cluss.

How? By the abolition of capital-
ism; the abolition of private ownership
in land, in factories, and mines; tho
alwlltion of the profit system; and by
the substtution therefor of the Co.
operative Commonwenlth under which
soclety as 4 whole will own the land,
the factories, the mines; under whieh
all who are able o work will have to
work, thus abollshing clussos; Junder
which society wili produce for nse and
not for profit. thus preserving eeco-
vomle equality; under which the work-
er will receive the full soaal valae of
his labor; under which ehld lnbor will
not be cxploited; under which toe
kpecter of possible future want, eithor
for himself, his wife, his chikiren, in
cane of death. sickness. old age, husi-
ness losses —ever haunting individuatls
of all classes—will vanislh; ander
which mun for the first thme In history,
will be really free, morally, physically,
intellectually — because  economicnlly
free.

This is Sociulism, It ix the mission
of the Socinlist Party to educnte the
working cluss to a eomprehension of
these truths, so that 1t omay latelli-
wently, peaceably by the use of the
ballot, by the eapture of political pow-
er—~overthrow the present eapitalistie
systeny, lnnugurate the Soclallstic sys-
tem, and forever emd the Injustice,
crime apd misery peccasarily caused
by the former.

Probibition. socinl settlements, politi
cal reform. charities, well Intentioned
as they are, cannot remedy the situa-
tion, beenuse they treat only the symp-
toms—the effects—of the disease, and
do pot remove the canse—the private
ownership of the means of pradaction
aud distribution. Only a complete rev-
olution n the economic structure of so-
clety will effect a care.

The widdle class Is a pegligible fac-
tor. As a class it Is doomed to disap-
pear and its members foreed to join
the working class; the clerk, the teach-
er. the lawyoer, the physician, the min-
ister, owing to the Increased eost of
Uring and to the competition within
their respeetive ocenpations, can even
now  scarcely be differentiated eco-
nowieally from the working elass; the
merchant, the small manufacturer, the
farmer—will soon experience the fate
of the butcher and dealor in oil.  Fur-
thermore, from an  bistorical stand-
point, only that class has justitleation
for its existence which lLas (1) either
an ecovomde basis or (2) an historical
mission to perform. The middle class
‘possosses neither of these hases to
Justify ite further existence nnd is
dooized to disappear.

Even
heré, however, they share these dis-
abilitied 'with certnin categories of
men, and therefore, objectionable as
they may be, these disabilities do not.
in themselves, repfumt a sex imferior-
Ity; as such:

Ol.thuhm.hmh socinlly, it muxt
be admitted women are generally rec-
ognized as the equals, if not the super-
lors of men. ' A workman Is not at all
the social equal of the capitallst, but
a woman of any class is always gt
Jeast the soclal equal of the men of
that class. - This, fw itself, at ouce @é!
stroys the analogy between sex and
cluss, After all, the end at which we
are nlming Is universal soclal equulity;
poutical and cconemic equality are
really but means to that end, and that
social equality women as a sex al-
ready possess,

As to the political enfranchisement
of women, I am’ entirely in favor of
that. As a Socinl Democrat 1 believe
In universal adunlt suffrage; but 1 most
cordially join with Miss Bondfield i
her protest against the attempt which
i8 belng made to create antagonism
between men and women of the wark-
ing class, and to make the latter be-
lieve that their interests are identical
with those of the women of other
classes and opposed to those of their
own fathers, husbands and brothers,

The confliet In which we are engag-
ed Is & class war, in which the whole
working class—women as well as men
—bave a solidarity of Interest as
agninst the eapitalist class. We must
not have that definite issue compli-
cated by some faueliful question of sex
antagonism,

Put it this way: From which does a
worklng woman suffer most—Lrom the
waut of a vote, or from the exploita-
tion of her father, husband or biroth-
ers, throngh which they are only able
to get a starvation wage when in em-
ployment and are frequeatly thrown
out of work? On which side are her
interests affected; on the one side of
those whose hardships she bas to
ahare -and. whose- burdens must
help to endupe, or on the side of the
women of the class whose wealth s
derived from those hardships and
whose luxary is Dought by those bur-
dens? i

In n $trike or a lockout, on whose
side are the sympathies and the inter-
ests of working-class women? Are
they on the side of the class to which
they belong; or are they on the side
of the women folk of the class which
is opposing, fighting, and endeavoring
to starve the working women them-
selves and their bread-winners?

There can be but one answer to
such questions as these. The luterests
of working-class women are bound up,
not with those of women of other
classes, but with the men of their own.
A woman of the, capitalist class be-
longs to that class and shares in the
spolls wrung from the unpaid lubor of
the workers. A working-cluss woman
is equally a.victim with the men of
ber cluss of the robbery to which they
are subjected.

But Thelr Werks Remain for Us to
Use sad to Oarry on for Thom That

Shall Come after Us.

