The names of
Degaiev of the Narodnaya Volya of
twenty-five years before and that of
Malinovsky, important member of
the Bolshevik Party who was un-
masked a few years after Azev, are
sufficient proofs to that effect

But there is a distinction between
the activities of the agents prove-
cateurs in a predominantly terrorist
party like that of the Social Revolu-
tionists, and in an gr(-niumm rely
ling exclusively on mass action. Inb
the latter, the provocateur, though
betraying from time to time, indi-
vidual members or groups, is never-
theless useful through his propaganda
in strengthening the mass movement.

“The danger and the unfairness of
the act againsty laboring men and
women of the state can best be illus-
trated by another example. If during
the course of a strike, some strike-
breakers or gunmen, oftentimes em-
ployed by corporations during strikes,
should assault and even seriously in-