It is the melanchioly duty of The
Worker to report the death of two of
“he old guard,” two comrades who
fought for sm in this coyatr,
when the natife American working-
men were unwilling to hear of it and
when to be known as a Soclaliat was
to be ostracized and couvsldered as an
enemy of all that was worthy of re
spect. Duys of more strenuots bat
tle, of more active persecution, may
come; but harder days, days of great:
er isolation, duys making greater do-
mands upon wen's souls, never. For
the work they did in those old times,
for their ploneering in the eapitalist
desert, which marked the ways for us.
we owe such men ns these u debt that
we can repay ouly by the most earnest
service for those who are yet to follow

us.

Friedrich Wilhelm Fritssche died in
Philadelphia last Sunday evening. On
Mar. 27 he would have been elghty
yonrs of age. Comrade Fritzsche
leaves n record of uutiring work for
lberty in the Old World and in the
New. Borp in Leipzig of poor par-
snts, he had to leave school early and
learn the clgarmuking trade. In the
stirring days of 1848 we find him on
the barricades at Dresden; and =
year's \wprisonment was the pesnaity
for his ardor lu the cause. A few
years later he went to Bwitzerland,
and there he becnme Interested In the
Commuopist wovement, of which the
Bocial Democratic movement of to-day
i’ the direct continuation. Returning
to Germany, he took an active part in
the founding of the Universal German
Workingmen's Union (Lassalle’s or-
gapization) in May of 1568, and there-
after be was for u long time the editor
of the craft journal of the (German
Cigar Makers' Unlon. That German
unlonism has developed on different
lincs  from those of English and
Awmerienn - unionismy, - and - far traer
and stronger lines, Is largely duoe
to the work that Comrnde Fitzsche
did in  those days. He was an
early advoeate of unity of the
forces of Socinlism in Germuny, differ-
Ing In this with many of the Luassul-
leans, and served as a delegnte to the
ever memorable Elsenach Congress in
1880. From 1878 to 18%1 Fritzache sat
s 4 Social Democrstic wember 1 the
German Relchstag.  Those were tie
days of Blsmurck's Exception Laws,
and In 1881 Fritesche and L. Viereck
were sent to the United  States to
srouse the Cerman imwigrants and
refugecs here to help theilr comrades
in the hard fighit in the Fatherland,
Thelr missfon was very successful
and shortly afferward Fritzsche and
Juliug Vahiteleh @llso a former mem-
ber of the Relchstag und now oune of
the editors of the New York “Volks
zoltung™) were sent on a second mis-
sion. Thenceforth Fritzeche made hix
home in the United States; and here
Be continued the werk he had done so
well in Germany. As speaker, organ-
fzer, und writer—poct as well as editor
—~he did yeoman service for the Ger-
man Auerican labor movement. He
was the founder of the Baltimore La-
bor Lyceum and in Inter ycars was
Organizer of the United German
Trades of Philadelphin and Librarian
of the Labor Lyceum In  that city
where, for o number of years past, he
made his bome,

Henry Ewrich died in New York last
Mopduy at the age of ffty-piue. It
was In the narrower tield of the Ger-
man Inbor movement of New York and
the vicinliy that he did bis work, lut
the saue spirlt was seen in all e did,
Als blograpliy would almost be the
history of the cabinet makers' orgaui-
zation in the United Rtatex vp to very
recent yenrs.  As n delegate in the
Central Labtor Union, the forerunner
of the jresent Cencral Federuted Un-
fon—and # most aetive and azgressive
delogate, too-us National Secretary of
the old National Mibel-Arboiter Ver-
Land. and as Dusiness Agent of the
Gernnn Jocals, he exercised for many
years an Influence which has contrib-
utesd el 1o make the present Broth-
erhiood  of  Carpenters opne of the
strongest aud ¢ne of the most progres-
sive of American trude unjons.  He
played o prominent and slwuys a cred-
ftable puit In the remarkable nove
ment of 185687 and wag always o
stunch  supporter of Bocialism. He
was a twenber of the Boclalist Co-op-
crative Pulilishing Association (whilch
publisties The Worker and thy “Volks:
goltung’s and  also of the Workiug-
men’s Cooperstive  Publisliog Asso-
elation. whieh he bhelped to recall to
activity two years ago for the purpose
of establishing a Socialist daily in the
Englisli Inngunge.

NEWARK COMRADES
CHECK GAG SCHEME.

Under Color of Protecting Pulilic Wofr-’
ality, **Good OCitizens'' Would MHave
Established Russ an Censorship.

In respouse 1o an outery on the part
of many “good clitizens” of Newark
agninst indecent theatrical advertis-
ing. an ordinance was drawn up by
the City Counsel that made {t flegal
to post or distribnte or in any way
circulate any posters, cards, circulars,
paumphilets, or other advertising mat-
ter without first submitting a  copy
thereof and ohtalning approval there-
of from-the License Inspector of Now-
ark.  As drawn up the bill would bave
done credit to Russizn autoeracy and
had all the earmuarks of belug drawn
In some private interest. The Social-
ists  appointed  Comrades Goebel,
Walker, Burgess, Strolell, and Dey a
committee to frame und present n pro-
test to the Common Council against
the ordinance and to serve notlee that
if made Into law the Socialists would
at once proceed to test the constitu-
tionality of the !aw. The committee
appenred before the Councll, and as a
result the ordinance wag referred buck
to the City Counsel for revision, the
chances being that no more will be
heard of it. The press reported the
matter very fully. BSoclalists should
usd every occcasion such as this for
propagunda, '

That's no nuswer
even If It Is true. You can’t convince
them by patting yourselves on the
buck and asserting that you nre ns
“good" us they are. If you really were
the most intelligent, you'd retort that
you represent more of labor than they
do-of capitul—that while your ranis
are bound to grow, they are equally
bound “to diminish—that the (rusts
will see to it in a few years that they
won't represent 1 per cent. of the eapi-
tal of the country. But It takes a lit-
tle study to figure this out, to get on
to what they really represent,

They belleve In the “open shop.”
They ought to. It's good for them. And
therefore they calenlate that it onght
to ' be good for you also, and are sur-
prised and grieved to see that you
can't figure it out that way, So much
80 that they even hegin to doubt your
patriotisin,  Over and over again they
huve told you that the sort of shop
you want Is “un-American,” while
theirs s the only-wecurate representas
tlon of nationn! character. If you had
the sort of shop that you want you'd
only enslave yourselves, and as cham-
pions of lberty, they can't remain
passive while you insist on the closed
shop. Rut maybe this Is all due to
your obstitacy and natural cuseed-
ness.  You seein to think that the open
shop il successful would menn nan
eternity of human slavery-—-a capital-
{st's paradise, but a unlon man's hell

Why Net Exposo the *“Sophistries”?

I see that Mr, Oviatt, in his nddress
before the Manufacturer's Associntion
In New York. declures that you are
“maddened with the sophistries of So-
ciallsm.” 1 know well that you are
not all Soclalists here, hut If Mr, Ovi-
aft insists on it, Jt seems to mo that
you might ag well have the game as
the name. What do you think? Well,
Oviatt didu’'t flud it convenlent to
come here to-night and expose any of
those “sophistries.” But [ want to say
particularly to you gentlemen of the
press—1 know yon won't publish this,
but I'll say it anyhow—if there is any

other spokesman of the Alllunce In
Rochester--any  banker, merchant,
menufacturer, capitalist, lnwyer or

éditor in this city that will dare to
champion the side of the Clitizen's Al
liance against Rocialism and will do it
on the public platform, I will, If the
Rochester union men ask me, come if
I am within 500 miles of the city. I'll
not snenk out of it as Mr. Oviart did,
And 1 mny say that if I am not with-
m halling distance, there are handreds
of other Soclalists that ean do the job
better than [ ean, that will jump at
the chance.  You can rip me up in
your papers all yeu like to-morrow
morning, but b guess you won't mei-
tion this,

Well, I'm about tired swaggering
and  wili quit . It's  becoming
Hdieulous, It's only a cheap sort of
victery one conld win over Oviatt or
urry or any of these people. But
yon ask me what you should do here
and now in Rochester,

Thix thing is a fight, and in a fight
you have to stand together, If there
ore uny Isolated unlons In the elity,
that cannot or will not staud with the
others, you can depend on it that there
the attack of the Alllance will be di-
rected, because there is the weak spot.
and there les their hope of entting
you to pleces in detail.  They want
you to have trade autonomy-—there is
one point In which they agree with
Mr, Gompers—hut they will have none
of it for themselves. You don't find
them dividing thelr forces on craft
Jines—not when they attack you at
any rute. Whether they own the
weans  of production In  clothing,
shoek, Tumber, brick, steel, or any oth-
er of the diversificd products of the
factory, they make no distinction on
that score while dealing with you.
They' stand together. They have an
alliance almost perfect, while yon
have union most Imperfect.

You have got to get together on in-
dustriul instead of craft lines. As a
matter of fact, trades are golng any-
how. Division of labor is destroying
separate crafts. You must stand to-
gether as workingmen, not as tallors,
shoemakers, painters, carpenters, and
50 forth. Drop this silly rot about
trade autonomy. United you have a
c¢hance to stand, but divided you will
surely fall. Get together In industrial
organizations. Close up the ranks and
present a solid front to your enemies.
Yon will have to do this anyhow de-
spite what you may think now. The
Citizgen’s Alllance, by theirattacks, will
forece you to unite in this way. Indus-
trial unionism is as certaln as the ris-
ing of to-morrow's sun.

The House-Cleaning Werk.
